Hkrati je vodja mednarodnega projekta Erasmus+ ETHIKA - Ethics
and values education in schools and kindergartens.

Assist. professor Vojko Strahovnik is a research associate and a researcher
at the Theological Faculty (University of Ljubljana) and Chair of the De-
partment of theory of law and ethics in public life at the Faculty of Gov-
ernment and European Studies. He is an active editor of the book series
Philosophy and Dialogue/Philosophie im Dialog published by LIT Ver-
lag (Berlin). In 2015-2016 he was a Fulbright visiting researcher at the Uni-
versity of Arizona.

Tomaz Grusovnik

Tomaz Grusovnik je docent za filozofijo vzgoje in izobrazevanja na Uni-
verzi na Primorskem (Pedagoska fakulteta) ter znanstveni sodelavec na
isti instituciji. Ukvarja se z okoljsko etiko, etiko Zivali in filozofijo eduka-
cije ter zgodovino 3olstva. Doslej je objavil dve monografiji, in sicer Odten-
ki zelene: humanisticne perspektive okoljske problematike (Koper, 2011) ter
Etika Zivali — o tezvrstni gostoljubnosti (Koper, 2016), ki se v pomembnih
toc¢kah dotikata vzgoje in ozave$¢anja v sklopu okoljske etike in etike Ziva-
li v navezavi na problem zanikanja.

Tomaz Grusovnik is assistant professor for philosophy of education at the
Faculty of Education, University of Primorska, and scientific associate at
the same institution. His main interests are environmental ethics, animal
ethics, philosophy of education and history of education. He published
two books in Slovenian — Shades of Green: Humanist Perspective of Envi-
ronmental Problematic (Koper, 2011) and Anrimal Ethics — On Transspe-
cies Hospitality (Koper, 2016), dealing in important aspects with educa-
tion and awareness-raising in the field of environmental and animal ethics
in connection, with special emphasis on the problem of denialism. His re-
search in the field of philosophy of education thus focuses on the issue of
quality education in the face of denialism and interrelated tendency of a
subject to avoid knowledge. Grusovnik published several scientific papers
in various journal, edited and co-edited several monographs, and lectured
at different institutions in Asia, Australia, North America and Europe. In
2015 he chaired program committee of the scientific conference “Educa-
tional Paradigms” that took place at the University of Primorska.
