Konec leta 2005 je v drZavi Zivelo 2 003 358 prebivalcev, ali 0,3 %
vec kot konec leta 2004.

V letu 2005 se je v primerjavi z letom 2004 povecalo tako Stevilo
zivorojenih (in preseglo 18 tiso€) kot tudi Stevilo umrlih. Rodilo se
je 18 157 otrok, kar je 196 ve¢ kot leto pred tem, umrlo pa je
18 825 prebivalcev ali 302 vec kot leta 2004. Med umrlimi je bilo
75 dojenckov; 41 deckov in 34 deklic.

PoveCanje Stevila prebivalstva je posledica pozitivnega
selitvenega prirasta, ki je bil vec kot trikrat vedji kot v letu 2004
(6 436 0z. 3,2 na 1000 prebivalcev). Umrlo je 668 prebivalcev veé
kot se jih je rodilo. V primerjavi z letom 2004 se je negativni
naravni prirast prebivalstva rahlo povecal.

Leta 2005 je bilo sklenjenih 5 769 zakonskih zvez. 2 647
zakonskih zvez je bilo razvezanih. Razvezana je bila vsaka Cetrta
zakonska zveza.

V letu 2005 se je v drzavo priselilo 15 041 prebivalcev, odselilo pa
8 605. Tudi tokrat so med selivci prevladovali tujci — med
priseljenimi jih je bilo 88,4 %, med odseljenimi pa 75,9 %.

32 204 prebivalcev je spremenilo naselie stalnega prebivalisca.
Med naselji iste obCine se je selilo 10 048 prebivalcev, v drugo
obéino pa se je preselilo 22 156 prebivalcev.

At the end of 2005 there were 2,003,358 people living in Slovenia
or 0.3% more than at the end of 2004.

Compared to 2004, in 2005 the number of live born children and
the number of deaths increased. 18,157 children were born, which
is 196 more than in the previous year, and 18,825 people died,
which is 302 more than in 2004. Among deaths there were 75
infant deaths; 41 boys and 34 girls.

Increase in the number of population was the result of positive net
migration, which was three-times higher than in 2004 (6,436 or 3.2
per 1,000 population). 668 more people died than were born.
Compared to 2004, natural decrease was slightly up.

5,769 marriages and 2,647 divorces were registered in 2005.
Every fourth marriage ended in divorce.

In 2005, 15,041 people immigrated to Slovenia and 8,605 people
emigrated. This year too most migrants were foreigners — 88.4%
of immigrants and 75.9% of emigrants.

32,204 people changed the settlement of permanent residence;
10,048 persons migrated among settlements of the same
municipality and 22,156 persons moved to other municipalities.

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PREBIVALSTVO

Konec leta 2005 je v Republiki Sloveniji Zivelo 2 003 358 prebivalcev.
Rast prebivalstva v preteklem letu (za 0,3 %) je bila posledica pozitivnega
selitvenega prirasta, saj naravni prirast upada ze od leta 1997.

Delez tujih drzavljanov v Republiki Sloveniji je konec leta 2005 znasal
2,4 %. Skoraj polovico (21 943 oseb) so predstavljali drzavljani Bosne in
Hercegovine, 9 279 je bilo drzavljanov Srbije in Crne gore, 6 955 pa
drzavljanov Hrvaske.

Povpre¢na starost moskih je 31. decembra 2005 zna$ala 38,9 leta, Zensk
pa 42,2 leta. To pomeni, da se je povpre€na starost moskih od leta 1995
povecCala za 3,4 leta, Zensk pa za 3,2 leta.

Delez mladih (stari 0 do 14 let) v zadnjem desetletiu nenehno upada,
delez prebivalcev, starih 65 let ali ve¢, pa neprestano raste. Konec leta
2005 je bilo 14,1 % prebivalstva, mlajSega od 15 let, 15,6 % pa so
predstavijali prebivalci, starejSi od 64 let. Indeks staranja za moske je
znaSal 82,1, za Zzenske pa 140,5.

ROJENI
Prvi¢ po letu 2000 ponovno veé kot 18 tiso¢ otrok

V letu 2005 je Stevilo Zivorojenih otrok preseglo 18 tiso€. Rodilo se je
18 157 otrok, 9 355 deCkov in 8 802 deklic. V primerjavi s predhodnim
letom se je Stevilo Zivorojenih otrok povecalo za 196. Po letu 2003, ko
smo v Sloveniji zabeleZili najmanj Zivorojenih doslej, njihovo Stevilo
postopoma naras¢a. Na 1000 prebivalcev se je tako v letu 2005 v
povpre€ju rodilo 9,1 otrok.

17 966 porodov, med temi 112 mrtvorojenih otrok

17 669 porodov je bilo obicajnih, takih, pri katerih je bil rojen en otrok, v
291 primerih sta bila pri enem porodu rojena dva ofroka (dvojcka),
porodov trojékov pa je bilo 6. Pri vseh porodih skupaj se je 112 otrok
rodilo mrtvih. To pomeni, da se je v letu 2005 na 1000 Zivorojenih otrok
rodilo 6,2 mrtvorojenih otrok. Desetletno povprecje mrtvorojenosti
(1996-2005) v Sloveniji znada 5,2 mrtvorojenih na 1000 Zivorojenih. V
zatetku sedemdesetih let je Stevilo mrtvorojenih na 1000 Zivorojenih
padlo pod 10, Se sredi petdesetih let pa je znaSalo 20 mrtvorojenih na
1000 Zivorojenih.

Skoraj vsi otroci rojeni v porodnisnici

Med vsemi Zivorojenimi otroki se je 11 otrok rodilo zunaj porodni$nice, od
tega trije brez strokovne pomoci zdravnika ali babice, med mrtvorojenimi
pa dva. Stevilo porodov zunaj porodnidnic in brez strokovne pomodi se
zmanj$uje. Se v zadetku petdesetih let se je kar polovica otrok rodila
doma, in ne v zdravstveni ustanovi. Z leti je delez otrok, rojenih v
porodni$nicah, naras¢al in leta 1965 dosegel Ze 90 %, od leta 1977 pa
se v porodni$nicah rodi ze 99 % otrok.

Nizka rodnost in zozena reprodukcija prebivalstva

Celotna stopnja rodnosti, ki predstavlja povprecno Stevilo Zivorojenih
otrok na eno Zensko v rodni dobi (15-49 let) pri sedanji ravni umrljivosti in
ob predpostavki, da bo Zenska docakala 49. leto starosti, je v Sloveniji
med najnizjimi v Evropi. Vrednost 2,1 pomeni, da ima prebivalstvo s
tak$no rodnostjo zagotovljeno enostavno reprodukcijo, vrednosti pod 2,1
pa, da se prebivalstvo sreCuje z zozeno reprodukcijo. V Sloveniji je
celotna stopnja rodnosti v letu 2005 znaSala 1,26. Podobno nizke
vrednosti so v 2004 med ¢lanicami EU-25 imele $e vzhodnoevropske
drzave Litva, Latvija, Poljska in Slovaska, med drugimi evropskimi
drzavami pa Belorusija, Ukrajina in Moldavija.

POPULATION 2005

At the end of 2005 there were 2,003,358 people living in Slovenia. During
2005 the population grew by 0.3% as a result of positive net migration. A
natural decrease has been recorded since 1997.

At the end of 2005 the population consisted of 2.4% foreign citizens.
Almost half of them (21,943) were citizens of Bosnia and Herzegovina,
9,279 were from Serbia and Montenegro and 6,955 from Croatia.

On 31 December 2005 the mean age of men was 38.9 years and of
women 42.2 years, which means that since 1995 the mean age of men
has increased by 3.4 years and of women by 3.2 years.

In the past decade there has been a constant decrease in the share of
children aged 0-14 and an increase in the population aged 65 or more. At
the end of 2005 the population consisted of 14.1% aged below 15 years
and 15.6% aged 65 or more. The ageing index for men was 82.1 and for
women 140.5.

BIRTHS
For the first time after the year 2000 more than 18 thousand babies born

The number of live born children in 2005 exceeded 18 thousand; 18,157
children were born, 9,355 boys and 8,802 girls. Compared to the previous
year the number increased by 196. After 2003, when in Slovenia the
lowest number of live born children was registered, the number has
gradually increased. On average 9.1 children were born per 1,000
population in 2005.

17,966 deliveries, 112 among them still births

Mothers gave birth to one child in 17,669 cases, while in 291 cases twins
and in 6 cases triplets were born. Among all deliveries 112 children were
still born, which means that in 2005 6.2 still births per 1,000 live births
were registered, while the ten-year average (1996-2005) for Slovenia is
5.2. At the beginning of the 1970s the number of still births per 1,000 live
births dropped below 10, while in the mid-1950s it was still over 20.

Almost all children were born in maternity hospitals

Among all live born children only 11 were not born in a maternity hospital.
Three live born and two still born children were born without the
assistance of a doctor or a midwife. The number of deliveries outside
maternity hospitals or without professional assistance is falling. At the
beginning of the 1950s a half of the children were born at home and not in
a health institution. Year by year the proportion of children born in
maternity hospitals has increased; in 1965 the proportion of those
children was already 90%, in 1977 already over 99%.

Fertility below the population replacement level

Total fertility rate, which is the average number of live born children per
one woman in her reproductive age (15-49 years) at the present mortality
rate and at the assumption that the woman will reach her 49th birthday, is
in Slovenia among the lowest in Europe. With the value of 2.1 the simple
reproduction of the population is assured. Values below 2.1 mean that the
population reproduction is below the replacement level. In 2005 total
fertility rate in Slovenia was 1.26. Similarly low values were registered in
2004 in Eastern European countries (EU-25: Lithuania, Latvia, Poland
and Slovak Republic, other countries: Belarus, Ukraine and Republic of
Moldova).
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Mama ob rojstvu prvega otroka v povprecju stara ze 27,8 leta

Iz leta v leto opaZzamo, da se Zenske odlogajo za materinstvo Cedalje
pozneje. Na to kaZeta tako povpre¢na starost matere ob rojstvu prvega
otroka kot tudi deleZz Zensk, mlajSih od 25 let, ki rodijo prvic. V
sedemdesetih letih je bilo Zensk, mlajSih od 25 let, ki so rodile prvic,
priblizno 77 %, leta 2005 samo $e malo ve¢ kot Cetrtina (26,7 %).
Povpre¢na starost matere ob rojstvu prvega otroka se je v primerjavi s
predhodnim letom — kot Ze zadnjih nekaj let — spet povecala. Za 0,2 leta
se je zviSala tudi zato, ker se deleZ mater, starih 35 let ali vec, ki prvi¢
rodijo, povecuje. Delez teh je v letu 2005 znasal Ze 6,2 %, najve¢ doslej.

Povpre¢na starost matere ob rojstvih vseh otrok: 29,4 leta

Povpre¢na starost matere ob rojstvih otrok se je v Sloveniji po drugi vojni
znizevala do konca sedemdesetih let, ko je bila leta 1979 zabelezena
najniZja vrednost, in sicer 25,3 leta. Do leta 2005 se je dvignila za ve€ kot
4 leta, na 29,4 leta.

