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ACROCEPHALUS

lokaliteti zasledil Zze 17. 4. 1995, v bliznjem
kraju Melinci pa Ze 11. 3. 1995. Vista je
dolocena po petju, sicer pa v poplavni loki
Mure pogosto gnezdi tudi kratkoprsti ple-
zalcek.

Dolgoprsti plezalcek ob Muri gnezdi v
znacilni panonski poplavni zdruzbi virb in
topolov Salici-Populetum in zdruzbi doba
in veza Querco roboris - Ulmetum laevis v
starih vlaznih sestojih z bujno in poleti
skoraj neprehodno podrastjo. Nadmorska
visSina je 175 metrov, omenjena gnezditev
dolgoprstega plezalCka je po seddj znanih
podatkih ena najnizjih v Sloveniji. Zal starl
poplavni gozdovi ob Muri tudi tuka;
postopno izginjajo.

SUMMARY

On May 26™ 1995, a Common Treecre-
eper was established to breed in a wo-
oded floodplain of the Mura river. The
observed pair and the singing male were
present at this locality already on April
17" 1995, while in the nearby village of
Melinci they had been observed as early
as on March 11™, The species was deter-
mined on the basis of the male’s singing,
for in this wooded floodplain the Short-toed
Treecreeper is often found to breed as well.

The discussed Common Treecreeper
breeds in a typical Pannonian riverine
association of willows and poplars Salici-
Populetum and in the association Querco
roboris - Ulmetum laevis, particularly in
old and damp stands with exuberant and
in summer virtually impassable under-
growth. The locality is situated at an
altitude of 175 m a.s.l., and this Common
Treecreeper's breeding is, according to the
available data, one of the lowest in
Slovenia so far. The sad fact is, however,
that the old riverine forests are gradudally
disappearing from along the Mura river as
well,

Glede na Cas opazovanja, vedenje,
primeren habitat (nizinski poplavni gozd)
in dejstvo, da je skoraj zagotovo bil
opazovan par teh ptic, se mi zdi gnezde-
nje ¢mega Skarmika verjetno.

GOLDEN EAGLE - Adult on 29" Septem-
ber 1998 at Motnik and juvenile on 20™
August at Menina planina (C Slovenia)

Jutro dne 29. 9. 1998 je bilo oblacno z
rahlim deZjem, vendar se je sonce okoli
desetih prebilo skozi oblake. Zaradi pre-
cejSne viage je bilo soparno. Okoli enajste
ure sem se peljal proti zaselku Brezovica, ki
lezi nad Motnikom v Tuhinjski dolini. V
zraku sem zagledal veliko silhueto ne-
znane ptice, ki je priletela iz jugozahodne
smeri.
