2li meSanim prebivalstvom; ne obstaja pri koroski deZelni
vladi $e svet za osnovno Solstvo in kulturo; slovenskim za-
druznim kreditnim zavodom se kratijo pravice, ki jih imajo
enaki nemski zavodi pri posredovanju kmetijskih naloZbe-
nih posojil; za vzdrZevanje maniSinskih ustanov Slovenci
Se niso deleZni drZavnih, deZelnih in obginskih sredstev v
razmerju s slovenskim prebivalstvom.

GEORGE WASHINGTON -
OUR FIRST PRESIDENT

On February 22, 1732, 235 years ago, George Washington,
first President of the United States, was born in Bridges Creek,
Virginia. Commander of the American forces during the Revo-
lutionary War and the first President of the new republic —
Washington is often called the Father of his Country. Not the
least of his contributions was the pattern of tolerance which he
helped make an integral part of the American heritage. His
trusted aides included the Frenchman Lafayette, the Polish
generals Kosciuszko and Pulaski, German-born von Steuben and
de Kalb, the Dane, Christian Febiger, the Belgian de Paw, the
Irish-American General Sullivan and the Jewish aide-de-camp,
Colonel Isaac Franks. There were Negroes among the troops at
Lexington and Bunker Hill. As President of the United States,
Washington never inquired whether men were “foreigners or
natives, federaljsts or republicans” — but whether they could do
well the job needed to be done.

Once again the Ad'mmatrauoq has
come to the Cergress for an in-
crease in the “temporary” ceiling
on the national debt limit.
dept as of January 18, 1967, was
$329.9 billion, and the Administra-
tion requested an increase in the
“tomporary’’ limit from $330 bil-
lion to %337 billion. The Ways and
Teans Committee reported a bili
ircreasing the limit to $336 billion.

This increase relates solely -to
fiscal year 1267 and will expire on
June 30, 1837 when, in the absence
of further Congressional action, the

public debt ilmit will revert to the
perma“em cumg of $285 billion.
If the Administration contirues its

spending polic&.. another “tempor-
ary” increase will be needed to
cover deficit expenditures proposed
for fiscal year 1568.

Cur debt probiem was created by
the Administration’'s unwillingness
to exercise restraint in its expendi-
tures, ard its failure to advise the
Congress and the American peoplc
of its spending intentions. The exi-
gencies of the war in Vietnam made
it imperative that fiscal restraint
be exercised. Instead, in order to
get the Congress to provide the
“butter”, the Administration urder-
stated the cost of the “guns”. Last
vear the President’s budget under-
stated expenditures at least $15 bhil-
lion. Now the American people are
being called upon to pay for the
failure of the Administration to dis-
close to the Congress and to the
people a year ago the cost which
would be incurred in fighting a ma-
jor war. 1

The

debt, Republican Members of ithe
Com"mttee 'on Ways and Means of-
fered a2 two-part proposal. One part
would have allowed the Govern-
ment to issue $6 billion in long
term bords with interest’ rates
above the existing 4.25 percent li-
mit. Because current market rates
are higher, the Government has
been unable to sell such bonds and
has resorted to selling short term
securities at much higher interest
rates. The cther part would have
made sales of participation certifi-
cztes (PC's) subject to the debt
limit, since this is really a form
of borrowing which is now covered
up ‘in bookkeeping procedures. :
This proposal would have per-
mitted proper maragement of the
public debt at the lowest interest
cost. Unfortunately it failed to car-
{1y on the mction to recommit, and
the bill was finally passed by a
vote of 2i5 to 199. I voted for the
recommital motion, and against the
hill on final passage. Next to de-
fense, interest on the public debt
represents the largest item! in the
Federal budget. In the coming year
we will be paying $14 billion for
interest charges alone—this is more
than the total cost of running the
Federal establishment in 1941. But,
more than this, the American peo-
ple should be given the true facts
about where their nation stands on
fiscal matters. The Admiristration
faces a real eredibility gap. Sound
fiscal policy, realistic budgeting for
the future, recognition of the true
amount of public debt outstanding,
and the abandonment of “gimmi-
ckry” in Government financing

'might go a lorg way toward nar-

Irn addition to its failure to keep
Congress and the pecple informed,
the Administration resorted to fis-
cal “gimmickry” in order to cover
up the true amount of its spending.
In the 89th Congress which was
controlled two to ohe by Adminis-!
iration supporters, there was a bill
enacted over united Republican. op-
position to authorize the Federal
National Mortgage Association to
sell “participation certificates” in
certain Government financial assets.
The purchaser of “participation
certificates” does not acquire title
to the asset, but he gets the right
to have his investment repaid with
interest at the rate stated in the
certificate which is at a higher rate
than the government receives on
the leoans which the asset repre-
sents. The money derived from the
sale of participation certificate is
used to offset expenditures that
normally appear in the budget.
Thus, this gives ths Administration
ancther avenue in which to enter
an entirely new field of deficit
financing. The initial issue of these
participation certificates last sum-.
mer precipitated escalation of in-
terest rates to the highest level in
40 years. The certificates carried
interest rates ranging up to 5.7
percent.

Unlike apples and some other
fruits, consumers are not gene-
rally familiar with variety
riames of grapefruit.
