Plays
in twenty languages, drawn
from the literature of the world
and participated in by thirteen
hundred people, is the record of
Cleveland’s Theatre of the Na-
tions during its first season. It

““Cleveland Plain Dealer” which
provided the Little Theatre of
Cleveland’s Public Hall and also
stage settings for the perform-
ances. Thirty - six national
oroups were represented in the
General Advisory Committee, of
which the city’s recreation com-
missioner, John H. Gourley, was
chalrman.
