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Automatic Pilots

Automatic pilots ave used in air-
planes to perform in a variety of
ways. The title may be mislead-
ing. There is no such thing as a
completely automatic pilot. Any
device which is used as a substi-
tute for work on the part of the
human pilot ean function pnly s0
far as the human pilot desires, It
is only a ‘mechanism which re-
sponds to his wishes. The degree
to which the instrument functions
depends upon the use to which it
is put, L

The most exacting work requir-
ed isinits employment of precision
bombing. In this instance the au-
tomatie pilot must keep the plane
on straight and level flight so that
when a bomb is dropped the plat-
form from which it falls, in this
case the plane, maintains its rela-
tive position to the ground on a
basis of changes that are constant
enough so that the bombardier may
take them into consideration and
allow for them in his sighting.

In the case of commercial trans-
port planes no such accuracy is re-
quired. The auto pilot required for
thid type of work is used as a
fatigue relief for the human pilot.
It is not necessary to keep a com-
mercial plane on a hair-line course,
and therefore, a less exacting de-
vice will do the work,

Smaller planes that are used by
sportsman pilots and other private
individualg have rarely been equip-
ped with automatic «pilots. There
are in the course of development
at the present time smaller de-

vices which could serve on private
planes. When installed these would
greatly enhance the possibilities
for this type of aircrait and con-
tribute greatly to the popularity of
private avialion.
