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KESANJE ALI POGUBLJENJE 

Kakšen je bil namen ljudi, ki so Jezusu pripovedovali o dogodkih v 

Galileji? Mogoče so poskušali v njem vzbuditi ogorčenje in ga spodbuditi, 

da bi povedel ljudi v upor. Mogoče pa so bili radovedni, kako bo Jezus 

odgovoril na vprašanja, ki so jih begala. Jezus je odgovoril s 

protivprašanjem.  

Jezus presega običajna razmišljanja. S korenitim zanikanjem poudari, 

da se pogubljenje ne ozira na družbene razlike. Ne odgovori na vprašanje, 

zakaj je tiran moril ali zakaj se je podrl stolp. Zanj je pomembno vprašanje: 

zakaj mi je podarjeno življenje? 

Videl je, da judovski narod drvi v prepad. Zavračal je upor, saj bi bil 

kljub preliti krvi verjetno jalov: nihče ni mogel jamčiti, da bodo voditelji 

upora ali pa veliki duhovnik Kajfa pravičnejši voditelji kot so Rimljani. Upor 

tudi ni bil v skladu z narodovim poslanstvom, da oznanja svetu Boga. In to 

poslanstvo je z Jezusom zopet poudarjeno. Božje kraljestvo je prišlo kot 

milost in vabilo v Sinu človekovem. Če bo Izrael zaupal odpadnikom, se bo 

izgubil v mraku brezciljnosti. Dežela bo upostošena in krivični, a vojaško 

močni Rimljani bodo meč v Gospodovi roki. 

Jezus je trdil, da ima Izrael posebno mesto - kot smokvino drevo v 

vinogradu. Raste na prisojnem pobočju in se dviga visoko nad trto: nebo je 

popolnoma njegovo. V zgodovini je bil sicer večkrat opustošen, a njegov 

resnični blagoslov ni v materialni blaginji. Izrael ima zavezo z Bogom in 

poslanstvo, da oznani Boga vsemu svetu. To je njihovo prvenstvo, njihov 

sončni vinograd. Prvenstvo pa je povezano z odgovornostjo. Od smokvine-

ga drevesa pričakujemo sadov. Zelenje in senca pod drevesom ne odtehta-

ta smokev. A Izrael je le zelenel, hrepenel je po bogastvu in moči, s katero 

bi premagal nasprotnike. To je njegova napaka. TRI LETA so veliko časa in 

simbolično število poudarja veliko božjo potrpežljivost. Njegovi izbranci so 

nepokorni, Bog pa je še vedno potrpežljiv. Človek lahko prične znova in v 

spreobrnjenju črpa moč za življenje po evangeliju.

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3RD SUNDAY OF LENT 

Response:  The Lord is merciful and gracious. 

First Reading Exodus 3:1-8. 13-15 

The Lord not only reveals the name by 
which he wants to be known; he declares 
that he has heard his people’s cry in their 
distress. God acts on their behalf. 

Second Reading 1 Corinthians 10:1-6. 10-12 

In a brief history lesson, Paul reminds the 
Corinthians of the deeds of God on behalf 
of God’s people in the past. Their infidelity 
should be a warning to greater effort in the 
present. 

Gospel Luke 13:1-9 

Jesus makes it clear that sudden death is 
never to be seen as a punishment for sin. A 
more important issue is that people take to 
heart the call to embrace the arrival of 
God’s kingdom. 

“Do you suppose these Galileans who 
suffered… were greater sinners than any other 

Galileans?”

On 17 June 1940, the greatest British maritime 

disaster in history took place. A British troopship, 

the former Cunard liner Lancastria, was lying off the 

French coast near Saint-Nazaire, waiting to evacuate 

troops and civilians including women and children. 

No one knows how many people were actually on 

board. It’s certain that there were more than six 

thousand, but some think there could have been as 

many as nine thousand. The ship was bombed by 

German aircraft and sank rapidly. Only about two 

thousand were rescued.  

The sinking of the Lancastria and the great loss 

of human life combined two types of suffering that 

cause us most horror, because they entail the suffer-

ing of innocent people. The many deaths were 

caused by the combination of the sea and the 

bombing – in other words, by natural forces and 

human atrocity. Both types of tragedy are the sub-

ject matter of today’s Gospel passage. 

Gospel Teaching 

In the Gospel, only here, in Luke, is the thorny 

subject of the suffering of innocent people tackled. 

There is a conversation between Jesus and people 

who told him about Pontius Pilate’s latest atrocity: 

he had killed some Galileans who were offering sac-

rifices. This is an atrocity on different levels. First, 

Pilate had innocent people slaughtered: according 

to Jesus these were no greater sinners than other 

Galileans, and therefore their deaths were not pun-

ishment for sins. Second, Pilate violated their reli-

gious practice by mixing human blood he had 

caused to be shed with the blood of sacrificial ani-

mals, adding desecration to murder.  

No documentary evidence for this example of 

Pilate’s brutality exists apart from this passage in 

Luke, but such impetuous and disproportionate 

action was in keeping with his customary behaviour. 

We need only remember his actions during Jesus’ 

trial, when he chose to condemn a patently inno-

cent man to death in order to save his own reputa-

tion with the Roman emperor. In today’s Gospel, 

Jesus adds his own tragic story, about a collapsed 

tower at Siloam (near the Temple) that killed eight-

een people. Again, we have a story that is not found 

anywhere else in contemporary literature, although 

archaeological discoveries in the area may possibly 

point to just such a structure. Again, Jesus states 

that the tragic deaths of the poor victims are no 

indication of their guilt.  

Jesus stresses that all people need to repent, 

otherwise they too will perish – a strange state-

ment, until we realise that in the New Testament 

the word that in English be-

comes “repent” literally 

means a change of mind, ra-

ther than penitential activity. 

In Matthew and Mark, Jesus 

issues a call to repent when 

he announces the Good News 

that the kingdom of God is at 

hand. This repentance means 

a change of mind, which em-

braces the idea of the king-

dom of God among us. Now 

Jesus implies that failing to 

make that change of mind, 

repentance, carries even 

greater danger than the 

threat of unexpected death. 

Application 

The Gospel leaves some 

major questions unanswered. How can God allow 

innocent people to suffer and die? It would almost 

be easier to understand (though harder to accept) a 

God who instantly punishes sins, but Jesus clearly 

distances himself (and his Father) from any such 

conclusion. Of course, this is what causes people to 

ask, “How can God allow innocent people to suffer?” 

Glib answers are not helpful. There is, however, 

some helpful biblical background to this issue in 

today’s first reading: the conversation between Mo-

ses and God via the burning bush. Moses is given a 

remarkable insight into the plans of God. Briefly, 

what God says to Moses is, “I have heard the cry of 

my people in their distress… I mean to respond to 

their need.” This applies to the distress of God’s 

people who are slaves in Egypt. God pledges to free 

them, but there is also the revelation of the name

by which God chooses to be known: “I Am”, meaning

We can conclude, then, that 

God always hears the cry of 

God’s people in their distress, 

and always responds. The Good 

News that Jesus reveals is that 

he is God’s response to our 

need. In Jesus, God does not 

take away human suffering; 

God shares in it. Every parent 

knows the impossibility of tak-

ing away a child’s pain; like 

every parent, God our Father 

shares the suffering of all his 

children. The death of Jesus 

guarantees this, and his resur-

rection points to the total de-

struction of all suffering, all 

pain, all sorrow.
