An Appeal From Louis Adamic

lto America as a whole, with America’s

To the Slovene Immigrants in
the U. S., and their American-born

Children and Grandchildren:

Unusual motives and circumstances
impel me to try—through the kindness
and courtesy of the editors of this news-
paper—to communicate in this unusual
way with the Slovene immigrants in the
U. S. and their American-born children
and grandchildren.

My last book, “My America, ” contains

a long selection entitled “Plymouth Rock
and Ellis Island,” in which I try to
point out in various ways and from dif-
ferent angles, the following facts, which
to me seem of foremost importance:

(1) That Ellis Island is rapidly be-
coming—historically—as important as

is Plymouth Rock.
(2) That the U. S., as it stands today

is—raecially, socially and culturally—an
extension not only of the British Isles
and the Netherlands but, more or less,
of all Europe and, to an extent, of Asia
and Africa.

(3) That present-day America, with
its great industries, skyskrapers, end-
less highways and power lines, is as
much the result of the labor and genius
of immigrants as of old-stock Ameri-
cans.

(4) That, in the upbuilding of Ameri-
ca as it stands today, the immigrants’|
contributions have been enormous; that|
in this upbuilding of the country in the
last century more immigrants from vari-
ous European countries died than early
American colonists were killed in sub-

duing the wilderness and in the War for|

Independence; and that it is urgent for

America that this fact be realized and,
appreciated by the country as a whole.

(5) That very rapidly the U. S. is
ceasing to be a predominantly Anglo-
Saxon country, for our population now
includes nearly 50,000,000 non-Anglo-
Saxons; and that, for that reason, a new
conception of America (along the lines
suggested above) is necessary.

(8) That the presence in the U. S. of
this vast new-immigrant element im-j|
mensely complicates American social,
economie, political, cultural, and spirit-
ual problems; that inherent in our pres-
ent population are certain dangers to
America as well as to the various racial
and national groups; that alien-baiting
on the part of old-stock Americans is
spreading; and, lest these dangers to
America and the various groups increase
and intensify, all of us—new and old-
stock Americans—must begin to be in-
telligently, patriotically interested in
this situation.

This is the gist of what I am driving
at in “My America.” But what I say in
that book is tentative and incomplete. I
plan to write a new book which will
deal, as exhaustively as possible, only
with the immigrants who have come
here in the last hundred vears, and with
their children and grandchildren who
are native Americans but different from,
say, Americans.of Yankee stock, and
with their problems as such in relation|

problems in relation to them, with the
problem of Americanization or assimi-
lation, with the idea of the Melting Pot,
and with the future of the U. S. from
the viewpoint of the fact that the com-
position of its population is rapidly
changing.

Space limitations forbid me to reveal)
here the complete scheme for my next
book, but, in addition to developing as
fully as I can the above-listed points
upon which I touch in “My America,” I
shall try to bring out and emphasize
that the old “Americanization” idea was
pretty nearly all wrong and has largely
failed, and that we need a new Ameri-
canization.

The old “Americanization” idea aimed
to purge the immigrant of his old-
country background (of which the
“Americanizers” had no clear notion
except that it was bad because “for-
eign”) and thus turn him neatly into an
Anglo-Saxon American, or a pretty good
imitation of one, and in a few lessons
in night-school endow him with the
background of America from the Coloni-
al days on. Assimilation was supposed

to work one way: from the immigrant’s
natural old-country background t0|

Not only taxes, but also soccage service became 1ncreasmgly
more burdensome for the tenant-peasant. The peasant-serf was
obliged to serve the manorial lord in the way of various seccage
services, such as manual, transportational, etc. labor. Statute-labor
was not apportioned according to the old legal practice, rather it
‘was demanded as often as the manorial lord saw fit to use it
for personal or domestic purposes, and then only for necessities

and not for profit. When his obligations and taxes began to be
lrecorded in urbaries, it was determined what soccage the -in-
dividual had to render and how many days in the week he had
'to serve. If the manor demanded a soccage which was not re-
corded in the urbary, it usually compensated the peasant to some
extent for his services. It was a breach of contract when later
the manorial lords imposed a disproportionate soccage on the
peasants without compensating them for their extra services.
They had to do soccage service almost every day, and in addition
to this the lords demanded, as they saw fit, now personal soceage,
now money paid in lieu of soccage service, that is, the ransom in
money for services recorded in the urbary. The manor did away
with its payment for soccage-service with wagon and horse and
'demanded unlimited transportational soccage service, or the
ransom. The disputes between the peasants and manorial lords
increased when the lords limited the tenants’ use of the manorial
forests, from which, according to ancient custom, they got their
wood and litter.
fishing, hunting and pasturing rights. At one time only the
landgraves and manorial lords enjoyed these rights, but gradually
they relinquished these rights entirely or in part to their vassals
in order to increase their incomes or to pay for services
rendered. Later the manorial lords refused the peasants their
fishing, hunting and pasturing rights. With their thirst for lucre,
they gave preference to foreigners, contrary to the existing legal
custom because these paid a larger tithe. Moreover, they interfered
with domestic industries on their estates. Thus the Italian
shepherds, who first taught the Slovenes Alpine climbing and
cheese-making, leased, for instance, the Alps of Upper Carniola.
Communities and private individuals sought vainly for their
rights and protection in the courts of the lords. The manorial
lords quietly let their tenants limit the rights of their neighbors,
