Dr. Marius Rebek, dolgoletni
profesor organske kemije na
univerzi v Ljubljani, je umrl
18.VIII.1982 v Gradcu, Avstri-
ja, v 94-em letu starosti. Na
njegovem pogrebu so se zbrali
pod vodstvom rektorja univer-
ze v Gradcu njegovi Stevilni
povojni sodelavei in ucenci. Z
njim je umrl zadnji znanstve-
ni delavec ljubljanske uni-
verze iz prvih let po njeni
ustanovitvi.

Poleg dela na kristalviole-
tu, se je ukvarjal predvsem z
vezavnimi emergijami oglji-
kovodikov in njihovih deriva-
tov.

med vojno pri slovenski teh-
ni¢ni terminologiji in spisal v
nemsé¢ini celo vrsto pesmi. Te
se deloma najdejo v tiskani
zbirki, ki mu jo je poklonil ob
zadnji obletnici pred smrtjo,
dne 25. marca 1982, prof. O
Kratky, predstojnik akade-
mijskega instituta za rentgen-
ske raziskave v Gradcu.

V maju 1941 je zacel zbira-
ti na tehniski fakulteti uni-
verze v Ljubljani denarna
sredstva za podporo beguncev
iz Gorenjske in Stajerske, ki
so ju tedaj zmagoviti Nemeci
po Hitlerjevi zapovedi v Ma-
riboru skusali popolnoma po-
nemciti. Za to svoje delo in za
skrivanje partizana v svojem
stanovanju je bil izseljen iz
Ljubljane na avstrijsko Sta-
jersko, ker je bil baje preveé
nems$ko wusmerjen, oziroma,
ker je bila njegova Zena Nem-
ka.
