V' Sloveniji je bilo v letu 2006 ustanovljenih 17 novih ob¢in, torej
se je Stevilo ob€in iz dosedanjih 193 povecalo na 210.

V letu 2006 je Stevilo naselij v Sloveniji naraslo ¢ez 6000. Nastalo
je 7 novih naselij v petih obinah, in sicer v Idriji, llirski Bistrici,
Kanalu, Novi Gorici in v Sevnici. Po novem je najvec naselij (157)
v obcini Krsko.

V letu 2006 je bilo v Sloveniji na novo ustanovljenih 35 ulic. 4
ulice so bile ukinjene, 3 pa preimenovane.

Od 31. 12. 2005 do 31. 12. 2006 je v Sloveniji na novo nastalo
139 prostorskih okolisev.

V obdobju enega leta se je v Registru prostorskih enot (RPE)
spremenilo 6 045 hiSnih Stevilk, od tega jih je 5 449 nastalo na
novo, 278 je bilo ukinjenih, 318 pa prestevilenih.

As of 31 December 2006 there were 210 municipalities, 6,005
settlements, 8,341 statistical districts, 17,272 spatial districts,
9,954 streets and 514,469 house numbers registered in the
Register of Spatial Units.

In 2006 17 new municipalities were established in Slovenia. The
number of municipalities increased from 193 to 210.

In 2006 the number of settlements in Slovenia exceeded 6,000.
7 new settlements were established in five municipalities: Idrija,
llirska Bistrica, Kanal, Nova Gorica and Sevnica. The greatest
number of settlements (157) has the municipality Krsko.

In 2006, 35 streets were established, 4 streets were cancelled and
3 streets were renamed in Slovenia.

Between 31 December 2005 and 31 December 2006, 139 new
spatial districts were established in Slovenia.

In one year 6,045 house numbers were modified in the Register
of Spatial Units: 5,449 of these were assigned as new, 278 were
cancelled and 318 were renumbered.

Stevilo naselij v Sloveniji preseglo 6000

V letu 2006 se je Stevilo obéin s 193 povecalo na 210. V preteklem letu je
nastalo tudi 7 novih naselij in zaradi tega so se spremenila tudi obmocja
nekaterih drugih naselij; v dveh ob¢inah sta nastali po dve novi naselji, v
treh pa po eno. Po dve novi naselji sta dobili obgini Idrija (novi naselji
Rejcov Gri¢ in Razpotje) in Kanal (novi naselji Goljevica in Kamenca nad
Lozicami); po eno novo naselie so dobile ob&ine llirska Bistrica (novo
naselje Zal¢i), Nova Gorica (novo naselje Sveta Gora) in Sevnica (novo
naselje Brezje).

17 new municipalities in 2006

V letu 2006 je bilo v Sloveniji na novo ustanovljenih 35 ulic. 4 ulice so
bile ukinjene, 3 pa preimenovane. Med ukinjenimi ulicami so bile 3
ponovno ustanovljene v novonastalih oz. v Ze obstojeCih naseljih. V
naselju Anhovo sta bili ukinjeni ulici Goljevica in Kamence. Na njunem
obmocju sta nastali novi naselji Goljevica in Kamenca nad Lozicami. Iz
naseljia Spodnja Idrija se je izloCil del tega naselja, ki obsega ulico
'Mokraska vas', in se priklju¢il naselju Idrija. Dinamika spreminjanja
hisnih Stevilk v Cetrtletjih je enakomerna — v povpredju je evidentiranih

In 2006, 35 streets were established, 4 streets were cancelled and 3 streets
were renamed in Slovenia. 3 of the cancelled streets were formed again in
newly established or in already existent settlements. In the settlement
Anhovo the streets of Goljevica and Kamence were cancelled. On their
territory new settlements, named Goljevica and Kamenca nad LoZicami,
were established. A part of the settlement Spodnja Idrija that comprises the
street 'Mokraska vas' was cancelled and joined to the settiement Idrija.
Changes in house numbers over a one-year period occur constantly - on
average 1,511 changes of house numbers are recorded in an individual
quarter.

