While the eight Chicago
Lodges remained its members, they
seemed more concerned about the
welfare of their individual member-
ship than about the membership com-
prising the Federation. Exceptions
were the two English speaking Lodges,
Victorians and Trail Blaizers, and
Lodge Roznik. Other five Lodges held
the “I-don’t-care” attitude.
