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Ajdovscina (Castra) - novéne najdbe iz naselbinskih plasti
zunaj obzidja. Pomen novcev za interpretacijo najdisca

Ajdovscina (Castra) — coin finds from the extra muros settlement.
The significance of the coins for the interpretation of the site

Izvlecek

Katalog in analiza zajemata 125 rimskih novcev, odkritih med za$citnimi arheoloskimi raziskovanji zunaj obzidja
Castra v letih 2006 in 2007. Slika zastopanosti novcev posameznih obdobij ne odstopa od slike, ki jo ponujajo novéne
najdbe, odkrite pred tem obdobjem na obmo¢ju Castra. Novci iz 1., 2. in prve polovice 3. stoletja so zastopani z zgolj
1,6 %, vecina novcev sodi v drugo polovico 4. stoletja. Struktura denarja v obtoku je podobna strukturi na najdis¢ih v
severovzhodni Italiji. Odli¢no ohranjen Honorijev novec iz obdobja 408-423 kaze na normalen dotok denarja v denarni
obtok in s tem posredno na aktivnosti v mestu vsaj $e v prvih treh desetletjih 5. stoletja. S pomoc¢jo nov¢nih najdb je
sicer mogoce ¢asovno podrobneje opredeliti le redke gradbene strukture, ki so jih zaobjele arheoloske raziskave zahodno
od obzidja, saj je bila ve¢ina novcev odkritih v rusevinskih plasteh.

Abstract

The catalogue and analysis encompass 125 Roman coins discovered during archaeological rescue excavations outside
of the walls of Castra (Ajdovs¢ina, Slovenia) in 2006 and 2007. The representation of coins from individual periods
does not differ from that offered by the coin finds discovered prior to this period in the area of Castra. Coins from
the 1%, 20 and first half of the 3" centuries were represented with only 1.6%, while most coins came from the second
half of the 4™ century. The structure of the coinage in circulation was similar to that of sites in northeastern Italy. The
excellently preserved coins of Honorius from the period of AD 408-423 indicate both a normal influx of coins into
circulation and indirectly certain activity in the town at least in the first three decades of the 5 century. The coin finds
can chronologically determine in more detail only a few building structures that were uncovered by the archaeological
excavations west of the walls, as most of the coins were discovered in layers of destruction.

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OVREDNOTENJE NOVCNIH NAJDB

Med zasc¢itnimi arheoloskimi raziskovanji Ajdo-
vicine leta 2006 in 2007 (Tratnik, Zerjal 2017, v tej
$t. Arheoloskega vestnika) so arheologi odkrili 125
rimskih ter 1 novoveski novec. Razen treh moc¢no
fragmentiranih novcev je bilo vse ostale mogoce
podrobno dolo¢iti. V glavnem so vsi novci dobro
oziroma celo odli¢no ohranjeni (v ¢emer se odra-
za dolzina trajanja uporabe novcev pred njihovo
izgubo), zato lahko nudijo zelo natan¢no ¢asovno
oporo pri opredeljevanju posameznih stratigrafskih
enot oziroma stavbnih ostankov.

Zastopanost novcev po stoletjih prikazuje tabe-
la (sl. 1). Vsi novci so bili odkriti na zahodni in
juzni strani izven mestnega obzidja in so dovolj
$teviléni, da omogocajo primerjavo z anti¢nimi
novci, dokumentiranimi na obmoc¢ju Ajdovscine
(predvsem znotraj obzidja) do leta 2005.!

Naslednja tabela podaja $tevil¢no in v odstotkih
izrazeno zastopanost novcev posameznih podrob-
neje doloc¢ljivih kovnih obdobij (sl. 2; 3).

Splosne ugotovitve

Primerjava novcev z obmoc¢ja Ajdovscine, do-
kumentiranih do leta 2005, in novcev, odkritih
v letih 2006 in 2007 (upostevani so le dolocljivi
novci), kaze podobno sliko zastopanosti novcev
posameznih kovnih obdobij, kar ne preseneca.
IzrazitejSa odstopanja so opazna le v obdobjih
337-341 in predvsem 351-361. To je mogoce inter-
pretirati oziroma razloziti le z boljSo doloc¢ljivostjo
novcev, odkritih med izkopavanji 2006-2007. Med
945 novci, dokumentiranimi do leta 2005, je bilo
namre¢ 17,8 % novcev nedolo¢ljivih, med novci iz
let 2006 in 2007 pa je nedolocljivih novcevle 2,4 %.

