and how 11 compdm' fo others

What's good about Pittsburgh? The answers have been
aumerous and interesting. Let's get on with Pittsburgh's
peculiarities, znd it should be of great interest to new-
comers and visitors.

In the first place, Pittsburgh’'s name is unusual. It
is one of a very few ‘‘burgs” permitted a final “'h," hav-
ing fought for the letter on Historic grounds when they
were knocked out by the U.S. Board of Geographic names
early in this Century.

Secondly, the Map of Pittsburgh has a hole in it, The
borough of Mt, Oliver, surrounded by the City, has never
become a part cf it. | guess it's pretty well-established
that Pittsburgh has more bridges, and more street names,
than any city its size. Both are accounted for by rough
terrain.

The terrain also created a typical Pittsburgh scene
that is much loved by artists — houses marching up
steep hills, short on their upper sides and long on the
lower side.

The older hillside neighborhoods usually have [ong
flights of steps connecting them with the valley below.

The two Inclines on the Mount Washington hillside,
last of 17 that operated in and around Pittsburgh at one
time, are almost unique. Johnstown, with a steeper Incline,
is one reascn for the “‘almost.”” Few cities have a hill
like Mount Washingtcn towering over their business centers.

Street car tracks here aren’t the same width as tracks
in other cities that still have street cars. Pittsburgh's were
made ‘“‘wagen width"” so they could be driven on when
streets were unpaved or rutted.

The city of Pittsburgh's Real Estate tax system s
also unsual. It bears heavily on Land, to encourage
building.

Population-wise, Pittsburgh might be compared to a
tail-wagging dog. The center city's population of 520,117

FOUITABLE PLAZA — GATEWAY CENTER
is only a little over a fifth of the 2,401,245 in the Census

Bureau's Pittshurgh Metropolitan Area. Pittsburgh has a
smaller B'ack populaticn than most other big cities in the
Northeast (20.2 percent) but may have the greatest as-
sortment of Naticnality backgrounds — 70, according to
one statistic. It must have also more than the average
number of perscns bern elsewhere, because of the big
companies headquartered here,

There are natives, however, and they often can be
identified by their speech, as can natives of other regions.
They're likely to ca!l any Closet or Cabinet “cupboard,”
a paper bag a ‘'sack’’ and a rubber band a “gum band."
They may also ‘“redd up” a house that needs cleaning.

MEDITATION ON MOTHER'S DAY

In a survey not too long ago a question was put to
parents: If you had it to do over again would you have
childrent 707 said no. The surveyer was amazed by the
number of people who confess that having children was not
worth the trouble. A number of psychiatrists were equally
surprised by the response. They were looking for an answer.

The answer came from Dr, Hancharan Sehdev, director of
the childrens’ Division of the Menninger Foundation in Te-
peka, Kan.

He said: “The answers appear to reflect the general

cthanging trends and opinions of family systems and the place
of children in our homes and society. It is a myth that Ameri-
cans love their children. We would like to believe it is true,
but such is not the case.” He cited the history of child labor,
child abuse and the underfunding of children’s aid programs.
A Boston Globe newspaper columnist, Dianne White re-
acted on these answers saying: “We seldom hear any parents
speak out against having children, which is perfectly under-
standable. People don't like to talk about their mistakes.”

parents with children who find parenthood interferes with

A mother of two children under eight in Tampa, Fla., wrote

Everybody
loves o cute little baby, but nobody wants o teenager who
shoplifts or gets hooked on drugs! When parents find them-
selves financially strapped with unexpected bills, are no
longer able to take romantic vacations, and have to stay up
ali night with sick kids, they ask themselves ““Who needed
this?"

On Mother’s Day we will apreciate our mothers even
more, We see their genvine sacrifice and love for us no
matter how we fare or what we are.

“JULIA
from Trbovlje”

Joe and | were married in the old country in 1921, but
before we stood before the priest in our small villoge church,
we decided to begin our new life together in a new country—
America,

World War | had been over for three years and there
wos no money and wages were very low in Slovenia. | had
worked for my Aunt and Uncle on their farm, The work was
hard and | had te do everything from housework and cook-
ing to cutting timber, plowing, planting, harvesting and taking
care of the animals. The farm overlooked the scenic valley
of Trbovlie and wos the farm where my mother had been
born and raised. It wos situated on o flattened mountain top
where one could look out for miles over the scenic countryside.
| started to work there when | was fifteen years old for three
dollars a month. Room and board was part of my earnings
but clothing had to be purchased out of my wages. | remem-
ber paying $4.00 for o pair of shoes. That was more than
one month’s wages, How could anyone save money for the
future?

