Od 31. 12. 2008 do 31. 12. 2009 je v Sloveniji na novo nastalo 59
prostorskih okoliSev.

V obdobju enega leta je bilo v RPE-ju zabelezenih 9.874
sprememb hisnih Stevilk: 5.906 hiSnih Stevilk je bilo dodeljenih na
novo, 3.238 je bilo ukinjenih, 730 pa prestevilcenih.

Settlement Gradisce nad Pijavo Gorico (part of the municipality

In 2009, 56 streets were established, 14 streets were cancelled and
8 street names were grammatically corrected in Slovenia.

Between 31 December 2008 and 31 December 2009, 59 new
spatial districts were established in Slovenia.

In the last year 9,874 house numbers were changed in the
Register of Spatial Units: 5,906 of these were assigned as new,
3,238 were cancelled and 730 were renumbered.

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UPRAVNE TERITORIALNE SPREMEMBE PO OBCINAH

Ob¢ine

Slovenija meri 20.273 km2 in je razdeljena na 210 ob¢in. V letu 2009 je
bila najvecja po povrsini ob¢ina Kocevje; merila je 555,4 km2. Obcina
Odranci, najmanj$a po povrsini, je bila kar 80-krat manj$a od najvecje
obcine, saj je merila le 6,9 km2. Druga najmanj$a po povrsini je bila
obcina Trzin; merila je 8,6 km2. Od obcine Selnica ob Dravi, ta je v letu
2009 merila 64,5 km2, je bila priblizno polovica obcin v Sloveniji vedja,
polovica obéin pa manjSa. Ve¢ kot tretjina vseh slovenskih obéin je tedaj
merila manj kot 50 km?, le dobra tretjina ob¢in pa je merila ve¢ kot 100
km?.

V letu 2009 so se spremenila obmocja obcin Tolmin, Sveta Trojica v
Slovenskih goricah in Lenart, BraslovCe in Prebold ter Vransko in Tabor.

Povrsina obc¢ine Tolmin se je povecala za 0,8 km2. Ta sprememba je bila
posledica uskladitve neskladja med Evidenco drzavne meje in Registrom
prostorskih enot.

Sprememba v obmocju in povrSini ob&in Sveta Trojica v Slovenskih
goricah in Lenart:

— del naselja Zgorniji Por¢i¢, ki je spadal v obCino Sveta Trojica v

CHANGES IN THE ADMINISTRATIVE TERRITORIAL STRUCTURE BY
MUNICIPALITIES

Municipalities

Slovenia has an area of 20,273 km? and is broken down into 210
municipalities. As regards the area, in 2009 the municipality KoCevje was
the largest with 555.4 km2. The municipality Odranci as the smallest was
about eighty times smaller than the municipality Kogevje and it measured
only 6.9 km2. The second smallest municipality by area in 2009 was Trzin
with 8.6 km2. Half of all municipalities in Slovenia were bigger than the
municipality Selnica ob Dravi (64.5 km2) and half of them were smaller.
More than a third of municipalities measured less than 50 km? and only
about a third measured more than 100 km2.

In 2009 there were fterritorial changes of municipalities Tolmin,
SvetaTrojica v Slovenskih goricah and Lenart, Braslovée and Prebold,
and Vransko and Tabor.

The area of the municipality Tolmin increased by 0.8 km2. The change
was the result of solving the discrepancy between the Record of State
Border and the Register of Spatial Units.

Territorial changes of municipalities SvetaTrojica v Slovenskih goricah
and Lenart:

— A part of settlement Zgornji Por¢i¢ from the municipality Sveta Trojica
v Slovenskih goricah joined settlement Spodnji Por¢ic in the
municipality Lenart.

Territorial changes of municipalities Braslovée and Prebold:

— A part of settlement Grajska vas from the municipality Braslovce
joined settlement Kaplja vas in the municipality Prebold. A part of
settlement Kaplja vas from the municipality Prebold joined settlement
Grajska vas in the municipality Braslovée.

