Real reform will come 

slowly to the country says

A displaced Muslim 
community and a Swiss re­
tailer have found similar 
frustrations in the leafy out­
skirts of Ljubljana, Slove- 
uia’s capital.

too, Slovenians are just as 
cosmopolitan as nearby 
Austrians or northern Ital­
ians.

But the incidents under­
score that real reforms and 
openness will come very 
slowly to Slovenia in spite of 
the dramatic headlines of the 
last year. Slovenia, it is said, 
never does anything radical.

“The resistance to foreign 
investment is cultural,” says 
a western diplomat in Ljubl­
jana, speaking to the busi­
ness side of things. “There 
needs to be a resounding 
success story and that hasn’t 
happened yet.”

There are quieter suc­
cesses. Since Ljubljana air­
port shrugged off the objec­
tions of national carrier 
Adria Airways and struck a 
deal with discount flyer 
easyJet in April 2004, air 
traffic to Slovenia has risen 
sharply. Passenger numbers 
are up 13 percent

Mr. Jansa’s government 
might give the economy a 
further boost if, as promised, 
he cuts government admini­
stration and revives privati­
zation. On administration, 
Mr. Jansa has pledged to cut 
the head count at all gov­
ernment bodies by 1 percent 
each year. Beyond that An­
drej Bajuk, the finance min­
ister, says it is too soon to 
reveal specifics on cuts.

Concerning privatization, 
telecoms, steel and energy 
holdings could all attract 
serious international atten­
tion. None will go on the

block, however, until next 
year, according to Andrej 
Vizjak, economy minister.

The reasons for the delay, 
says Mr. Vizjak, are techni­
cal, but politics may also 
play a role. Privatization 
particularly to foreign in­
vestors, remains unpopular 
and may yet be blocked by 
smaller parties to Mr. Jansa’s

coalition.
Pensions, though, will 

likely cause the biggest fight, 
one that could prove bruising 
for Mr. Jansa. Slovenia’s
500,000 pensioners represent 
more than a quarter of the 
population and more than 
half of all active voters.

Well, I guess we can say 
we had a few days of Indian 
Summer and I guess we all 
wish those warm days could 
hang on but then if we ex­
pect Santa to come, we will 
ha,ve to get some snow.

Finding a plain sweet potato
ALBANY, GA - Elmo 

Brown builds a fire in a rusty 
tarrel on cold days. He 
ducks under a blue canopy 
°n rainy days. He hasn’t 
found a way to escape the 
taut, so he just tolerates it.

Brown, 83, has been ped­
dling sweet potatoes on the 
same Albany street comer 
i°r 55 years and he has been 
ea‘ing them all his life.

“I like to bake them, fry 
Ihem, stew them, and brown 
and roast them,” he said.

Brown’s customers keep 
Coming back to savor the 
Potatoes’ sweetness. But not
everyone is so fond of them,

high in vitamin A, for exam­
ple, could yield a tater that 
fights thousands of cases of 
child blindness caused by 
nutritional deficiency around 
the world each year, they 
said.

Producers of sweet pota­
toes, grown in 25 to 30 
states, could use some new 
offerings. White potatoes are 
used in 10,000 types of 
processed foods and have 
become a $2.7 billion crop. 
Meanwhile, the value of the 
U.S. sweet potato crop has 
shrunk to $219 million.

Sweet potatoes are more 
nutritious than white pota­
toes. They’re packed with 
vitamins and minerals and 
are low in fat and calories. 
They were a staple of im­
poverished Southerners 
during the 1920s and they 
still are the world’s seventh­
leading food crop. But U.S. 
per-capita consumption has 
dropped from 29 pounds 
during the 1920s to a low of 
3.9 pounds in the 1990s. By 
comparison, Americans con­
sume an average of 140 
pounds of white potatoes 
each year.

Kays and McLaurin tried 
several combinations of less- 
sweet potatoes before choos­
ing their current variety.

“We picked this one be­
cause we’re used to Idaho 
baked potatoes,” Kays said. 
“It had the flavor and tex­
tural qualities that Ameri­
cans can relate to.”

Brown, the potato ped­
dler, says he’ll stick with his 
sweet variety.

“I’m not going to fool 
with them,” he said. “All my 
customers would leave.”

A Small Sample of 
Slovenian accomplishments

—Religion - 
^ Those of you who are fa- 
^ miliar with our research ef- 
^ forts and publications will 

now, undoubtedly, expect 
me to mention also at least a 
few other, less known or un­
known Slovenian accom­
plishments, although some of 
you may be a little afraid, 
since professors are used to 
speaking until the bell rings 
and this wonderful hall is not 
equipped with bells. I, too, 
somehow remember this se­
rious danger and have timed 
myself to no more than 30 
minutes (now the only ques­
tion is when we start count­
ing. Forgive me for teasing 
you a little; I started count­
ing right at the beginning.)

