Lodge Officers, especially the Secrelaries and Adminislm-}
tors, are advised to use the new application forms for, both, adull l
and juvenile deparviments. All old forms should be discarded asﬁ
they can no longer be accepled. The reason for this change is that
the state insurance laws require that, after the first of the new |
year, a photostatic copy of each application must accomparny the
certificate. And because of this, it is essential that every question, |
on all applications for membership or increase of insurance,
should have the answer YES or NO, or some olher proper an-
swer. A line drawn through a space or a cross marked, where an |
answer is expected, means nothing and such questions will be

considered unanswered. |

In filling out such applicatioris, the use of BLACK ink is ad-
vised. This recommended because a photostatic picture of writingé
i nany other color ink is not nearly as legible as is the black. So,
be sure to use black ink when filling out and signing application |
forms for membership or increase of insurance. It is, also, im- |
portant that every application form be signed, personally, by the
applicant and witnessed to his signature. Some of our Secretaries,
I believe, still have the habit of wriling in all the names, them- |
selves, which power is certainly not granted them by the By-
laws of the Sociely or the laws of the States in which we carry
on our business.

That signatures of the applicants must be wriltten in the
proper spaces is true of either adult or juvenile applications. In
the case of a juvenile, the proposed member, is not the applicant,
but his father, mother, guradian or some other person upon|
whom the proposed member'is dependent for the payment of hi.&:;r
monthly assessments. Any juvenile, desiring to become a member |
of the Sociely, shall, under no conditions, be permitted to sign

his own application even though grown up and quite capable. of

authority, that of the Insurance Department and the lawmakers
of ‘the state in which the Society is incorporated. Changes brought |
about by the laws of the government cannot be laid aside with%
the wave of the hand and forgotten, but are binding from the day
of effect and must be accepted and used whether the Society is
benefitted or not. Shortly, we expect to hear of other changes in
the various states, which will, undoubtedly, have some effect on

the business of the future.

For example, in the state of Ohio, no insurance organization,
whether fraternal or Old Line, shall be permitted, after the first
of the new year, to write mortuary insurance on a table of rates
based on more than 3V: per eent earnings. We have, up to the
present time, been issuing certificates in Ohio, under the Plan
“B” form of insurance, on the 4 per cent table of rates. You under-
stand, of course, that the higher the percentage rate the lower
the monthly assessment. This Ohio law will in no way effect cer-
tificales issued previous to January 1, 1938 . . . Still another
change is looked for in the near future and that is that juvenile
members shall be required to iransfer to the adult department
upon attdining the age of 16 or not, as provided in our By-Lauws,
at age 18. |
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In closing, I wish to dnnounce, once more, that juveniles are,
already, being admitted into the Society without medical exami-
nations in all states, in which we have Lodges and Vrtec units,
excepting Ohio and New York. The laws of the states of Ohio
and New York still require medical examinations for juveniles.

and guide a people—in short, until Wwe
have an American culture. And we ean.
not make an American culture by sit.
ting down and thinking about it gnq
writing it down and giving it out to the
newspapers. The Supreme Court can-
not do it, and even President Roosevelt
cannot do it. Nobody and nothing can
do it except time, passing unconsciously
and effortlessly over all our diversity
and gradually, with infinite slowne_ss’
wearing away differences, and l,eaViné
those essentials which will survive oup
struggles and our climate. It may be five
thousand years hence—it can scarely
be less than a thousand-—before the reg)
American culture is here, and before
we have a race of Americans. There wil]
be no Negro questions then, because
there will be no Negroes, there will pe
no Jews and Christians, no foreign-
born — nobody but that person Nnowhere
to be found today, a pure Ameriecan. 1
cannot but believe he will be an extra-
ordinary person, that pure America.n,
who will be standing in my place five
thousand years from today. He will
have what no other human being has
had in just the same richness, the in-
heritance of all wages, all races, all
cultures. He will have a fine direct
eagerness which will be our restless, re-
fined by. centuries, but concentrated,
too, into a driving force which will carry
him to heights of human knowledge
which we cannot even dream of now. He
will be a true superman, standing on
the shoulders of those from all nations
and races of the earth.

And I hope even then that we shall
still be taking into our established
America the stimulus and. the irritation
of immigrants. When we cease to allow
people to come in from all over the
world, we shall ourselves begin to die,
as other nations are dying. New people,
coming to a new country, bring new im-
petus in themselves. They are a fresh
infusion, uncomfortable perhaps, and
even painful, but they are life. We can-
not do without them. It is too soon to
close our doors. It may always be t00
soon. For statistics show that those we
call our foreign-born are still our best.
Crime is less among them than among
the native-born. The foreign-born are
amazingly the stronger in the creative
arts. To shut them out would be to rob
ourselves and the future not only of in-
dustrious laborers but of great exploring
creative mental energy. |

But I know very well that when I
think of our America a thousand years
fro now and five thousand years from
now that I am thinking Chinese and not
American. The Chinese thinks instine-
tively in terms of centuries and sees
‘himself as a particle in time. But the
American stretches his imagination to
pain if he thinks two generations ahead
to the grandchild that is an actuality
or a possibility. That is a trait of the
restless. We cannot and will not wait,
though the truth remains that the only
view is the long one, and the present
will not be right if it is an end in itself
of being as well as foundation for the
future. We Americans, that is, cannot
and will not think of our nation as a
whole in time and space and so choose
nationally, though perhaps at immedi-
ate inconvenience, what permanent
stuffs we want in our making. We de-
mand to know what we shall do now,
In our momentary situation, with
“aliens,” as we call them, in our jobs,
on our relief rolls, and sending good
American money out of the country.

Unfortunately for me as an Ameri-
can, I cannot froth about any of these
things. I see these “aliens” first as hu-
man beings, and I observe that many,
indeed most of them, are honest and
industrious, or as honest and industri-
ous as the upstarts who dare, at this
early date in our history, to call them-
selves, “the Americans.” Citizens or not,
I cannot see why these good people
should be deported. We need honesty
and industry. No nation can have t00
many people with these qualities. I
cannot see why they should not be re-
lieved if they starve, nor why they
should not send money back to Italy
or anywhere else. I should think the
more money circulates the better. The
richer the Italians are, the better for
American markets. And in return for
this money the people have given good
hard labor on roads and bridges and
buildings and the money is theirs when
they have earned it, my American spirit
tells me. And America is still the rich-
est country in the world and likely 10
remain so.

Nor can I get excited over the dif-
ferences between us. Hatreds, yes—they
are stupid and wrong. It is senseless tO
hate a man because he is different, and
the fault is in our education which has
not made us enough above the beast t0
see this. For though men hate each other
when they come here, they should be
taught as the basis for American citi-
zenship that here we may differ each
from the other, and that diversity 1S
our strength and our nature, and each
man is to believe what he feels true, and
our one common belief is this.
