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VSEBINA

Na podrocju vkljucevanja javnosti v postopke prostorskega nacrtovanja

obstaja velika razlika med teorijo in prakso. Vklju¢evanje javnosti v prostorsko
nacrtovanje je v Evropski uniji (EU) del procesa nacrtovanja, ki ga najveckrat
zasledimo na naslednjih podrogjih: zakonodajna podlaga za vkljucevanje
javnosti, odnos deleznikov v procesu prostorskega nacrtovanja do vkljucevanja
javnosti in pregled studij prakti¢nih primerov. Na pobudo Zavoda za prostorno
uredenje Istarske zupanije je v Puli potekal posvet, ki ga je organizirala Fakulteta
za arhitekturo Univerze v Ljubljani na temo vkljucevanja javnosti v prostorsko
nacrtovanje. Predavatelji iz stroke so predstavili svoje izkusnje na podrocju
sodelovanja javnosti na razli¢nih podrocjih prostorskega nacrtovanja. Vsebine
predavanj so bile osredotocene na predstavitve in vrednotenja najnovejsih
pristopov k nacrtovanju urbanisti¢nih posegov v prostor lokalne skupnosti, za
katere je znacilno oblikovanje razvojnih ciljev od spodaj navzgor (t. i. pristop
bottom-up). Predstavljene so bile razlicne tematike, od managementa prostora
z vidika civilne druzbe do konkretnih primerov sodelovanja javnosti iz prakse pri
pripravi strokovnih podlag, sprejemanju prostorskega plana in izvedbi konkretnih
projektov.

A BSTRACTThere is a major difference between theory and practice concerning the
inclusion of the public into spatial planning procedures. The inclusion of the public in
spatial planning in the European Union (EU) is part of the planning process, which is
often found in the following fields: legislative basis for inclusion of the public, stake-
holder relationship in the spatial planning process towards the inclusion of the public,
and a review of practical case studies. At the initiative of the Institute for Physical
Planning of the Region of Istria a conference was organised in Pula by the Faculty of
Architecture of the University of Ljubljana on the subject of Inclusion of the Public into
Spatial Planning. Lecturers from the profession presented their experience concerning
the cooperation of the public in various fields of spatial planning. The lectures focused
on presentations and evaluations of the latest approaches to the planning of urban
developments in local communities, which typically take the bottom-up approach to
producing development goals. Various topics were present, i.e. spatial management
from the viewpoint of the civil society, concrete examples of practical experience of
public participation in drawing-up the professional groundwork, adoption of spatial
plans, and implementation of concrete projects.
