More often  than  any o th er figure, John  the B ap tis t 

appears  in  th e  A dvent liturgy of th e  Church. T he rea ­
son for th is  is qu ite  clear. H e is th e  H era ld  of C hrist, 
the s tra n g e r  who conies ou t of th e  E aste rn  d e se rt to 
announce th a t the long desired  M essiah is close a t  hand. 
In all four gospels, he is com pared to  the  voice in the 
d ese rt foretold by the p rophet I s a ia h :

"T he beginning of th e  Good N ews about Jesu s C hrist, 
the  Son of God. It is w ritten  in the book of the  p rophet 
Is a ia h :

“ Look, I am going to send my messenger  before you: 
he will prepare your way. A voice cries in the wilderness.  
Prepare  a way for the Lord, make his pa ths  s t ra ight .”

And so it  w as th a t John  th e  B ap tis t appeared  in the 
w ilderness, proclaim ing  a bap tism  of repen tance  for the 
forgiveness of sins.

T he m essage of John  is sh o rt and  clear. He announces 
the com ing of C h ris t and calls for the m oral reform
lo p repare  th e  h ea rts  of m en to receive H is teaching.

T he roads betw een the cities w ere a t  th a t tim e for

the m ost p a rt unpaved. W hen a k ing or o th e r d ign itary  
w as com ing for a  v is it th e  in h ab itan ts  would get out 
(o fill in the holes, knock down the bum ps and sm ooth 
the road fo r h is coming. In the  sam e way John  calls 
upon th e  people to p repare  the w ay of the  Lord 

‘ Make His ways  st raight .  Every valley will be filled
in, every mountain and hill laid low, winding ways  will
be s t ra ight ened and rough roads made smooth,  and all 
mankind shall see t he  salvat ion of God."

John  how ever w as speaking  no t of physical p rep a ra ­
tions but of repent ance  and reform of t he  hear t  as the 
proper  way of welcoming Jesus  Christ.

He calls especially  fo r ju s tice  and charity  tow ard  th e ir  
fellow men. T h ree  specific points a re  m entioned in the 
gospels. To the people in genera l he sa id : “If anyone 
has two tun ics he m ust sh a re  w ith  th e  m an who has none 
and the one w ith som eth ing  to  ea t m u s t do the  sam e.
2. W hen he tax  collectors asked H im  w hat they  m ust 
do to receive bap tism  He answ ered : “E xact no m ore
th an  your ra te .” 3. To th e  sold iers he decla red : “No
in tim idation . No extortion . Be con ten t w ith your pay." 
W onderful ideas even for ou r day.

“Glory be to God in  th e  h ighest and 
on ea rth  peace am ong m en of good 
will,” sang  a m u ltitude  of the  heaven­
ly h o st to th e  shepherds following 
th e  an g e l’s announcem en t of C hris t’s 
b irth . A nd all th rough  th e  m any 
years peace on e a rth  rem ains 
a  goal. Teace has ev er been sought.

Long before Je su s ’ b irth , an  Egypt- 
tian  p h araoah  nam ed Ikhaton , who 
lived ab o u t 1385-1354 B. C., bu ilt an 
em pire for Peace. H is religion 
“would u n ite  all m en in its  w arm  
and unify ing  lig h t”. God w as love 
and  th e re  w as no p lace for conquest 
and  oppression  in  his em pire. “He 
was th e  f irs t  m an in hum an h is to ry  
to  u n d ers tan d  th e  n a tu re  of th e  d i­
v ine  and to tu rn  h is  back upon b a r­
barism  as  a  w ay of life.”

B om  in n o rth e rn  India, B uddha 
founded his religion in  th e  six th  cen­
tu ry  B. C. H e tau g h t th a t th e  se ­
c re t of life w as b ro therly  love and 
th a t se lfishness w as th e  cause of the 
w orld ’s problem s. Mercy, non-violence 
and love on one’s enem ies w ere im ­
p o rtan t in  a B uddh ist’s life 

A soka who reigned  in  th e  th ird  
cen tu ry  B. C. becaum e the g re a te s t 
em pero r Ind ia  had known. Follow ­
ing e igh t years of conquest, he de­
voted the rem ain ing  th ir ty  years of 
h is life to  the  w ays of peace. A soka 
w as ce rta in  m en would be happy 
th rough  non-violence, consideration  
and kindness.

T he b ir th  of th e  M essiah, Jesus 
C hrist, w hich w as aw aited  fo r since 
th e  garden  of P a rad ise  and  prophe- 
sized to Eve, Jacob, D aniel, Isaiah . 
M icheas, Balaam , David, Moses, Za- 
charias, Isaiah  and Jonah , took place 
in B ethlehem .

T hrough  His life, teach ings and  mir- 
ales, Je su s  proved th a t He is true  
God as  w ell as tru e  m an. In H is 
Serm on on th e  M ount C hrist said 
“B lessed a re  th e  peacem akers, for 
they  shall be called  ch ild ren  of God.” 

