
Jezus uči v shodnici 

Na današnjo nedeljo nam Cerkev predstavlja božjo besedo, najprej v 

stari zavezi kot pravilo za urejeno in mirno življenje, potem nam govori po 

Pavlu o različnosti nalog v Cerkvi za človekovo dobro, v evangeliju pa o 

Jezusovem poslanstvu za osvoboditev človeka.  

Jezus se je vrnil v Galilejo čisto drugačen, kot je šel iz Galileje k 

Janezovemu krstu. Okrepljen se je vrnil v moči Duha v  pogansko Galilejo 

in tam začel svoje javno delovanje. V Galileji je živelo za „pravoverne 

Jude" napol brezbožno prebivalstvo, zato so Galilejce podcenjevali in 

odklanjali, Jezus pa je iskal prav take, ker so bili veliko bolj sprejemljivi za 

njegov nauk kot „pravoverni" pismouki in „denarja lakomni farizeji" (Lk 

16, 14). Ljudi je učil v shodnicah. Shodnica ima svoj začetek v babilonski 

sužnosti. Tako se je imenoval zbor ljudi, ki so prišli skupaj, da bi častili 

Boga, zato pomeni shodnica najprej verski zbor, nato pa tudi prostor, kjer 

so se ljudje shajali k bogoslužju.  

Vsako bogoslužje se je začelo z uvodno molitvijo „šema Izrael" — 

„poslušaj Izrael", nato so brali sv. pismo in sicer najprej odlomek iz 

postave, nato pa še odlomek iz prerokov. Ker niso imeli stalnih bralcev, se 

je k branju lahko priglasil vsak, ki se je čutil sposobnega. Po branju je 

eden od navzočih razložil prebrani odlomek v duhovno spodbudo vernih. 

Tako je npr. predstojnik shodnice v Antiohiji povabil Pavla in Barnaba: 

„Brata, če imata kakšno spodbudno besedo za ljudstvo, spregovorita". 

Bogoslužje se je sklenilo z duhovniškim blagoslovom.  

Luka ne pove, kaj je Jezus v shodnici učil. Nasprotniki so pozneje 

odkrito priznali, „da je resnicoljuben in da v resnici uči božjo pot". Zanimi-

vo je, da Luka med Jezusovimi dejavnostmi, najprej omenja to, da je Jezus 

učil. Poučevanje množic je bilo prvo Jezusovo poslanstvo. Ljudi je najprej 

treba poučiti o verskih resnicah. Brez poznanja verskih resnic vere ni, kajti 

„vera je iz oznanila, oznanilo pa po Kristusovi besedi" (Rim 10, 17).

Sunday's Readings 

Response:  “Your words, Lord, are 
spirit and life.” 

First Reading  Nehemiah 8:2-6. 8-10 
The prophet Ezra teaches the returning 
exiles the Law of God. As they listen and 
understand, their tears are turned to 
rejoicing. 

Second Reading  1 Corinthians 12:12-30 
Joined to Christ in baptism and filled 
with his Spirit, Christians share in a new 
way in each other’s joys and sorrows, 
gifts and burdens. 

Gospel   Luke 1:1-4; 4:14-21 
At the start of Jesus’ ministry he pro-
claims his good news of healing and 
liberation. In his person he fulfills the 
words of the prophets. 

“He has sent me to bring the good news 
to the poor.”

How are you feeling this week? This is a par-

ticularly pointed question at this time of year. 

Some years ago in Britain the media began pub-

lishing information about “blue Monday”, the 

Monday of the last full week of January, which was 

reckoned to be the most miserable day in the cal-

endar. The happiness of Christmas is fading, while 

its debts are making themselves felt; we begin to 

give up on New Year’s resolutions; and all the time 

– in the northern hemisphere at least – the weath-

er may be getting worse, and the days remain 

short and bleak. We struggle on, with no great 

sense of spring’s being around the corner. 

These are no doubt feelings we can recognise 

– whether or not we’re particularly afflicted by 

them this week. This seasonal downturn in mood 

is an example of the rhythms of modern life, with 

its periods of burden and stress, as well as its mo-

ments of entertainment and enjoyment. No hu-

man life – however comfortable or secure – is im-

mune from the ordinary sufferings of just living 

through the years, quite apart from any of the par-

ticular difficulties or crises that come along. At 

times, even the stable, good routines of our lives 

can leave us feeling weary or dull. 

Gospel Teaching 

It is at a moment of ordinary routine that we 

hear Jesus’ great proclamation of good news in 

today’s Gospel. He is attending the synagogue on 

the sabbath, “as he usually did”. As he looks out at 

that familiar community, he knows the message 

that must be proclaimed: a prophetic message, of 

liberty to prisoners and of healing. It is joyful news, 

spoken into the places of poverty and burden. 

It is also clear that it is not always easy to 

hear God’s message as the good news it is. The 

people of Israel at first weep and mourn over the 
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Law of God. If the Law is heard as a list of burdens, 

or if it makes people feel that they cannot move 

forward – if it is a word of threat, more than prom-

ise – it will stir hearts to sadness. It is the hardest 

thing to hear the beauties of God’s life and feel 

they cannot be for you. What Ezra makes clear is 

that this Law is one of promise – one to which the 

people are called to respond with joy and feasting 

together. The joy of God’s Law is held in this 

shared life; it is their stronghold. 

Often we can’t hear God’s good news be-

cause it doesn’t immediately feel like good news 

for us. If Jesus is preaching good news to the poor, 

then isn’t that bad news if I’m rich? If he preaches 

freedom to captives, what about our wanting to 

keep some people locked away – in all sorts of 

ways – because that’s easier for us? Being healed 

may be good news if you’re sick, but what if I’m 

healthy and happy anyway? One person’s good 

news may seem like bad or indifferent news to 

someone else.  

As Christians we are bound to Christ as one 

body – this is the great insight of St Paul’s first 

letter to the Corinthians. As members of one body, 

we not only share each other’s gifts and burdens, 

we also delight in each other’s blessings. What is 

good news for one, is good news for all – even 

when it may seem personally costly to other mem-

bers of the body. “If one part is given special hon-

our, all parts enjoy it.” 

Application 

Everyday living will always have its ups and 

downs; and seasons of the year, seasons of life and 

the heart, are ordinary parts of this. As followers of 

Jesus we are called, in all this light and shade, to 

go on witnessing to his good news. We can’t al-

ways be jolly, or even happy; there are properly 

sad things to feel sad about. But maybe we can 

become better witnesses to the joy of being a 

Christian disciple.  

Always giving thanks to God – for our food, 

for our friends, for whatever we have, or whatever 

love is shown us – can be a practice of good news. 

Keeping our talk away from what is negative 

about a person, or a situation, can make us more 

open to seeing things with something like the 

Father’s loving gaze. Above all, living out the mes-

sage of bringing happiness to places of poverty, 

and health and liberation where there is suffering 

and oppression – these things, lived out in the 

small ordinary kindnesses of our lives, can bring 

alive our faith as good news, for ourselves and for 

all people.
