TWO BOOKS

A review by
John P, Nielsen, I’h.D,

(Because of its length this
review of two books will be
published in several install-
ments.)

{(Conclusion) :

Again, as in Grill’'s book,
there is a long section on the
carly period of World War II
when the Slovenian Ameri-
cans formed an organization
known as SANS (Slovenian
American National Council)
to appeal for American sup-
port for Yugoslavia. As men-
tioned above the issues are
too complicated to analyze by
this reviewer, but they should
be evaluated and reported on
by those knowledgeable of the
situation.

There are individuals who
played some role in the vari-
ous proceedings of that time
who are still alive. At any
rate, it seems to resolve itself
around the !question as to
whom should the Americans
support at that time: the Chet-
niks or the Partisans, the for-
mer being a mixture of roya-
lists, democrats and nationa-
lists while the latter were
fundamentally communists.

As an indication of the con-
fusion, the following is quoted
from Enakopravnost of that
time, “What’s the meaning of
this? Who is in the right? Are
the Chetniks really the Parti-
sans or the Partisans the
Chetniks ,and is there actually
no Drazha Mihajlovich? Who
is really leading the guerrilla
warfare in the old country?
Who can explain this enigma
to us?”

One significant element
emerges here. Adamic was
clearly on the Partisan side.
But not only this, he seemed
to Molek to be making all
sorts of excuses for the Rus-
sian communists, who were
then a key factor in support-
ing the Partisans. It was here
that Molek found it necessary
to break with Adamic.

Adamic sensed a failure in
not winning the important

Molek to his side, and Molek

on his side began to have deep
misgivings about Adamic and
the communists in Yugosla-
via. The early seeds of suspi-
cian now found soil to grow.
Adamic was using Americans
to support a communist Yu-
goslavia.

This suspicion became so
strong that a whole lengthy

Appendix is devoted to this

question entitled “Louis Ada-
mic: His Role in the Develop-
ment of pro-Titoist Sentiment
Among American Slovenes’.
The purpose of this appendix
is to document chronological-
ly a bibliography on Adamic
in this entire affair,

The last important chapter
of the book is on Molek’s be-
ing squeezed out as editor of
Prosveta by SNPJ. The su-
preme board wanted Molek to
follow the pro-Tito position,
but Molek refused to do so.
He indicated that he could
perhaps side with the Parti-
sans, but not with the Soviets,
who, it appeared to him, were
in control of the Partisans.

Molek was not discharged,
but demoted from his editor-
ship position, a demotion he
could not in self respect ac-
cept, and thus he resigned.
Had the matter been dropped
here it might not have been
too tragic. But a villification
of his integrity was visited
upon him by statements in the
minutes, published by Pro-
sveta. After a period of this
kind of diatribe, Molek’s name
was no longer mentioned in
Prosveta. Molek suspected
that Adamic was behind some
of this, Adamic by now had a

lofty stavus in SNPJ.

Molek’s book is a solid docu-

mentation of much of what

went on in Slovenian Ameri-
can circles in the 1900-1950
period, written from the non-
Catholic point of view. It will
be an important book for
serious students of Slovenian-
American history. As Grill’s
book, it, too, should be wide-
ly read albeit with much cau-
tion and scepticism.

The index also lists hund-

It should be mentioned
that according to Vatre Grill,
Molek was the most prolifi¢
of Slovenian American writ-
ers. Mary Molek has in fact
published a separate book en-
titled “A Comprehensive Bi-
bliography of the Works of
Ivan Molek”. ;

It must also be mentioned
that the book essentially is @
translation from the manu-
script “Over Hill and Dale”,

written in Slovenian by Ivan .

Molek, with the translation
being done most competently
by Mary Molek.

But this need
not come rapidly, and the
seasoning given to Americd
by all the ethnic cultures thal
entered into it will to som®
degree last as long as Ameri-
ca lasts.
