Ko so 1. septembra 1941 po¢ili streli in so poljski voja-
ki prvi nastavili prsa Hitlerjevim vojakom, nikdo na svetu
ni mogel takrat niti slutiti posledic svetovnega spopada na-
rodnih in ideolo3kih sil. Kljub propagandnemu prikrivanju
resni¢nih namenov vojaskih zavojevanj so Ze prvi dnevi po
7afetku druge svetovne vojske nedvoumno nakazali opre-
delitev nasprotujocih sil: nasilne diktature proti svobod-
nim demokracijam. Ne &as, ne skupna stiska in taktika me-
njavanja zaveznidtva niso mogli prekriti nepopustljivega
sovrastva totalitarnih sil proti svobodnemu razmahu ljud-
skega duha v politiki, kulturi in gospodarstvu, ker le ta mo-
re ogrozati absolutno in ustrahovalno oblast manjSine nad
svobodno narodno voljo. Demokracija je svobodni glas na-
roda in se v razli¢nih drzavah v zas¢iti ljudskih pravic v bi-
stvu ne spreminja. V nasprotnem smislu velja isto za nasil-
ne diktature, ki vse enako zatirajo ljudske pravice, zato ni-
kogar ne bi smela ve& motiti razlitna imena: faSizem ali
komunizem, iz te izkudnje vemo, da sta oba oblastnika ena-
ko tezka.

THE TEN MOST COSTLY INCOME TAX ERRORS

NEW YORK, NY. (ED) — If
nothirg is sure but death and taxes,
it’s almost as certain that far too
many taxpayers cut their own
throats when making out their own
income tax returns. 4

The annual bout with the Internal
Revenue Service is mined with po-
tential traps for unwary taxpayers
~— particularly unsophisticated citi-
zens, who attempt to do battle with
complex tax forms on the kitchen
table, without a clue, as to locpholes
to look for. i

Corporations rely on professio-
nals to take advantage of every
benefit built into the tax structure,
Individuals can get the same break
on their own income taxes — if they
know what to look for, and when
and where to turn to expert advice.

According to H & R Block — the
largest of the nation’s fast-growing
income tax preparation services —
everyday errors in the battle of the
budget begin as early as the choice
of form, with most people having
their biggest problems with the com-
plex language that's an Internal
Revenue Service specialty.

“Actually,” says President Henry'
W. Bloch, founder with his brother,
Richard, of the firm that bears their
name (changed to end with the let-
ter “k” because “that's how most
people would spell it, anyway”),
“eighty per cent of all tax preblems
aren’t complex at all. It's just that
the individua] taxpayer, who tackles
the job only once a year, isn’t fami-
liar with the forms involved.”

When Mr. Bloch talks percentages
he's talking big numbers, At least
half of the nation's 67 million indi-
vidual taxpayers get help in tackl-
ing Form 1040, with Block alone

preparing returns on a combined
gross income of well over $10 bil-
lion — a rarified level of tax in-
volvement otherwise occupied only
by such giant corporate income-pro-
ducers as General Motors and AT
&T.

When it comes to personal tax-
paying, however, it isn't the income |
level as much as know-how that|
makes the difference.
