One of the adjuncts to spring is

a thorough housecleaning. Warmer
weather, greerer grass and budding
trees are pleasant immediately but,
tor most of us, housecleaning itself

is_not_an, im_m_g#ate pleasure, The

shining results o igent work usu-
ally are — Housewise, the first thing
that friends and neighbors see is the
yard and, ironicaily, that iz often
not included in the spring cleaning.

Cleveland’s Division of Sanitation
receives many complaints every
month — complaints about unsight-
ly yards and unsanitary conditions.
House after house with littered sur-
roundirgs create a condition known
as block blight. You might call it
a disease. Certainly it does not con-
tribute to good health, states Dr. J.
Glen Smith, Health Commissioner.

Five major contributing factors to
block blight are

(1) rubbish & miscellaneous junk
littering streets, yards, sidewalks,
treelawns, garages, barns, sheds,
porches and steps;

(2) sidewalks needing repair;

(3) obsolete garages, barrs and
sheds in need of repair and paint;

(4) broken or rusty fences in
need of repair and paint and;

(5) uncut weeds, grass, bushes or

‘hedges.

Two items which cause trouble
are too few refuse cans and illegal
burning of rubbish. Most littered
vards lack a sufficient rumber of
regulation containers, specified by
law, for garbage and rubbish. More
containers, not more refuse collec-
tions, are usually needed. On D-
Day, Disposal Day, all unwanted
and unused articles shou!l
and thrown out... Once a week
for burnable items and once a
month for non-burnables is a good
rule. Burning of garbage and rub-
bish without a permit is both illegal
and a fire hazard.

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Nowadays, people laugh at the
1930°s interpretation of the Hay
diet (actually a high-protein diet
developed by Dr. William Howard
Hay), when mistaken but frantic
would-be weight watchers are said
te~have munched-cn hay fresh from
the fields. But the “hay diet,” any
version, has nothing cn the endiless
series of food fads that deluded dict-
ers literally lap up by the load.
There’s never a let-up in this parade
of wishful shrirking.

For example, the ‘“magic-pair”
diets, like lamb chops and grape-
fruit, eggs and spinach, or bananas
and skim milk, continue to hold
their share of fanatic followers. A
variation on the “magic-pairs” are
several reducing formulas that con-
céntrate on one food — six to nire
eggs per day, for instance — until
the dieter or the chickens cry for
mercy. Any of these foods are fine
nutritionally, but when eaten EX-
CLUSIVELY they cannot possibly
provide all the vital nutrients and
vitamins needed for a balanced diet.

Newest candidate for fame among
the fad diets is the so-called “Air-
Force” diet (the Air Force dis-
owns it) or drinking man's diet,
also referred to as the low-carbo-
hydrate diet. or the eat-what-you-
like-but watch-those-carbohydrates
diet. Regardless of title, it has one
basic rule: keep earbohydrate
take under 60 grams a day (60
grams are about two ounces).

To uncritical over-weighters, the
drinking mar’s diet is a dream,
since it permits eating almost any-
thing that strikes the hungering
fancy, allows liquor without limit,
and supposedly eliminates calorie
counting.

The diet hangs a “strietly taboo”
sign on foods high in carbohydrates.
The list ircludes some nutritional
surprises. It takes in apples (with
their “hopping” 224 carbohydrate
grams each), bananas, berries, po-
totoes, lima beans, corn and water-
melion. Giving up apple pie, how-
over, in favor of a scotch-on-the-
rocks and a man-sized steak “with
tossed salad hardly seems a sacri-
fice to a dieter.

Does it work? All diets “work’
more or less, nutritionists point
out, but usually net for the pre-
seribed reasor. 5o will this one.
Those who adopt it will unquestion-
ably cut down on their calorie in-
take, even without intending to,
since high-calorie foods like butter
snd scur cream go by the way as
bread and potatoes are dropped. In
the long run, participants will EAT
LESS.

