Koncem septembra je v Ljubljani zasedal osrednji od-
bor Zveze komunistov Slovenije. Na dnevnem redu je bilo
razpravijanje o pomanjkljivostih, napakah in vzrokih ne-
delavnosti komunistov in s tem v zvezi z reorganizacijo
Zveze komunistov. To je Ze drugo zasedanje slovenskih ko-
munistov po plenumu Zveze komunistov Jugoslavije na
Brionih.

ampak je treba ukreniti Se nadaljnje korake v tej smeri. Po-
udarili so tudi, da varnostna sluZba v Sloveniji ni bila po-
vezana z zarotniSko Rankoviéevo skupino. Kljub temu pa
ni delovala v skladu z ustavo in z zakoni, temveg je izvajala
politi¥ni pritisk na ljudi, organizacije in javne organe.

Tako je Vladimir Krivic dejal, da “smo na zacetku o-
svobajanja druZbe pritiska politi¢ne policije. DrZavljan
mora pred sodiSCem priti do svoje pravice, tudi kadar bo
kr3ena zakonitost (od strani javnih organov namreg). V
prejSnjih letih so bila vsa prizadevanja za reformo pravo-
sodnega sistema brez haska. Rankovi¢ pa tudi konserva-
tivni krogi so tako reformo ovirali. Zato je bil mogan odpor
zopet teZnjo, da ne bi dejanj enih ljudi obravnavali samo
kot prekrike, dejanja drugih pa stroZje. Prav tako je bil
zelo modan odpor proti temu, da bi izenaéili poloZaj obram-
be in obtozbe. Advokature ni bilo mogoge uveljaviti in o-
hranijal se je monopol toZilstva. Medtem ko so v Sloveniji
uspeli 907, preiskav prenesti na sodis¢a, ponekod v drZavi
pa le 109. Doslej tudi ni bila zajaméena izvr$nost sodnih
doloch in se je izvaial pritisk na sodia, pri Cemer je sode-
loval tudi tisk. UDBA se je povsod vmeSavala: v gospodar-
ske organizacije, na univerzi in v kulturi. Vedeti moramo
tudi, da delajo v UDBI ljudje. ki so se $olali v NKVD (Sta-
linova tajna policija) in so od tam prinesli dolofene me-
tode.”

Se bolj precizen je bil Tine Remskar: “V UDBI ni bilo
zlorab in deformacij v polititne namene, bilo je pa na ti-
sofe deformacij, ki so bile naperjene zoper svobodo in cast
drzavljanov.”

Vsaka oblast se utrudi. Tako je tudi komunistiéna par-
tija dotrajala, saj je Ze dvajset let monopolisti¢no na obla-
sti. V njenih vrstah se je pojavila lenivost in otopelost. Po-
javil se je problem razdelitve oblasti, pri Cemer se Zveza
komunistov spri¢o novih razmer ve$ ne znajde. Zaradi tega
je po mnenju samih komunistov nujno potrebna reorgani-
zacija funkceij in metod delovanja Zveze komunistov. Ved-
1o veé je takih ljudi, ki smatrajo, da se je partija preZivela
in zato tudi v njeni reorganizaciji ne vidijo u€inkovitega
zdravila.

“Ce hofemo razvija-
ti demokratien sistem, moramo razvijati sistem osebne
odgovornosti in politiéne osebne odgovornosti. Dosedi mo-
ramo, da bo zvezna ali republiSka vlada odgovorna skup-
§¢ini ne samo formaino, temved tudi stvarno. Uvesti mora-
o mehanizem avtomatiénega nezaupanja, ¢e vlada vztraja
na stalisih, ki jih skup$dina ne more sprejeti, oziroma
raoZnost demisije vlade, e skupicina vztraja na politiki, za
katero vlada ne more sprejeti odgovornosti.”

NEW YORK, N.Y. — V duhu
sklepov zadnjega Vatikanskega
koncila naj bi Skofje 8li v pokoj,
kakor hitro dosezejo 75 let sta-
rosti. Kot vsako pravilo, pozna
tudi to izjemo. Papez lahko ugo-
di predlogu za upokojitev, lahko
ga pa tudi odkloni. V Italiji je
bilo e par sluéajev, da so nad-
skofje, ki so obenem kardinali,
prosili ba upokojitev, pa jih je
sv. Stolica prosila, naj ostanejo

na svojih mestih.

