York Times od 14. avgusta 1950
tole:

“Pettiso¢ Slovencem in Itali-
jancm iz onega dela Julijske
Benecije, ki e sedaj del Jugosla-
vije, je bilo prvi¢ od konca voj-
ne dovoljeno prekoraciti jugo-
slovansko - itslijansko mejo.
Dvanajst oseb je bilo lahko ra-
njenih pri diviem prehodu mej-
nih blokov in so morale iskati
zdravnisko pomo¢. Moski in
zenske so jokaii, ko so se prvié
po & letih pozdravili starsi, otro-
ci in prijatelji.

Trgovine obin2jnega mesta so
bile odprte do poldne in so lju-
dje kar navalil nanje. Jugoslo-
vanski obiskovalei so v trgovi-
nah pokupili vso hrano, zdravi-
la, metle, Sivanke, gumbe, suka-
nec it tekstilno blago.

Pred kratkim so se namreé
italijanske in jugoslovanske ob-
lasti’ sporazuinele, da odpro
vsake nedeljo vrata “rdece hi-
se” in dovolijo obmejnemu
prebivalstvu, da se vidijo za en
dan. Vsi, ki hoeejo na mejo, mo-
rajo imeti posebno pismeno do-
voljenje. Od 5000 prosilcev je
prejelo dovoljenje samo 1000
drugi so kar brez dovo-
ljer.va $li preko meje.”

Pod naslovom “Frieden am
Loibl-Pass” (Mir na Ljubelju)
pise “Domoliten™ od 10. avgu-
sta 1950:

“Po vec kot & letih od konca
vojne bo dne 9. avgusta odprt
cestni promet na Ljubelju v Ka-
ravankah med Avstrijo in Jugo-
slavijo. Prav 1ako bodo istoc¢as-
no sdprti tudi drugi prehodi. Is-
ti dan se bosta sestali delegaci-
ji obeh drzav, da izdelata pra-
vilnik za ome,2ni obmejni pro-
met. Tudi je Lila Ze imenovana
mes$ana komisija, ki bo stavila v
proniet cestni predor pod Lju-
beliem, ki so ga med vojno
zgradili nems$ki pionirji in ki Se
ni v nobeni avtokarti. Ta pre-
dor, ki so ga 'l'itoveci leta 1945
zabarikadirali, bo omogocil av-
topremet tudi po zimi.

Pomen tega dogodka mora
presoditi samo oni, ki ve, da ni
bila na celem prostoru od Lue-
becka do Trsta “Zelezna zave-
sa” na nobenem mestu tako ne-
prehedna kot na tem jugoslo-
vanskem odseku. Na meji so le-
zali v bunkerjih tezko oboroze-
ni Titovei,* surovi fantje Crne
gore ki so streijali na vse zivo,
kar so videli. Mnogo koroskih
obmejnih straznikov je bilo ubi-
tih na avstri‘skem obmejnem
prostoru. . . . ¥dina zveza je bil
zelezniski precor pri Jesenicah,
toda tudi v tem so Jugoslovani
demontirali en tir. Orient Ex-
