Doma in po svetu

— PREGLED NAJVAZNEJSIH DOGODKOV —

Sretanje na vrhu v Washingtonu konéano —
Reagan in Gorbacov zadovoljna z izidom —
Dialog, ne pa bistvenega napredka v odnosih

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Sino¢i je sov-
jetski voditelj Mihail S. Gorbaov konéal
svoj Stiridnevni uradni obisk v ZDA in odpo-
toval proti Vzhodnemu Berlinu, kjer bo ob-
vestil voditelje drzav VarSavskega vojaskega
pakta o svojem srefanju s predsednikom
Reaganom. Gorbacov in Reagan sta imela
ved pogovorov in sta za javnost poudarila,
da so bile izmenjave mnenj odkrite, Kljub
temu, da je prislo do izboljSanja odnosov
med velesilama, sta rekla, obstajajo $e vedno
Stevilna globoka nesoglasja. Gorbacov je po-
vabil Reagana, naj obi§fe ZSSR sredi priho-
dnjega leta in je predsednik privolil, vendar
totnega datuma za tak obisk nista dolodila.

Pred odhodom iz ZDA je imel Gorbacov
daljso tiskovno konferenco, v kateri je na
splodno pozitivno ocenil svoj obisk v ZDA in
dejal, da pomeni zgodovinski korak naprej v
odnosih med ZSSR in ZDA. Rekel pa je, da
razlicna gledanja obeh drzav do kljuénih
vprasanj v medsebojnih odno3ajih in do pro-
blemov drugje po svetu zahtevajo nadaljeva-
nje pogajanj in drugih stikov. Gorbatov je
rekel, da je pogodba o odstranitvi raket sred-
njega dosega, ki ga jo on in Reagan podpisa-
la, le prvi korak in da je treba delati sedaj za
novo pogodbo, ki bi vodila do odstranitve
do 50 odstotkov raket medcelinskega dose-
ga. Gorbalov in drugi sovjetski predstavniki

| -*P:'Twp optimistitnejsi glede moZnosti takeé po-

godbe kot so predstavniki Reaganove admi-
nistracije. Sovjeti predvidevajo namre¢, da
bi mogla Gorbatov in Reagan tako pogodbo
podpisati Ze prihodnje leto, ob Reaganovem
obisku Sovjetske zveze.

Sinoti je Reagan govoril po televiziji in
dejal, da tudi on pozitivnho ocenjuje obisk
Gorbatova, ki naj bi bil temelj za nadaljnje
stike in pogajanja. Poudaril pa je, da je na
poti do izboljianja odnosov z ZSSR veliko
zaprek. Reagan je povedal, da je bil nepopu-
stljiv glede svoje Strate$ke obrambne inicia-
tive oz. »Vojne zvezd«. Laboratorijske in
druge raziskave se bodo nadaljevale, je rekel
Reagan. Na svoji strani je Gorbatov dejal,
da ne nasprotuje raziskavam na tem podroé-
ju, vendar so raziskave eno, dejansko po-
stavljanje naprav, povezanih z Vojno zvezd,
bi pa bilo nekaj drugega. V takem sluéaju bi
ZSSR hitro in odlo¢no reagirala.

Politi¢ni analitiki in komentatorji, ki so
sledili poteku obiska Gorbacova, soglasajo,
da do bistvenega napredka glede spornih
vprasanj med ZDA in ZSSR ni pri§lo. Tako
ni bilo ni¢ novega o Afganistanu in moZnem
sovjetskem vojaskem umiku iz te drave,
prav tako je bil Gorbatov neizprosen glede
zadeve CloveCanskih pravic sovjetskih drzav-
ljanov in emigriranja le-teh. To so sovjetske
notranje zadeve, je z vidno ogoréenostjo de-
jal tistim, ki so ga o teh zadevah vpra3ali.

Ocenjevalci ameriSkega javnega mnenja
menijo, da je Gorbacov napravil mo&an in
splodno gledano zelo pozitiven vtis, da je v
tem celo do neke mere zasencil Reagana. Kar
je bilo predvsem opaziti, je bilo, da je Gor-
batov izvrsten politik, ki zna obrniti medij-
sko pozornost nase in jo izkorii¢ati v svoj
prid. Tako je npr. veraj dal svojo limuzino
ustaviti na washingtonski cesti, da se ielah:

 BilskS povorko opazovali. Dejal je, da bi rad

ga je bil Reagan povabil Ze za ta njegov prvi
obisk v ZDA, naj ostane veC ¢asa in potuje
po drZavi, a je Gorbacov povabilo odklonil.

Burke je
zvedel, da bo Thomson potoval v San Fran-
cisco na omenjenem letalu, kupil vozovnico
in kot oseba, znana varnostnikom na letali-
§C¢u, ob3el varnostne naprave na letaliSCu.
Tako je imel s seboj Burke revolver in morda
tudi eksploziva. Sredi poleta je Burke zacel v
potniski kabini streljati, morda na Thomso-
na, nato vdrl v pilotsko kabinoe in — tako
domnevajo preiskovalci — ustrelil pilota in
kopilota. To je povzrodilo nesreto, v kateri
je bilo ubitih 43 potnikov, med njimi tudi
Burke in Thomson.

