Parents Hail Slovenian
Saturday School at
St. Vitus

By a Slovenian - American

Slovenian parents at St. Vitus
parish congratulate their pastor
Rev. Baznik for the establishment
of a Slovenian Saturday School.
The pastor invited all the Sloveni-
an parents to send their children
to the school which will start with
the coming school - year.

At present there was only a Sa-
turday Slovenian School in the Slo-
venian office which had no conve-
nient rooms to conduct a regular
school Besides, it was limited to
children of recent Slovenian immi-
grants.

In the American-Slovenian pub-
lic there were charges that Catho-
lics have not been interested in
the beautiful language of their par-
ents and that Catholic schools tho
supported by Slovenians educated
children of Slovenian parents as
tho they were not of Slovenian de-
scent That fact was especially
strange to those who lived in Slo-
venia, where they have seen the
precious work done by the Catho-
lic Church for the welfare of the
Slovenian cause in the old coun-
try.

At the time of the Empress Ma-
ria Theresa in the 18th century
when the government established
compulsory instruction coducted in
German, the Slovenian clergy
founded Slovenian Sunday Schools
in the native tongue. Slovenian
Catholics under the leadership of
Bishop Slomsek worked in the field
of Slovenian education to prevent
the aif of ' the official policy of
the late Austrian monarchy to Ger-
manize the people. Bishop Jeglic of
Ljubljana was the founder of the
first entirely Slovenian high school
and junior college and thus pre-
pared the way to the establishment
of national schools of higher educa-
tion after the liberation in 1918.
Slovenian schools are at present
the elementary reqquest of the Slo-
venians in Southern Carinthia in
Austria, in Gorieca in Italy, and on
the Free Territory of Trieste.

Unlike some other national
groups (Poles, Norwegians, etec.) in
the US, the hard-working Sloveni-
an immigrants failed in establish-
ment of either their own colleges
or scholarships to further the high-
er education of their children, Qur
cnly opportunity is the establish-
ment of a Slovenian Saturday
School and it is the duty of our
parents to send their children to
it. We hope that the Slovenian
Saturday Schoo.l as a part of the
parish school at St Vitus will be
the beginning of the establishment
of similar Slovenian schools in the
rest of Slovenian settlements in
Cleveland as well as in some other
cities in this country.

There is no doubt about the need
to study Slovenian. Altho we are
witnesses of the declining need for
average workers to speak foreign

well about the need of American-
born personnel with knowledge of
languages in public and foreign
service. After the liberation from
the Communist tyranny, the Slavic
world will open cultural, politi-
cal, and economic relations with the
US. There will be an unlimited
¢pportunity for descendants of Sla-
vic Immigrants to, work in these

as well as the welfare of the coun-
try of our ancestors.

The knowledge of Slovenian, that
is comparatively an easy task for
children of Slovenian parents, will
open our horizons toward the Sla-
vic world to enable us to become
a link between East and West., It
iz interesting to follow the increas-
ing interest in Eastern and Cen-
tral European affairs at the Amer-
ican colleges and universities. Slo-
venian - Americans should not be
put aside, for many of our ances-
tors played the leading part in
building cultural relationship be-
tween different nations.

Our greowing generation in Cle-
veland has a special dutv to car-
ry on, too. It is the duty of pre-
serving and development of our
Cultural Gardens — the proud pub-!
lic monum~it of Slevenian eul-
ture in the New World. ... . ...

‘rines to Defend Qur
Way of Life at UN

Mrs. Frances P. Bolton told the
30th National Convention of the
Marine Corps League Tuesday that
America’s fighting men “never let
me forget that I have a sacred he-
ritage to defend”.

The Congressman from the 22nd
District of Ohio delivered the Lea-
gue's National Memorial Services
address on Cleveland’s Public
Square.

Mrs. Bolton, who was recently ap-
pointed by the President to be a
delegate to the 8th General Assem-
bly of the United Nations said:

“I pledge you one thing as we
gather here in the cherished mem-
ory of 26,000 dead Marines thruout
United States history—

“I shall sit in the U.N. General
Assembly as a Representatives of
our government, sworn to defend
cur way of life and our system of
government”.

