Prav tako pri Jezusu ni bilo mogoce upanje, saj je vna-
prej vse videl in mu je bila bodo¢nost prav tako znana kot
sedanjost. To mu je trpljenje gotovo olajSalo. Vedel je, da
bo s svojim trpljenjem in smrtjo svet odresil, in da bo Ze
tretji dan vstal od mrtvih ves povelican in da bo nato Sel
zmagoslavno v nebesa.

wes H. R. 9637, a hill aulherizing
approprictions for aireraft, mis-
siles, naval vessels, and for research
and development, all in the Depart-
ment of Defense. The Administra-
tion had reguested $17.2 billion but
the Comnittee on Armed Services
cut the amount to $16.9 billion. The
reduction of $270.5 million was in
research and development with no
cut made in the request for “hard-
ware”. The actual funds for such
procurement will be included later
in the Department of Defense Ap-
propriation bill.

Another bill passed by the House
was H. R, 9640, to authorize appro-
priations of $93.3 million for vessels
and aircraft, and the construction
activities of the Coast Guard. In
consideration of the request for
funds by the Coast Guard, the
House Committee on Merchant
Marine and Fisheries increased the
authorization bill by $21.5 million
from $71.8 million to $93.23 million.
The Coast Guard asked for one
“high-endurance cutter” at $14 mil-
lion; the Committee recommends
two. These vessels are used to pro-
vide meteorological and oceanogra-
phic observations, aid to air navi-
gation and communications at sea,
and to carry out law enforcement
duties. The Coast Guard now has
36 such ships with an average age
of 21 years in service. In the re-
placement and modernization pro-
gram the Committee felt two new
ships rather than one should be
built in 1965. The Committee also
recommended eight rather than six
new ‘“medium-endurance cutters”
at an additional cost of $7.5 million.
These vessels will be 210 feet long
and are the power tool for search
and rescue work along the coast and
are used to a large extent for law
enforcement, including fishery pa-
trols. There are now 30 such ves-
sels in the fleet with 18 being over
30 years old and obsolete.

troduced to set the machinery in
motion for such an Amendment,
under the rules of the House, have
been referred to the Committez on
the Judiciary. To date the Chair-
man of that Committee has not
scheduled hearings or taken any
other action. To amend the Con-
stitution, the legislation must be
approved by a majority of both the
House and Senate and subsequently
ratified by three-fourths of the
States. Because of the inaction of
the House Judiciary Committee, an
alternate process has been initiated
whereby the matter could be brought
to the Floor for action. This pro-
cedure known as a discharge peti-
tion, requires 218 signatures. It is
seldom used successfully in passing
legislation as it by-passes the usual
procedures.

Last week the Republican Policy
Committee (of which I am a Mem-
ber) approved a resolution support-
ing a Constitutional Amendment
that would give the right to every
individual to participate or refrain
from participation in Bible reading
and prayer in the public school sys-
tem, and further requested the Ju-
diciary Committee to bring such
legislation to the Floor of the
House for early consideration. To
my knowledge, this is the first time
that either party has taken a clear
and forceful stand on this issue. It
will undoubtedly have a considera-
ble impact on House action as there
is evidence that this increasing
pressure may force the Judiciary
Committee to hold hearings in the
near future.

Its educational
campaign is aimed at discouraging
the general public, and particularly
teen-agers, as well as adults with
a high risk of coronary disease,
from acquiring or persisting in the
| smoking habit. Individuals with
“high risk” are those with a family
I history of heart disease or stroke in
middle age, and/or high blood pres-
sure, high levels of fatty substances
in the blood and other factors as-
sociated with greater susceptibility
to atherosclerosis.
| The Association has pointed with
_concern to'a number of population
studies indicating that the death
rate in middle-aged men from heart
“attacks were from 50 to 200 percent
_higher among heavy cigarette smok-
‘ers than among non-smokers. “This
« statistical association does not prove
thnat heavy smoking causes coronary
| heart disease,” it was stated, “but
the data strongly suggest that heavy
cigarette smoking may contribute
tc or accelerate the development of
coronary heart disease or its com-
plications.”

Other health problems growing
out of excessive smoking, according
to the American Heart Assoc-iation,!
also deserve recognition. Among!
i these emphysema, lung changes that
make breathing difficult and that
sometimes result in enlargement of
the heart, which may in turn lead
to “heart failure,”
