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Heritage Foundation Busy Year

As many of us are inclined
to do, the end of the year
beckons us to look back at the
events of the year past. For the
Slovenian American Heritage
Foundation, there is no doubt
that the highlight of this year
came on Sunday, Oct. 15,
1995 when Admiral Ronald J.
Zlatoper, Commander-in-
Chiefiiaf the: SIS 5 Navy;
Pacific Fleet, was honored by
our Foundation, this com-
munity, his family and friends
at the Slovenian National
Home on St. Clair Ave.

The evening began with
presentation of the colors by
the local U.S. Coast Guard
Color Guard. The Master of
Ceremonies was Tony
Petkovsek. The Admiral was
warmly introduced by his
brother, Dr. Thomas
Zlatoper, of John Carroll
University. Fantje na vasi lent
their strong voices for musical
entertainment. The Admiral’s
appreciation was evident as he
leaped on stage to con-
gratulate and thank each
member of the chorus,

In keeping with his very
friendly manner, throughout
his presentation, the Admiral
injected humorous stories. He
made mention of his en-
counters with Slovenian
Americans world wide, in-
cluding veterans at VJ Day in
Hawaii, a chance meeting of a
“Petrovich”® from Euclid on
the USS Abraham Lincoln and
Sr. Chief Mike Leskovec on
his return flight from Hawaii.

Admiral Zlatoper
acknowledged the work of
Ambassador Ernest Petric,
who was in attendance, as one
of the many who have worked
hard to bring Slovenia to the
attention of the world. No

longer does the Admiral need °

to explain Slovenia’s location

to people he meets.
Moving on to U.S. concerns,

the Admiral’s speech em-

phasized the need to “‘keep the
peace’’ that the veterans of
WWII fought to win. How can
this be accomplished? ‘““We
need to stay engaged overseas.
We need to maintain our inter-
national leadership. We don’t
want to just have a seat at the
table of the world. We need to
remain at the head of the table
and other countries expect us
to be there.”

He continued to say that we
must insure that the next
generation has stability. “We
need to protect the unequaled
excellence of our armed
forces.”” Although this is a
peaceful time, the Admiral
revealed that during his 14
months of command, there
have been seven major crises
in the Pacific region. These
incidents were not reported
because nothing went wrong.
They successfully averted pro-
blems off the coasts of
Somalia, North Korea and
other areas.

Admiral Zlatoper emphasiz-
ed the importance of the
Pacific. Fleet. **Your wallets
are in the Pacific. Thirty-seven
percent of U.S. trade goes
through the Pacific while only
22% pgoes over the Atlantic.
Two-thirds of the world’s
population and 60% of the
world’s gross domestic pro-
duct is on the Pacific Rim. We
should care about this.”’

'+ As an inspirational message
to the crowd of 325 people, the
Admiral proudly boasted of
the great personnel the Navy
has and the benefits it offers
young people. ‘“Visit one of
the U.S. Navy ships visiting
here from the St. Lawrence
Seaway. Visit a recruiting of-
fice. Talk to a sailor. It will
make you feel so positive
about America, it is just spec-
tacular.”” He went on to say,
“We are going to hire 50,000
people this year alone. We
need high school graduates.

Sound IRA Plans Aren’t Hard To Find...
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Book about Christians
killed by the Communists

Note: Nearly one year has
passed since the publication in
Slovenija of the book titled,
“Palme Muéeni¥fva (Palms
Jor the Martyrs). The follow-
ing article appeared in the
December, 1994 edition of
“Ognjisce’’ a Slovenian mon-
thly published by the diocese
of Koper (Slovenia). Due to
the length of the article it is
divided into various parts.

(Continued from last week)

(Translated by
Stane Kuhar)

Question: What make you
come to grips with this book?

Fr. Pust: A person has to be
happy in their particular call-
ing especially if they are self-
motivated. As a young child
(Fr. Pust was born in 1934) I
experienced the terrors of war.
In 1942 both my parents were
killed as well as many of the
young boys and men from my
home parish in the village of
Mirna Pe¢ (Peaceful Oven).
All of the events during the
war shaped my outlook on
life. As a young priest
whenever I would visit various
horpes and explain my own ex-
periences these people would
open up and express their own
wartime ordeals. Many times
we had similar experiences,
especially the torture and im-
prisonment.

I asked these people to write
their experiences down on
paper. Some did. I began to
write their names down and
over time I had gathered quite
a lot of reliable information.

During occasions when |
was present at various priests’
ordinations, I couldn’t help
but think of all those
murdered priests especially in
Sent (St.) Rupert, Precno, St.
George, and Hinje, where two
Young kaplans (young
associate priests) were killed.