Vzrok za to je zniZzevanje rodnosti mlajSih in povecevanje rodnosti
starejSih Zensk. Tako so Zzenske v starosti 20-24 let konec sedemdesetih
let (1979) med 1000 Zenskami v tej starosti, ki so takrat predstavijale
najbolj rodno skupino Zensk, rodile 184 otrok, leta 2005 pa samo Se 40
(natancneje 40,4).

Pred tridesetimi leti je 1000 Zensk v rodni dobi med, tj. 15. in 49. letom,
rodilo priblizno 63 Zivorojenih otrok, leta 2005 samo Se 36 (natanCneje
36,3).

46,7 % otrok rojenih neporo¢enim materam

Delez otrok, rojenih materam, ki niso porogene, se $e naprej povecuje.
Se sredi sedemdesetih let je bilo v Sloveniji zunaj zakonske zveze rojenih
10 % otrok, leta 1987 ve¢ kot 20 %, leta 2002 pa ze ve¢ kot 40 %. Za vec
kot devet desetin otrok, rojenih zunaj zakonske zveze, je po rojstvu
podano priznanje ofetovstva. Zunajzakonska rojstva niso znacilna samo
za prvorojence, pa¢ pa je vedno ve€ drugih ali tretjih otrok rojenih v
zunajzakonskih skupnostih. V letu 2005 je bilo med prvorojenci rojenih
zunaj zakonske zveze 59 % otrok, med drugorojenci 37,8 %, med vsemi
tretjerojenci pa Cetrtina.

Skoraj 70 % zivorojenih otrok na Koroskem rojenih zunaj zakonske
zveze

Raznolikost Slovenije se pri podatkih o rojenih najizraziteje pokaze v
delezu otrok, ki se rodijo zunaj zakonske zveze. Severovzhodni deli
Slovenije, e zlasti KoroSka, so bili ze v sedemdesetih letih obmogja z
kar 69 % Zivorojenih otrok v koro$ki regiji, rojenih neporoenim starSem,
v podravski regiji pa je bilo takih 62 %. Manj kot tretjino otrok, najmanj v
Sloveniji, pa je bilo zunaj zakonske zveze rojenih v notranjsko-kraski in
goriski regiji.

First time mothers on average already 27.8 years old

From year to year women are deciding to have children later on in their
lives. This is shown by the mean age of the mother at first childbirth and
the proportion of women under 25 who give birth for the first time. In the
1970s approximately 77% of women who gave birth for the first time were
under 25 years old, while in 2005 their share was only slightly more than
a quarter (26.7%). As in the last few years, the mean age of the mother at
first childbirth increased compared to the previous year. One of the
reasons for the rise by 0.2 years is that the proportion of mothers aged 35
or over who gave birth for the first time is increasing. In 2005 it reached
the highest value ever, 6.2%.

The mean age of the mother at birth of the child was 29.4 years

After the Second World War until the end of the 1970s the mean age of
the mother at birth of the child in Slovenia decreased. The lowest age
was observed in 1979: 25.3 years. By 2005 the mean age has grown by
more than 4 years to 29.4.

The reason is the reduction of fertility among younger women and
increase among older. At the end of the 1970s (in 1979), 1,000 women
aged 20-24 years (the most fertile group at that time) gave birth to 184
children, in 2005 only to 40.4.

Thirty years ago, 1,000 women in reproductive age (15-49 years) gave
birth to almost 63 live born children. In 2005 the rate was only 36.3 per
1,000 women.

46.7% of children born to unmarried mothers

The proportion of children born to unmarried mothers is on the rise. In the
mid-1970s 10% of children were born outside marriage, in 1987 more
than 20% and in 2002 over 40%. Paternity was acknowledged for more
than nine tenths of children born outside marriage. lllegitimate live births
are not typical only for first-born children, more and more second- or third-
born children are born in consensual unions. Among all first-born children
59% were born outside marriage, among all second-born children 37.8%
and among all third-born children one quarter.

Almost 70% of live born children in Koroska region were born
outside marriage

The diversity of Slovenia is in the field of births the most explicitly shown
in the proportion of children born outside marriage. The north-eastern
parts of Slovenia, especially KoroSka region, were already in the mid-
1970s areas with the highest rate of illegitimate live births. In 2005, 69%
of live born children were in Koro$ka region born to unmarried parents, in
Podravska region 62%. In Notranjsko-kraska and Gorejnska regions less
than a third of children were born outside marriage, the fewest in
Slovenia.

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Celotna stopnja rodnosti v 2005 najvisja na Gorenjskem, najnizja v
Pomurju

V zadnjih letih rodi Zenska v rodni dobi v povprecju najmanj otrok na
skrajnem SV in JZ Slovenije ter v ozemeljsko in Steviléno najmanjsi
slovenski regiji. NajniZja celotna stopnja rodnosti v 2005 je bila v
pomurski regiji (1,10) ter v zasavski in obalno-kraski regiji (1,13). Najvi§ja
celotna rodnost pa je znacilna za gorenjsko regijo (1,36 v 2005),
osrednjeslovensko ter notranjsko-kradko regijo (1,35); to so regije, v
katerih se na 1000 prebivalcev rodi najve¢ otrok. V osrednjeslovenski
regiji se jih je v 2005 rodilo skoraj 10 (9,9), eden vec, kot je slovensko
povpregje.

Skoraj vsak peti otrok, rojen v jugovzhodnem delu Slovenije, ima
vsaj dva brata ali sestri

Jugovzhodna Slovenija in spodnjeposavska regija sta bili v letu 2005
najvec tretjerojenih otrok (ali otrok $e viSjega reda). Podobno velja tudi za
gorenjsko regijo. V polovici regij je delez prvorojenih otrok v letu 2005
presegel 50 %, v obalno-kraski regiji je presegel 58 %. V tej regiji se je
posledi¢no rodilo najman;j tretjerojenih otrok (ali otrok Se visjega reda), saj
je tak vsak deseti rojeni v tej regiji.
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The highest total fertility rate in 2005 in Gorenjska and the lowest in
Pomurska region

In recent years the fewest children have been born to women in their
reproductive age in the north-eastern and south-western parts of Slovenia
and in the smallest Slovenian region. The lowest total fertility rate was in
2005 registered in Pomurska region (1.10), and in Zasavska and Obalno-
kraSka regions (1.13). The highest total fertility rate was registered in
Gorenjska (1.36), and in Osrednje-slovenska and Notranjsko-kraska regions
(1.35). Those are the regions were the most children per 1,000 population
are born. In Osrednje-slovenska region almost 10 (9.9) children per 1,000
population were born, which is one more than the average for Slovenia.

Almost every fifth child born in the south-eastern part of Slovenia
has at least two siblings

In 2005 the lowest proportion of first-births was registered in
Jugovzhodna Slovenija and Spodnjeposavska region, where the
proportion of third-births (or more) was the highest. The situation is similar
also in Gorenjska region. More than a half of the children were first-born
in a half of all regions in Slovenia. The highest was the proportion in
Obalno-kraska region (58%), in which the fewest third-births (or more)
were registered — only every tenth child.

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UMRLI
Leta 2005 je v Sloveniji umrlo 18 825 prebivalcev

Stevilo umrlih se v Sloveniji v zadnjih desetletjih ni bistveno spreminjalo.
Opazna so sicer manj$a nihanja med posameznimi leti, kar pa ne vpliva
posebno na splodni trend zmanjSevanja umrljivosti. Nekoliko je porasla
umrljivost v osemdesetih letih 20. stoletja, ko je bilo Stevilo umrlih na
1 000 prebivalcev kar pet let viSje od 10. Maksimum je bil doseZen leta
1983, ko je bil koeficient umrlih na 1000 prebivalcev 10,7. V devetdesetih
letih je le-ta dosegel vrednost 10,0 le leta 1993. Leta 2005 je v Sloveniji
umrlo 18 825 prebivalcev, 9 413 moskih in 9 412 Zensk. Stopnja
umrljivosti na 1000 prebivalcev je bila 9,4.

Med umrlimi 0,4 % otrok, starih manj kot eno leto

Umrljivost prebivalstva v Sloveniji se z razli¢no intenzivnostjo zmanjSuje v
vseh starostnih skupinah, razen v najvisjih. Najbolj opazno je zmanj$anje
Stevila umrlih dojenckov in umrlih, mlajih od 40 let. Sredi petdesetih let
20. stoletja je bilo med vsemi umrlimi ve¢ kot 12 % otrok, mlajSih od
enega leta (ve¢ kot 1000 umrlih dojenckov), sredi sedemdesetih let nekaj
nad 3 %, v zacetku devetdesetih let pa je njihovo Stevilo padlo pod 1 %.
Leta 2005 je bilo med umrlimi le 75 otrok mlajSih od enega leta oziroma
0,4 % vseh umrlih. Koeficient umrlih dojenckov na 1000 Zivorojenih se je
v zadnjih Stiridesetih letih zniZal s 30,0 na 4,1.

Po umrljivosti dojenckov se Slovenija uvr§¢a med najbolj razvite evropske
drzave. Nizka umrljivost dojenckov je znacilna predvsem za
skandinavske drzave. Leta 2004, ko je bil koeficient umrlih dojenc¢kov na
1000 Zivorojenih v Sloveniji 3,7, je bil ta v Lihtenstajnu 2,7, na Islandiji
2,8, na Svedskem 3,1, na Norveskem 3,2, na Finskem 3,3, v Spaniji inna
Cipru pa 3,5. Umrljivost dojenckov je Se vedno visoka v drzavah vzhodne
in jugovzhodne Evrope. Leta 2005 je v TurCiji med 1000 Zivorojenimi
umrlo vec kot 20 dojenckov, v Romuniji 17, v Makedoniji 13, v Bolgariji in
v Rusiji 12.

Umrli moski so bistveno mlajsi od umrlih zensk

Za Slovenijo je zna€ilna velika razlika v umrljivosti moskih in zensk. Mo3ki
so praviloma izpostavljeni vecjim tveganjem. Zaradi opravijanja tezjih
fiziénih del in v primerjavi z Zenskami bolj nezdravega nacina Zzivljenja,
umirajo mlajsi. K nizji starosti moskih ob smrti v primerjavi z zenskami
prispeva tudi pogostejSe umiranje moskih zaradi poskodb, ki so posledica
nezgod, samomorov in ubojev. Ce primerjamo starostnospecifitne
stopnje umrljivosti moskih in zensk, je Stevilo umrlih Zensk na 1000 zensk
podobno Stevilu umrlih moskih na 1000 moskih, vendar s priblizno
10-letnim zamikom. Leta 2005 je bila povpre¢na starost umrlega
moskega 68,9 leta, umrle zenske 77,8 leta, kar pomeni, da se je v zadnjih
treh desetletjih povpre¢na starost umrlega moskega povecala za 5,8 leta,
Zenske za 7,2 leta.