V zadnjem letu je bilo v primerjavi s predhodnim spremenjenih manj
hisnih stevilk

V letu 2006 je bilo spremenjenih skupaj 6045 hisnih tevilk, to je manj kot
v letu 2005. Vecino sprememb, in sicer 90 %, so povzroCile novonastale
hisne Stevilke (tj. v povprecju 1 362 v enem Cetrtletju), 5 % hiSnih Stevilk
je bilo prestevilcenih (tj. v povpre¢ju 80 v enem Cetrtletju), 5 % hisnih
Stevilk pa je bilo ukinjenih (tj. v povprecju 70 v enem Cetrtletju).

In the last year fewer house numbers were changed than in the
preceding year

In 2006, 6,045 house numbers were changed. Thus fewer house numbers
were changed than in the previous year. Most changes arose due to newly
registered house numbers (90% or 1,362 on average in one quarter), fewer
of them were renumbered (5% or 80 on average in one quarter) and the
fewest were cancelled (5% or 70 on average in one quarter).

V Republiki Sloveniji je zdaj 210 obgin. Nastanek novih ob¢in v preteklem
letu je povzrodil tudi veC sprememb v povrSini nekaterih drugih
teritorialnih enot.

Povrsina Slovenije zna$a 20 273 km2. Najvecja po povrsini je ob¢ina
Kocevje; meri 555,4 km2. Ob¢ina Odranci, najmanj$a po povrsini, je kar
80-krat manj$a od najvecje obcine, saj meri le 6,9 km2 Velikostni red
ostalih ob€in se je z nastankom novih obCin nekoliko spremenil. Najbolj je
po velikosti nazadovala obcina Bled, saj se je zmanjSala kar za 61,4 %.
Ve kot polovico svoje prejSnje velikosti je izgubila tudi ob¢ina Goridnica;
po novem meri 29,1 km2,

Med novonastalimi ob&inami je po povrsini najvecja obcina Gorje (116,2
km?), ki je nastala z odcepitvijo dela obcine Bled in jo zdaj po velikosti
povrsine celo presega. Druga po velikosti med novimi ob&inami je ob¢ina
Mokronog - Trebelno, in sicer meri 73,4 km2. Najmanj$a med novimi po
povrsini je ob¢ina Log - Dragomer; obsega 12,9 km? in spada po obsegu
pripadajotega obmocja med Sest najman;jSih slovenskih obéin. Po zadnjih
teritorialnih spremembah je kar polovica ob¢in manjsih od 65 km?2.

Ze v prvem Getrtletiu 2006 je $tevilo naselij v Sloveniji preseglo 6000.
Razprenost naselij v Sloveniji kaze tudi njihova raznolika razporejenost
po obcinah. Le 10 obcin ima ved kot 100 naselij in kar 50 ob¢in ima manj
kot 10 naselji, najve¢ slovenskih obéin pa sestavlja 13 naselij. Po Stevilu
naselij je na prvem mestu ob¢ina Krsko (157 naselij), ob¢ina Trebnje pa
je zdaj na drugem mestu (153 naselij). Ob¢ine Kobilje, Odranci in Trzin
obsegajo vsaka le po eno naselie. Med novonastalimi ob¢inami Steje
najve¢ naselij obfina Mokronog - Trebelno (43 naselij), najmanj pa
obcina Log - Dragomer (3 naselja).

Na najve¢ statistiénih in prostorskih okolidev je razdeliena obcina
Ljubljana, &eprav obsega sorazmerno malo naselij (le 38). Obcina
Hodos$/Hodos je razdeljena na najmanj statisticnih in prostorskih okoliSev
(na 3, obsega pa 2 naselji). V letu 2006 je Stevilo prostorskih okolisev
najbolj naraslo v obCini Markovci in ob¢ini Kanal, najbolj pa se je

Administrative territorial structure changes of municipalities

There are 210 municipalities in the Republic of Slovenia. According to the
establishment of new municipalities in 2006 several territorial changes
were registered.

Slovenia has an area of 20,273 square km. As regards the area,
municipality Kocevje is the largest one with 555.4 km2. Municipality
Odranci as the smallest one is about eighty times smaller than
municipality Kocevje and it measures only 6.9 km2. The establishment of
new municipalities brought about some changes in the size order of other
municipalities. Municipality Bled experienced the biggest change as its
size decreased by 61.4%. Likewise, this happened also in municipality
Gorignica (29.1 km2) which lost more than half of its previous size.