Rezultati te primerjave pritrjujejo tezi, da dodatno
dokumentirano vecje Stevilo novcev s posamezne-
ga najdisca bistveno ne spreminja slike o gibanju
denarja v obtoku, ki smo si jo ustvarili na podlagi
predhodnega dovolj velikega reprezentativnega
vzorca novcev z istega najdi$¢a.? Ze na osnovi

podatkov o zastopanosti novcev posameznih kov-
nih obdobij z razli¢nih delov trdnjave Ad Pirum
na Hrusici je bilo namre¢ mogoce ugotoviti, da
bistvenih odstopanj na enem najdis¢u ni mogoce
zaslediti, manjs$a odstopanja pa so le posledica
mikrolokacij, s katerih novci izvirajo.?

Pregled zastopanosti novcev posameznih obdobij
z obmocja Ajdovscine kaze, da izstopa izrazito
nizek delez novcev iz 1., 2. in prve polovice 3.
stoletja. Za obdobje pred letom 260 znasa le 1,6 %
(med novci, dokumentiranimi do 2005, znasa ta
delez 2,2 %).

Podobno zelo slabo zastopanost novcev iz 1.,
2. in prve polovice 3. stoletja kot na obmo¢ju
Ajdovs¢ine opazamo tudi znotraj obzidja trdnjave
Ad Pirum (1,7 %) na zapornem sistemu claustra
Alpium Iuliarum.*

Primerjava z mesti, za katera so v 1. in 2. stole-
tju dokumentirane zivahne aktivnosti (Aquileia,
Emona,® Poetovio,” Celeia,?), nasprotno kaze, da
bi morala zastopanost novcev tega obdobja znasati
med 25 % (Emona) in 40 % (Aquileia). Podobne
vrednosti (33 %) kaze tudi analiza objavljenih
nov¢énih najdb s cestne postaje Romula v Ribnici
na Dolenjskem”® (sl. 4 in 5).

Delez zastopanosti novcev posameznih obdobij,
dokumentiranih na obmoc¢ju Ajdovicine (predvsem
z obmodja znotraj obzidja in iz njegove neposredne
blizine), kaze tako vse znadilnosti naselij (obmocij),
kjer so prve izrazitejse aktivnosti dokumentirane
$ele v drugi polovici 3. stoletja, naselja pa lahko
zivijo $e v prvi polovici 5. stoletja (npr. Tonovcov

grad!?).

Izjemno nizek delez novcev, kovanih do leta
260, govori za to, da jedra ostankov zgodnejse
cestne postaje Fluvius Frigidus arheoloska razi-
skovanja znotraj obzidja in v njegovi neposredni
blizini vsaj do sedaj po vsej verjetnosti niso zajela,
Ceprav so bili na nekaterih mestih odkriti ostanki
zgodnjeanti¢nih stavbnih struktur ter najdbe zgo-
dnjeanti¢ne keramike.!! Vsekakor bi novce tega
obdobja v tem primeru pri¢akovali vsaj v §tevilnih
ru$evinskih plasteh, saj naj bi ob gradnji obzidja
veliko zgodnejsih stavb porusili.!?

Za redke arheolosko raziskane stavbne ostaline
znotraj obzidja (stavba I in II s pozneje prizidanimi
termami) je mogoce ugotoviti izgradnjo v drugi
polovici 3. stoletja (skoraj socasno zgrajeni stavbi
Iin IT in med njima nekoliko pozneje terme),!? in
sicer predvsem na osnovi nov¢nih najdb v podlagi
tlaka v apoditeriju (dva Avrelijanova novca)'* in

pod temeljem stavbe II (novec Proba). !*> Zadnja
obnova term, katere terminus post quem postavlja
najdba Magnencijevega novca v podlagi za tretji tlak
frigidarija v ¢as po letu 353, ni bila dokon¢ana.!®
Potrebna je bila po pozaru, ki je uni¢il stavbo II in
terme.!” Gradnjo atrijske hi$e je mogoce postaviti
v 4. stoletje.!8