At seventeen, Joe began working at the mine where they
washed coal. He was a locksmith, repairman and sometimes
even drove the engine of the train. His work kept him above
the ground at the mine. Joe was lucky that he wasn’t drafted
into the army for the First World War. The mining company
obtained a special release from military duty for all the miners
whe were needed to dig coal, whether the country was at
peace or at war.

Joe lived in the city and enjoyed o more free and happy
life than | had experienced os a young girl. Out in the
country there wos not much | could do except work from
sunrise to sunset, go to bed and repeat the same schedule
the next day. | remember that my life was made up of only
praying and working, But Joe had many friends, as a volunteer
fireman and hunter., He went out with the boys for hunting
and out with the girls for parties and dancing. His parents
owned a gostilna in the small town of Zagorie and he de-
veloped into a friendly, personable and handsome young man.

When | was twenty-three, | changed my job and went
to work at another farm, which was near the coal mine. One
afternoon when | was out in the field, Joe came over to talk
to me. At first, | thought that he was married and refused
to speak with him, but he soon cleared up that notion. He
come the next day and the next and then every day. It
wasn’t too long before | could tell that his intentions were
serious and he wanted to marry me, but as you can see,
we were both poor and without money. My parents could
not give me a dowry and Joe’s job did not permit him to
support o wife ond fomily or to buy furniture for an apart-
ment. There was only one choice — live in a upstairs room
in his parents’ home and work in the house and the gostilna.
Oh how | dreaded thatl | remember what my mother had
always told me. “There should be only one woman in the
house”. A fear grew within me of becoming only a servant
girl in his mother’s house. Problems might arise and this would
noi be the right way to begin @ marriage.

By Monday we were on our
waoy by train, never to return to Slovenia again. On April 2,
1921 we boarded the steamship for America,

The Atlantic Ocean was violent during that spring voyage.
Our honeymoon became a long terrifying one. Many times,
| feared we would never reach American shores as the ship
heaved and rocked on the stormy and treacherous sea. |
questioned over and over again in my mind, whether the de-
cision to leave the homeland was the sensible one, But
beyond every gray cloud is a silver lining. We only had to
be patient. Life would be better in the new country.

When we arrived in New York our eyes were ringed

with dark circles and we were nervous and tired from one
month of travelling. From the deck of the ship we saw the
red brick buildings of Ellis Island and the gaint lady holding
the torch. Uniformed men awaited us at the dock, as all of
the passengers pushed down the gangplank toward the gate.
Excitement was in the air and there were many different
longuages being spoken simultaneously by the strangely dress-
ed passengers.

As we entered the building we were arranged in long
which were divided by iron railings. We stoad or
moved slowly until we reached the head of the line, It took
quite a bit of time and as we waited we tried to guess the
nationalities of the other people by their clothing and un-
fomiliar language.

Finally, we stood before the uniformed man sitting at
his desk. There was a translator at his side. The official asked
a series of questions which | didn't understand until the
translator repeated it.

""Name, plezse.”

"Whet is your age?”

"“Are you married?’’

“Where were you born?”’

“Who paoid your passage?”

“Do you have relatives in America?’

“Can you read and write?"’
“How much schooling did you have?”
“Will anyone meet you?"

After the questions were answered, a colored tag was
put on my clothing, and | moved on, to the medical examiner.
The docter thumped on my chest, looked inte my eyes and
asked me to open my mouth and say, "“Ah,” He looked in
the ears and After passing the medical
examination ancther tag waos placed on my clothing and |
went through a door, inte a room, where a friendly lady in
a long black skirt and @ white blouse gave us each & package
of food, wished us luck and showed us where to take the
ferry to the shore.

The ferry ride from Ellis Island to New York City was
short and from there we were put on the train headed for
lllino’s. Thank God that our long trip was nearly over. As we
sat in our seats and watched the beautiful countryside whiz
by, we slowly ate the delicious food from the box lunch.