Territorial changes of municipalities Vransko and Tabor:

— A part of settlement Prekopa from the municipality Vransko joined
settlement Pondor in the municipality Tabor. A part of settlement
Pondor from the municipality Tabor joined settlement Prekopa in the
municipality Vransko.

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Sprememb na ravni naselij je bilo v letu 2009 manj kot v predhodnih treh
letih. Na novo je nastalo le eno naselje, imenovano Ledinsko Razpotje, in
sicer na obmodju obCine Idrija; hkrati pa sta se s tem spremenili tudi
obmodji sosednjih naselij Idr3ek in Pe¢nik.

Naselje Gradis¢e nad Pijavo Gorico v obéini Skofljica se je preimenovalo
v naselje z imenom Gradisce.

Ukinjeno ni bilo nobeno naselje, nekaj pa je bilo sprememb med Ze
obstojecimi naselji, ko se je del naselja odcepil in prikljuil k drugemu
naselju.

At the level of settlements in 2009 in comparison with the last three years
there were fewer changes. Only one new settlement, named Ledinsko
Razpotje in the municipality Idrija, was established - while settlements
IdrSek and Pecnik changed their territories.

Settlement Gradi$¢e nad Pijavo Gorico (in the municipality Skofljica) was
renamed to GradiSce.

No settlement was cancelled, there were some changes between existing
settlements — part of one settlement joined another.

Povpre¢na povrsina naselja v Sloveniji je v letu 2009 znaala 3,4 km2,
PovrSina naselij v polovici slovenskih obgin je bila manjSa od tega
povprecja. Vedja naselja so po vecini zna€ilna za ve€je ob¢ine z manjSim
Stevilom naselij; te obcine imajo obi¢ajno razgiban relief in so redkeje
poseljene.

V povprecju so imele obéine z najvecjimi naselji (npr. ob¢ina Jezersko) v
letu 2009 tudi do desetkratno povrsino povpre¢nega slovenskega naselja;
najmanj$a naselja (npr. obCina Kostel) pa so bila v povprecju do trikrat
manj$a od slovenskega povpregja.

Na razprSenost naselij v Sloveniji kaze tudi njihova raznolika
razporejenost po obcinah. Le 10 ob¢in je v letu 2009 imelo ve¢ kot 100
naselij in kar 50 ob¢in je imelo manj kot 10 naselij. Prva po Stevilu naselij
je bila obcina Krsko (157 naselij), druga pa ob¢ina Trebnje (153 naselij).
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In 2009 the average area of settlements in Slovenia was 3.4 km2. The
size of settlements was in a half of Slovenian municipalities below the
average. Larger settlements are more typical for larger municipalities with
a smaller number of settlements; these municipalities usually have
rugged relief and are less densely populated.

On average, municipalities with larger settlements (e.g. Jezersko) were
up to ten times larger in size than an average settlement in Slovenia in
2009, while the smallest settlements (e.g. in Kostel) were up to three
times smaller.

Settlements in Slovenia are regarded as dispersed, which is expressed
also in diverse arrangement of settlements throughout municipalities.
While only 10 municipalities had more than 100 settlements in 2009, 50
municipalities incorporated fewer than 10 settlements. As regards the

Ulice

Med obginami v Sloveniji je imela ve¢ kot 1.000 ulic v letu 2009 le ob¢ina
Ljubljana, in sicer je imela 15 % vseh slovenskih ulic; ob¢ina Maribor je
imela 8,7 % vseh slovenskih ulic. Nad 200 ulic je imelo Se 5 obdin.
Obgina z najmanjim Stevilom ulic (4) je bila obCina Sveti Jurij. Najve¢jo
skupino so sestavljale obéine z naselji brez uliénega sistema; takih ob¢in
je bilo kar 64.

number of settlements, the municipality Krsko ranked first with 157
settlements and Trebnje second with 153 settlements. Municipalities
Kobilje, Odranci and Trzin each had one settlement only.