Since we are Christians 
and Catholics, let me first 
briefly mention a few Slove­
nian contributions to relig­
ion. Who would not be proud 
to know that we Slovenians 
contributed in 1513, Jurij or 
George Slatkonia from 
Ljubljana as the very first 
regular and the very first 
resident bishop of Vienna, 
Austria. Slatkonia’s life-size 
statue still stands there in the 
magnificent cathedral of St. 
Stephen. We also gave some 
of the leading missionaries to 
South America, Africa, 
China and Vietnam and more 
recently to Formosa or Tai­
wan, among them Father 
Francis Rebol and Dr. Janez 
Janez, the Slovenian Albert 
Schweitzer who is believed 
to hold the world record for 
the number of successful 
surgical operations, almost
80,000 (!), often donating his 
own blood, while he ac­
cepted only room and board 
as his personal compensa­
tion.

We gave Canada its cur­
rent Archbishop of Toronto, 
and in 1998, the first Slavic 
cardinal there, who as a 
young boy was a refugee 
from communism, as was his 
colleague Dr. France Rode, 
whom the vicious commu­
nist-dominated press, di­
rected behind the scenes by

former communist bosses, 
could not destroy when he 
was Archbishop of Ljubljana 
and the Metropolitan of Slo­
venia and who is now Pre­
fect of the Congregation for 
Consecrated Life in the Vati­
can. He is responsible for all 
Catholic religious orders and 
their institutions, such as 
universities and other 
schools, hospitals, etc., 
throughout the world, includ­
ing over a million members 
of male and female religious 
orders and other personnel.

Skipping Slovenian apos­
tolic nuncii Archbishop Žab­
kar, Moretti and Jurkovich, 
many rectors of Catholic 
theological seminaries in 
Vienna, Innsbruck, Rome 
and elsewhere, and hundreds 
of missionaries in about 30 
countries, let me only men­
tion that Slovenians also 
gave America at least 11 
bishops starting, of course, 
with Frederic Baraga whom 
the Vatican’s Enciclopedia 
Catholica called in 1949, 
“one of the greatest mission­
aries in North America in 
modem times,” and who is 
an official candidate for 
sainthood. Baraga also has a 
strong claim to greatness as 
scholar, writer, and linguist, 
including his authorship of 
the first Ojibway and Ottawa 
language grammar and, in 
1853, of the Ojibway Dic­
tionary, which has been re­
printed several times, for the 
last time by the Minnesota 
Historical Society in 1992. 
After more than 150 years 
since it was first published, it 
is still in use today by schol­
ars and missionaries as the 
best such dictionary ever 
written. Baraga also com­
piled a list of the words de­
noting God in 100 lan­
guages.

For those who may have 
difficulty choosing between 
the use of “Slovene” and 
“Slovenian,” let me say that 
Baraga used, as does the 
Slovenian Women’s Union, 
the more logical form 
“Slovenian.”

Baraga’s sister Antonia, 
who joined her saintly mis­
sionary brother in 1837, was 
the first well known Slove­
nian woman in America who 
later established a school for 
girls in Philadelphia. There 
were, of course, also many 
prominent Slovenian women 
missionaries and nuns. Let 
me mention only the Ursu- 
line Mother Xaveria Pirc, a 
brilliant mathematician and 
artist, president of two col-
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International Program
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leges in Bangkok, Thailand, 
and educator of the Thai 
royal family, who also baked 
and served to guests - Thai, 
Slovenian, and others - the 
excellent Slovenian “potica.” 

While a former Cleve­
lander named Mary Molek 
became editor and was 
elected president of the 
American Catholic Press 
Association, Sister Marija 
Sres, a native of Prekmuije, 
Slovenia, became a well- 
known missionary among 
the poor aboriginal women 
in India. One of her several 
books, written in the Indian 
Gujarati tribal language, 
spoken by some 50 million 
people, received the Gujarati 
Academy’s Literature
Award.

Our files also contain im­
pressive information on two 
prominent Slovenian Ameri­
can women theologians, but 
let me here mention only a 
Cleveland native, the daugh­
ter of well-known Cleveland 
physician Dr. Anthony 
Perko, Sister Catherine 
Perko who served for 12 
years in Rome as General 
Superior of Servants of the 
Blessed Sacrament and often 
visited in her supervisory 
capacity the members of her 
congregation in USA and 
Canada, as well as in several 
European countries in Brazil, 
Australia, Vietnam, and the 
Philippine Islands.