C ounted am ong C h ris t’s peacem ak­
e rs  is St. A ugustine (354-430) who 
said  th a t  peace begins a t  hom e, in 
th e  life of th e  fam ily.

A no ther peacem aker is St. F rancis 
of A ssisi (1182-1220) who had his own 
prayer by w hich he lived. It began. 
“Lord, m ake me an in s tru m en t of Thy 
peace . . . ”

London born  W illiam  Penn (1644- 
1718) w as a peaceful Q uaker and 
founder of P ennsy lvan ia  in the New 
W orld. H e developed th e  law  of love 
as th e  ru le  of conduct am ong nations.

Tolstoy  (1828-1910) w as one of the 
g re a te s t R ussian  w rite rs  of all tim e. 
In h is book “K ingdom  of God” he 
sp en t pages on th e  m adness of w ar. 
H e w as certa in  th a t  society  could be

renew ed by follow ing th e  teach ing  
of Jesus.

“If th e re  is one nam e, a side  from 
th a t of Jesus, th a t  has been a s ­
sociated  in  our tim e w ith  th e  w ord 
peace m ore th a n  any  o th e r,” i t  is 
th a t of th e  Sw edish developer of dy­
nam ite  nam ely A lfred Nobel. H e left 
his fo rtune  for th e  g ran tin g  of prizes 
to con tribu to rs of lite ra tu re , science 
189G.

From  Scotland cam e A ndrew  C ar­
negie  (1835-1919). A fter m ak ing  his 
fo rtune  in ou r country  and building 
h is em pire, he  tu rn ed  to  public life, 
supported  education , public lib ra ries  
and the  peace  m ovem ents.

Born in  1874 N orm an Angeli of 
England won th e  Nobel Peace prize 
in  1934. H e w orked fo r peaceful co­
opera tion  am ong the na tio n s of the 
world. Of h is 43 books the  G reat 
Illusion show s the econom ic m is­
fo rtunes of war.

O ur 28th p res id en t W oodrow  W il­
son w orked h a rd  to keep our country  
ou t of W orld W ar I. He b rough t a- 
bout the o rgan iza tion  of the L eague 
of N ations and he deeply believed 
th a t only those  w ho know  freedom  
could know  God. P erhaps som e day 
h is ideal will “finally  trium ph  in a 
world peace and  a  world governm en t.”

Born in 18C9, " th e  g re a te s t m an  of 
ou r cen tu ry  w as a person  w ho never 
held an e lec tive office y e t could com ­
m and th e  vote of m illions, who pos­
sessed  no w ealth  y e t could pu t his 
hand in to  th e  pockets of rich  and 
poor alike, who w ore no th ing  bu t a 
lo inclo th  w hen he conferred  w ith the 
lead ing  sta te sm en  and  ru le rs  of the 
world and who found h im self a t  hom e 
in all re lig ions.” G andhi of India, 
who died in 1948, believed one should 
m eet one’s enem y hum bly and open­
ly and non-violently.

F rom  Sw eden cam e Dag Ham- 
m arsk jo ld  (1905-19G1) who becam e 
genera l sec re ta ry  of th e  U nited  N a­
tions. D uring his years  in th is im ­
p o rtan t position he w ished to tidy 
up the  world w ith  peace as his aim . 
A Sw edish poem he loved sa id : The 
g re a te s t p ray e r of m an does no t ask  
fo r v ictory  bu t fo r peace.

A N obel Peace prize w inner was 
M artin  L u th e r K ing who sought 
th rough  nonviolence to  b ring  abou t a 
b e tte r  u n d e rs tan d in g  of w hites and 
blacks. He sad : T ru e  peace is no t 
m erely  th e  absence of tension , bu t it 
is th e  p resence  of ju s tic e  and bro­
therhood.

D ante, who lived in the 13th cen ­
tu ry  and one of th e  w orld ’s greatest, 
poets, believed: In H is will is our 
peace.

“T he w ork ing  for peace is th e  no­
b les t of God-fearing m en” w as said 
bp p res id en t John  F. K ennedy, while 
his b ro th e r R obert gave th is peace 
m essage: If we a re  to  leave our
ch ild ren  a  p lan e t on w hich to live 
safely  to  fulfill th e  b rig h t p rom i;e  
of th e ir  lives, we m u st resum e the 
journey  tow ards Peace.

Pope John  X X III’s m essage is : May 
all people w elcom e each o th e r as 
b ro th e rs—m ay peace reign. Pope 
P au l VI says: Peace  m ust be  b u ilt; it 
m ust be built up every day by w orks 
of Peace.

Isa ias w ro te : H is nam e shall bo 
called W onderful, C ounsellor, God 
the M ighty, th e  F a th e r  of th e  world 
to come, th e  P rince  of Peace.

To all of you I w ish you peace and 
joy a t  C hris tm as an d  th roughou t the 
New Y ear!