The trouble with this diet, as with
all other fad diets, is simply that it
is a temporary crutch at best. Diet-

WATER QUALITY ACT OF 1565.
No more important single issue
faces our country today than the
problem of “good water”. The stead-
ily-increasing pollution of the once-
clear waters of the United States
has become a problem of immediate
concern to all citizens. The magni-
tude of this problem is so great that
a solution must be found in short
crder, and such a solution will re-
quire the concerted action of all
levels of government. We Cleveland-
ers are, perhaps, more aware of this
than others because of the condi-
tion of our own Lake Erie and Cuy-
ahoga River. Last week in a rare
show of unanimity the House passed
by a vote of 396-0 a bill (S. 4)
aimed at reducing the pollution of
our waterways. Under the new pro-
gram a Federal Water Pollution
Control Administration will be es-
tablished in the Department of
Health, Education and Welfare. An
increase in Federal assistance — on
a matching basis — will make pos-
sible an acceleration in the con-
struction of municipal waste treat-
ment plants. A new 4-year program
of Federal research grants is also
authorized to demonstrate ways of
controlling wastes from storm and
sanitary sewers.

Although it is not surprising that
all members are in favor of clean
water, there has been considerable
differences of opinion regarding the
exact nature of Federal responsibil-
ity. As passed by the House, S. 4
provides that the standards for
water quality shall be established
by local communities, working with
the state, rather than by a Federal
authority having jurisdiction over
the entire country. This keeps con-
trol of the standards of water pur-
ity and quality within the hands of
the people who are the most infer-
ested, those in each locality, in each
watershed,

With the continuing increase in
our population and the growing de-
mands of cur industries, Ohio needs
more water, and water of high qual-
ity. Increased participation by the
Federal government along with state
and local cooperation — made pos-
sible under this bill — should facili-

|tate further progress in this area,

LET ’EM EAT HAY

just sweets and soft drinks.

No noticeable weight is lost by
saving a few calories. For instance,
after 200 cups (about 70 days) of
synthetically sweetened coffee, the
potential weight saving could
amount to one pound. But there’s
a catch to this small example. The
weight loss would occur only IF
the dieter managed to keep the rest
of his caloric intake at a steady
rate. That’s a mighty big if.

Fere’s another example: the aver-
2ge American enjoys a little under
250 bottles of soft drinks a year.
What happers when you substitute
no- or low-calorie drinks for sugar-
sweetened hbeverages? The switch
would affect only 2% of vour total
calorie intake over an extended
pericd of time.

A few years ago, researchers at
the Harvard School of Public Health
iried an interesting experiment. Of
two groups of over-weight peoble,
they put one on synthetically-
sweeened food. The second group
received no artificial sweeteners.
The result of the experiment was
that “no significant difference was
apparent when the weight loss of
users and non-users of these pro-
ducts was compared.”

Obviously, those who think they’il
lese weight with fad diets and syn-
thetic sweeteners might do as well
to eat hay. What IS the answer?
The safe and workable diet has no
fancy name and makes no dazzling
claims. What it amounts to is this:
Eat for fun. Eat for pleasure. Eat
with enjoyment. But stop before
you have to. A better formula has
yet to be found.

For those who seriously want to
lose weight, the clue is to get mad
at yourself for having been beguiled
into adopting temporary eating
patterrs that promise a new svelte
you but produce nothing but frustra-
tions. You must also set up sensible
and realistic eating habits for your-
self. For example, decrease the size
of your portions. Learn to reach
for less-fattening foods. Stop before
you have to. When you are offered
dessert, accept it, but eat only part
of it. Top off your well-balanced
diet with some sensible exercise:
Nothing beats walking. Hike around
the block at least once a day. Sit
less, stand more. Remember, this is
a lifetime way of life.

Here's a fascinating quote from
H. Pollack, M.D,, C. F. Consolazio,
and G. J. Isaac in “Metabolic De-
mands as a Factor in Weight Con-
trol” which appeared in the Journal
of the American Medical Associa-
tion: “The differences in the calorie
cost between lying down, sitting,
standing quietly and standing while
moving in a limited area have been
measured. These differences may
not seem large, but when multi-
plied by the total minutes during
the day they loom larger. For ex-
ample, there is a difference of al-
most nine calories an hour between
sitting quietly and standing quietly.
Those people who never stand still
may burn 66 calories an hour more
than their relaxed brother. In 70
hours the former burns the equi-
valent of one pound of body weight
more than the other.”

This is a formula that you can
stick with — good, but less food
and good exercise — and little by
little all its components add up to
a slimmer and healthier you. Best
of all, it beats eating hay!