V Ameriki je 77-letni njujor-
$ki nadskof in kardinal Spell-
man prvi prosil za upokojitev;
toda je dobil iz Vatikana odgo-
vor, naj kar ostane na svojem
sluzbenem mestu. To je kardi-
nal sam objavil s priznice pre-
teklo nedeljo, ko je v svoji ka-
tedrali izrocal del svoje upravne
oblasti nekaterim med njegovi-
mi pomoznimi Skofi. V. Ameriki
sta stara nad 75 let tudi kardi-
nal McIntyre v Los Angelesu in
kardinal Ritter v St. Louisu. Ali
sta prosila za upokojitev, ni zna-
no. Ako sta, bosta ostala na svo-
jih mestih, kajti verjetno se bo
izoblikovala mnavada, da tisti
$kofje, ki so obenem kardinali,
ostanejo, kjer so, tudi po doseZe-
nem 75. letu.

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iT’S ALL IN A

New York, N.Y. (ED) — A good
night's sleep is worth so much to
Americans that they spend more
than $58,000,000 a vear on synthetic
“lullabies”— better known as sleep-
ing pills.

These pills assure us of uninter-
rupted sleep, but experls on this
superstition-ridden subject have
found that all sleep is interrupted
naturally ard normally.

Sleep consists of many waking
periods — seven not being uncom-
mon — and, the experts say, un-
oroken ‘sleepiis the exception to
the rule.

During an average night's sleep,
we: jerk, turn over, twitch, kick,
make faces, and mumble about
once every 10 minutes. And we go
through these contortions twice as
often during the second half of the
night than we do during the first
half. g

All this moving around makes
sleep more wrestful by improving
body comfort. ‘“Sleep tight’ is a
bit of poor advice because if fol-
lowed, you would wake up stiff as
a board.

The deepest sleep occurs in the
first 90 minutes and thereafter gra-
duates to “dream sleep” during the
final two hours. Contrary to popu-
lar belief, everyone dreams two or
three hours each night despite the
sonorous snores of one in eight
Americans. %

Dreams last at least 10 minutes,
zrowing longer toward morning.
And dreams do not disturb sleep
but actually prolong it by obscur-
irg our awareness of distractions
like drafts and lights. :

It has been revealed through stu-
dies that the insomniac’s biggest
problem is simply fear of lost sleep.
However, people might feel less
fearful if they knew that lying
quietly in bed is 80 per cent as
restful as the soundest sleep.

What is sleep? It is defined as
“the suspension of the voluntary
exercise of the bodily functions and
the natural suspersion, ccmplete or
partial, of consciousness.” Yet thru
the ages, people have made a fetish
of inducing sleep and have invested
a sizeable amount of money to
achieve this “suspended” state.

Charles Dickens, a poor sleeper
who used pillg to wake him up and
pills to go to bed, carried a compass
with him when he was away from
home and moved the bed around
so the head was facing north, .

Sir Wirston, Churchill once in-
sisted on twin beds in  his. hotel
room so that when the. sheels of
the first became wrinkled, he
would switch to the second. Mi-
chaelangelo slept fully dressed in-
cluding his boots.

Some superstitious sculs have
placed a drop of perfume on their
pillows to make their sleep more
pleasant, but since the sense of
smell is sidetracked, one would have
te be far from sleep to smell the
perfume.

What people have slept on is as
much an eye awakener as the de-
vices they have used. The Greeks
and Egyptians filled itheir mattres-
ses with reeds, hay, grass, animal
skins, and corn husks -— the last
also used by the founding fathers
of this country.

The traveling knight in shining
armor during the Middle Ages car-
ried with him a folding bed and
straw mattress. Even today, some
Japanese sleep on wooden beds

with wooden blocks for pillows,

NIGHT’S SLEEP

Beds are dispensed with altoge-
ther by a primitive tribe that sleeps
in a squatting position, And the
inhabitants in a remote European
mountain village tuck the pillow
urder their feet instead of the head
because their feet work harder
and are entitled to more consi-
deration.

No one
reccmmends your going without
sleep for four or five days but those
who did felt fully refreshed after
a snocze of only 10 or 11 hours.

If we thirk we have problems
about going to sleep, consider the
more than 3,600,000 Americans who
suffer from the opposite malady;
narcolepsy or chronic sleepiness.
IThese people simply drop off to
never-never land in the midst of

.streruous activity. ;

' Narcolepsy made it easy for a
‘policeman to catch a burglar who
tgcl his shut-eye ‘while holding a
screwdriver in the cash box he had
jusi battered open, And .once a Big
Ten football player went to sleep
as his team lined up for the next
play.

However, there is a sequal to the
slumber story; as difficult as ti is
for some to fall asleep, getting up
— not just waking up — can pre-
sent more of a probiem. Sleeping
pill ard alarm clock manufacturers
may appear to be working at cross
purpcses but they share a common