Washington, D.C. — Ameriski zuna-
njetrgovinski primanjkljaj v mesecu oktobru
je dosegel rekordno vigino 17,63 milijarde
dolarjev.

Byobu: the Art of the Japanese Screen at Art Museum to Japan

Japanese screens selected
from the rich collections of
The Cleveland Museum of Art
will make up the major special
exhibition of the holiday
season, opening on Dec. 8 and
closing on Jan. 10, Most of the
screens and other paintings
chosen for the show were
made during the 16th, 17th,
and 18th centuries in Kyoto,
long the pre-eminent cultural
and artistic center of Japan.

Kyoto was a small but
sophisticated city from the end

of the 8th century, when the
capital and court were
established there, until the
18th century. Official painting
studios, originally organized
to meet the demand for
decorating the residences of
the emperor and his court,
began }raditions that lasted for
centuries.,

The format that is the focus
of this exhibition — painting
folding screens, called in
Japanese byobu — served

many purposes. Inside a
Japanese house, such folding
screens could be adjusted to
divide one interior space from
another or to shut out harsh
drafts or unwelcome visitors.

"It also offered a surface on

which could be painted a large
“mural,’” in the sense that the
folding screen is a Japanese
equivalent of a solid wall on
which a Western artist. might
create a mural painting. The
folding screen is made of
layers of paper over a light

wooden lattice frame which
when hinged together stand
upright in a zig-zag position. It
can easily be moved by collap-
sing the zig-zag and carrying
the whole to another place.

Dr. Roter discussed the atti-
f?e' toward religion and the
8lously oriented held by
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Marxists and indicated there
were differences as between
Marxists themselves. This was
a theme he developed more
fully during his Cleveland
State lecture, namely, that
Marxists can be divided into
two broad groups, with each
group of course having sub-
groups.

“Dogmatic’” Marxists, in
Dr. Roter’s view, whether in
the Soviet Union or Slovenia
or elsewhere, are those who
take a basically hostile view to
religion and thereby to those
who are believers in religion.
Such Marxists view the reli-
gious as individuals and reli-
gion in its organized aspect as
necessarily hostile to Marxism.
Indeed, there is the feeling that
the religious are somehow
“i11’’, which leads to the view
that such persons also need to
be ‘“‘cured’’ by appropriately
qualified ‘‘doctors’ and
““medicines”’, The specific ex-
pressions of this dogmatic
Marxist approach have led in
the past as well as today to
persecution of the religious
and their institutions in the
Soviet Union and Eastern
Europe, and also in Slovenia
and Yugoslavia. The religious
have been viewed, in short, as
second-class citizens. This has
had many unfortunate conse-
quences over the vears
throughout the region, Dr.
Roter conceded.

It should be noted, by the
way, that Dr. Roter, who is in

his early 60s, was a member‘of

the Partisans during World
War II and still remains a
member of the Communist
Party of Slovenia (and Yugo-
slavia).

The second broad grouping
of Marxists Dr. Roter catego-
rized as “‘humanist’’ Marxists.
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He also emphasized he consi-
ders himself a part of this
group. Humanist Marxists
look upon the religious as
equals in any dialogue. They

also believe that a person’s,

religious or non-religious out-
look should not be a source
either of discrimination or pri-
vilege. In Dr. Roter’s view,
this more moderate approach
and a willingness to share in a
dialogue among true equals is
shared also by the hierarchy of
the Catholic Church in Slove-
nia, while in Croatia such a
readiness is not yet apparent.
In his discussions and subse-
quent responses to questions,
Dr. Roter indicated that he re-
mains optimistic overall about
the durability of Gorbachev’s
“glasnost’” and “‘perestroika’’
campaigns, such a loosening
of controls and even a limited
democratization is not likely in
the forseeable future to alter
the basic and extremely hostile
approach the Soviets take to-
ward organized religion and
believers. In pushing a reform
program, any leader, in-
cluding Gorbachev, faces
strong opposition from en-
trenched interests. So, in order
to deflect at least partially this
hostility to change, a shrewd
leader will pick and choose
among what he wants to re-
form and at the same time em-
phasize his own hostility to
loosening in other areas. In
Gorbachev’s case, pushing
economic reform can be made

easier il he reemphasizes tradi- «

tional Soviet views toward reli-
gion and the religious, for ex-
ample.

In short, with respect both
to the Soviet Union and East-
ern Europe as well as Slovenia
and Yugoslavia, Dr. Roter ex-
pressed his conviction that
these sociopolitical systems
need to be democratized and
also that this process is under
way, especially in Slovenia and
to a lesser degree in Yugosla-
via. Dr. Roter believes, if I
understand him correctly, that
this process is a gradual and
cumulative one, with small ad-

vances being followed by
others. He is convinced that
certainly with respect to Slove-
nia this process has developed
to such a degree that it has
become irreversible, barring
the possibility of external in-
tervention.