Mrs. Bolton explained that the
US Delegation will be “a co-ordi-
nated and devoted team with all
the unity of purpose of a Marine
detachment when it goes into bat-
tle”.

She pointed out that this battle,
however, will be fought at the con-
ference tables. Mrs. Bolton, a ve-
teran of almost 13 years on the For-
eign Affairs Committee of the Uni-
ted States House of Representatives,
added:

“] am an American who feels

| that we can live in peace with the

rest of the world and that our best
interests are served by dealing with
mankind over the conference tables.

“But first I am an American!)

“But the price for this recogni-
ticn,” Mrs. Bolton announced, was
27,994 casualties, as reported thru
Aug. 4, 1953, including 3,743 killed,
22,595 wounded and 656 missing
Marines”.

She said those men fought and
died for:

“l. Freedom—and we must stand
ready to protect our freedom when-
ever and wherever it is threatened.

2. Peace — and we must bend
our efforts to seek peace through-
out this troubled world.

3. Their families — and we must
cherish our families and keep them
united and healthy.

4. God — and we must reaffirm
our faith in the Lord and His Di-
vine Law”.

Slovenian Literature at
the Dawn of the 20th
Century

By E. A. KOVACIC

Toward the end of the 19th cen-
tury, the realistic style declined to
naturalism. In the Slovenian litera-
ture, naturalism passed as a very
short-lived temporary movement,
for it was refused by the leaders
of the traditional Slovenian litera-
ture such as Stritar, refused by the
Catholics because of its interest in
the immortal depths of the human
life, and refused by the outstand-
ing writers of the young generation
such as Ivan Cankar, who searched
for new ways to symbolism and
expressionism.

At the time when in the leading
European literatures the naturalis-
tic style was leading,, Slovenian
writers were still followers of real-
ism. For this reason, naturalism

had no time to develop 'and had|

but a few followers in the Slove-
nian literature.

The end of the 19th century
with its comparatively enormous
development of the Slovenian press,
gave beside outstanding ~writers
such as Janko Kersnik; Ivan Tav-
¢ar, Janez Trdina, Fran Detela, and
Janez Mencinger also a number of
other writers who followed the tra-
ditional style of realism.

Hinko Dolenc (1838-1908), born
in the village of Razdrto near the
town of Postojna in Slovenia, was
an outstanding describer of the na.
ture and people in the territory
known as Kras. .

Josip Stare (1843-1907) was a
writer dealing with the life of city-
dwellers, while Josip Veosnjak,
(1834-1911) wrote with enthusiasm
for the national awakening.

Three among the contemporary
Slovenian writers — Fran Maselj,
Igo Kas, and Rajko Perusek — en-
riched the literary horizons by de-
scribing the life of the Croats and
Serbs.

Fran Maselj (1852-1917), known
under the pen-name Podlimbarski,
became a colonel in the Austrian
Army and served as such in differ-
ent parts of Southern Slavic coun-
tries. Beside a number of short
stories, among them “Potresne sli-
ke”, in which he described; the
earthquake of Ljubljana in 1895,
Maselj wrote the novel “Gospodin
Franjo” (Mr. Franjo) describing the
life of a Slovenian engineer in Bo-
snid-Hercegovina  under Austro-
Hungarian occupation. Since the
novel was a sharp critique of the
corrupt Austrian rule, the book was
confiscated by the Austrian gov-
ernment at the outbreak of World
War . I and resulted in the author
losing his army rank and cqnfine-
ment from which he did not return.
IIgo Kas and Rajko Perusek de-
scribed the life in Bosnia, Herce-
govina, and Dalmatia and inform-
ed the Slovenians about the cul-
tural life of the Southern Slavic
brothers.
Two . ladfes, Marica Nadliskova
nee Bartol, born in the city of Tri-
este, and Pavlina Pajkova, belong-
ed to the authors of shorter novels
during the period of realism.
The short period of naturalism
found its expression in the writ-
ings of Fran Govekar, born in 1871
in the village of Ig near Ljubjana.
As a student in Vienna, he became
familiar with modern European li-
teratures and tried to follow the