On the 50th anniversary of
the two young priests (killed in
1942), I committed myself to
writing about all those com-
pansions whom I knew. Then I

reccived from America the
personal writings of Father
JoZze Cvelbar. This further
stimulated my resolve. During
the publication of (diocese of
Ljubljana) the newly ordained
priests in the weekly *““Our
Family’” (DruZina) in 1992 |
wrote an article about the
murdered priests.

Then 1 resolved to write in
1993 a much more thorough
and documented article about
the priests who were killed in
1943,

Question: How did you
gather the documents?

Fr. Pust: | have the duty of
being a ‘‘visiting priest’’
throughout Slovenia. Since
1962 1 had done this type of
work. With the Lazarist Order
for the past 12 years this has
been my primary work. From
this 1 came into contact with
many people and was able to
gather documented informa-
tion about priests who were
murdered.

I visited various parishes
where the murdered priests
were born and baptized,
visited family members and
those who lived in the area to
gather information. [ was
given much information:
photographs, letters, etc.

I also gathered data from the
parish rectory. The work went
exceptionally well.

I was able to incorporate my
information into the book
already in progress.

From this horrendous ex-
perience the Slovenian
Catholic Church has been
given much hope. This is quite

‘evident from the number of

persons being called to the
priesthood over the past 20
years.

The book awakened and
strengthened and gave witness
to those priests who were kill-
ed for their faith. Our book
stands on its own merit as
witness to the “‘martyrs’’ for
the church in Slovenia. This is
the reason why we sought so

Poiskal je delovna mesta za
ve¢ kot 50 beguncev pri raznih
kmetih v Skocjanu in Podjuni.
Z njegovo pomodjo sem
tudi jaz prisel v Skocjan k Zup-
niku JoZetu Kogleku, velike-
mu prijatelju beguncev, kot
kaplan in hlapec. Tako smo
pod Vinkotovim vodstvom
imeli kar pravo slovensko »re-
publiko« samih beguncev. Joj,
kako smo peli in igrali in se za-
bavali na Klopinjskem jezeru,
seveda tudi trdo delali vsak pri
svojem gospodarju. Naredili
smo veliko skupnih izletov po
celi Koroski in tudi vrh
Grossglocknerja smo si osvoji-
li. Na jesen vsa pa velkrat z
Vinkotom odsla v Gradec in
nesla §tudentom kruha in sad-
ja.
Iz Skocjana je Vinko odsel v
Smihel, nato v Celovec, od

‘tam na GolSovo, St. JanZ in

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Umrl Stane Plesko

V torek, 26. decembra, je v [
Torontu v Kanadi umrl Stane
PleSko, eden najvidnejsih slo-
venskih politi¢nih emigrantov.

Rodil se je 30. aprila 1923 v
Kozarjah pri Ljubljani (ob&na
Dobrova). Osnovno 3olo je
obiskoval na bliznji Brezovici,
mesfansko pa na Viéu. Po
dveh letih dela v opekarni je
bil sprejet na uditelji¥de v Lju-
bljani, ki ga je koncal leta

Julija 1942 so ga aretirali
Italijani in odgnali v internaci-
jo v Treviso in Padovo. Janu-
arja 1943 so ga izpustili in ta-
koj se je pridruZil vaski straZi
na Brezovici. Po italijanski ka-
pitulaciji se je pridruzil domo-
brancem v Dobrovi, kjer je
ostal do konca vojne.

9. maja 1945 se je z 19. Zeto
pmaknil na Korosko, od koder
Je bil vrnjen 28. maja. Zaprt je
bil v Skofji Loki, nato pa v
tabori¢u v Sentvidu. Od tam
mu je skupaj z bratom Dore-
tom 22. junija 1945 z drznim

raj vseh 35 let v Kanadi na nje-
govem ¢elu. Med letoma 1965
in 1967 je v Taboru izhajala
njegova pri¢evanjska povest V'
senci Dolomitov, v letih 1967
in 1968 pa vedernifka povest
Senene vile. Leta 1978 je prav
tako v Taboru objavljal dolgo
nadaljevanko Odmey iz Dolo-
mitov, v kateri je odgovoril na
neresni¢no pisanje Rudolfa
Hribernika-Svaruna v knjigi
Dolomiti v NOB.