Pri¢akovano trajanje zivljenja decka, rojenega v obdobju 2004/2005,
je 74,1 leta, deklice 81,3 leta

Hkrati z zviSevanjem povpreéne starosti umrlih se iz leta v leto podaljSuje
pricakovano trajanje Zivljenja novorojenega otroka. Ob predpostavki, da
se umrljivost ne bo spreminjala, lahko decek, rojen v letih 2004/2005,
pricakuje da bo Zivel 74,1 leta, deklica pa 81,3 leta.

Ceprav se je pricakovano trajanje Zivljienja mo$kega v Sloveniji v zadnjih
petindtiridesetih letih podalj$alo za 8,0 let, Zenske za 9,3 leta, se
Slovenija po priGakovanem trajanju Zivljenja med drzavami ¢lanicami EU
uvrs¢a Sele na 18. mesto. Pri¢akovano trajanje Zivljenja je daljSe v vseh
starih ¢lanicah EU, med novimi €lanicami pa sta pred Slovenijo le obe
sredozemski drzavi (Ciper in Malta). Posebej visoko je pri¢akovano

MORTALITY
In 2005, 18,825 people died in Slovenia

In the past decades the number of deaths registered in Slovenia has not
changed much. Smaller variations between the years were recorded,
which however did not impact the general downward trend in mortality. In
the 1980s mortality grew slightly when for five years the death rate was
over 10 per 1,000 population. The peak was reached in 1983 when the
rate was 10.7 per 1,000 population. In the 1990s the rate was 10.0 only in
1993. In 2005, 18,825 people died in Slovenia: 9,413 men and 9,412
women. The death rate per 1,000 population was thus 9.4.

Among the dead, 0.4% children under one year of age

Mortality in Slovenia has been falling with different intensity in all age
groups, except in the oldest age groups. The most notable has been the
drop in the number of dead infants and deaths of people under 40 years
of age. In the 1950s more than 12% of the dead were children under one
year of age as more than 1,000 infants died every year. By mid-1970s
their share has dropped to just over 3% and by the early 1990s to less
than 1%. In 2005 only 75 children under one year of age died in Slovenia,
which was 0.4% of all deaths registered. In the past 40 years the infant
mortality rate has dropped from 30.0 to 4.1 per 1,000 live-births.

Slovenia is among the countries with the lowest infant mortality
rates

In terms of infant mortality, Slovenia is among the most developed
countries in Europe. Low rates are characteristic of Scandinavian
countries. In 2004 the number of infant deaths per 1,000 live-births in
Slovenia was 3.7, in Liechtenstein 2.7, in Iceland 2.8, in Sweden 3.1, in
Norway 3.2, in Finland 3.3 and in Spain and Cyprus 3.5. High infant
mortality rates are still registered in Eastern and South-Eastern European
countries. In 2005 in Turkey more than 20 infants died per 1,000 children
born, in Romania 17, in Macedonia 13 and in Bulgaria and Russia 12.

A dead man is much younger than a dead woman

Characteristic of Slovenia is a large difference between male and female
mortality. As a rule, men are exposed to more risks. Because they
perform physically more demanding tasks and, compared to women, live
more unhealthy lives, men usually die younger. Lower age at death
compared to women is partly the result of men dying more frequently due
to injuries as a result of accidents, suicides and homicides. Comparing
age-specific death rates for women and men, the number of dead women
per 1,000 women is similar to the number of dead men per 1,000 men but
with about a ten-year delay. In 2005 the mean age at death for men was
68.9 years and for women 77.8 years, which means that in the past three
decades the mean age of men at death rose by 5.8 years and of women
by 7.2 years.

Life expectancy at birth for a boy born in 2004/2005 is 74.1 years and
for a girl 81.3 years

As the mean age at death is rising, life expectancy at birth is rising too.
Assuming that the death rate will not change, a boy born in 2004/2005
can expect to live 74.1 years and a girl 81.3 years.

Despite the fact that in the past 45 years life expectancy for men in
Slovenia has increased by 8 years and for women by 9.3 years, Slovenia
is only 18t among the 25 EU member states as regards life expectancy.
Life expectancy is longer in all old member states, while as regards the
ten new member states both Mediterranean countries (Cyprus and Malta)
are ahead of Slovenia. Life expectancy is especially long in Scandinavian
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trajanje zivljenja v skandinavskih drzavah (moSkega ez 76 let in Zenske
¢ez 81 let). Leta 2004 je bilo pri¢akovano trajanje zivljenja najdalj$e na
Islandiji, kjer je bila Zivljenjska doba moskega 79,3 leta (ve¢ kot 5 let
dalj$a kot v Sloveniji), Zenske 83,6 leta (2,3 leta ve€ kot v Sloveniji).

S podaljSevanjem priakovanega trajanja zivljenja se je v Sloveniji
zviSevala tudi razlika v pricakovanem trajanju Zivljenja moSkega in
Zenske. V obdobju 1931-1933 je bila razlika v pricakovanem trajanju
Zivlienja ob rojstvu 4 leta v korist Zensk. Odtlej se je povecevala in v
Sestdesetih letih presegla vrednost 6, v osemdesetih letih pa celo 8. V
devetdesetih letih se je pri¢ela razlika zmanjSevati in se do obdobja
2004/2005 zmanj$ala na 7,2 leta.

Pri treh Cetrtinah umrlih so osnovni vzrok smrti bolezni obtogil, rak
ali poskodbe

Bolezni srca in obtoCil so podobno kot drugod po svetu tudi v Sloveniji
najpogostejsi vzrok smrti. Vec kot 40 % vseh v letu 2005 umrlih je umrlo
za posledicami bolezni obtoCil. Med temi najbolj izstopa ishemicna
bolezen srca, za katero je leta 2005 umrlo 11,4 % vseh umrlih oziroma
106 na 100 000 prebivalcev (115 moskih in 99 Zensk).

Drugi najpogostejsi vzrok smrti so rakava obolenja, za katerimi je leta
2005 umrlo priblizno 27 % vseh umrlih. Pri moskih je najpogostejsi rak
pliu¢, med Zenskami rak dojk. Leta 2005 je za posledicami prvega umrlo
82 moskih na 100 000 mo3kih, za posledicami drugega pa 36 Zensk na
100 000 Zensk.

Poskodbe, ki so posledica nezgod, samomorov in ubojev, so velik
druzbeni problem, &e upoStevamo njihov vpliv na izgubo potencialnih let
Zivljienja. Skoraj tri &etrtine mo3kih (68 %) in tretjina Zensk, ki umrejo za
posledicami poSkodb, umre v t. i. aktivni starosti; to je med 15. in 64.
letom. Leta 2005 je med 1000 umrlimi 48 oseb umrlo za posledicami
nezgode in 27 za posledicami samomora.

Velike razlike v umrljivosti med vzhodno in zahodno Slovenijo

Za Slovenijo je zna€ilna izrazita regionalizacija umrljivosti v smeri vzhod-
zahod. V vzhodno Slovenijo so Stete naslednje statistiCne regije:
pomurska, podravska, koroSka, savinjska, zasavska, spodnjeposavska
regija in jugovzhodna Slovenija, v zahodno Slovenijo pa
osrednjeslovenska, gorenjska, obalno-kraska, notranjskokraska in
goridka. Stevilo umrlih na 1000 prebivalcev se na ravni drzave v zadnjih
desetih letih ni dvignilo nad 10,0, v vzhodni Sloveniji pa se ni spustilo pod
10,0. Stopnja umrljivosti na 1000 prebivalcev je bila v teh letih najvisja v
pomurski regiji, in sicer se je gibala med 11 in 12. Tudi leta 2005 je bil
koeficient umrlih na 1000 prebivalcev najvi§ji v pomurski regiji (11,6),
najnizji pa je bil v gorenjski (8,1) in osrednjeslovenski regiji (8,3).

V Pomurju umre na 1000 Zivorojenih ve¢ kot 6 otrok, starih manj kot
eno leto

V obdobju 2001-2005 so v Sloveniji v povpre¢ju na 1000 Zivorojenih
otrok umrli 4 otroci, mlajSi od enega leta. Visoko nad slovenskim
povprecjem je pomurska regija, kjer je Stevilo umrlih dojen¢kov na 1000
Zivorojenih v zadnjih petih letih celo poraslo. V obdobju 1996-2000 je na
1000 Zivorojenih v tej regiji umrlo 5,9 dojenckov, v obdobju 2001-2005 pa
6,6. Dvakrat nizji je bil koeficient umrlih dojenckov na 1000 Zivorojenih v
goriski regiji. V obdobju 2001-2005 je zna3al 2,4, v petletnem obdobju
pred tem pa 4,6. Nizko stopnjo umrlih dojenckov na 1000 Zivorojenih
imata v zahodni Sloveniji e osrednjeslovenska (3,2) in gorenjska regija
(3,5), v vzhodni Sloveniji pa spodnjeposavska regija (3,3).

countries: more than 76 years for men and more than 81 for women. In
2004 life expectancy was longest in Iceland: 79.3 for men (5 more than in
our country) and 83.6 for women (2.3 more than in our country).

With longer life expectancy in Slovenia the difference between male and
female life expectancy grew. Between 1931 and 1933 the difference in life
expectancy at birth was 4 years in favour of women, but since then in has
increased to 6 years in the 1960s and to as much as 8 years in the
1980s. In the 1990s it started to decline, so that by 2004/2005 it was
down to 7.2 years.

Three quarters of people die of diseases of the circulatory system,
neoplasms, or accidents, suicides and homicides

As elsewhere in the world, diseases of the circulatory system are the
most frequent cause of death in Slovenia. More than 40% of the people
who died in 2005 died due to diseases of the circulatory system. Among
them ischemic heart diseases were the most frequent with 11.4% of all
deaths or 106 people per 100,000 population (115 men and 99 women).

The second most important cause of death is neoplasms. In 2005 about
27% of all deaths were caused by various forms of cancer. For men the
most frequent form of cancer is lung cancer (82 per 100,000 men), while
for women it is breast cancer (36 per 100,000 women).

Injuries as a result of accidents, suicides and homicides are a great social
problem if we take into account the impact on potential loss of years of
life. Almost three quarters of men (68%) and a third of women who die
due to injuries are between 15 and 64 years old, i.e. in the so called
active age. In 2005 among 1,000 deaths 48 people died due to accidents
and 27 due to suicides.

Great differences in mortality between the eastern and western part
of Slovenia

A significant feature for Slovenia is regionalisation of mortality in the East-
West direction. The eastern part of Slovenia includes the following
statistical regions: Pomurska, Podravska, Koro$ka, Savinjska, Zasavska,
Spodnjeposavska and Jugovzhodna Slovenija. The western part of
Slovenia includes the following statistical regions: Osrednjeslovenska,
Gorenjska, Obalno-kraska, Notranjsko-kraska and GoriSka. In the past 10
years the number of deaths per 1,000 population was never higher than
10.0 at national level, while as regards regions it was never lower than
10.0 in the eastern part of the country. During the past 10 years the
highest death rate was registered in the Pomurska region — between 11
and 12 per 1,000 population. In 2005 the Pomurska region had the
highest death rate with 11.6 per 1,000 population, while the Gorenjska
and the Osrednjeslovenska regions had the lowest rates (8.1 and 8.3,
respectively).