Municipality Gorje (116.2 km?) which was formed by secession from
municipality Bled, is the biggest municipality among the newly established
municipalities. It is even bigger than municipality Bled. The second
among the biggest newly established municipalities is municipality
Mokronog — Trebelno (73.4 km2), while the smallest one is municipality
Log — Dragomer (12.9 km?), which is also the sixth smallest municipality
in Slovenia. According to the new territorial structure, half of all Slovenian
municipalities are smaller than 65 km2.

The number of settlements in Slovenia first exceeded 6,000 already in the
first quarter of 2006. Settlements in Slovenia are regarded as dispersed
which is expressed also in diverse arrangement of settlements throughout
municipalities. While only 10 municipalities count more than 100
settlements, 50 municipalities incorporate fewer than 10 settiements.
Most Slovenian municipalities comprise 13 settlements. As regards the
number of settlements, municipality Krsko ranks first with 157 settlements
and Trebnje as second with 153 settlements. Trebnje was in the lead
regarding the number of settlements before the territorial changes took
place in 2006. Municipalities Kobilie, Odranci and Trzin each have one
settlement only. Among the newly established municipalities Mokronog —
Trebelno has with 43 settlements the highest number of settiements and
municipality Log — Dragomer with only 3 settlements the lowest number.

The municipality with the highest number of statistical and spatial districts
is Ljubljana, even though it has few settlements (only 38). Municipality
Hodo$/Hodos has the smallest number of spatial and statistical districts
(only 3) and 2 settlements. Municipalities Markovci and Kanal registered
the highest increase in the number of spatial districts in 2006, while the
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zmanj3alo v obCinah, iz delov katerih so nastale nove ob¢ine.

V' Sloveniji ima ve¢ kot 1 000 ulic le ob¢ina Ljubljana in obsega 15 %
vseh slovenskih ulic; ob&ina Maribor obsega 8,7 % vseh slovenskih ulic.
Nad 200 ulic ima Se 5 obéin. Obéina z najman;j$im Stevilom ulic (4) je
ob¢ina Sveti Jurij. Najvecjo skupino sestavljajo ob&ine z naselji brez
uliénega sistema; takih obcin je kar 64. Stevilo ulic se je v letu 2006
najbolj zmanjSalo v obgini Vrhnika in ob¢ini Ormoz, najmanj pa v ob¢ini
Jesenice (tam je bila ukinjena le ena ulica).

Najvecje po Stevilu hidnih Stevilk so obCine, ki imajo tudi najvecje Stevilo
prebivalstva. Tako je imela 31. 12. 2006 obina Ljubljana 37 732
veljavnih hidnih Stevilk ali 331 ve¢ kot v preteklem letu. Sledile so ji
obcine Maribor (18 456), Koper (12 733), Kranj (10 009) in Novo mesto (9
105). Najmanj hisnih Stevilk pa je bilo v obini Hodo$/Hodos — 156 (prav
toliko jih je bilo tudi v preteklem letu). Do vegjih sprememb je zaradi
ustanovitve novih ob¢in v letu 2006 priSlo v obcini Trebnje, ob¢ini Novo
mesto in obcini Slovenska Bistrica, v katerih se je Stevilo hiSnih Stevilk
zmanjalo za ve€ kot 2000.

highest decrease was recorded in the municipalities which were divided
during the establishment of new municipalities.

Ljubljana is the only municipality in Slovenia with more than 1,000 streets;
it comprises 15% of all streets in Slovenia and is far ahead of Maribor
with 8.7% of streets in Slovenia. Only five other municipalities have more
than 200 streets. The lowest number of streets (4) is registered in
municipality Sveti Jurijl. As many as 64 municipalities are composed of
settlements with no street systems. Major changes in the number of
streets in 2006 occurred in municipalities Vrhnika and Ormoz, while
minimal changes were registered in municipality Jesenice where only one
street was cancelled.

Municipalities with more people have more house numbers. Ljubljana had
the greatest number of house numbers (37,732) on 31 December 2006,
i.e. 331 more than in the previous year. Then follows Maribor with 18,456
house numbers, Koper with 12,733, Kranj with 10,009, Novo mesto with
9,105, etc. The lowest number of house numbers was recorded in
municipality Hodo$/Hodos (156), where there are no changes in relation
to the previous year. Significant changes in 2006 took place in
municipalities Trebnje, Novo mesto and Slovenska Bistrica, where the
number of house numbers decreased by more than 2,000 because of
territorial changes regarding establishment of new municipalities.