Redki arhitekturni ostanki (deli zidov) znotraj
obzidja iz 1. oziroma 2. stoletja imajo glede na
omenjene mlajse stavbe, ki so usmerjene od severa
proti jugu, druga¢no usmeritev (od severozahoda
proti jugovzhodu)!® in nacin gradnje.?’ Kljub
najdbam dela arhitrava in delov preklade z ostanki
gradbenega napisa v ru$evinah juznega obzidja?!
(spolije?) je zato stavbo I (tudi ob pomanjkanju

Na Mircah, juzno od starega mestnega jedra, kjer
so bile Ze v 19. stoletju odkrite stavbne ostaline,? so
novej$a zascitna arheoloska raziskovanja pokazala,
da prevladujejo novciiz 1. in 2. stoletja. Tiizvirajo

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po vsej verjetnosti iz obmocja Castra navozenih
anti¢nih rusevin, s katerimi so po 1. svetovni vojni
zapolnjevali kotanje v zemlji$cu, ki so ostale po
eksplozijah.?* Od tu izvira 10 posami¢nih nov¢nih
najdb, med katerimi je 9 novcev iz obdobja med
rimsko republiko in Filipom 1.2° V skladu s staro
tezo naj bi bila cestna postaja Fluvius Frigidus sicer
locirana na obmo¢je Mirc.?

Na osnovi majhnega deleza novcev pred letom
260 bi bilo mogoce pritrditi delovni hipotezi P.
Petruja, da moramo cestno postajo, ki jo stari
itinerariji omenjajo kot Fluvius Frigidus®” oziroma
pozneje mutatio Castra, 8 iskati na dveh mestih.?
Zelo verjetno je bila stara cestna postaja Fluvius
Frigidus v drugi polovici 3. stoletja z obmo¢ja Mirc
prestavljena na okoli 500 m severovzhodno leze¢
prostor, utrjen z novozgrajenim obzidjem, in je
tam delovala z novim imenom mutatio Castra.>

Intenzivnej$a navzo¢nost novcev je na obmocdju
Castra dokumentirana Sele od Dioklecijanove
reforme leta 294, 4. stoletju pa pripada kar 88 %
vseh nov¢nih najdb. Podatke za obmocje Castra
na naslednji tabeli primerjamo s podatki na pri-
merjalnih najdi$¢ih Aquileia, Ad Pirum, Emona,
Celeia in Virunum?3! (sl. 6-8).

Tudi grafikon (sl. 9), na katerem je upostevana
dolzina trajanja posameznih kovnih obdobij (zato
prikazuje povprec¢no letno zastopanost izgubljenih
novcev, izrazeno v odstotkih)? in ki naj bi odrazal
objektivnej$o podobo denarnega obtoka, ne kaze
bistveno drugac¢nih rezultatov oziroma gibanj
zastopanosti novcev v obtoku.*?

Nov¢ne najdbe, odkrite med zas¢itnimi izkopavanji
v letih 2006 in 2007, kazejo najvecje vrednosti v
obdobjih 330-337, 341-348, 351-361, 364-378 in
388-403 (sl. 2). Gibanja intenzivnosti denarnega
obtoka v naselju Castra presenetljivo odstopajo od
najdis¢ v severozahodni Italiji, kjer je za naselja,
predvsem v zaledju Altinuma in Hatrie, znacilno
najve¢ izgubljenih novcev na letni ravni iz obdo-

bij 330-341, 348-354 in 354-361, nato pa njihov
delez upada.** Novci z obmocja Akvileje kazejo
najvedjo letno zastopanost v obdobju 317-330 in
nato postopno upadanje intenzivnosti denarnega
obtoka (sl. 9). Na vseh treh omenjenih najdis¢ih
severozahodne Italije preseneca predvsem majhna
zastopanost novcev obdobja 388-403. Podoben upad
koli¢ine denarja v obtoku v obdobju 388-403 je
opazen tudi v noriskih mestih Celeia in Virunum.
Na podlagi teh podatkov bi lahko sklepali, da se
v tovrstnem upadu koli¢ine denarja v obtoku ko-
nec 4. stoletja odraza $irSa regionalna znacilnost
denarnega obtoka.