During the first few years, America was a real adventure
for Joe, myself, our litlle son, Frankie, and daughter, Wilma,
Joe had been a locksmith in Slovenia but he became a black-
smith in Illinois, working at a number of different coal mines.
We moved from one small town to another until we found a
mine where the coal didn’t run out and we finally settled in
one place,

Mining wos dangerous employment and the pay very low,
especially in oreos where the miners werent unionized, | re-
member o dedicated lady called Mother Jones, who worked
unceasingly to unionize the miners in southern lllinois. After
her death, the miners erected @ monument in her honor in
the city of Mt Olive,

Julia never saw

In those early days when we came to America, Money
was scarce, and we had to help ourselves in very way possible.
We lived on vegetables which we roised in our garden and
then canned for the long winter months. Berries grew along
the railroad tracks in cwummer and Joe and Frankie would
go out with buckets and bring back enough so that | could
maoke juice and jelly or we could eat them fresh. They also
found wild asparagus along the tracks in the spring. The
woeds were full of mushrooms and the men would go out
and pick them. Then slice and dry them for homemade soup.
During the fall, they would take burlap sacks out into the
saume woods and pick walnuts which were later shelled and
used for potica.

Fruit trees grew well in our yard so there were always
enough apples for strudel, cherries for pies and plums for
dumplings. Our house bordered a field and we kept a cow
which grazed in the clover and supplied enough milk for our
own needs plus a few neighbors’, Joe built a chicken house
in the backyard ond we went into the egg ond chicken bus-
iness, on a very small scale, Each day, some little neighbor
boy or girl would come to the house with a basket and ask
for a dozen eggs or with a bottle for fresh milk. Sometimes
| even sold a chicken or two and some freshly churned butter.
Milk sold for five cents a quart. Butter cost fifteen cents a
pound and three dozen eggs sold for twenty-five cents, Those
weren’t high prices but even that small amount of maney went
into a special jar which | kept on my pantry shelf for “rainy
days.” And there were plenty of rainy doys when the mine
closed down, or the unions went on strike and finally when
the big depression came. The five years of hard werk and
saving had already gone by but we were no closer to our
goal in life than the day we had made our plans to come
to America.

Bee-keeping proved to be another successful venture and
a savings in sugar. We purchased two hives and a colony
of bees from the Sears Roebuck catalogue. The bees came
in a very tiny box. We set the hive in the backyard by the
fence where the bees had plenty of clover to keep them
happy. At the end of summer when it came time to take the
honey from the hive, the children next door always came to
watch, Joe opproached the bees without the custom-
made “bee outfit” which | mode to his specifications. He
wore a big pecir of thick mitts and a wide brimmed hat from
which hung a sheer cloth mask which completely covered his
face, neck and shoulders. There wasn’t an inch of him that
was exposed after he put on his black rubber raincoat and
high rubber With this outlandish costume, the bees
never recognized him as the “honey thief.” The children al-
woys laughed when they saw him dressed like this and |

think he had fun scaring and chasing them in his bee outfit.
It was a little like Halloween. The quarts of honey which we
took from the hive lasted all year long for hot tea and
baking.

Sloughtering a pig wos the big event during winter months
and usually required some assistance. In the spring we bought
a small piglet from a farmer then all year long it feasted
and grew in a special pen by the field until the day for
slaughtering had arrived in the Fall.

leo and Wilheilmina were our neighbors and very good
friends. They would usually come over and help us out and
then, when they slaughtered their pig, we would go over and
lend them a hand.

Llook at all the different items we could prepare from
one animal: smoked hams, pork loins, lard, ribs for saverkraut,
pigs feet and knuckles, head cheese, liver sausage and crack-
lings. It was hard work and kept us busy all day. We started
by slaughtering the animal and cotching the blood in o
container, which would be used later with rice, ground meat
and spices for blood sausage. A long rectangulor wooden
trough was used to wash the animal. Scalding hot water by
the boiller-full was poured over the body of the animal as
it was scrapped and skinned. Fat was cut off and we ladies
began rendering it into lard, on the wood stove. The re-
maining cracklings were collected and kept in a crock jar for
cooking or baking. All the fresh meat was cut into hams,
bacon and loins for smoking or curing. Then came the time
to cook the head and grind the meat for head cheese, Wil-
helmina had the best recipe for liver sausage and she would
always prepare that. Joe liked pig’s feet and knuckles made
into “sulz" a kind of jellied meat salad. So we would always
made that for him. Spareribs were set aside for saverkraut
and even the interestines were cleaned and used as casings

accounted for,

Before the day was done all the meat was ready for
curing or made into sausage and the pots, pans, tables and
utensils were spotlessly clean. Then we all sat dofn for supper
— maybe pork chops, potatos, salad and bread. After dinner
a little homemade wine was poured and we talked a little
and tonsted a successful day. When | went to sleep that
night, | was really tired out and slept hard. But it was a
“good” tired feeling and | felt happy.