Streets

In 2009 Ljubljana was the only municipality in Slovenia with more than
1,000 streets; it comprised 15% of all streets in Slovenia and was far
ahead of Maribor with 8.7% of streets in Slovenia. Only five other
municipalities had more than 200 streets. The lowest number of streets
(4) was registered in the municipality Sveti Jurij. As many as 64
municipalities were composed of settlements with no street systems.

V letu 2009 je bilo v Sloveniji na novo ustanovljenih 56 ulic, 14 ulic je bilo
ukinjenih, 8 uliénih imen pa jih je bilo slovni€no popravljenih.

Vecina novih ulic je nastala v naselju GradiS¢e nad Pijavo Gorico (24) v
obéini Skofljica, in sicer kot posledica uvedbe uliénega sistema v tem
naselju, in v naselju Miklavz na Dravskem polju v obCini Miklavz na
Dravskem polju (10).

Ukinitve ulic so bile v letu 2009 zabelezene v naslednjih ob&inah: v obCini
Miklavz na Dravskem polju (ena ulica, v naselju Miklavz na Dravskem
polju, in sicer lleSiGeva ulica), v obé&ini Menge$ (tri ulice, v naselju
Menges, in sicer Vegova ulica, Pot talcev in Za malnom), v ob¢ini Idrija
(ena ulica, v naselju Idrija, in sicer SrebrniCeva ulica), v obéini Vodice
(dve ulici, v naselju Vodice, in sicer ulici Ljubljanska cesta in Ob gozdu), v
ob¢ini Mezica, (ena ulica, v naselju Mezica, in sicer Brdnikovo), v obgini
Sevnica (ena ulica, v naselju Sevnica, in sicer Majcnova ulica), v ob¢ini
Slovenske Konjice (ena ulica, v naselju Slovenske Konjice, in sicer
Kolodvorska cesta), v obé&ini Maribor (tri ulice, dve v naselju Dogo3e, in
sicer Wallischeva ulica in Ptujska cesta, ena pa v naselju Maribor, in
sicer KoSaki) ter v ob¢ini RuSe (ena ulica, v naselju Ruse, in sicer Nova
cesta).

Statisticni in prostorski okolisi

Na najve¢ statisticnih in prostorskih okoliSev je bila v letu 2009 razdeljena
ob¢ina Ljubljana, ¢eprav je obsegala sorazmerno malo naselij (le 38).
Obgina Hodo$/Hodos je bila razdeliena na najmanj statistiénih in
prostorskih okoliSev (na 3, obsegala pa je 2 naselji). V letu 2009 se je
Stevilo prostorskih okoliSev najbolj povecalo v obéinah Idrija in Postojna.

In 2009, 56 streets were established, 14 streets were cancelled and 8
street names were grammatically corrected in Slovenia.

Most of the newly introduced streets (24) were a consequence of
introducing a street system in the settlement GradiS¢e nad Pijavo Gorico
located in the municipality Skoflica and in the settlement Miklavz na
Dravskem polju (10) located in the municipality Miklavz na Dravskem polju.

Last year one street was cancelled in the municipality Miklavz na
Dravskem polju. In the settlement MiklavZ na Dravskem polju, the street
lleSiceva ulica was cancelled. In the municipality Menge$, settlement
Menges, streets Vegova ulica, Pot talcev and Za malnom were cancelled.
In the municipality Idrija, settlement Idrija, street Srebrnieva ulica was
cancelled. In the municipality Vodice, settlement Vodice, streets
Ljubljanska cesta and Ob gozdu were cancelled. In the municipality
Mezica, settlement MeZica, street Brdnikovo was cancelled. In the
municipality Sevnica, settlement Sevnica, street Majcnova ulica was
cancelled. In the municipality Slovenske Konjice, settlement Slovenske
Konjice, street Kolodvorska cesta was cancelled. Three streets were
cancelled in the municipality Maribor. In the settlement Dogo3e, streets
Wallischeva ulica and Ptujska cesta were cancelled, in the settlement
Maribor, the street Ko3aki was cancelled and in the municipality Ruse,
settlement RuSe, street Nova cesta was cancelled.