Magnificent 
accomplishments in 
many different fields 

Among dozens of promi­
nent Slovenian achievers in 
the fields of inventions and 
technology, let me mention 
only two American Inventors 
of the Year, as well as Dr. 
Franc Rode, a relative of 
Archbishop Rode, who was 
co-inventor of HP 35 calcu­
lator which President 
Nixon’s party took along to 
China as “primary example 
of advanced American tech­
nology.” It seems safe to say 
that every American has at 
one time or another used a 
Slovenian invention, whether 
Gerber’s Baby Foods pat­
ented by a Slovenian Ameri­
can scientist, or dental alloys 
developed by metallurgist 
Sesek who changed his name 
to Nielsen, or snorkels for 
mailing letters right from 
one’s car first propose! by 
Slovenian immigrant Jacob 
Zupan, not to mention less 
known and highly complex 
Slovenian inventions, such 
as wearable computers, a 
device to weigh planes while 
in flight and another inven­
tion to detect submarines 
from planes in flight.

Speaking of planes, Max 
Stupar from Metlika was a 
pioneer of early aviation and 
Atlanta Journal Constitution 
paid him tribute as the Father 
of Mass Production in Avia­
tion, while Joe Sutter, the

son of a Slovenian immi­
grant Suhadolnik, became 
Boeing Company’s vice 
president and most promi­
nent designer who is also 
known as Father of Boeing 
747, the plane that has for 
ever changed modem travel.

Let me skip automobiles, 
buses, trucks, and ships 
where, too, Slovenians 
played a prominent role as 
designers or builders, and 
conclude with some statis­
tics. The U.S. census for 
2005 reports that among 
more than a hundred Ameri­
can ethnic groups, Sloveni­
ans are the ancestry group 
with the smallest proportion 
living in poverty. This, of 
course, does not mean that 
we are the richest, but that 
our people are frugal and 
know how to plan ahead and 
also help each other so that a 
smaller percentage than in 
any other group ends up in 
poverty and on welfare relief 
rolls. In other words, we are 
current USA record holders 
for staying out of poverty.

I have already mentioned 
at least 11 Slovenian Ameri­
can bishops (I say at least, 
since there is a good chance 
that more will be-discov­
ered). Slovenian Americans 
also received at least 11 
Olympic medals and gave 
America scores of mayors 
and judges, at least two as­
tronauts, three state gover­
nors and three federal sena­
tors. We can all be proud of 
at least seven Slovenian 
American congressmen, at 
least nine generals and at 
least six admirals, including 
a wonderful Euclid native, 
four-star Admiral Ronald 
Zlatoper who, as supreme 
commander of the American 
Pacific Fleet, the largest 
navy in the world, was in 
charge of 40 other admirals 
and of 250,000 sailors, ma­
rines and civilians; of 194 
ships and 1,554 aircraft. He

was responsible for survey­
ing and protecting 52 percent 
of planet earth.

Because of time limita­
tions and the danger that 
you, too, like that congrega­
tion, may doze off, I have 
here mentioned only an ex­
tremely small portion of 
known, reliably documented 
material in the archives of 
our Slovenian Research Cen­
ter of America. We are, of 
course, still working veiy 
hard and appealing to heri­
tage-conscious people to 
send us paper clippings, 
leads and addresses to fur­
ther enrich our documenta­
tion on Slovenian contribu­
tions to America and the 
world.

In 1973 when I was invited 
by the newly established 
Slovenian Heritage Commit-* 
tee in Washington, D.C., to 
present the first lecture, co­
sponsored by the local KSKJ 
and SZZ, the organizers se­
lected the theme: “Know 
your Slovenian heritage and 
you will be proud of it.” Let 
me today conclude this short 
presentation with the very 
same words: “Know yout 
Slovenian heritage and you 
will be proud of it.” And let 
us all do our very best to 
preserve and enrich this our 
heritage as the precious 
dowry of our old country, tbe 
beautiful Slovenia, and 35 
our unique contribution to 
America, this wonderfu* 
country of freedom and op' 
portunity which . the Slove' 
nian American write Louis 
Adamic called in the veiy 
title of one of his books, ^ 
Nation of Nations, while our 
bishop James Tausch, who 
also served as Secretary 
General of the Conference o 
American Catholic Bishop®’ 
called her in the title of h1® 
own excellent book, A ^a' 
tion of Nations in the Fatfi 
of Nations.

“Zato hočemo 
vnaprej preprečiti očitke, 
da nismo storili vsega, 
da bi Korotan obdržali v 
slovenskih rokah,” doda­
ja Anton Koren.