The ultimate goal, in his
view, is to achieve a humane
society in which citizens will be
able to have their own views
and to express them without
fear of being persecuted or
being regarded as second-class
citizens. This is really the key
problem facing Slovenia and
Yugoslavia, rather than the
economic problems which are
receiving so much press atten-
tion currently.

Attendance at Dr. Roter’s
lecture at Cleveland State was
also about 25 persons, with a
larger proportion of students
and faculty, many of whom
asked excellent questions.
Also present was Meta Vajgl,
wife of Cleveland Yugoslav
Consul lvo Vajgl, who thus
renewed acquaintances with
one of her
former professors at Ljubljana
University, Translation at
CSU was by this writer.

Dr. Roter’s presentations on
both occasions as well as in
subsequent private conversa-
tion and discussion proved
most interesting. It is unfortu-
nate he did not have a broader
audience.

CHOCOLATE TRUFFLES
Makes 36 truffles for $3.88
2 cups (12 ozs.) semisweet
chocolate pieces

1/4 cup (1/2 stick) unsalted
butter, cut into 8 pieces

I cup heavy cream

I tablespoon cognac,
amaretto, orange-flavored
ligueur or other liqueur

I cup chopped nuts (optional)

1/3 cup unsweetened cocoa
powder

Place chocolate and butter in
blender or food processor.

Heat cream in small saucepan
until small bubbles form
around edge. Do not boil.

With blender running pour in
hot cream, then liqueur. Blend
just until smooth. Stir in chop-
ped nuts by hand, if using.

Pour chocolate mixture into
8x8x2-inch-square metal pan.
Freeze until firm, about 45
minutes to 1 hour.

Sift cocoa powder onto wax
paper. Shape mixture into
balls and roll in cocoa.

COCONUT PEAKS

1/4 cup butter

2 cups sifted confectioners’
sugar

1/4 cup light cream

3 cups packaged flaked
coconut

I 6-ounce package semi-sweet
chocolate pieces

2 teaspoons vegetable
shortening

Make day before serving:

In saucepan, slowly heat but-
ter until golden; gradually stir
in sugar, light cream and
coconut.

Drop, by heaping teaspoon-
fuls, onto waxed paper; cool,
then shape into peaks;
refrigerate. 4

Over hot, not boiling, water,
melt chocolate with shortening
until smooth. Dip bottom of
each coconut peak into
chocolate; let firm up on wire
rack, covered with waxed
paper. Makes about 2 dozen.

Christmas. Trees:

Lay small Christmas-tree cut-
ter on waxed paper. Pack
coconut mixture into cutter to
a depth of 1/2 inch. Lift off
cutter; repeat. Decorate with
candied cherry and preserved
citron bits, then let firm up.

The Tanning
Salon Can
Give You

a Slow Burn

QUESTION: Now that
winter is here, [ have been con-
sidering going to a tanning
salon. I really enjoy having a
“‘tanned’’ look, but am con-
cerned about developing skin
cancer. Can you tell me if tan-
ning booths are harmful?

ANSWER from the
Cleveland Clinic: Two types of
rays are emitted from sunlight:
short-wave ultraviolet (UV)
rays and long-wave UV rays.
Short-wave UV rays, or UVB,
are those that are responsible
for sunburn and tanning.
UVA (or long-wave UV rays)
tan your skin and do not cause
burning as readily. "Initially,
sunlamps included UVB rays
and, therefore, could produce
harmful exposure over a
period of time. In view of this
knowledge, lamps were chang-
ed to emit ‘‘safer”” UVA rays.

Although sunlamps have
been used primarily to treat
skin diseases (mainly
psoriasis), the desire for a
“‘healthy’’ cosmetic look in
the *80s led to the popularity
of tanning booths for use by
the general public. Tanning
booths emit UVA rays in order
to produce suntan, Initially,
these booths appeared to pro-
duce no adverse effects.

In 1985, the Task Force on
Photobiology of the American
Academy of Dermatology
issued a warning discouraging
the use of high-intensity light
sources emitting UVA for
cosmetic tanning for an ex-
tended period of time.

This recommendation was

issued in view of findings in
laboratory animals. In the
animals, body defense
mechanisms were impaired,
abnormal skin tissue was
formed and aging of the skin
occurred.
The results of these animal
studies led physicians on the
task force to recommend
special precautions for:

e Individuals (usually with
fair skin and red or blond hair)
who do not tan, or tan poorly,
since additional exposure to
UVA tanning booths can in-
crease damaging effects of sun
exposure.

e Individuais taking
medications for various
medical problems (e.g.,
diabetes, high blood pressure),
since there may be risk of drug
photosensitivity reactions.

e Individuals with diseases
known to worsen by exposure
to sunlight (e.g., lupus), or
who have had prior skin
cancer.

The reason that we are just
now finding the increased risk
is that it may take a number of
years before the cancer
develops from prolonged ex-
posure to tanning booths (just
as with skin cancer resulting
from prolonged exposure to
sunlight).