Leta 1986 je koncal s pisa-
njem romana Domadija v vi-
harju, v katerem je na pre-
prost, vendar na pritevanjsko
zelo motan natin prikazal &as,
ko je komunisti¢na revolucija
razklala Dolomite na dvoje.
Dr. Stanko Kociper je maja
1990 v Slovenski drZavi napi-
sal, da imamo o revoluciji in
protirevoluciji na Slovenskem
kar nekaj dobrih tekstov,
»toda ¥e nih& ni zadel tako
to¢no v srZ problematike. Ple-
§ko s svojimi junaki namred
‘gre za obupnim klicem nasih
nesre¢nih vasi’. Ne popisuje
‘velikih’ usod, temveé¢ pripo-
veduje ‘Zalostno zgodbo, ki ne
bo nikoli do konca povedana’,
grozno zgodbo ‘malih’ ljudi,

pobegniti. Sledila je $tiriletna
1949 sta z bratom prek Ol3eve

pa oktobra 1950 odpotovala v
Kanado. :

Ceprav je Zivel trdo emi-
grantsko Zivljenje, je ves &as
pisal. Ze leta 1953 je iz¥la nje-
gova prifevanjska knjiga Mi-
mo smrti v svobodo. Pri celov-
§1§1 Mohorjevi zalozbi je izila
Njegova domadijska veternidka
povest Umita kri (v ponatisu
leta 1990 tudi v Sloveniji). V

Francetom Grumom zbral gra-
diyq za knjigi o Turjaku in Ve-
trinju. Vetrinjska tragedija je
1z§{a leta 1960, Svoboda v raz-
vfz{mah pa leta 1961 (obe sta
bili leta 199] ponatisnjeni v
Sloveniji),

Stane Plesko je bil eden od

Pleskov junak Andrej se je
na koncu vrnil iz emigracije,
vendar ne zato, da bi se maste-
val...

Tako kot
mnogi zavedni Slovenci bo za
vedno ostal v daljni tujini.
Sprenevedali bi se, ¢e ne bi
poudarili, da so za to, da so ti
ljudje od3li v tujino in da se
vedina od njih nikoli ne bo
mogla vrniti nazaj domov, kri-
vi izkljuéno komunisti.

Stane Plesko je bil zadnja
leta zelo razo¢aran nad tokom
dogodkov v domovini. Potem
ko je aprila leta 1994 umrl
Franc Pepevnak, so torontski
Slovenci s Plefkom izgubili
drugo vidno osebnost. Veli-
krat je bil ob razli¢nih slove-
snostih v Kanadi in ZDA glav-
ni govornik.

celo do skupinskih usmrtitev,
usmrtitev celih druZin z otroki
vred, krutosti pri zasliSevanjih
in usmrtitvah itd. RazSirilo se
je t.i. vojvodstvo, tj. brezdu-
$en odnos do ljudi, sektastvo,
¢igar najvidnejsi izraz je bilo
ustanavljanje proletarskih
enot, od Cete do brigade, revo-
lucionarna ikonografija itd.

Ti in $e drugi pojavi so zno-
traj tradicionalnih podeZelskih
skupnosti povzrotali vznemir-
jenje, strah in odpor.

in ponudbe za preprefitev na-
daljnjega razvoja partizan-
stva.

Najbolj brezpogojne so bile
ponudbe skupine StraZarjev,
ki je pricela tudi s samoinicia-
tivnimi »policijskimi« akci-
jami proti OF v Ljubljani. 1.
aprila 1942 je dr. Lambert
Ehrlich izro¢il italijanskim
oblastem spomenico, ki je vse-
bovala mo¢no kritiko italijan-
ske zasedbene politike, na
koncu pa predlog za ustanovi-
tev avtonomne slovenske var-
nostne sluZbe, ki naj bi varo-
vala ljudi pred partizanskim
nasiljem.

Kasneje so podobne spome-
nice predloZili ¥e ljubljanski
Zupan dr. Juro Adlesi¢, dr.
Marko Natladéen in $kof dr.
RoZman,

Marca 1942 je visoki komi-
sar Emilio Grazioli sklenil
spremljati protikomunisti¢no
gibanje in ga izrabiti za svoje
namene, maja pa je vojasko
poveljstvo Ze resno razpravlja-
Io o ponudbah StraZarjev, da
so pripravljeni stopiti v boj.

Junija 1942 je oéitno v po-
gajanja z italijanskimi oblast-
mi stopila tudi sama Slovenska
zaveza, ¢eprav o tem ni na vo-
ljo neposrednega vira. Isti me-
sec so navodila poveljstva 2.
italijanske armade na Susaku
svetovala poveljstvu 11. arma-
dnega zbora v Ljubljani po-
spefevanje razdora med razni-
mi politi¢nimi smermi, hujska-
nje Slovencev proti Sloven-
cem.

Se pred tem je major Novak
skusal ustvariti osnovo za akti-
vno &etnidtvo, ki naj bi bilo
protiokupatorsko in protipar-
tizansko usmerjeno. Sredi ma-
ja 1942 je z vzhodnega obrobja
Ljubljane od§la v notranjost
Dolenjske manj$a ilegalna Cet-
niska enota, ki naj bi se ji pri-
druZile skupine iz raznih do-
lenjskih krajev.