In the Pomurska region more than 6 children per 1,000 live births die
before they complete their first year of life

In the 2001-2005 period, in Slovenia on average 4 children under one
year of age died per 1,000 live births. By far the highest mortality of
infants was registered in the Pomurska region, where the rate has
increased in the past five years. In the 1996-2000 period, the rate in this
region was 5.9 per 1,000 live-births and in the 2001-2005 period 6.6 per
1,000 live-births. For example, in the GoriSka region the rate was two
times lower at 2.4 in 2001-2005 and 4.6 in 1996-2000. Low infant
mortality rates were registered in the Osrednjeslovenska and Gorenjska
regions (3,2; 3,5) in the western part of the country and the
Spodnjeposavska region (3.3) in the eastern part of the country.

Povprecna starost umrlega najvisja v goriski regiji

Leta 2005 je bila povprecna starost umrlega moskega najniZja v
jugovzhodni Sloveniji in je znaSala 67,1 leta. Povpreéno pet let starejSi pa
so bili umrli moski v goriski regiji. Tu je bila povprecna starost umrlega
moSkega 72,1 leta. NajniZja povpreCna starost umrle Zenske je bila v
podravski in koroSki regiji (76,9 leta), najvisja pa v notranjsko-kraski regiji,
kjer je presegla 80 let (80,1).

Notranjsko-kraska

Mean age at death the highest in the Gorika region

In 2005 the mean age at death for men was the lowest in Jugovzhodna
Slovenija, 67.1 years. On average, a man who died in the Gori$ka region
was five years older. In this region the mean age at death for men was
72.1 years. The lowest mean age at death for women was registered in
the Podravska and Koroska regions (76.9 years) and the highest in the
Notranjsko-kraska region (80.1 years).

V zahodni Sloveniji je pricakovano trajanje zivljenja priblizno dve leti
in pol daljSe kot v vzhodni Sloveniji

Decek, ki se je rodil v obdobju 1999-2003 v vzhodni Sloveniji, lahko
pricakuje, da bo ob nespremenjeni umrljivosti zivel 70,9 leta, deklica 79,0
let. DeCek in deklica, rojena v enakem obdobju v zahodni Sloveniji, pa
lahko priCakujeta, da bosta Zivela dlje, prvi 2,8 leta, druga 2,1 leta.
Pricakovano trajanje Zivlienja decka, rojenega v zahodni Sloveniji, je
73,7 leta, deklice 81,1.

Spodnjeposavska

In the western part of the country life expectancy is about two and a
half years longer than in the eastern part

If mortality does not change, a boy born in 1999-2003 in the eastern part
of Slovenia can expect to live 70.9 years and a girl 79.0 years. A child
born in the same period in the western part of Slovenia can, however,
expect to live longer: a boy 2.8 years longer and a girl 2.1 years longer.
Life expectancy at birth for a boy born in the western part of Slovenia is
73.7 years and for a girl 81.1 years.
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V zadnjih dveh desetletjih se je pri¢akovano trajanje Zivlienja moskega v
vzhodni Sloveniji podalj$alo za 4,6, zenske za 4,9 leta.

V obdobju 1999-2003 je bila pri¢akovana Zivljenjska doba za moske in
za zenske najkrajSa v pomurski regiji. Pricakovano trajanje Zivljenja
moSkega ni doseglo niti 70 let (69,2), zenske niti 79 let (78,5). NajdaljSe
je bilo pri¢akovano trajanje Zivljenja moSkega v osrednjeslovenski regiji,
in sicer 74,0 let, Zenske pa v goriski regiji, in sicer 81,4 leta.

SKLENITVE ZAKONSKIH ZVEZ

Leta 2005 Stevilo sklenitev zakonskih zvez prvi¢ padlo pod 6 tiso¢

V Sloveniji se v zadnjih letih kazejo velike spremembe v oblikovanju
druzin: znizuje se Stevilo sklenitev zakonskih zvez, povecuje se Stevilo
zunajzakonskih skupnosti, hkrati pa raste $tevilo razvez. Vse manj parov
se odloa za sklenitev zakonske zveze. Od konca sedemdesetih let
prejSnjega stoletja, ko se je za sklenitev zakonske zveze odloCilo ve¢ kot
14 tiso¢ parov letno, se je njihovo Stevilo do zdaj zmanjSalo za ve¢ kot
polovico. V letu 2005 jih je bilo prvi€ manj kot 6 tiso€, natanéneje 5 769,
to je za 789 ali za 12 % manj kot v letu 2004. Stevilo sklenitev zakonskih
zvez na 1000 prebivalcev se je v letu 2005 spustilo na 2,9. 90,8 %
Zeninov in 92,7 % nevest se je porocilo prvic.

Tudi Slovenija ena izmed
porocnosti

evropskih drzav z najnizjo stopnjo

Med drzavami EU je Slovenija po Stevilu sklenjenih zakonskih zvez na
1000 prebivalcev v letu 2005 na zadnjem mestu. Ima skoraj za polovico
nizjo vrednost od Belgije, ki med drzavami EU s 4,1 sklenjenimi
zakonskimi zvezami na 1000 prebivalcev zaseda predzadnje mesto.
Poleg Belgije imajo nizko stopnjo porocnosti Se ltalija (4,3), MadZarska,
Francija in Luksemburg (4,4). Ciper s 7,8 sklenjenimi zakonskimi zvezami
na 1000 prebivalcev nadaljuje trend visoke poro¢nosti. Prav tako se pari
v veliki meri odlo¢ajo za sklenitev zakonske zveze na Danskem (6,7 na
1000 prebivalcev). Visoka stopnjo poroénosti so v letu 2005 zabelezili
tudi na Malti (skoraj 6 porok na 1000 prebivalcev).

Povprecna starost Zenina in neveste ob sklenitvi prve zakonske
zveze se zvisuje

Tisti, ki se za Zivljenje v zakonski zvezi odlogijo, s formalno potrditvijo
Cedalje dlje odlaSajo. V sedemdesetih letih je bil Zzenin, ki je sklenil prvo
zakonsko zvezo, v povpreCju mlajSi od 26 let, nevesta pa mlajSa od 23
let. Leta 2005 je bil Zenin, ki je prviC sklenil zakonsko zvezo, star
povpretno 30,6 leta, nevesta pa 28,2 leta. PovpreCna starost
mladoporocencev je bila tako za 5 let vi§ja kot pred tremi desetletji.

Vse ve¢ mladih se odlo¢a za Zivljenje v zunajzakonski skupnosti

Cedalie ve& mladih se odloga, da Zivlienja v skupnosti ne bodo uradno
registrirali, ampak da bodo Ziveli v zunajzakonski skupnosti. Podatki o
Stevilu zunajzakonskih skupnosti se zbirajo le s popisi prebivalstva.
Njihovo Stevilo hitro narad¢a. Leta 1981 je bilo popisanih 10 345
zunajzakonskih skupnosti, deset let kasneje 17 374, ob zadnjem popisu
leta 2002 pa jih je bilo 42 092. Ob popisu leta 2002 sta bila partnerja, ki
sta zivela v zunajzakonski skupnosti, v povprecju stara: moski 40,6 leta,
Zenska pa 37,7 leta. Povprecna starost zakoncev, ki sta Zivela v zakonski
zvezi, pa je bila za moza 52,0 let, za zeno 48,8 leta. Iz tega je mogoce
sklepati, da so tisti, ki se odlocijo za Zivljenje v zunajzakonski skupnosti,
mlajSi od tistih, ki skupno Zivljenje tudi formalno potrdijo s poroko.

In the past two decades life expectancy for men in the eastern part of the
country was prolonged by 4.6 years and for women by 4.9 years.

In the 1999-2003 period life expectancy for men and women was the
shortest in the Pomurska region: for men under 70.0 years (69.2) and for
women under 79.0years (78.5). The longest life expectancy was
registered for men in the Osrednjeslovenska region (74.0 years) and for
women in the GoriSka region (81.4 years).

The difference between male and female life expectancy is between 7.2 years
in the Osrednjeslovenska region and 9.3 years in the Pomurska region.

MARRIAGES

In 2005 the number of marriages for the first time below 6,000

In recent years Slovenia has experienced great changes in family
formation; the number of marriages has been falling, while the number of
consensual unions and divorces has been growing. Fewer couples decide
to marry. Since the end of the 1970s, when more than 14,000 couples
decided to marry every year, the number has been cut in half. In 2005 for
the first time ever fewer than 6,000 marriages (exactly 5,769) were
registered, which is 789 or 12% less than in 2004. In 2005 the number of
marriages dropped to 2.9 per 1,000 population; 90.8% of grooms and
92.7% of brides married for the first time.

Slovenia is among the European countries with the lowest marriage
rates

As regards the number of marriages per 1,000 population, in 2005
Slovenia was last among EU member states. Slovenia’s marriage rate is
almost a half lower than in Belgium, which has a rate of 4.1 marriages per
1,000 population and is the last but one of all EU member states. In
addition to Belgium, low marriage rates are registered in Italy (4.3),
Hungary, France and Luxembourg (4.4). With its rate of 7.8 per 1,000
population, Cyprus continues the trend of high marriage rates. Couples
also decide to marry more often in Denmark (6.7 per 1,000 population). In
2005 a high marriage rate was registered in Malta (almost 6 marriages
per 1,000 population).

Mean age of grooms and brides at first marriage is rising

Those who do decide to marry tend to postpone the decision. In the
1970s a groom at first marriage was on average younger than 26 and a
bride younger than 23. In 2005 a groom who married for the first time was
on average 30.6 years old and a bride 28.2. The mean age of newlyweds
was thus 5 years higher than three decades ago.

Ever more young people decide to live in consensual unions

Ever more young people decide not to officially register their union but to
live as unmarried couples in a consensual union. Data on the number of
consensual unions are only collected at population censuses. It is clear
however that their number is rapidly rising. In 1981, 10,345 consensual
unions were recorded and by 1991 the number has risen to 17,374. At the
last population census conducted in 2002 there were 42,092 consensual
unions. At that time the partners living in a consensual union were on
average 40.6 (man) and 37.7 (woman) years old. The mean age of a
married couple was 52.0 years for the husband and 48.8 years for the
wife. This leads to a conclusion that people who decide to live in a
consensual union are younger than people who decide to formally
register their union by getting married.
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Najve¢ porok na Primorskem, najmanj na Koro$kem in v Pomurju

V letu 2005 je bilo najve¢ zakonskih zvez sklenjenih v goriski in obalno-
kraski regiji. Koeficient sklenjenih zakonskih zvez na 1000 prebivalcev je
zvez na 1000 prebivalcev pa je bil v letu 2005 zabeleZen v pomurski in
koro3ki regiji (2,4 poroke na 1000 prebivalcev).