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Upravne teritorialne spremembe po statisticnih regijah

Republika Slovenija je razdeljena na 12 statisticnih regij. Po Stevilu obéin
je na prvem mestu podravska statistina regija z 41 ob¢inami; le tri
obdine pa obsega zasavska statistiéna regija. Z ustanovitvijo 17 novih
obéin v letu 2006 je Stevilo ob¢in najbolj naraslo v podravski statisticni
regiji, kjer je bilo ustanovijenih 7 novih obgin (Cirkulane, Makole,
Polj¢ane, Sredis¢e ob Dravi, Sveta Trojica v Slovenskih goricah, Sveti
Tomaz in Sveti Jurij v Slovenskih goricah); statisti¢na regija jugovzhodna
Slovenijia se je povecala za 4 obgine (Mokronog - Trebelno, Straza,
Smarjeske Toplice in Sentrupert); v 5 drugih statistiénih regijah pa so na
novo nastale po ena obCina - v pomurski obCina Apale, v
spodnjeposavski ob¢ina Kostanjevica na Krki, v goriki ob¢ina Rence -
Vogrsko, v gorenjski ob&ina Gorje, v osrednjeslovenski ob¢ina Log -
Dragomer ter v savinjski statisticni regiji ob¢ina Recica ob Savinji.

Ozemeljsko najvecja statisticna regija — jugovzhodna Slovenija — ima tudi
najvecje Stevilo naselij (1 048 v letu 2006) in v primerjavi s to regijo ima
najmanj$a slovenska statistiCcna regija — zasavska — devetkrat manj
naselij. V letu 2006 se je po Stevilu naselij najbolj poveCala goriska
statistiCna regija, in sicer za 5 novih naselij.

Na najveC statisticnih in prostorskin okoliSev je razdeliena
osrednjeslovenska statistiCna regija, sledita ji podravska in savinjska
statistiCna regija. V slednjih dveh so se poleg goriSke statisticne regije v
letu 2006 zgodile najvecje spremembe v sestavi prostorskih okoliSev.

Osrednjeslovenska statisticna regija ima tudi najvecje Stevilo ulic (2 868 v
letu 2006). Po vrstnem redu ji po Stevilu ulic prav tako sledita podravska
(1 982) in savinjska statisti¢na regija (1 055). Najmanj ulic je v zasavski
statisticni regiji (139).

Najvecje po Stevilu hisnih Stevilk so statistiCne regije, ki imajo tudi
najvecje Stevilo prebivalstva. Tako ima osrednjeslovenska statisticna
regija najvecje Stevilo hiSnih Stevilk (20 % vseh hisnih Stevilk v Sloveniji),
sledita ji Se podravska in savinjska, najmanjSa po Stevilu hidnih Stevilk pa
je zasavska statisticna regija (1,6 % vseh hiSnih Stevilk v Sloveniji).
Porast Stevila hidnih Stevilk je bil v lanskem letu najizrazitejSi v
osrednjeslovenski regiji, eprav je za vse statistiéne regije znacilno precej
enakomerno nara$¢anje.

Changes in the administrative territorial structure of statistical regions

There are 12 statistical regions in Slovenia. As regards the number of
municipalities, the Podravska region ranks first with 41 municipalities, while
the Zasavska region has only three municipalities. According to the increase
in the number of municipalities in Slovenia, in 2006 the major increase was
registered in the Podravska region, where 7 new municipalities were
established (Cirkulane, Makole, Polj¢ane, SrediS¢e ob Dravi, Sveta Trojica v
Slovenskih goricah, Sveti Tomaz in Sveti Jurij v Slovenskih goricah). In
Jugovzhodna Slovenia the number of municipalities increased by 4
(Mokronog — Trebelno, Straza, Smarjeske Toplice in Sentrupert), while in
five other statistical regions only one new municipality was established — in
the Pomurska region municipality Apace, in the Spodnjeposavska region
municipality Kostanjevica na Krki, in the Goriska region municipality Rence
- Vogrsko, in the Gorenjska region municipality Gorje, in the
Osrednjeslovenska region municipality Log — Dragomer and in the
Savinjska region municipality Recica ob Savinji.