Nasprotno se po upadu deleza novcev obdobja
378-388 v Castra v obtoku poveca koli¢ina denarja
obdobja 388-403. Sedemnajst kilometrov vzhodneje
lezec¢a trdnjava Ad Pirum in 45 km oddaljeno mesto
Emona (na glavni cesti, ki je Italijo povezovala z
Balkanom in vzhodom) kazeta prav tako poveca-
no zastopanost novcev tega obdobja (sl. 7). Ta je
sicer manj izrazita ob upostevanju izgube novcev
na letni ravni, vendar $e vedno izstopajoca glede
na primerjalna najdisca (sl. 9). Pri vecini novcev
obdobja 388-403 na omenjenih treh najdisc¢ih gre
za male bronaste novce tipa Salus Reipublicae,
med dolocljivimi novci jih najvecji delez prihaja iz
kovnice Aquileia.’® V tem porastu deleza novcev v
obtoku se nedvomno odraza povecanje intenzivno-
sti aktivnosti v utrjenem mestu Castra, ki je sicer
izpricana le na glavni vstopni cestni komunikaciji v
severovzhodno Italijo med Emono in Castra, in bi
jih zato s pridrzkom in potrebno previdnostjo pri
interpretaciji lahko povezali z dogodki neposredno
pred spopadom med Evgenijem in Teodozijem na
tem prostoru leta 294.3

Struktura denarja v obtoku v Castra (sl. 10) je v
drugi polovici 4. stoletja sicer podobna strukturi
denarja, odkritega na najdis¢ih v severovzhodni
Italiji, kjer prevladujejo novci italskih kovnic.?”

V denarnem obtoku naselja Castra v 4. stoletju
tako v obdobju do okoli leta 388 ni mogoce za-
znati anomalij v zastopanosti novcev posameznih
obdobij, ki bi jih lahko interpretirali z ob¢asnim
povecanjem intenzivnosti Zivljenja v utrjenem
mestu oziroma trdnjavi. To bi namrec¢ upravi¢eno
pricakovali ob prisotnosti ve¢jega tevila vojastva
v obdobjih povedane nevarnosti. Na raziskanem
obmo¢ju znotraj obzidja je bilo odkritih tudi

razmeroma malo najdb, ki jih je mogoce povezati $tabna baza osrednjega dela zapornega sistema
z vojsko, $e najve¢ v atrijski hi$i.*® Ob trenutnem  claustra Alpium Iuliarum,* sedez treh legij,*°
stanju raziskav se zato pojavlja dvom o pravilno-
sti teze, da je bila trdnjava (?) Castra neke vrste

Najvec novcev izhaja iz rusevinskih plasti ozi-
roma polnila kanala (Cesta 5. maja: SE 15, 49 in
50), zato niso tako pomembni za ¢asovno opre-
deljevanje delov arhitekture. Treba je poudariti,
da vecina novcev 3. stoletja izhaja iz stratigrafske
enote (v nadaljevanju SE) 15 na najdiscu Cesta
5. maja (sl. 11). Predvsem na Galijenove novce
so bili sprijeti ostanki oglja, zato bi novci lahko
opredeljevali ¢as pozara neke neopredeljene stavbe
iz 3. stoletja na bliznjem prostoru.

EVALUATION OF THE COIN FINDS

In the archaeological excavations at Ajdovs¢ina
in 2006 and 2007, archaeologists discovered 125 Ro-
man coins and 1 post-medieval coin (Tratnik, Zerjal
2017 - see the article in this issue of Arheoloski
vestnik). Other than three highly fragmented coins,
all of the rest could be classified in detail. All the
coins were mostly well or even excellently preserved
(reflecting the length of the duration of use of the
coins prior to their loss), therefore they can provide
very exact chronological support in determining
individual stratigraphic units or structural remains.

The representation of coins according to century
(Fig. 1) is shown in the following tables. All the
coins were discovered on the western and southern
sides outside the town walls and were sufficiently
numerous that they enable comparisons with the
Roman coins documented in the area of Ajdovscina
(primarily within the walls) up to 2005.!

The following table provides the representation
in terms of the number and percentage of coins of
individual distinguishable minting periods (Figs. 2; 3).