The first twenty years in America were the hardest be-
cause we were plagued with unemployment when the mines
were shut down during the depression or when the unions
called a strike. There had to be enough money saved for
the rainy days. That meant managing wisely during the better
times, when your man worked on the job.

By the 1940's, we were pretty well on our feet con-
sidering that we come to America on borrowed money and
didn’t know the language. The economy had picked up due
to WWIl and Joe worked around the clock at the mine.
Wages were now beginning to climb, and it was easier for
our family of four to get along. We looked across the
ocean to the old country and felt grateful that America had
been spared from the ravages of war and we prayed that
our parents and relatives would safely endure the hardships
of their second war in twenty-five years.

Now we are both old, over eighty, Our aching limbs
remind us that many years have slipped by and time has
taken its toll. Looking back over the fifty-five years, we have
shared together a land which fulfilled its promise to many
immigrants. We are no longer foreigners. We are Americans
— senior citizens, looking forward to the quiet peaceful autumn
of our lives and the bright future for our children and
grandchildren,

very well all the ground ingredients,
rice and the spices. Then thoroughly
rinse the casings in cold water and
thread on faucet to allow the cold

water to run through for several minutes
to remove salt in which the casings were
packed. With a sausage machine or
attachment fill casings to about 4/5 de-
sired lengths. Cut. Tie the ends with
string to form rings of sausage. Refri-
gerate. If not cooked to serve in one or
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two days freeze and use within 6 months.

Note: These days few meat markets,
if any, sell pork snouts or jowls so buy
pork trimmings as an excellent substitute
(trimmings need not be precooked before
grinding). One meat man told me that
pork ilowls are used to make bacon
squares. Store left over casings in heavy
salt brine (3 tablespoons salt to 1 pint
of water) in original container or Cool
Whip carton. Use in two months. To cook:
Roast one hour at 325 degrees on
broiler rack or uncovered in roasting pan
with @ rack; turn sausage after 30
minutes of roasting. Boiled or mashed
potatoes and sauverkraut are traditionally
served with the sausage.

Blood Sausage

BLOOD SAUSAGE is made of the
same ingredients as RICE SAUSAGE only
add 2 quarts of beef or pork blood and

mix thoroughly before starting to fill
the casings.

U.S. HAD FOUNDING MOTHERS, TOO!

HI BOYS AND GIRLS

The Founding Fathers were not alone
invalved in the founding of the United
States. Involved were two and a half
million people who made up our found-
ing generation with nearly half of them
women. In the economic, political, military
and social life of colonial America im-
portant roles were played by the Found-
ing Mothers which included ladies, servant
girls, black slave women, middle-class
matrons and native American women.

"Woman's work” included five main
areas. Feeding the family began with
keeping a fire going continuously for
cooking and warmth, as there were no
matches and only a few foods could be
eaten raw, Important was the family’s
kitchen garden providing herbs for med-
icine and needed vegetables. Cooking
was the most difficult and time
suming chore with menus hardly at all
varied and poorly prepared.

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Women manufactured family’s clething
and such household items as candles and
soap.

Considered o drudgery in another
area was keeping the home, family and
family’s clothing clean. Throughout the

colonial period America was
place. Diseases of three continents —
Europe, Africa and America — met in

the British colonies. The population was
susceptible to every wandering germ be-
cause of unsanitary living conditions and
poor diet,

The practice of medicine was passed
down from mather to daughter and so
in this fourth area of “woman’s work”
women served as doctors, nurses and
midwives for all members of the house-
hold including servants and slaves. They
furthered their skills by experience and
the studying of manuscript recipe books.

Lastly, the women cared for children,
their own, of apprentices and of relatives
who lived with the family. It was ne-
cessary to train children to be obedient,

workers.

Colonial Americans believed in thrift,
frugality and hard work. Besides farm-
ing, husband, wife, children, servants
and apprentices worked as a feam as
shipwrights, fishermen, shopkeepers, bar-
tavern-keepers and other service
occupations. Women were included in

every occupation, os owners of printing

bers,

establishments, church  and  cemetery
sextons, b |acksmiths, druggists and
teachers.