Statistical and spatial districts

The municipality with the highest number of statistical and spatial districts in
2009 was Ljubljana, even though it had few settlements (only 38). The
municipality Hodo$/Hodos had the smallest number of spatial and statistical
districts (only 3) and 2 settlements. Municipalities Idrija and Postojna
registered the highest increase in the number of spatial districts in 2009.

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Hisne Stevilke

Obgine z ved&jim Stevilom prebivalcev imajo tudi ve¢ hisnih Stevilk. Ce
gibanje Stevila hidnih Stevilk spremljamo v absolutnih Stevilih, je od
31.12. 2008 do 31. 12. 2009 nastalo najvec novih hidnih Stevilk v obgini
Ljubljana, in sicer 291 ali priblizno za 1 % vecC kot leto poprej. ObCina
Ljubljana je 31. 12. 2009 imela 38.769 veljavnih hisnih $tevilk. Ce pa
primerjamo Stevilo hi$nih Stevilk v opazovanem obdobju relativno, se je
Stevilo hisnih Stevilk v primerjavi z letom 2008 najbolj povecalo v obini
Tabor, in sicer za 7,2 % (to pomeni 37 hignih $tevilk vec). Stevilo hignih
Stevilk se v tem obdobju ni spremenilo v ob¢inah Dobrovnik, Kobilie,
Mezica, TurnisCe in Velika Polana. V devetindvajsetih slovenskih ob¢inah
pa se je Stevilo hiSnih Stevilk zmanjSalo, najbolj v ob€ini Hrastnik,
priblizno za 6 % (to pomeni 114 hiSnih Stevilk manj).

House numbers

Municipalities with more people have more house numbers. If we observe
the number of house numbers only in absolute values, it is obvious that
between 31 December 2008 and 31 December 2009 most of the new
house numbers were registered in the municipality Ljubljana. On 31
December 2009 Ljubljana had the largest number of house numbers
(38,769). In comparison with the previous year, at the end of 2009
Ljubljana had 291 (1%) more house numbers. But if we compare the
number of house numbers in the observed period relatively, the highest
increase in the number of house numbers was observed in municipality
Tabor. At the end of 2009 the number of house numbers in comparison
with the end of 2008 was higher by 7.2% (i.e. 37 house numbers). In the
observed period the number of house numbers was not changed in the
following municipalities: Dobrovnik, Kobilje, Mezica, Turni$¢e and Velika
Polana. The number of house numbers decreased in 29 Slovene
municipalities. The largest decline in the number of house numbers at
annual level was observed in the municipality Hrastnik, approximately by
6% (i.e. 114 house numbers).

Dinamika spreminjanja hisnih Stevilk je bila v posameznih Cetrtletjih
opazovanega leta enakomerna, razen v Cetrtem Cetrtletiu 2009; v tem
Cetrtletiu  je bilo Stevilo ukinjenih hiSnih Stevik precej vecje. V
posameznem Cetrtletju leta 2009 je bilo evidentiranih povprecno 2.469
sprememb hisnih Stevilk.

V letu 2009 je bilo ukinjenih ve¢ hidnih Stevilk kot v letu 2008 (za 2.616
vec), novih hinih Stevilk in presteviléen;j pa je bilo manj kot v letu 2008
(novih hisnih Stevilk za 118 manj, presteviléenj pa za 202 manj).

Changes in house numbers over a one-year period occurred at an even
pace, except in the fourth quarter of 2009 when the number of such
changes increased, because of an increased number of cancelled house
numbers - on average 2,469 changes of house numbers were recorded in
an individual quarter.

In comparison with the previous year, in 2009 more house numbers were
cancelled (by 2,616 more) but fewer new house numbers were
established (by 118 less) and fewer house numbers were renumbered (by
202 less).

Republika Slovenija je razdeliena na 12 statisti€nih regij. Podravska
statisticna regija je v letu 2009 obsegala najve¢ obéin - 41, ki so skupaj
merile 2.170 km?2 (povpregna povrsina ob¢ine v omenjeni regiji je merila
53 km?). Najmanj$a slovenska statisticna regija — zasavska - je obsegala
tudi najmanj ob€in, in sicer le tri (Hrastnik, Trbovlje in Zagorje ob Savi).