Ob spopadih s partizani in
pomanjkanju pri¢akovane
velje okrepitve je takoj splah-
nela protiokupatorska narav-
nanost in se je dejavnost ome-
jila na propagando in usmrti-
tve partizanskih ujetnikov in
aktivistov OF. Ob predhodnih
pogajanjih v Ljubljani in No-
vem mestu so t.i. laZni Stajer-
ski bataljon na Dolenjskem
italijanske oblasti sprejele v
svojo sluZbo z imenom Legija
smrti.

bor, Suha krajina). Ponekje so
tako samoobrambno organizi-
ranje moskih pospeSevali du-
hovniki, v nekaterih primerih
pa so ti temu tudi nasprotova-
li.

Poleti in jeseni 1942 so zace-
le vznikati vse 3tevilnejse vaske
straZe, kar je ¢asovno in delo-
ma tudi vzroéno sovpadalo z
veliko in hudo italijansko
ofenzivo (16. julij - 4. novem-
ber 1942). Odhod v vaske stra-
Ze je sprva potekal $e na pro-
stovoljni bazi, nato vse bolj na
neposredni ali posredni prisilni
nalin, npr. ob groZnjah z od-
gonom v internacijo, kasneje
ob obljubah za izpust iz nje.

Italijanske oblasti so vaike
straZe organizirale v okviru t.i.
Prostovoljne protikomunistic-
ne milice. V poveljstvu 11. ar-
madnega zbora v Ljubljani je
formacijo vodil urad MVAC,
vendar so bile posamezne eno-
te (trije bataljoni in mnoge po-
sadke) odvisne tudi od niZjih
italijanskih poveljstev.

Vaske straZe so imele zago-
tovljeno oskrbo in zelo slabo
oboroZitev, mobilnih in vegjih
enot niso imele kljub formal-
nemu obstoju treh bataljonov
Legije smrti. Velinoma so
imele obrambne naloge, sode-
lovale pa so tudi pri nekaterih
italijanskih ofenzivnih opera-
cijah.

RazseZno partizansko ozem-
lje v vsej juZzni Sloveniji, Istri,
Gorskem kotarju in Hrvaskem
primorju, s katerega so parti-
zani ogroZali pomembne pro-
metne zveze med nemskim raj-
hom, juZno ter jugovzhodno
Evropo in jadransko obalo,
partizanska fronta pred Gori-
co, ki je dobila precejsen od-
mev v nacistinih ¢asnikih itd.,
so zelo vznemirili vrhovno
vodstvo nemskega rajha, o Ce-
mer pricata izjavi A. Hitlerja
in dr. J. Goebbelsa 22. septem-
bra 1943 o »slovenski nevar-
nosti«,

Hitler je kljub aneksionisti¢-
nim predlogom avstrijskih na-
cistov uposteval zunanjepoli-
ti¢ne odnose do B. Mussolinija
in 10. septembra 1943 za nave-
deno obmo&je in Furlanijo
ustanovil aoperacijsko cono
»Jadranske primorje« (Opera-
tionszone »Adriatisches Kii-
stenland«) z vrhovnim komi-
sarjem dr. Friedrichom Rai-

nerjem v Trstu. Med 3Sestimi
pokrajinami, ki so jo sestav-
ljale, je bila tudi »Ljubljanska
pokrajina«. Dr. Rainer ji je
20. septembra 1943 na predlog
ljubljanskega §kofa dr. Grego-
rija RoZmana imenoval za Sefa
generala Leona Rupnika.

Rupnikova pokrajinska u-
prava je v precejinji meri od-
stranila sledove italijanske
okupacije deZele, poudarjala
slovenski zna¢aj pokrajine, je
pa v marsi¢em bila popolnoma
odvisna od nemskih »svetoval-
cev« (Beraterjev), in to tako
pri Sefu pokrajinske uprave,
kjer so bili celo trije (general
E. Rosener, dr. H. Doujak in
dr. F. Jaklin), kot v skoraj
vseh njenih uradih. Slo je torej
za okrnjeno pokrajinsko avto-
nomijo pod nemsko nacisti¢no
nadoblastjo.

Ce je Slovenska zaveza v
svojem programu maja 1942
zahtevala povezavo obnovlje-
ne Kraljevine Jugoslavije s slo-
vanskimi narodi srednje in ju-
govzhodne Evrope in celo z
Rusijo za zlom germanskega
imperialisti¢nega pritiska na
slovenski narod, je Rupnik
gledal reSitev slovenskega
vprasanja pri Nem¢iji kot pre-
noviteljici Evrope in za%&itnici
malih narodov.