Razlike v povprecni starosti Zeninov in nevest med regijami so dokaj
velike. V povprecju najmlajsi Zenini in neveste sklepajo zakonske zveze v
zasavski regiji in jugovzhodni Sloveniji, saj so kar za Stiri leta mlaj$i od
Zeninov in nevest v podravski in koroSki regiji. Tako so se Zenini v
zasavski regiji poro€ali v povprecju v starosti 30,7 leta, neveste pa v
starosti 27,5 leta. Zenini v jugovzhodni Sloveniji so se porogali v starosti
31,7 leta, neveste pa v starosti 28,4 leta. Zenini v podravski regiji so se
poroali v starosti 34,8 leta, neveste pa v starosti 31,3 leta. Tudi zenini v
koro3ki regiji so bili ob sklenitvi zakonske zveze za Stiri leta starejSi od
Zeninov v zasavski regiji, in sicer so bili stari povpre¢no 34,7 leta, neveste
pa 30,7 leta.

Most marriages in the Primorska region, fewest in the Koroska and
Pomurska regions

In 2005 most marriages were recorded in the Goriska and Obalno-kraska
regions. In these two regions the marriage rate per 1,000 population was
3.4. The marriage rate was the lowest in the Pomurska and Koro$ka
regions (2.4 marriages per 1,000 population).

The regional differences in the mean age at marriage between grooms
and brides are quite large. On average, grooms and brides are the
youngest in the Zasavska region and in Jugovzhodna Slovenija, four
years younger than newlyweds in the Podravska and Koro3ka regions. In
2005 grooms in the Zasavska region were on average 30.7 years old and
brides 27.5, in Jugovzhodna Slovenija grooms were on average 31.7
years old and brides 28.4 and in the Podravska region grooms were on
average 34.8 years old and brides 31.3. In the KoroSka region grooms
were also on average four years older than in the Zasavska region (34.7),
while brides were on average 30.7 years old.

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RAZVEZE ZAKONSKIH ZVEZ DIVORCES

Leta 2005 najvec razvez zakonskih zvez doslej: 1,3 na 1000 prebivalcev

V obdobju po drugi svetovni vojni je Stevilo razvez zakonskih zvez iz leta v
leto raslo. Od priblizno 700 razvez v prvi polovici petdesetih let je do leta
1985 naraslo na 2 500. Po tem letu je sledilo desetletno obdobje znizevanja
Stevila razvez zakonskih zvez. Minimum je bil doseZen leta 1995, ko je bilo
razvezanih 1 585 zakonskih zvez ali 0,8 na 1000 prebivalcev. Od tega leta
dalje Stevilo razvezanih zakonskih zvez spet stalno raste. Najvisje Stevilo je
bilo dosezeno leta 2005, ko je bilo razvezanih 2 647 zakonskih zvez, kar
pomeni 1,3 razveze na 1000 prebivalcev.

V nekaterih evropskih drzavah $e enkrat ve¢ razvez zakonskih zvez

Ceprav je $tevilo razvez zakonskih zvez v Sloveniji visoko, pa je njihovo
Stevilo $e vedno bistveno manjSe kot v drugih drzavah ¢lanicah EU. Leta
2005 je hil koeficient razvez na 1000 prebivalcev nizji kot v Sloveniji le v
Italiji (0,8) in Grciji (1,1). Najve€ razvez zakonskih zvez na 1000 prebivalcev
je bilo zabelezenih v Litvi (3,3), Ceski republiki (3,1) in v Belgiji (2,9).

In 2005 the greatest number of divorces ever: 1.3 per 1,000 population

The number of divorces has been growing throughout the period after
World War II: from about 700 divorces in the first half of the 1950s to
2,500 divorces in 1985. This was followed by a ten-year period in which
the number of divorces was falling. The lowest level was achieved in
1995 when 1,585 divorces were recorded or 0.8 per 1,000 population.
Since 1995 the number of divorces has been rising again. The greatest
number was recorded in 2005: 2,647 or 1.3 per 1,000 population.

In some European countries twice as many divorces as in Slovenia

Even though the number of divorces in Slovenia is high, their number is
still a lot lower than in some other EU member states. In 2005 the divorce
rate per 1,000 population was lower than in Slovenia only in Italy (0.8)
and Greece (1.1). The highest divorce rates were recorded by Lithuania
(3.3), the Czech Republic (3.1) and Belgium (2.9).
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V Sloveniji se razveze Cetrtina sklenjenih zakonskih zvez

V kolik3ni meri in kako hitro se poveCuje Stevilo razvez zakonskih zvez,
e nazorneje kaZe celotna stopnja razveznosti, ki uposteva spreminjajoce
se Stevilo sklenjenih zakonskih zvez. Leta 1965 je stopnja razveznosti
znasala 0,10, leta 2005 pa 0,27, kar pomeni, da se v Sloveniji razveze
veC kot Cetrtina sklenjenih zakonskih zvez. V nekaterih evropskih drzavah
pa se razveze Ze ve¢ kot polovica sklenjenih zakonskih zvez. Celotna
stopnja razveznosti je bila leta 2004 najvigja na Svedskem, in sicer 0,52,
na Finskem je znaSala 0,50, le malo nizja je bila na Danskem,
NorveSkem in Nizozemskem, in sicer 0,49.

V letu 2005 razvezana zakonska zveza je pred razvezo trajala skoraj
14 let

Trajanje zakonske zveze se v Sloveniji podaljSuje. Leta 2005 je trajala v
povprecju 13,7 leta. Leta 2005 je bil ob razvezi moz povprecno star 43,8
leta, Zena pa je bila nekaj manj kot 3 leta mlaj$a (41,0 let).

S podaljSevanjem trajanja zakonske zveze se hkrati zmanjSuje Stevilo
razvezanih zakonskih zvez z vzdrzevanimi otroki. Se sredi osemdesetih
let je bilo med razvezanimi zakonskimi zvezami skoraj tri Cetrtine
zakonskih zvez z vzdrzevanimi otroki, leta 2005 pa je bilo takih le nekaj
veg kot polovico (56,7 %).

Najve¢ razvez zakonskih zvez v obalno-kraski, najmanj v koroski
regiji

Med regijami so v Stevilu razvez zakonskih zvez velike razlike. Najmanj
razvez zakonskih zvez je bilo v zadnjih petih letih v koroSki in pomurski
regiji. Koeficient razvez na 1000 prebivalcev se je v tem obdobju v
koroki regiji gibal okrog 0,8, v pomurski pa 0,9. Ve¢ kot e enkrat visji je
bil ta koeficient v obalno-kraski regiji, saj se ni spustil pod 1,6, leta 2004
pa je znasal celo 1,9. Nekoliko manj razvez zakonskih zvez je bilo v tem
obdobju v osrednjeslovenski (1,5) in gorenjski regiji (1,3).

SELITVE
IntenzivnejSe priseljevanje iz tujine kot v preteklih letih

V letu 2005 je bilo priseljevanje v Slovenijo intenzivnejSe kot v preteklih
letih. V tem letu se je namre¢ priselilo v Slovenijo 15 041 prebivalcev, to
je za 47,9 % ve€ kot v predhodnem letu. Med osebami, ki so se priselile v
Slovenijo, je bilo 88,4 % tujcev in 11,6 % drZavljanov Slovenije.

Med priseljenimi tujci skoraj tretjina drzavljanov BIH

Med 13 294 tujci, ki so se priselili v drzavo, je bilo 77,5 % drzavljanov
drzav, nastalih na ozemlju nekdanje Jugoslavije, in sicer 324 %
drzavljanov Bosne in Hercegovine, 25,0 % drzavijanov Srbije in Crne
gore, 12,6 % drzavljanov Nekdanje jugoslovanske republike Makedonije
ter 7,5 % drzavljanov Hrvaske.

Med priseljenimi tokrat ve¢ oseb iz drzav EU

V preteklih letih so bili selitveni tokovi med Slovenijo in drugimi drzavami
EU Sibki; v letu 2004 je bilo na primer med vsemi tujci, ki so se priselili v
Slovenijo, le 2,7 % drzavljanov drugih drzav EU. V letu 2005 so bili med
vsemi tujci, ki so se priselili v Slovenijo, prvi¢ nekoliko Stevilnejsi tudi
drzavljan drugih drzav €lanic EU — skupaj jih je bilo 12,6 %.

In Slovenia a quarter of marriages end in divorce

The rapid increase in the number of divorces is clearly shown by the total
divorce rate, which is the mean number of divorces per marriage in a
given year. In 1965 the total divorce rate was 0.10, while by 2005 it
climbed to 0.27, which means that more than a quarter of all marriages in
Slovenia end in divorce. On the other hand, in some European countries
every other marriage ends in divorce. In 2004 the total divorce rate was
the highest in Sweden (0.52) and Finland (0.50) and only slightly lower in
Denmark, Norway and the Netherlands with 0.49.

A marriage that ended in 2005 lasted on average almost 14 years

In Slovenia, as years go by marriages tend to last longer. In 2005 on
average a marriage ended after 13.7 years. At divorce the husband was
on average 43.8 years old, while the wife was almost 3 years younger
(41.0).

With marriages lasting longer the number of divorces involving dependent
children is getting lower. In the mid 1980s almost three quarters of
divorces involved dependent children, while by 2005 the share has fallen
to just over a half (56.7%).

Most divorces in the Obalno-kraska region, the fewest in the
Koroska region

There are large differences among regions in the number of divorces. In
the past five years the fewest divorces have been registered in the
KoroSka and Pomurska regions. During the past five years the divorce
rate in the KoroSka region was around 0.8 per 1,000 population and in the
Pomurska region around 0.9. The divorce rate was more than twice as
high in the Obalno-kraSka region; never below 1.6, rising to 1.9 in 2004.
Slightly fewer divorces were registered in the Osrednjeslovenska (1.5)
and Gorenjska (1.3) regions.

MIGRATION
More intensive immigration from abroad than in the past

In 2005, Slovenia recoded more intensive immigration from abroad than
in the past. Compared to the previous year, the number of people who
immigrated to Slovenia grew by 47.9%. This jump was the result of
foreign nationals coming to live in Slovenia; of the 15,041 people who
immigrated to Slovenia 88.4% were foreigners and 11.6% were citizens of
the Republic of Slovenia.

Almost a third of foreign immigrants were citizens of Bosnia and
Herzegovina

Among 13,294 foreign immigrants, 77.5% were citizens of the former
Yugoslav republics: 32.4% came from Bosnia and Herzegovina, 25.0%
from Serbia and Montenegro, 12.6% from the Former Yugoslav Republic
of Macedonia and 7.5% from Croatia.

More people immigrating from the EU

In the past migration flows between Slovenia and other EU member
states were weak; in 2004 only 2.7% of all foreign immigrants were
citizens of other EU member states. In 2005, for the first time a
considerable increase was registered in the number of citizens of other
EU member states immigrating to Slovenia (12.6% of all foreign
immigrants).
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Osebe, ki so se priselile v drzavo v letu 2005, v povprecju stare 32,2 leta

Drzavljani Slovenije, ki so se v letu 2005 iz tujine priselili v Slovenijo, so
bili v povprecju stari 33,4 leta, tujci 32,0 let, vsi skupaj pa povpreéno 32,2
leta. V obeh skupinah v Slovenijo priseljenih oseb so bili moski starejsi od
Zensk: med drzavljani Slovenije so bili mo3ki v povprecju stari 33,9 leta,
Zenske pa 32,8 leta, med tujci pa so bili mo3ki stari povprecno 32,4 leta,
Zenske pa 30,7 leta.