The biggest statistical region, Jugovzhodna Slovenija, has the highest
number of settlements (1,048 in 2006), while the smallest statistical
region, Zasavska, has nine times fewer settlements. The majority of
changes regarding new settlements took place in the GoriSka statistical
region, where 5 new settlements were established.

The statistical region that is divided into most statistical and spatial districts
is Osrednjeslovenska, followed by Podravska and Savinjska statistical
regions. Most of the changes in the structure of spatial districts during 2006
occurred in Podravska, Savinjska and Goriska spatial disctircts.

The region with the greatest number of streets (2,868 in 2006) is
Osrednjeslovenska, followed by Podravska with 1,982 and Savinjska with
1,055 streets. The fewest streets are in the Zasavska statistical region,
only 139.

As regards house numbers, the regions with more people have more
house numbers. Thus the Osrednjeslovenska region has 20% of all
house numbers in Slovenia, followed by Podravska and Savinjska, while
Zasavska has the fewest house numbers (only 1.6% of all house
numbers in Slovenia). The increase in the number of house numbers in
2006 was most significant in the Osrednjaslovenska region, although it
was rather constant in all other statistical regions.

Viri in metode zbiranja podatkov

Register prostorskih enot (RPE) je nastal z nadgradnjo Registra obmodij
teritorialnih enot (ROTE) in Evidence hignih $tevilk (EHIS), ki sta ju na
zaCetku 80-ih let skupaj vzpostavila tedanji Statisti¢ni urad RS (SURS) in
Geodetska uprava RS (GURS). Register teritorialnih enot (ROTE in
EHIS) je do leta 1996 vodil in vzdrzeval SURS, po tem letu pa je
postopoma preSel v pristojnost GURS. SURS tako zdaj podatke o
prostorskih enotah in  spremembah le-teh, ki jih potrebuje za svoja
raziskovanja, le Se prevzema iz RPE. RPE je povezan z drugimi registri
in predstavlja geometrijsko osnovo za prikazovanije statisti¢nih in drugih
podatkov o prostoru.

Pravna podlaga

Poimenovanja upravnih in prostorskih enot ter njihova prostorska
razdelitev so povzeti po zakonih ter njihovih spremembah in popravkih, ki
50 bili objavljeni v Uradnem listu Republike Slovenije.

Zajetje

Podatki o teritorialnih enotah in njihovih spremembah se zajemajo po
presekih ali asovnih intervalih iz aplikacije GURS-a, ki omogoca vpogled
v bazo RPE.

Register prostorskih enot sestavljajo:

osnovne prostorske enote: hiSna Stevilka in dodatek, prostorski okolis,
statistiCni okoli§, naselje, obina, upravna enota, izpostava geodetske
uprave, katastrska ob¢ina;

dodatne prostorske enote: ulica, Cetrtna skupnost, vaska skupnost,
krajevna skupnost, voli§¢e, volilna enota, volilni okraj, Solski okoli$, stara
krajevna skupnost (do 4. 10. 1994), stara ob¢ina (do 31. 12. 1994) itd.

Identifikacijski znaki za osnovne in dodatne prostorske enote so
numericne Sifre, ki jih doloéa GURS. Obcina je opredeliena s 3-mestno
Sifro, upravna enota z 2-mestno, naselje s 3-mestno, ulice s 4-mestno,
statistiCni okoli§ s 6-mestno, prostorski okoli§ s 4-mestno, katastrska
obéina pa s 4-mestno $ifro.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

Sources and methods of data collection

The Register of Spatial Units was established by upgrading the Register
of Areas of Territorial Units and the Record of House Numbers, which
were at the beginning of the 1980s set up by the Statistical Office of the
Republic of Slovenia and the Surveying and Mapping Authority of
Slovenia. The Register of Territorial Units was kept by the Statistical
Office until 1996 when it was transferred to the Surveying and Mapping
Authority of Slovenia. The Statistical Office now obtains data on spatial
units needed for carrying out its statistical surveys from the Register of
Spatial Units, which is linked with other registers and represents the
geometric basis for presenting statistical and other data in space.

Legal basis

Names of administrative and spatial units and their territorial structure are
taken over according to laws and their amendments published in the
Official Journal of the Republic of Slovenia.

Coverage

Data on spatial units and their changes are covered by cross-sections
and time intervals from the Surveying and Mapping Authority's application
which enables insight into the Register of Spatial Units.