General observations

The comparison of coins from the area of Ajdovic¢ina
that were documented up to 2005 and those discov-
ered in 2006 and 2007 (only identifiable coins were
taken into account), shows a similar representation
of coins of individual minting periods, which is not
surprising. More pronounced deviations could be
noted only for the periods 337-341 and particularly
351-361. This can be interpreted or explained only
by a better classification of the coins discovered in
the 2006-2007 excavations. Among the 945 coins
documented to 2005, 17.8% were undeterminable,
while only 2.4% of the coins from 2006 and 2007
were unidentifiable.

The results of these comparisons confirm the thesis
that additionally documented large quantities of
coins from individual sites do not significantly alter
the image about the characteristics of the monetary
circulation, which had been created on the basis of
the prior sufficiently large representative sample of
coins from the same site.? Previously, on the basis
of data about the representation of individual mint-
ing periods at various parts of the fortress of Ad
Pirum at Hrusica it was possible to establish that
significant deviations cannot be traced at one site,
and that minor deviations are merely a result of
the micro-locations from which the coins came.?

A review of the representation of coins in indi-
vidual periods from the Ajdovsc¢ina region indicates
that a distinctly low share of coins stands out from
the 1%t, 204, and first half of the 3™ centuries. For
the period prior to AD 260, this totaled only 1.6%
(while among the coins documented to 2005, this
share was 2.2%).

A similar very poor representation of coins from
the 1%, 24, and 3™ centuries as at the Ajdovic¢ina
area can also be noted within the walls of the Ad
Pirum fortress (1.7%) in the defensive system claustra
Alpium Iuliarum.*

Comparisons with cities where lively activity was
documented in the 15t and 2" centuries (Aquileia,”
Emona,® Poetovio,” Celeia®), show the opposite
(table 3, figure 2), and the representation of the
coinage of that period would amount to between
25% (Emona) and 40% (Aquileia). Similar figures
(33%) are also displayed by the analysis of the pub-

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lished coin finds from the road station of Romula
at Ribnica na Dolenjskem’ (Figs. 4; 5).

The share of representation of the coinage of
individual periods documented in the area of
Ajdovsc¢ina (primarily within the walls and the
immediate vicinity), shows all the characteristics
of settlements (or regions) where the first distinct
activities were documented only for the second half
of the 3™ century, while the settlement could have
further existed in the first half of the 5™ century
(for example, Tonovcov grad!?).

An exceptionally low share of coins minted up
to AD 260 indicates that the nucleus of the remains
of the earlier road station Fluvius Frigidus at least
to the present have probably not been uncovered
by archaeologically investigations within and in
the immediate vicinity of the walls, although in
some places the remains of Early Roman building
structures and finds of Early Roman pottery were
in fact discovered.!! In any case, coins of this pe-
riod in that case could be expected at least in the
numerous layers of ruins, as during construction of
the walls many earlier buildings would have been
demolished.!?

For the rare archaeologically excavated structural
remains within the walls (buildings I and II with
later added baths) construction can be confirmed
in the second half of the 3™ century (buildings I
and II built almost at the same time and somewhat
later the thermae)'® primarily on the basis of the
coin finds in the foundations of the paving in the
apodyterium (two coins of Aurelian)'* and under
the foundations of building II (a coin of Probus).!®
The last renovation of the thermae, whose terminus
post quem represents the find of a coin of Magnen-
tius in the foundation for the third flooring of the
frigidarium in the period after AD 353, was not
completed.!¢ This renovation was necessary after
the fire that destroyed building II and the baths.!”
The construction of an atrium house can be placed
in the 4 century.!®

The rare architectural remains (parts of walls)
from the 1% or 2™ centuries within the walls have
a different orientation (NW-SE) than the later
buildings, which were oriented N-S, as well as a
different style of constructing.?’ Despite finds of
part of an architrave and parts of a lintel with the
remains of a construction inscription in the ruins
of the southern wall (spoliae?),?! it is difficult to
interpret building I (especially with the lack of small
finds) as a temple from the 1%t century.?