Although almost all black women were
slaves, their status wos better than in
the 19th century. Black women worked
in the fields, while the white women
slaves were required to work as household
servants.

The native American women
food crops, cooked, sewed, built wigwams
and even dragged home the carcasses
after a successful hunt, while the Indian
man hunted or kept in shape for hunt-
ing. Indians welcomed European cooking
utensils and the Europeans learned about
food from the Indians, thus contributing
to the New England cuisine. Similarly,
"southern” cooking was a contribution
of black slaves,

Since there were very few newspapers
in the 18th century, most people did not
know or care about political events.
“The movements of armies politicized the
population, and all those who refused
to join the Patriots were classified as
Loyalists.”” A Reverend Nicholas Collin
wrote: parents and children, brothers and
sisters, wife and husband, were enemies
to one another, Of the two and half
million total American population, there
were obout half @ million more or less
dedicated Loyalists. Most of these remain-
ed in America keeping quiet; others re-
turned to England or exiled to Canada,
the Bahamas and other Caribean islands.

Women’s organizations appeared in
America as early as the 17th century
for charitable activity, study groups, po-
litical discusion and activity, The Loyalists
had no organization.

The constant spinning, knitting and
sewing kept the hands busy but left the
mind free, Since women were responsible
for putting food and drink on the table,
the tea boycott was truly a woman’s
tause. Other boycotts were against many
imports including sorely needed textiles.

With the outbreok of war the women
of the various organizations used their
talents for the Patriot’s cause. Regimental
banners and flags were sewn. Drumheads
were made of tanned goat skins, Women
Yunsmiths made weapons. Writers wrote
in support of the Patriot cause. Stockings
and shirts were made for the soldiers.

The women of America produced a
“swarm of colorful heroines”. Sixteen
Year old Sybil Ludington of Fredericks-
burg, New York rode through the night
1o arouse the countryside of the ap-
Proaching British, Her ride was @ sue-

cessfully completed mission, while Bos-
tonian Paul Revere’s ride was not suc-
cessfully completed as he was captured
during his midnight ride.

The most prominent female propa-
gandist for the Patriot couse was Mercy
Otis Warren. Her father, husband and
brother were all active Patriots and her
home in Plymouth, Massachusetts was
the scene of political meetings.

Women’s groups used their influence
to encourage men to enlist in the army.
The young ladies of the best families in
North Caroline “publickly declared that
they would not keep company with any
young gentleman who had not done
military service.” In New Jersey it was
reported that “the fair ones in our
neighborhood have already entered into
a resolve for every mother to disown
her son, and refuse the caresses of her
husband, and every maiden to reject
the addresses of her gallant,” if these
men were not strong in their devotion to
the cause.

During the War many married women
with their children followed their hus-
bands serving with the regular troops,
viewing their army life as a career just
as their husbands did, and suffering for
the Patriot cause as much as the men
they followed.

Although she only joined her husband
in camp and did not go along the line
of march, Martha Washington boasted
she heard the first and last gun of every
campaign. In 1751 when Margaret Corbin
was five years old, her father was killed
by the Indians, her mother was captured
by them. As a campfollower she joined
her husband in the defense of Fort
Washington on  Manhattan  Island in
November 1776. When he was killed,
she took over his place at the cannon,
where she was seriously wounded,

Campfollowers like Margaret Corbin,
who took up arms in battle, wore their

half ratien. “"Other women, however,
sought the full pay, rations, ond re-
cruitment bounty due to regular soldiers
by disguising themselves as men and
enlisting in the ranks.”

The Continental army’s need for troops
was so great that runaway slaves,
servants, eleven and twelve year old
boys and bosom-bandaged women were
accepted. Women who did not leave
their homes to follow the army would
fight to defend their homes when at-
tacked. When it was learned that the
British were coming, a female militia
was formed with women dressed in men’s
clothing, and wusing muskets, pitchforks
or other weapons they could lay their
hands on, successfuly dispersing a British
detachment,

On the home fronts women also par-
ticipated in political decision-making and
advocated women’s right to vote and
supported advanced education for them-
selves.

Two hundred years ago women par-
ticipated in the social, economic, politi-
cal and military activities in “ways that
would be highly improper if not im-
possible for women a generation later.”
Whether their lives were dramatic or
routine, they were an important part of
our history. The women and heroines of
the Revolutionary generation were in-
volved in the founding of the United
States and thus were our Founding
Mothers.