Ozemeljsko najvecja statisti¢na regija — jugovzhodna Slovenija — je imela
tudi najvecje Stevilo naselij (1.050 v letu 2009) in v primerjavi s to regijo je
imela najmanjSa slovenska statisticna regija — zasavska — devetkrat
manj naselij.

Na najve¢ statistiCnih in prostorskih okoliSev je bila razdeliena
osrednjeslovenska statistiéna regija. Najve¢ sprememb v sestavi
prostorskih okoliSev pa se je v letu 2009 zgodilo v savinjski statistiéni
regiji (12).

V' osrednjeslovenski statistini regiji je bilo tudi v letu 2009 najve¢ ulic
(2.955). Po Stevilu ulic sta ji sledili podravska (2.026) in savinjska
statistiCna regija (1.056). Najmanj ulic je bilo v zasavski statistini regiji
(139).

Veéina novih ulic je nastala v osrednjeslovenski (33) in v podravski
statisticni regiji (12) .

Najve¢ obin z naselji brez uli¢nega sistema je bilo v podravski statistiéni
regiji (22 obCin), sledile pa so ji pomurska statisti¢na regija (14 obcin),
savinjska statisti¢na regija (12 ob¢in), jugovzhodna Slovenija (6 ob¢in),

Statisticne regije z vecjim Stevilom prebivalcev imajo tudi ve¢ hisnih
Stevilk. Tako je imela osrednjeslovenska statistiCna regija v letu 2009
najvecje Stevilo hidnih Stevilk (20 % vseh hisnih Stevilk v Sloveniji), sledili
sta ji podravska in savinjska. Najmanj hiSnih Stevilk je imela zasavska

There are 12 statistical regions in Slovenia. As regards the number of
municipalities, the Podravska statistical region in 2009 ranked first with 41
municipalities. The Podravska statistical region had an area of 2,170 km?
(53 km? on average in one municipality). The Zasavska region had only
three municipalities (Hrastnik, Trbovlje and Zagorje ob Savi).

The largest statistical region, Jugovzhodna Slovenija, had the highest
number of settlements (1,050 in 2009), while the smallest statistical
region, Zasavska, had nine-times fewer settlements.

The statistical region that was divided into most statistical and spatial
districts is Osrednjeslovenska. Most of the changes in the structure of
spatial districts during 2009 occurred in the Savinjska statistical region (12).

The region with the largest number of streets (2,955 in 2009) was
Osrednjeslovenska, followed by Podravska with 2,026 and Savinjska with
1,056 streets. The fewest streets were in the Zasavska statistical region,
only 139.

Most of the newly introduced streets were established in
Osrednjeslovenska (33) and Podravska statistical regions(12).

There were most settlements with no street system in the Podravska
statistical region (in 22 municipalities), followed by Pomurska (in 14
municipalities), Savinjska (in 12 municipalities), Jugovzhodna Slovenija
(in 6 municipalities), Gorenjska (in 3 municipalities), Osrednjeslovenska
and Koro$ka (in each 2 municipalities), and Notranjsko-kraska, Goriska
and Obalno-kra$ka (in each only 1 municipality).

As regards house numbers, the regions with more people have more
house numbers. Thus the Osrednjeslovenska region had 20% of all
house numbers in Slovenia, followed by Podravska and Savinjska, while
Zasavska had the fewest house numbers (only 2% of all house numbers

Uredba o NUTS raz€lenjuje teritorij Slovenije na treh ravneh: prva raven
predstavija Slovenijo kot celoto, na drugi se ozemlje Slovenije deli na
dve kohezijski regiji, na Vzhodno Slovenijo in na Zahodno Slovenijo.
Omenjeni kohezijski regiji pa se na tretji ravni delita na statisticne regije.