Prejs$nje prebivalisce v Slovenijo priseljenih slovenskih drzavljanov
je bila tudi tokrat najveckrat Nemdija

Od leta 2000 se najve slovenskih drzavljanov priseli v Slovenijo iz
Nemcije. Tako je bilo tudi v letu 2005; tokrat se je iz te drzave priselilo
18,2 % vseh v domovino priseljenih drzavljanov Slovenije, sledili so tisti,
ki so se priselili iz Hrvaske (12,2 %) ter Srbije in Crne gore (9,5 %).

Stevilo tistih, ki so se odselili v tujino, priblizno enako kot v
predhodnem letu

V tujino se je odselilo 8 605 prebivalcev Slovenije, in sicer 6 528 tujcev in
2 077 slovenskih drzavljanov.

V primerjavi s predhodnim letom nismo opazili bistveni sprememb v
Stevilu odseljenih iz Slovenije — Stevilo tistih, ki so se iz nje odselili, se je
povecalo za 4,1 %.

Osebe, ki so se v letu 2005 odselile v tujino, stare v povprecju 34,0
let

Drzavljani Slovenije, ki so se odselili v tujino, so bili stari povpre¢no 36,6
leta, tujci 33,1 leta, oboji skupaj pa povpreéno 34,0 let.

Med osebami, ki so se odselile v tujino, so bili moski povprecno starejSi
od Zensk le v skupini drZavljanov Slovenije, in sicer so bili v tujino
odselieni drZavljani Slovenije stari v povpredju 37,6 leta, v tujino
odseliene drzavljanke Slovenije pa 35,6 leta. Tujci, ki so se odselili iz
Slovenije, so bili stari povpre¢no 33,1 leta, tujke pa 33,6 leta.

Najve¢ slovenskih drzavljanov se je tudi tokrat odselilo v Nemcijo

Tudi v letu 2005 so se drzavljani Slovenije v najvecjem Stevilu odseljevali
v Nemdijo, saj se je tja odselilo 21,7 % vseh drzavljanov Slovenije, ki so
se selili iz domovine. Sledili sta Avstrija (11,0 %) ter Hrvaska (9,7 %).

Na 1 000 prebivalcev se je v drzavo priselilo 7,5 prebivalcev, odselili
pa so se 4,3 prebivalci

Od priseljenih iz tujine se jih je na 1 000 prebivalcev najve¢ priselilo v
obalno-krasko (14,4), v spodnjeposavsko (10,3) in savinjsko regijo (9,5),
najmanj pa v pomursko (2,4) in korosko regijo (4,1).

Kot obiajno so najStevilnejSe selitvene tokove s tujino imela vedja
slovenska mesta. Tako se je iz tujine najve¢ prebivalcev priselilo v
mestne obCine Ljubljana (3 336), Maribor (956) in Koper/Capodistria
(703).

V tujino pa se je najve prebivalcev odselilo iz mestnih ob¢in Ljubljana
(1724), Maribor (416) in Celje (393).

Notranji selivec v povprecju star 30,6 leta

Spremembo naselja stalnega prebivali¢a je v letu 2005 prijavilo 32 204
drzavljanov Slovenije. Od teh se jih je v drugo obéino preselilo 22 156, v
7 004 primerih pa je sprememba prebivaliS¢a hkrati pomenila selitev v
drugo regijo.

Najve¢ notranjih selivcev je bilo starih od 25 do 34 let. Njihova povpre¢na
starost se je v zadnjih 15 letih zviSala za 4,6 leta in je v letu 2005 znaSala
30,6 leta.

In 2005 immigrants were on average 32.2 years old

In 2005, people immigrating to Slovenia were on average 32.2 years old;
Slovene citizens 33.4 and foreigners 32.0. Both among Slovene citizens
and foreign nationals who immigrated to Slovenia men were on average
older than women. Slovene citizens who immigrated to Slovenia were on
average 33.9 (men) and 32.8 (women) years old. On the other hand, the
mean age of foreign immigrants was 32.4 (men) and 30.7 (women).

Most frequently the previous residence of Slovene citizens
immigrating to Slovenia was Germany

Since 2000 most Slovene citizens have immigrated to Slovenia from
Germany. In 2005 their share was 18.2%, followed by Slovene citizens
coming from Croatia (12.2%) and Serbia and Montenegro (9.5%).

Compared to 2004 the number of people emigrating from Slovenia
did not change much

In 2005, 8,605 people emigrated from Slovenia; 6,528 foreigners and
2,077 citizens of the Republic of Slovenia.

Compared to 2004, no major changes in the number of emigrants were
registered; the number of emigrants grew by 4.1%.

Emigrants in 2005 on average 34.0 years old

The mean age of people emigrating from Slovenia was 34.0 years;
Slovene citizens 36.6 and foreign nationals 33.1.

Among emigrants the mean age of men was higher than the mean age of
women only for Slovene citizens. Slovene citizens emigrating from our
country were on average 37.6 (men) and 35.6 (women) years old. On the
other hand, the mean age of foreign emigrants was 33.1 (men) and 33.6
(women).

Most Slovene citizens emigrated to Germany

In 2005 too most Slovene citizens emigrated to Germany (21.7%),
followed by Austria (11.0%) and Croatia (9.7%).

The immigration rate was 7.5 per 1,000 population and the
emigration rate 4.3 per 1,000

Most immigrants to Slovenia per 1,000 population came to Obalno-kraska
(14.4), Spodnjeposavska (10.3) and Savinjska regions (9.5) and the
fewest to Pomurska (2.4) and Koro$ka regions (4.1).

As usual, large cities in Slovenia had the highest migration flows with
abroad. Most people immigrated from abroad to urban municipalities of
Ljubljana (3,336), Maribor (956) and Koper/Capodistria (703).

The largest emigration to abroad was registered from urban municipalities
of Ljubljana (1,724), Maribor (416) and Celje (393).

Internal migrants on average 30.6 years old

In 2005, 32,204 Slovene citizens changed the settlement of their
permanent residence; 22,156 people moved to another municipality in
Slovenia —in 7,004 cases the movement meant also migration to another
region.

The majority of internal migrants were 25-34 years old. In the past 15
years their mean age has grown by 4.6 years to 30.6 in 2005.
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NARAVNI PRIRAST
Tudi v letu 2005 naravni prirast negativen

Naravni prirast prebivalstva Slovenije, ki je v 70. letih 20. stoletja znasal
veC kot 12 tisoc, se je v 80. letih prepolovil, v zaletku devetdesetih let pa
je bil Ze negativen. Od leta 1997 dalje je naravni prirast v Sloveniji stalno
negativen. Upad prebivalstva zaradi negativnega naravnega prirast je bil
najob&utnejSi leta 2003, ko je umrlo 2 130 prebivalcev veg, kot se jih je
rodilo. Leta 2005 se je Stevilo prebivalstva zaradi negativnega naravnega
prirasta zmanjSalo za 668 prebivalcev. Naravni prirast oz. padec na 1000
prebivalcev je znasal - 0,3.

Negativen naravni prirast prebivalstva znacilen za novopridruzene
¢lanice EU

Med drzavami EU se z negativnim naravnim prirastom srecujejo
predvsem drzave, ki so se EU pridruZile leta 2004. Med temi so leta 2005
imele najvedji negativni naravni prirast baltiSke drzave (Latvija—4,4 na
1000 prebivalcev, Litva —3,9, Estonija —2,2), pa tudi sosednja Madzarska
(-3,8). Med novopridruzenimi ¢lanicami sta imeli visok pozitivni naravni
prirast obe sredozemski drzavi (Ciper 3,7 in Malta 1,8); pozitiven naravni
prirast, Geprav je bil ta bolj skromen, je imela tudi Slovaska (0,2).

Pozitiven naravni prirast le v treh statisti¢nih regijah

Regije vzhodne Slovenije so imele vedji negativni naravni prirast kot
regije zahodne Slovenije. V zadnjih desetih letih so najvecji primanikljaj
rojenih v primerjavi z umrlimi imele pomurska regija, zasavska in
spodnjeposavska regija. Desetletno povpredje naravnega prirasta oz.
padca na 1000 prebivalcev je bilo v prvi regiji 3,3, drugi -3,2 in tretji —
2,3. Vistem obdobju sta imeli stalno pozitivni naravni prirast le gorenjska
(1,5) in osrednjesloveska regija (1,1).

Leta 2005 so imele pozitiven naravni prirast tri regije: poleg gorenjske in
osrednjeslovenske (1,6 na 1000 prebivalcev) Se savinjska regija (0,1).
Negativen naravni prirast oz. padec je bil najveji v zasavski (—4,1) in
pomurski regiji (~3,6).

V letu 2005 v ve€ kot 60 % ob¢in naravni prirast negativen

V 118 obcinah je bil leta 2005 naravni prirast negativen. 90 obCin z
negativnim naravnim prirastom je v vzhodni Sloveniji, 28 v zahodni
Sloveniji. Obcine z najvi§jim pozitivnim naravnim prirastom so
razporejene na ozjem in SirSem obrobju Ljubljane. Ve¢ kot 5,0 naravnega
prirasta na 1000 prebivalcev, so v letu 2005 imele: Trzin, Komenda,
Vodice, Borovnica, Vrhnika, Skofja Loka. Zanje je znacilna ugodnej$a
starostna struktura prebivalstva, saj se vanje zaradi bliZzine delovnih mest
in cenejSih stanovanj priseljuje ve¢ mladega prebivalstva. Ob¢ine, ki so
imele izrazit negativni naravni prirast (vi§ji od —10,0), pa so na skrajnem
severu drzave (Salovci, Hodo$/Hodos) in na vzhodu drzave (Bistrica ob
Sotli, Velika Polana).

SELITVENI PRIRAST
Najvisji selitveni prirast prebivalstva s tujino po letu 1996

Selitveni prirast prebivalstva Slovenije s tujino je bil v letu 2005 najvisji v
zadnjih 9 letih.

Zaradi veCjega Stevila priseljenih tujcev v primerjavi s predhodnimi leti ter
ne bistvenih sprememb v Stevilu v tujino odseljenih prebivalcev je bil
selitveni prirast s tujino v primerjavi z letom 2004 za 238,4 % vedji, in
sicer je znaSal 6 436 prebivalcev.

Selitveni prirast s tujino tudi v 2005 najvisji med drzavljani BIH, Srbije
in Crne gore ter Nekdanje jugoslovanske republike Makedonije

Tudi v letu 2005 je bil selitveni prirast s tujino najvisji med drZavljani

NATURAL INCREASE
In 2005 again natural decrease

Natural increase in Slovenia, which was in the 1970s more than 12,000
people, was cut in half by the 1980s and became negative in early 1990s.
Natural decrease has been observed in Slovenia since 1997. The
greatest drop in the population number due to natural decrease was
registered in 2003 when 2,130 more people died than were born. In 2005
the number of population declined by 668 due to natural decrease, which
was -0.3 per 1,000 population.