The Register of Spatial Units consists of:

basic spatial units: house number, spatial district, statistical district,
settlement, municipality, administrative unit, surveying and mapping
authority branch office, cadastral community;

supplementary spatial units: street, district community, village
community, local community, polling station, electoral unit, electoral
district, school district, former local community (until 4 October 1994),
former community (until 31 December 1994), etc.

Identification of basic and supplementary spatial units are numerical
codes defined by the Surveying and Mapping Authority of Slovenia. A
municipality has a three-digit code, an administrative unit has a two-digit
code, a settlement has a three-digit code, a street has a four-digit code, a
statistical district has a six-digit code, a spatial district has a four-digit
code, a cadastral community has a four-digit code.
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Definicije in pojasnila

Obcina

je temeljna samoupravna lokalna skupnost, ki v okviru ustave in zakonov
samostojno ureja in opravlja svoje zadeve in izvrSuje naloge, ki so nanjo

prenesene z zakoni. Obmocje ob&ine obsega obmocje naselja ali ve¢
naselij, ki jih povezujejo skupne potrebe in skupni interesi prebivalcev.

Podatki o povrSinah ob¢in, ki so prevzeti iz RPE, so izradunani iz
koordinat mejnih to¢k posameznega prostorskega okolida in nato sesteti
na podlagi atributne opredelitve pripadnosti prostorskega okolisa visji
prostorski enoti.

Naselje

je stjena ali nestrnjena skupina stavb, ki sestavlia naseljeno
zemljepisno enoto (mesto, trg, vas, industrijsko ali rudarsko naselje,
zdraviliSCe ipd.) in ima skupno ime, zakljuen lastni sistem oStevilcenja
stavb ter doloeno obmocje, ki ga tvori en ali ve¢ statistiCnih oz.
prostorskih okoliSev.

Statisticni okolis

je osnovna prostorska enota, ki se spreminja v skladu s spremembami
mej naselij. Statisticni okoli§ pripada le enemu naselju oziroma se nikoli
ne deli med dve naselji.

Prostorski okolis§

je osnovna in najmanj$a nedeljena prostorska enota, ki je ne sekajo meje
preostalih prostorskih enot in ima opredelieno pripadnost vi§jim
prostorskim enotam. Z zdruzevanjem prostorskih okoliSev dobimo
obmocja osnovnih in nekaterih dodatnih enot.

Ulice

so vse javne povrSine v naselju, kot so ceste, poti, trgi, plos¢adi in
podobno, ki imajo ime. Obmodje ulice obsega prometno povrsino,
pripadajoCe stavbe in zemljis¢a.

Hisna Stevilka

je enoznaCna oznaka vsake stanovanjske ali poslovne stavbe,
sestavljena iz imena ulice in Stevilke ter lahko tudi ¢rke slovenske

abecede. Ce naselje nima uliénega sistema, je namesto imena ulice
napisano ime naselja.

Definitions and explanations
Municipality

is a basic local self-government community, which on the basis of the
constitution and laws independently settles its affairs and performs tasks
which are turned over to it by laws. The territory of the municipality
comprises the territory of one settlement or several settiements which are
linked with common needs and interests of their population.

The total area of municipalities taken over from the Register of Spatial
Units is calculated from co-ordinates of boundary points of an individual
spatial district and then they are summed up - on the basis of the
attributive belonging of the spatial district - to a higher spatial unit.

Settlement

is a group of buildings constituting a settled geographical unit (city, town,
village, industrial and mining settlement, health resort, etc.). A settlement
has a common name, its own system of building numbers and the
territory made up of one or more statistical or spatial districts.

Statistical district

is the fundamental spatial unit. It is adjusted only when settlement
boundaries are changed. Each statistical districts falls within one
settlement only. It is never divided between two settlements.

Spatial district

is the basic and the smallest undivided spatial unit, which is not split
between other spatial units. It is defined by the appurtenance to higher
territorial units. By combing spatial districts, we obtain areas of basic and
some supplementary units

Streets

are all public areas in a settlement, such as roads, pathways, squares,
platforms and similar that have a name. Areas of streets include traffic
areas, appurtenant buildings and land.

House number

is a unique label of every residential or business building, which is
composed of the street name and number, possibly also a Slovene
alphabet letter. If a settiement does not have a street system, instead of
the street name the settlement name is given.