At Mirce, south of the old town center, where as
early as in the 19t century building remains had
been discovered,?® recent archaeological rescue ex-
cavations have shown that coins predominate from
the 1% and 2"¢ centuries. These most likely come
from Roman ruins taken from the area of Castra,
used after the First World War to fill the craters
in the land that remained after explosions.?* Ten
individual coin finds originate from here, 9 coins
from the period between the Roman Republic and
Philip [.%° In line with the old theory, the road sta-
tion Fluvius Frigidus would otherwise have been
located in the Mirce area.?¢

On the basis of the small share of coinage prior
to 260 it would be possible to confirm the working
hypothesis of P. Petru, that the road station, called
Fluvius Frigidus®” by the earlier itineraries or later
mutatio Castra,?® should be sought in two places.?’
Very probably the old road station Fluvius Frigidus
was relocated from the Mirce area in the second
half of the 3™ century some 500 m northeast to a
new position fortified with newly built walls and
existed there with the new name mutatio Castra.*

A more intensive presence of coins in the Cas-
tra area is documented only from the reforms of
Diocletian in 294, and some 88% of all coin finds
belong to the 4" century. The data for the Castra

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area in the following tables are compared to data
from the comparable sites of Aquileia, Ad Pirum,
Emona, Celeia, and Virunum?! (Figs. 6-8).

The graph (Fig. 9), which takes into account the
length of the individual minting periods (also show-
ing an average annual representation of lost coins
expressed as a percentage),>? and which would reflect
amore objective image of the monetary circulation,
does not display any fundamentally different results
in terms of changes to the representation of coins
in circulation.??

The coin finds discovered during rescue excava-
tions in 2006 and 2007 show the greatest values in
the periods 330-337, 341-348, 351-361, 364-378,
and 388-403 (Fig. 2). Trends in the intensity of the
monetary circulation in the settlement of Castra
surprisingly deviate from those at sites in north-
eastern Italy, where the settlements, primarily in the
hinterland of Altinum and Hatria, were characterized
by the most lost coins on an annual basis from the
periods 330-341, 348-354, and 354-361, with their
share declining afterwards.>* Coins from the area
of Aquileia display the greatest annual representa-
tion in the period 317-330, followed by a gradual
reduction of the intensity of monetary circulation
(Fig. 9). At all three mentioned sites in northeastern
Italy the small representation of coins from the
period 388-403 is primarily surprising. A similar
decline in the quantity of coinage in circulation in
the period 388-403 was also noted in the Norican
towns of Celeia and Virunum. On the basis of this
data it could be concluded that such a decline in
the quantity of coinage in circulation at the end
of the 4'" century would reflect a broader regional
characteristic of the monetary circulation.

In contrast to the decline of shares of coins in
the period 378-388 in Castra the quantity of coins
in circulation increased in the period 388-403. The
fortress of Ad Pirum, 17 kilometers further eastwards,
and the 45 km distant city of Emona (on the main
road that connected Italy to the Balkans and the
East), exhibit just such an increased representation
of coinage of that period (Fig. 7). This is less pro-
nounced in terms of the loss of coins on an annual
basis, although it still stands out in terms of the
comparative sites (Fig. 9). Most of the coins from

the period 388-403 at the above three sites were
small bronze coins of the Salus Reipublicae type,
and among the determinable coins, the largest share
came from the mint of Aquileia.?® This increase in
the share of coinage in circulation is undoubtedly
a reflection of the increasing intensity of activity
in the fortified town of Castra, which is otherwise
only attested on the main road route of entry to
northeastern Italy between Emona and Castra, and
hence with reservations and the necessary caution
in interpretation they could be connected to events
occurring immediately prior to the conflict between
Eugenius and Theodosius in this area in AD 294.36

The structure of the coinage in circulation in
Castra (Fig. 10) in the second half of the 4 cen-
tury also displays a similar monetary structure to
the coins discovered at sites in northeastern Italy,
where coins from Italic mints predominate.’’

In the monetary circulation of the settlement of
Castra in the 4'" century as well as in the period to
ca. AD 388 it is not possible to detect anomalies in
the representation of coins from individual periods,
which could be interpreted as the occasional increase
in intensity of life in the fortified town or fortress.
This could reasonably be expected in the case of the
presence of large numbers of soldiers in a period
of increased danger. Relatively few finds that can
be connected to the military were discovered in
the investigated area within the walls, with more
in the atrium house.*® Given the current state of
research, it raises doubts about the correctness of
the theories that the fortress (?) of Castra was some
kind of command post for the central section of the
claustra Alpium Iuliarum defensive system,* the
headquarters of three legions,*’ and a supply base
for the defensive line or military camp.*!