Kohezijska regija Vzhodna Slovenija obsega pomursko, podravsko,
koro3ko, savinjsko, zasavsko, spodnjeposavsko, jugovzhodno Slovenijo
in notranjsko-kradko statistiCno regijo; kohezijska regija Zahodna
Slovenija pa osrednjeslovensko, gorenjsko, goridko in obalno-krasko
statisti€no regijo.

Po povrsini vegja kohezijska regija Vzhodna Slovenija (12.212 km?) je v
letu 2009 obsegala tudi ve¢ obéin, in sicer 146. Kohezijska regija
Zahodna Slovenija (8.061 km?) pa je obsegala 64 ob¢in.

Vzhodna Slovenija je imela 31. 12. 2009 3.842 naselij in 5.200 ulic,
Zahodna Slovenija pa 2.187 naselij in 4.927 ulic.

The NUTS regulation divides the territory of Slovenia at three levels: the
first level covers Slovenia as a whole, at the second level the territory is
divided into two cohesion regions (Vzhodna Slovenija, Zahodna
Slovenija) and at the third level the previously mentioned cohesion
regions are additionally divided into statistical regions.

The cohesion region Vzhodna Slovenija includes Pomurska, Podravska,
Koro3ka, Savinjska, Zasavska, Spodnjeposavska, Jugovzhodna Slovenija
and Notranjsko-kradka statistical regions, while the cohesion region
Zahodna Slovenija includes Osrednjeslovenska, Gorenjska, GoriSka and
Obalno-kraska statistical regions.

The larger cohesion region in terms of area Vzhodna Slovenija (12,212
km2) also had more municipalities, namely 146, than Zahodna Slovenija
(8,061 km2), which had only 64 municipalities.

On 31 December 2009,Vzhodna Slovenija had 3,842 settlements and
5,200 streets, while Zahodna Slovenija had 2,187 settlements and 4,927
streets.

METODOLOSKA POJASNILA

Viri in metode zbiranja podatkov

Register prostorskih enot (RPE) je nastal z nadgradnjo Registra obmodij
teritorialnih enot (ROTE) in Evidence hignih $tevilk (EHIS), ki sta ju na
zacetku 80-ih let skupaj vzpostavila tedanji Statisticni urad RS (SURS) in
Geodetska uprava RS (GURS). Register teritorialnih enot (ROTE in
EHIS) je do leta 1996 vodil in vzdrzeval SURS, po tem letu pa je
postopoma preSel v pristojnost GURS. SURS tako zdaj podatke o
prostorskih enotah in spremembah le-teh, ki jih potrebuje za svoja
raziskovanja, le e prevzema iz RPE. RPE je povezan z drugimi registri
in predstavlja geometrijsko osnovo za prikazovanje statistiénih in drugih
podatkov o prostoru.

METHODOLOGICAL EXPLANATIONS

Sources and methods of data collection

The Register of Spatial Units was established by upgrading the Register
of Areas of Territorial Units and the Record of House Numbers, which
were at the beginning of the 1980s set up by the Statistical Office of the
Republic of Slovenia and the Surveying and Mapping Authority of
Slovenia. The Register of Territorial Units was kept by the Statistical
Office until 1996 when it was transferred to the Surveying and Mapping
Authority of Slovenia. The Statistical Office now obtains data on spatial
units needed for carrying out its statistical surveys from the Register of
Spatial Units, which is linked with other registers and represents the
geometric basis for presenting statistical and other data in space.

Legal basis

Names of administrative and spatial units and their territorial structure are
taken over according to laws and their amendments published in the
Official Journal of the Republic of Slovenia.

Coverage

Data on spatial units and their changes are covered by cross-sections
and time intervals from the Surveying and Mapping Authority's application
which enables insight into the Register of Spatial Units.

The Register of Spatial Units consists of:

basic spatial units: house number, spatial district, statistical district,
settlement, municipality, administrative unit, surveying and mapping
authority branch office, cadastral community;

supplementary spatial units: street, district community, village
community, local community, polling station, electoral unit, electoral
district, school district, former local community (until 4 October 1994),
former community (until 31 December 1994), etc.