Natural decrease characteristic of new EU member states

Among EU member states natural decrease is mostly recorded in
countries that joined the EU in 2004. In 2005 the highest decrease was
registered in the Baltic States: Latvia -4.4, Lithuania -3.9 and Estonia -2.2
per 1,000 population. Another country with high decrease is Hungary with
-3.8 per 1,000 population. Among new member states the two
Mediterranean countries Cyprus and Malta had natural increase (3.7 and
1.8). They were joined by Slovakia with more modest 0.2 per 1,000
population.

Natural increase only in three statistical regions

Regions in the eastern part of Slovenia have higher natural decrease than
regions in the western part of the country. In the past ten years the
greatest deficit of births over deaths was registered in Pomurska,
Zasavska and Spodnjeposavska regions. The respective ten-year
averages of natural decrease per 1,000 population were -3.3, -3.2 and -
2.3. In this period constant natural increase was registered only in
Gorenjska (1.5) and Osrednjeslovenska (1.1) regions.

In 2005 natural increase was recorded in three regions. The third region
behind Gorenjska and Osrednjeslovenska with 1.6 per 1,000 population
was Savinjska with 0.1. The highest natural decrease was recorded by
Zasavska (-4.1) and Pomurska (-3.6) regions.

More than 60% of municipalities with natural decrease

In 118 municipalities natural decrease was registered in 2005; 90
municipalities with natural decrease are located in the eastern part and only
28 in the western part of the country. Municipalities with the highest natural
increase are located around Ljubljana: Trzin, Komenda, Vodice, Borovnica,
Vrhnika and Skofia Loka each have natural increase of more than 5.0 per
1,000 population. They are characterised by more favourable age structure
since due to jobs in the nearby capital city and housing being cheaper
outside Ljubljana more young people tend to move into them. Municipalities
with distinct natural decrease (more than -10.0 per 1,000 population) are
located in the northem-eastern (Salovci, Hodog/Hodos) and eastern parts of
the country (Bistrica ob Sotli, Velika Polana).

NET MIGRATION
The highest positive net migration from abroad since 1996

In 2005 net migration from abroad was the highest in the past 9 years.

Due to a greater number of foreign immigrants than in the past and no
major changes as regards the number of emigrants from Slovenia,
compared to 2004 net migration from abroad grew by 238.4% to 6,436
people.

Again the highest positive net migration from abroad with Bosnia
and Herzegovina, Serbia and Montenegro and FYRO Macedonia

In 2005 too the highest positive net migration from abroad was registered
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Bosne in Hercegovine (1 956), Srbije in Crne gore (1 685) in Nekdanje
jugoslovanske republike Makedonije (1 098).

Med drzavljani Slovenije pa je bil selitveni prirast s tujino Ze Sesto leto
zapored negativen: iz drzave se jih je namre¢ v letu 2005 odselilo 330
vec, kot se jih je vanjo priselilo.

Za notranje selivce privlaéni juzna in osrednja Slovenija

V obdobju 2000—2004 sta imeli najvisji selitveni prirast prebivalstva med
regijami notranjsko—kraska in obalno—kraska regija.

V letu 2005 je bil ta ponovno najvisji v notranjsko—kraski regiji; Stevilo tja
priseljenih na 1 000 prebivalcev je bilo namre¢ skoraj za 2 (1,7) vedje kot
Stevilo iz nje odseljenih; sledili sta ji spodnjeposavska (1,0) in
osrednjeslovenska regija (0,7). Obalno-kraska regija je bila tokrat po
selitvenem prirastu med regijami na 1 000 prebivalcev Sele na Cetrtem
mestu (0,6).

Selitveni prirast med regijami je bil negativen v polovici statistiénih regij;
Ze Sesto leto zapored pa je bil tak (ve¢ odseljenih kot priseljenih) v regijah
severne, vzhodne in zahodne Slovenije.

Najbolj negativen je bil v koro3ki regiji, iz katere sta se na 1 000
prebivalcev 2 osebi ve¢ odselili, kot vanjo priselili, in v zasavski regiji
(-1,5).

Najvisji selitveni prirast s tujino v najvecjih mestnih ob¢inah

Od obgin je imela najvisji selitveni prirast prebivalstva s tujino mestna
obcina Ljubljana, saj je ta tam znaSal 1 610 prebivalcev, sledili sta mestni
ob¢ini Maribor (540) in Koper/Capodistria (333).

mestnih ob¢inah

Selitveni upad prebivalstva med ob&inami je bil najob&utnejsi v mestnih
ob¢inah Ljubljana (—1 513), Maribor (—678) in Velenje (—227), selitveni

— Slivnica (152).

Iz mestne obcine Ljubljana so se drzavljani Slovenije ze tretje leto
zapored v najvecjem Stevilu odseljevali v ob&ino Domzale (12 % vseh
odselienih v druge obgine); sledili sta ji ob&ini Grosuplie (8,0 %) in
Skofliica (5,1 %).

Iz mestne ob&ine Maribor pa se je najve¢ notranjih selivcev odselilo v
obCine Ho¢e — Slivnica (12,4 %), Slovenska Bistrica (10,9 %) ter Miklavz
na Dravskem polju (6,9 %).

SKUPNI PRIRAST
Skupni prirast najvisji po letu 1996

V letu 2005 se je Stevilo prebivalcev Slovenije povecalo za 5 768 oseb,
kar je najve¢ po letu 1996. Po letu 1996 je bil naravni prirast stalno
negativen, zato je bila vrednost skupnega prirasta v tem obdobju,
vkljuéno z letom 2005, posledica pozitivnega selitvenega prirasta s tujino.

Stevilo prebivalstva se je v letu 2005 povecalo v veéini slovenskih
regij

Skupni prirast na 1000 prebivalcev je bil leta 2005 v Sloveniji skoraj 3
(2,9). V devetih regijah je bil skupni prirast pozitiven; najvisji, ve¢ kot Se
enkrat vi§ji od slovenskega povprecja, je bil v osrednjeslovenski regiji
(6,6). Stevilo prebivalstva se je znizalo v treh regijah: v zasavski regiji (-
3,5 na 1000 prebivalcev), v pomurski (-3,0) in koro$ki (-1,3).

with citizens of Bosnia and Herzegovina (1,956), Serbia and Montenegro
(1,685) and the Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia (1,098).

Negative net migration from abroad was for the sixth consecutive year
registered among Slovene citizens as 330 more people emigrated than
immigrated in 2005.

For internal migrants the most attractive parts of the country are
southern and central Slovenia

In the 2000-2004 period the highest net migration between regions was
registered in Notranjsko-kraska and Obalno-kraska regions.

In 2005 it was again highest in Notranjsko-kraska region with 1.7 per
1,000 population, which means that almost 2 people more per 1,000
population immigrated to the region than emigrated from it.
Spodnjeposavska and Osrednjeslovenska regions follow with 1.0 and 0.7
per 1,000 population, respectively. This time Obalno-kradka region was
fourth with 0.6 per 1,000.

Net migration between regions was negative in a half of regions. For the
sixth consecutive year more emigrants than immigrants were registered in
the northern, eastern and western parts of the country.

The highest negative net migration between regions was registered in
Koro$ka region (-2 per 1,000 population) and Zasavska region (-1.5 per
1,000).

The highest net migration from abroad in the largest cities

As regards municipalities, the highest net migration from abroad was
registered in Ljubljana (1,610 people), followed by Maribor (540) and
Koper/Capodistria (333).

The lowest net migration between municipalities in the largest urban
municipalities

While net migration between municipalities was the most negative in
urban municipalities Ljubljana (-1,513), Maribor (-678) and Velenje (-227),
it was the most positive in DomZale (438), Grosuplie (279) and Hoce-
Slivnica (152).

For the third consecutive year most internal emigrants from urban
municipality Ljubljana moved to Domzale (12% of all people who moved
to a different municipality), followed by Grosuplie (8.0%) and Skofljica
(5.1%).

Most internal migrants from municipality Maribor moved to municipalities
Hoce-Slivnica (12.4%), Slovenska Bistrica (10.9%) and Miklavz na
Dravskem polju (6.9%).

TOTAL INCREASE
Total increase the highest after 1996

In 2005 the population of Slovenia grew by 5,768, which is the greatest
annual growth since 1996. After 1996 natural decrease has been
registered in Slovenia, so the value of total increase, including 2005, was
the result of positive net migration from abroad.

In 2005 the number of people grew in most Slovene regions

Nationwide, total increase was almost 3 per 1,000 population (2.9). In
nine regions total increase was registered, the highest — more than twice
as high as the national average — in Osrednjeslovenska region (6.6).
Negative total increase was registered in three regions: Zasavska (-3.5
per 1,000), Pomurska (-3.0) and Koro$ka (-1.3).
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Naravni prirast prispeval k povecanju prebivalstva le v treh regijah

V vse regije se je v letu 2005 iz tujine priselilo ve¢ prebivalcev, kot se jih
je iz regjj v tujino odselilo. K pozitivnemu skupnemu prirastu je v polovici
regij prispeval tudi pozitiven selitveni prirast med regijami.

Le v osrednjeslovenski in gorenjski ter savinjski regiji pa se je Stevilo
prebivalstva povecalo tudi zaradi pozitivnega naravnega prirasta (v prvih
dveh 1,6, v tretji 0,1 na 1 000 prebivalcev).

Skupni prirast negativen v 75 ob¢inah

Skupni prirast je bil negativen v 75 ob&inah — praviloma kot posledica
negativnega naravnega prirasta. Negativni skupni prirast ni znacilen le za
man;jSe obCine v ruralnem obmogju, pac pa je bil leta 2005 zabelezen tudi
v treh mestnih ob¢inah severovzhodne Slovenije (Murska Sobota,
Maribor, Ptuj). V teh ob¢inah se je Stevilo prebivalstva zmanj$alo tako
zaradi odseljevanja slovenskih drzavljanov v druge obcine kot zaradi
negativnega naravnega prirasta.

Najbolj se je Stevilo prebivalstva znizalo v obg&ini Salovci (-24,5 na 1 000
prebivalcev), kar je bilo predvsem posledica presezka umrlih nad
rojenimi. V letu 2005 se je namre¢ v obgini Salovci na 1 000 prebivalcev
rodilo najmanj otrok (0,4), koeficient umrlih (18,3) pa je bil viji le e v
dveh ob¢inah. Tudi selitveno ta ob¢ina ni bila privlatna.

Selitveno najprivlaénejse obcine imajo najvisji skupni prirast

Za ve¢ kot 20 prebivalcev (na 1000 prebivalcev) se je prebivalstvo
poveCalo v ob¢inah okrog Ljubljane — najbolj, tako kot v letu 2004 — v
ob¢ini Dol pri Ljubljani (25,4) in Grosupliem (25,0). Le nekaj niZji je bil
skupni prirast v ob&inah Vodice, Komenda, Ig, Domzale in Velike Lasce.
V navedenih obéinah je bil visok skupni prirast predvsem posledica
veCjega Stevila priseljenih iz drugih obgin, torej notranjih selitev.