An excellently preserved coin of Honorius of the
type Gloria Romanorum 11 (cat. no. 122) together
with four other coins of Honorius of this type
discovered to 2005, indicates a normal flow in
the coin circulation and thus indirectly activity in
the town for at least the first three decades of the
5t century.®3 Finds of coins from this period are
also supplemented by finds of North African fine

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ware, showing its arrival in Ajdovscina at least in
the second quarter or middle of the 5% century.*4

Important coin finds for the chronological
determination of individual building structures

Most of the coins come from layers of ruins
or drain fill (at the Cesta 5. maja site (street): SE
15, 49, and 50), and hence are not particularly
important for the chronological classification of
architectural elements. It is worth mentioning
that most of the coins from the 3™ century come
from stratigraphic unit (further SE) 15 at the
Cesta 5. maja site (Fig. 11). Charcoal residue was
mainly noted on coins of Gallienus, so the coins
could determine the period of a fire of some as
yet undetermined building from the 3" century
in the nearby area.

With the help of coin finds it is otherwise possible
to chronologically determine in detail only a few
rare building structures that were encompassed by
archaeological excavations west of the walls.

Lokarjev park:

In layer SE 4, which covered the walking surface
(SE 5, 6), coins were discovered that had been minted
in 348-350 (cat. no. 42) and 352-355 (cat. no. 55),
marking the period of its use and the terminus ante
quem of its construction.

Cesta 5. maja - northern side of the street:

On the northern part of the Cesta 5. maja a floor
surface was uncovered (SE 52), where among other
items an excellently preserved bronze coin of the
Emperor Honorius was also discovered, minted in
Aquileia between 408 and 423 (cat. no. 122). The
coin testifies to the use of the floor surface at least
in the first decades of the 5 century.

Cesta 5. maja - central part of the street:

A well-preserved antoninianus of Divus Claudius
II, minted during the reign of Aurelian in 270 (cat.
no. 10), was found in a layer of ruins (SE 18) above
awall (SE 19). Before it was lost, the coin could have
been in circulation for a long time, but despite this
it represents a terminus ante quem for the collapse
or abandonment of the building to which wall SE
19 belonged during the period of the last quarter
of the 3" century.

Gregorciceva ulica (street) — south of the church
of sv. Janez Krstnik:

The coin finds from the excavated southwestern
corner of the Roman building offered the most
information.

Within this building, a gravel surface (SE 59) was
discovered as the foundation for the house flooring.
While, it was being cleaned, well-preserved cen-
tenionales of Constantine I were discovered. One
was minted in 337 in the mint of Siscia (cat. no.
16), and the other one in the name of Constantine
I for Delmatius in the same mint between 334 and
335 (cat. no. 21). Three small bronze coins from
the minting period 388-403 (cat. no. 107, 110, and
112) were also discovered in this layer. However,
it is also possible for all the above coins that they
belonged to the layer of destruction.

In the corner of this building was a hearth built
of marl slabs and the remains of tegulae, placed on
a layer of compacted fired clay (SE 71), which was
interpreted as a foundation for the hearth. A well-
preserved majorina (AE II) was discovered in this
burnt layer (SE 71) of Constantius II for Constantius
Gallus, minted in the mint of Cyzicus between 351
and 354 (cat. no. 54), which places the construction
of the hearth in the late second half of the fifties
of the 4™ century. South of the stones along the
hearth (SE 77), a cententionalis of Constantine I
was discovered, minted for Constantine II in the
mint of Heraclea between 330 and 333 (cat. no. 18).
On the eastern side the hearth was bounded by a
line of 5 cm thick mortar (SE 64), on which was
discovered a cententionalis of Constantine I (Urbs
Roma), minted in Constantinople between 330 and
333 (cat. no. 22) (Fig. 12).

The period of the construction of the building
must be placed in the late fifties of the 4" century
on the basis of the find of a majorina of Constantius
Gallus (cat. no. 54) in a layer under the hearth.
Coins of the Constantinian period, which were the
earliest coins discovered in the building, were still
in circulation in the period of the sixth decade of
the 4" century, as is best proven by the contents
of a purse (containing coins minted between 330
and 352),% owned by a soldier who fell in AD 352
in Emona.*¢ The coins in the layers of ruins reflect
the period when the building was in function be-
tween the fifth decade of the 4" century and the
first decades of the 5™ century.