Definicije in pojasnila

Ob¢cina

je temeljina samoupravna lokalna skupnost, ki v okviru ustave in zakonov
samostojno ureja in opravlja svoje zadeve in izvrSuje naloge, ki so nanjo

prenesene z zakoni. Obmocje obCine obsega obmocje naselja ali ve€
naselij, ki jih povezujejo skupne potrebe in skupni interesi prebivalcev.

Podatki o povrdinah obin, ki so prevzeti iz RPE, so izradunani iz
koordinat mejnih tock posameznega prostorskega okolisa in nato sesteti
na podlagi atributne opredelitve pripadnosti prostorskega okoliSa vidji
prostorski enoti.

Naselje

se oblikuje tako, da obsega zaokrozeno obmocje z vsaj desetimi
stavbami. Vsako naselje mora imeti svoje ime. Praviloma ima naselje ime
po zemljepisnem imenu, lahko pa tudi po imenih, povezanih z zgodovino
in kulturnim izroGilom naselja. Obmocja naselij morajo biti oblikovana
tako, da pokrivajo obmocje celotne obCine.

Statisticni okolis

je osnovna prostorska enota, ki se spreminja v skladu s spremembami
mej naselij. Statisticni okoli§ pripada le enemu naselju oziroma se nikoli
ne deli med dve naselji.

Prostorski okoli$

je osnovna in najmanj$a nedeljena prostorska enota, ki je ne sekajo meje
preostalih prostorskih enot in ima opredelieno pripadnost visjim
prostorskim enotam. Z zdruzevanjem prostorskih okoliSev dobimo
obmodja osnovnih in nekaterih dodatnih enot.

Ulice

so vse javne povrSine v naselju, kot so ceste, poti, trgi, plos¢adi in
podobno, ki imajo ime. Obmocje ulice obsega prometno povrsino,
pripadajoCe stavbe in zemljis¢a.

Hisna Stevilka
je enoznatna oznaka vsake stanovanjske ali poslovne stavbe,
sestavljena iz imena ulice in Stevilke ter lahko tudi Crke slovenske

abecede. Ce naselie nima ulinega sistema, je namesto imena ulice
napisano ime naselja.

Identifications of basic and supplementary spatial units are numerical
codes defined by the Surveying and Mapping Authority of Slovenia. A
municipality has a three-digit code, an administrative unit has a two-digit
code, a settlement has a three-digit code, a street has a four-digit code, a
statistical district has a six-digit code, a spatial district has a four-digit
code, and a cadastral community has a four-digit code.

Definitions and explanations
Municipality

is a basic local self-government community, which on the basis of the
constitution and laws independently settles its affairs and performs tasks
which are turned over to it by laws. The territory of the municipality
comprises the territory of one settlement or several settlements which are
linked with common needs and interests of their population.

The total area of municipalities taken over from the Register of Spatial
Units is calculated from co-ordinates of boundary points of an individual
spatial district and then they are summed up - on the basis of the
attributive belonging of the spatial district - to a higher spatial unit.

Settlement

is formed so that it includes rounded area with ten buildings at least. Each
settlement must have the name. As a rule, a settlement name is a
geographical name but it may also be a name related to the history or
tradition of the settlement. The areas of settlements must be formed so
that they cover the whole area of municipality.

Statistical district

is the fundamental spatial unit. It is adjusted only when settlement
boundaries are changed. Each statistical districts falls within one
settlement only. It is never divided between two settlements.

Spatial district

is the basic and the smallest undivided spatial unit, which is not split
between other spatial units. It is defined by the appurtenance to higher
territorial units. By combing spatial districts, we obtain areas of basic and
some supplementary units.

Streets

are all public areas in a settlement, such as roads, pathways, squares,
platforms and similar that have a name. Areas of streets include traffic
areas, appurtenant buildings and land.

House number

is a unique label of every residential or business building, which is
composed of the street name and number, possibly also a Slovene
alphabet letter. If a settlement does not have a street system, instead of
the street name the settlement name is given.