Natural increase contributed to the population growth only in three
regions

As regards international migration, in 2005 all regions in Slovenia had
more people immigrating to them than emigrating from them. Total
increase in a half of regions was also the result of positive net migration
between regions.

Only in Osrednjeslovenska and Gorenjska regions (in both 1.6 per 1,000
population) and in Savinjska region (0.1) the number of people grew on
account of natural increase.

Total decrease in 75 municipalities

Total decrease was registered in 75 municipalities; as a rule the cause
was natural decrease. Total decrease is not characteristic only of smaller
municipalities in rural areas but was also registered in three urban
municipalities of north-eastern Slovenia (Murska Sobota, Maribor and
Ptuj). In these three municipalities population number fell due to
emigration of Slovene citizens to other municipalities as well as due to
natural decrease.

The greatest drop in the population number was registered in municipality
Salovci (-24.5 per 1,000 population), which was mostly the result of more
people dying than being born. In 2005 the birth rate in municipality
Salovci was 0.6 per 1,000 population (the lowest in the country) while the
death rate was 18.3 per 1,000 (third highest in the country). This
municipality is also not attractive for immigrants.

Municipalities that are the most attractive for immigration have the
greatest total increase

The greatest total increase was registered in municipalities around
Ljubljana; as in 2004 the greatest in Dol pri Ljubljana (25.4). Only slightly
lower growth was registered in Grosuplje, Vodice, Komenda, g, Domzale
and Velike Las¢e. In these municipalities the high total increase was
mostly caused by internal migration, i.e. immigration from other
municipalities.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS
Data sources

Data sources for this issue of Rapid Reports are:

— annual statistical surveys conducted by the Statistical Office of the
Republic of Slovenia on births, deaths, marriages, divorces and
migration,

— data of the Ministry of the Interior — Central Population Register,

— data of the Ministry of the Interior — Administrative Internal Affairs
Directorate,

— Mortality Database kept by the Institute of Public Health of the
Republic of Slovenia.

Data collection

Data on births, acknowledgement of paternity, ascertainment of
paternity and marriages were collected on forms which were in 2005 filled
in by employees of the departments of administrative internal affairs at
administrative units based on entries and records in the register. Since 1
May 2005 entries and records are being filled in the Register of Births,
Deaths and Marriages where facts on civil status are electronically
recorded. Data on divorces were collected on forms filled in by district
court judges based on legally effective sentences on divorces.

Since 1 January 2000 individual data on deaths have been taken over in
electronic form from the Institute of Public Health of the Republic of
Slovenia, which keeps these data in the Mortality Database.

The Statistical Office of the Republic of Slovenia (SORS) collects these
data according to the place of event, and the results are published by
permanent or temporary residence:

— at child birth residence of mother,
— at marriage residence of groom or bride before marriage,

— at divorce the last common residence of husband and wife before
divorce,
— atdeath the last residence of the dead person.

Data on migration of citizens of the Republic of Slovenia are mediated in
electronic form by the Ministry of the Interior to the Statistical Office of the
Republic of Slovenia, based on information on registration/deregistration
of permanent residence in Slovenia and registration of temporary
residence abroad and returning from abroad. Until the end of 2004
aggregated data on immigration of foreigners were supplied to SORS on
the basis of the records on foreigners in Slovenia by the Ministry of the
Interior, since then individual data have been provided by the same data
source.

Data on international migration of citizens of the Republic of Slovenia also
include temporary absence from Slovenia because of departure abroad
(for more than 3 months) and arrivals after temporary residing abroad.

Data on emigration of foreigners are estimated by the Statistical Office on
the basis of the number of foreigners at the beginning and at the end of
the calendar year, natural changes and immigration of foreigners. We
also take into account data on acquisition of citizenship of the Republic of
Slovenia.

DEFINICIJE

Drzavljan Republike Slovenije je oseba z drzavljanstvom Republike
Slovenije in s prijavljenim stalnim prebivali§¢em v Sloveniji.

Meddrzavna selitev je prostorski premik, pri katerem je prejSnje oziroma
bodocCe prebivaliSce selivca v drugi drzavi.

Naravni prirast je razlika med Stevilom Zivorojenih otrok in Stevilom
umrlih na doloéenem obmocju v koledarskem letu.

Naravni prirast na 1000 prebivalcev je razmerje med naravnim
prirastom v koledarskem letu in Stevilom prebivalstva sredi istega leta na
dolo¢enem obmogju, pomnozeno s 1000.

Notranja selitev je sprememba naselja stalnega prebivali$¢a drzavljana
Republike Slovenije na obmogju Slovenije.

Notranja selitev med obcinami je sprememba naselja stalnega
prebivali$¢a drzavljana Republike Slovenije med dvema ob¢inama.

Odseljeni prebivalec Slovenije je tisti, ki:

— je v Sloveniji odjavil stalno prebivali§¢e z namenom, da se bo odselil
v tujino;

— je zaCasno odsoten v tujini (in sicer veC kot tri mesece) in je svoj
odhod prijavil v upravni enoti svojega stalnega prebivalisCa;

— se je odselil v drugo naselje, ob&ino v Sloveniji in tam prijavil stalno
prebivaliSce.

DEFINITIONS

A citizen of the Republic of Slovenia is a person with Slovenian
citizenship and registered permanent residence in Slovenia.

International migration is spatial movement where previous or next
residence of the migrant is in another country.

Natural increase is the difference between the number of live-born
children and the number of deaths for a given area in the calendar year.

Natural increase per 1000 population is the ratio between the natural
increase in the calendar year and the midyear population of the same
year for a given area, multiplied by 1000.

Internal migration is the change of a settiement of permanent residence
of citizen of the Republic of Slovenia in the territory of Slovenia.

Internal migration between municipalities is the change of a
settlement of permanent residence of a citizen of the Republic of Slovenia
in the territory of Slovenia between two municipalities.

An emigrant is a resident of Slovenia who:

— in Slovenia gave notice of leaving his/her permanent residence with
the intention of emigrating abroad,

— is temporarily abroad for more than three months and gave notice of
his/her departure at the administrative unit,

— emigrated to another settlement or municipality in Slovenia, and
registered his/her permanent residence there.

Emigrants per 1000 population is the ratio between the number of
emigrants in the calendar year and the midyear population of the same
year for a given area, multiplied by 1000.

Selitveni prirast med obéinami je razlika med Stevilom priseljenih iz
drugih ob¢in Slovenije in Stevilom odseljenih v druge obcine Slovenije v
doloceni ob¢ini v koledarskem letu.

Selitveni prirast med ob¢inami na 1000 prebivalcev je razmerje med
selitvenim prirastom med ob&inami za posamezno obcino in Stevilom
prebivalstva ob¢ine sredi istega leta, pomnozeno s 1000.

Selitveni prirast med regijami je razlika med Stevilom priseljenih iz
drugih regij Slovenije in Stevilom odseljenih v druge regije Slovenije v
doloceni regiji v koledarskem letu.

Selitveni prirast med regijami na 1000 prebivalcev je razmerje med
selitvenim prirastom med regijami za posamezno regijo in Stevilom
prebivalstva regije sredi istega leta, pomnozeno s 1000.

Sklenitev zakonske zveze je postopek, po katerem osebi razliénega
spola skladno z veljavnimi zakonskimi predpisi skleneta zakonsko zvezo.

Sklenitve zakonskih zvez na 1000 prebivalcev je razmerie med
Stevilom sklenitev zakonskih zvez v koledarskem letu in Stevilom
prebivalstva sredi istega leta na doloéenem obmocju, pomnoZeno s 1000.

Skupni prirast je seStevek naravnega in selitvenega prirasta na
dolo¢enem obmogju v koledarskem letu.

Skupni prirast na 1000 prebivalcev je razmerje med skupnim prirastom
v koledarskem letu in Stevilom prebivalstva sredi istega leta na
dolo¢enem obmogju, pomnoZeno s 1000.

Tujec je oseba z drZavljanstvom tuje drzave ali  oseba brez
ugotovljenega drzavljanstva ali oseba brez drzavljanstva, ki je v Sloveniji
na osnovi dovolienja za prebivanje oz. veljavnega delovnega ali
poslovnega vizuma prijavila stalno ali zaasno prebivalisce.

Umrli je oseba, pri kateri so, kadar koli potem ko je bila Zivorojena, trajno
prenehale vse Zivljenjske funkcije.

Umrli na 1000 prebivalcev je razmerje med Steviom umrlih v

An immigrant is a resident of Slovenia who:

— immigrated from abroad and registered his/her permanent residence
in Slovenia,

— returned from abroad after temporarily residing there for more than
three months and before departure gave notice of his/her departure
at the administrative unit,

— immigrated to another settlement or municipality in Slovenia and
registered his/her permanent residence there.

Immigrants per 1000 population is the ratio between the number of
immigrants in the calendar year and the midyear population of the same
year for a given area, multiplied by 1000.

Divorce is a procedure in which a court with its final judgement
terminates the existing marriage of two people of opposite sexes.

Divorces per 1000 population is the ratio between the number of
divorces in the calendar year and the midyear population of the same
year for a given area, multiplied by 1000.

Net migration is the difference between the number of immigrants from
abroad and the number of emigrants to abroad for a given area in the
calendar year.

Net migration per 1000 population is the ratio between the net
migration (with foreign countries) in the calendar year and the midyear
population of the same year for a given area, multiplied by 1000.

Net migration between municipalities is the difference between the
number of immigrants from other municipalities and the number of
emigrants to other municipalities of Slovenia for a given municipality in
the calendar year.

Net migration between municipalities per 1000 population is the ratio
between the net migration between municipalities for a given municipality
in the calendar year and the midyear population of the municipality in the
same year, multiplied by 1000.

Net migration between regions is the difference between the number of
immigrants from other regions and the number of emigrants to other
regions of Slovenia for a given region in the calendar year.

Net migration between regions per 1000 population is the ratio
between the net migration between regions for a given region in the
calendar year and the midyear population of the region in the same year,
multiplied by 1000.

Marriage is a procedure in which two persons of opposite sexes settle a
marriage in accordance with the valid legal regulations.

Marriages per 1000 population is the ratio between the number of
marriages in the calendar year and the midyear population of the same
year for a given area, multiplied by 1000.

Total increase is the sum of natural increase and net migration for a
given area in the calendar year.

Total increase per 1000 population is the ratio between the total
increase in the calendar year and the midyear population of the same
year for a given area, multiplied by 1000.

A foreigner is a person with foreign citizenship or a person without
established citizenship or without citizenship, who has on the basis of
valid permission for residing in Slovenia or valid work permit or business
visa registered his/her permanent or temporary residence in Slovenia.

A dead person is one whose evidence of life permanently disappeared
any time after he/she was live-born.

Deaths per 1000 population is the ratio between the number of deaths

A dead infant is a child whose evidence of life permanently disappeared
any time after he/she was live-born and has not yet completed the first
year of age.

A live-born is a child who immediately after birth showed signs of life

short period. Duration of pregnancy is not important.

Live-births per 1000 population is the ratio between the number of live
births in the calendar year and the midyear population of the same year
for a given area, multiplied by 1000.

The figures are rounded up. The sums might not be totally correct.
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
