L. 1938, torej 20 let po prvi svetovni vojni, je ves svet
pri¢akoval novo. Napovedi se niso ujemale samo v zacetku
novega spopada. Da bo do njega prislo, ni vsaj v Evropi
nihde ve¢ dvomil, razen nekaj zaslepljenih angieSkih in
vse kaj drugega ket pogumnih francoskih politikov. Te dni
pa praznujemo zopet 20-letnico, odkar je bila koncana dru-
ga svetovna vojna. Pri tem nikomur ne hodi na misel, da
bi zopet ragunal s podobno sigurnostjo na nov spopad, Ce-
prav nas pesimisti velikokrat straijo z njim. Smo tore;
vsekakor na boljsem kot 1. 1938. Za tak poloZaj se moramo
zahvaliti neverjetni trojki, ki jo je mogla zvariti samo uso-
da: Stalinu, Trumanu in kitajskemu Mau.

Stalin je takoj po koncu druge svetovne vojne s svojo
brutalnostjo in zanifevanjem vseh moralnih nacel nagnal
toliko strahu v svobodni svet, da so se narodi hitrejSe, kot
bi kdo mislil, zbudili iz praznih sanj o novi zlati dobi ve-
soljnega miru. Ni bilo v 1. 1945-1950 naroda na svetu, ki ne
bi bil v strahu pred moskovsko zunanjo politiko. Stalin ni
takrat demobiliziral svoje narodne obrambe, je jo zavil v
tajnost in okrasil s slavo vojnih uspehov. Svet se ga je zbal
in zafel misliti na samoobrambo.

Ako Stalin ne bi bil videl samo svojega tira v medna-
rodni politiki in se oziral tudi na druge, bi bil lahkoverne
ljudi — in takih je bilo takrat Se na milijone, posebno v
Ameriki — zapeljal v goljufivo samozavest, da komunizem
ni tako nevaren, kot so ga slikali tisti, ki so ga preskusili
na lastni koZi, in da je sporazum z njim le stvar spretnih
diplomatiénih in politi¢nih pogajanj in ni¢ drugega. Stali-
nov zvesti in pokorni sluga poslanik Visinski je pa v Var-
nostnem svetu ZN dan za dnevom uspesno podiral vse upe
na mirno soZitje. Namesto mirnega soZitja smo dobili hlad-
no vojno, ki e danes ni kontana, akoravno je tekom let
spremenila svojo vsebino in svoj obseg. Niso bili lahki
tisti ¢asi, ko je ves svet vsak dan visel samo na poro€ilih iz
Moskve in Gakal, kdaj bodo oklicali novo mednarodno kri-
z0. So pa ravno zato po svoje pripomogli, da danes po 20 le-
tih po drugi svetovni vojni nih¢e ve¢ ne rauna z novo v
dogledni prihodnjosti.

Ves svet in Amerika se morata zahvaliti bivSemu pred-
sedniku Trumanu, da je po eni plati preusmeril miselnost
ameriske javnosti v stvarnost, po drugi pa ustvaril podlago
za obrambo proti komunisti¢ni napadalnosti. Ni mu bila ta
naloga lahka; njegovih idej mnogi niso hoteli razumeti,
mnogi so jim pa naravnost nasprotovali. Pa vendar je do-
segel dva cilja:

Dvignil je iz ruSevin druge svetovne vojne vse tiste
narode, ki jih je izbral za svoje zaveznike proti komuniz-
mu, tudi Nem&ijo. Mnogi so mu to zamerili. Njegov drZav-
ni tajnik Acheson je $e pred kratkim trdil, da niti Anglija
ni bila v tem pogledu tako dalekovidna kot Trumanov re-
7im. Truman je na drugi strani zafel ponovno oboroZevati
naso deZelo. Tudi tu je naletel na ovire, ki jih pa morda ne
bi bil premagal, ako nam ne bi Korejska vojna pokazala,
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kako zelo smo zanemarili razvoj in napredek nasih oboro-

Zenih sil. Tako je Truman vlil novo upanje v razbito Evro-
bo in obupano japonsko, obenem pa tudi pomagal juZni
Aziji na noge. Afrika pa za Casa njegovega reZima Se ni
igrala tiste vloge v mednarodni politiki kot jo danes.

Na taki podlagi, diplomati¢ni in vojadki, so potem vsi
Trumanovi nasledniki v Beli hisi lahko gradili in usmer-
jali naSo zunanjo politiko brez vedje nevarnosti, da pride-
mo v novo svetovno vojno. Seveda je delal tudi Truman
napake, kdo jih pa ne? In celo velike, kot na primer s pre-
visoko odmerjenim podpiranjem komunisti¢ne Jugoslavije,
toda vse pomeni malo napram solidnemu delu, ki ga je
opravil kot predsednik na3e deZele: konsolidiral je svo-
bodni svet, seveda ne zmeraj in povsod tako, kot je Zelel.

$ev in Bulganin obiskala kitajske komuniste, da jim pred-
stavita novo kolektivno vodstvo iz Kremlja. Kitajski ko-
munisti¢ni voditelj Mao ni trpel Ze Stalina, kar mu je Sta-
lin plageval z enakim denarjem. Zato je Mao omenil Ze pri
prvem obisku (1. 1934) Hrusevu, da bi bilo dobro zaleti
razgovore o novi razmejitvi med Kitajsko in Rusijo. Hru-
i%ev je naravno odbil vsak razgovor o tem problemu. Po-
kazala se je takrai prva razpoka med Moskvo in Peipin-
gom, ki je niso opazili niti najbolj prebrisani diplomatje.
Razpoka se je tekom 10 let poglobila v pravi prepad in po-
tegnila v brezno vse, kar je kdaj pomenilo stebre komuni-
sti¢ne solidarnosti. Smo Ze tako daleg, da Peiping misli
bolj na obratun z Moskvo, seveda v daljni prihodnosti, kot
na oboroZeni spopad z naso deZelo.

Tako je postala olitna najvecja zasluga kitajskega to-
varisa Mao za svetovni mir: razbil je svet v tri bloke: ame-
riskega, moskovskega in kitajskega in s tem nacel in popa-

Gutdoor Lights

Gardening and yard work are
here again. ‘With proper planrning,
you can get more enjoyment from
your-yard this summer, both when
you are outdoors and inside. *

The easiest way is by * having
several outdoor weatherproof spot-
lights mounted on the side of your
house. These are adjustable, so they
can be pointed in most any direc-
tion.

So, direct them at flower beds, or
flowering shrubs. Then, with these
lights controlled by a wall switch
indoors, you can give your guests
a beautiful view just by a flick of
the finger, and almost seem to bring
the outdoors inside.

Not only for looking, but for such
summer outdoor pastimes as cook-
ing, lawn games and gardening, you
can add 400 extra hours of outdoor
summer enjoyment by proper light-
ing.

Many types of inexpensive out-
door lights are now available at
electrical stores, garden supply de-
partments of department- stores, and
even at some garden centers.

These lights range from portable,
knee-high “mushroom” lights for
flower beds to permanent seven-foot
postlights for driveways, walks,
pools and patios.

And with the proper size of
llights, properly used, you can keep
inighttime insects at a minimum,
too.

Actually, no useful light of any
kind fails to attract some insects.
Naturally, the dimmer light, the
fewer insects are attracted.

But the primary purpose of light
is illumination. Otherwise, you could
use red light budbs. Red has the
least attraction for insects. But,
what a horrible sight your. garden
would be — your guests, too —
when illuminated by red bulbs.

The so-called yellow “insect re-
pellent” bulbs do not actually repel
bugs. The yellow color merely con-
tains some red tones. So they at-
tract insects less than do the white
bulbs, which contain bluish tones.

However, you can fool the in-
sects this way: First, use 50-watt
white bulbs around your patio and
barbecue. Then, at the far end of
your yard, install a couple of 150-
wratt white bulbs. The larger bulbs,
being brighter, will serve the main
purpose of attracting most of the
insects.

One hint: With your patio softly
lighted, turn off your house lights
behind, A glare of light from the
house will attract insects, anyhow,
if the lighting level of the patio is
way down.

8 TH CONGRESS, 1st SESSION.

The House reconvened this
week after the Easter recess. Tradi-
tionally this marks the time for tak-
ing stock of the legislative accom-
plishments of the session. Measured
in terms of quantity, it might be
said that this session is off to a fly-
ing start—-some have compared it
to the first 100 days of the Roose-
velt Administration. But it should
be pointed out that guantily is not
the same thing as quality. Nor do
new laws guarantee remedies! One
of the most disturbing aspects of
the session has been the tendency of
the Administration to pressure
measures through without adequate
deliberation on the part of the Con-
gress. For example: one of the most
important measures in 30 years —
the so-called “medicare” bill, a com-
plex bill containing nearly 300 pages
— was rushed through the House in
its “three layer cake” form without
public hearings on the part of the
Ways and Means Committee. Fur-
thermore, it was brought up under
a closed rule barring amendments
on the House Floor. The $1.3 billion
Federal aid to education bill was put
through Congress with one minor
amendment in the House and none
in the Senate. The Appalachia aid
bill was approved by the Senate
Public Works Committee after only
two days of public hearings, shut-
ting off witnesses who wanted to
testify. Republican proposals to ap-
ply the Appalachian formula to
other depressed regions of the
Country were beaten.

This trend has been deeply dis-
turbing to many of us in the Con-
gress and I don’t believe it is what
the American people really want.
No longer is Congress given an op-
portunity to take a thoroughly de-
liberative loock at important legis-
lation. Although Representatives in
Congress have suggesticns for im-
proving on legisiation proposed by
the Executive Branch, the President
contends his proposals are to remain
unchanged — and the heavy majori-
ties of his own party in both Houses
go along with his demands. This
certainly does not result in the best
possible legislation. This is
illustrated by the education bill. Al-
though the ink is hardly dry, the
Chairman of the House Education
and Labor Committee has stated
that new hearings will have to be
hield to correct flaws in the law. This
could have been avoided if Congress
had been permitied to deliberate
fully on the legislation,

Noting the continuing references
to “the first 100 days of this ses-
sion”, the “Washington Star” in a
recent editorial summed up: “We
would only remind those exuberant
gentlemen that the original 100 days’
began at Elba and ended at Water-
loo.”

When Bell invented the telephone
less than & century ago, he and his
associates never dreamed of the ex-
tensive uses his device would develop
in the 20th Century. With improve-
ments and growth the modern tele-
phone has become a vital communi-
cations tool — a necessity for the
completion of almost all business
and personal plans. Although it is
a real necessity, the telephone is the
only household utility subject to a
Federal excise tax. Imposed during
World War II, this tax was placed
on telephone and other communica-
tion service at that time to discour-
age overloading these vital wartime
faeilities as much as to gain needed :
revenue. It seems to me that it is:
high time this “temporary” tax is;
repealed. One of the first bills I !
“dropped in the hopper” upon the-
opening of the 89th Congress was
H. R. 418, calling for repeal of the:
tax on telephone services and use.;
I am hopeful that this legislation,!
as well as my bill (H. R. 4226) to:
repeal the other “temporary” excise :
taxes on such ilems as women's !
handbags, cosmetics, etc., will re-:
ceive favorable consideration by the':
House Committee on Ways and:
Means during this session, :

VETERANS LIFE INSURANCE

A bill passed in the closing days
of the 88th Congress (Public Law
88-664) permits a reopening of Na-.
tional Service Life Insurance for
veterans with service-connected dis-
ability and also for a limited group
with non-service-connected disabil-
ity who are generally rated as unin-
surable by private companies. Four
permanent types of insurance are
to be offered: ordinary life, 20-pay-
ment life, 20-year endowment, or a
new modified life policy. Veterans
who want to take advantage of the
reopening of the G.I. life insurance
must apply between May 1, 1985 and
May 2, 1966. Those now receiving
compensation payments will be sent
application forms, Others can get
forms and detailed information from

any Veterans Administration office.

Dog shows are for people who
like dogs — and for dogs that like
people. Since one of the biggest of
dog shows, Western Reserve Ken-
nel Club’s “Cleveland Classic,” is
coming to the Arena on Sunday,
May 16, here are a few glimpses
of what a dog show is really like —
and tips which will help you enjcy
and understand it when you get
there.

Cleveland’'s show will be what
the American. Kennel Club calls an
“unbenched” show, so it's best to
arrive in the morning if you want
to see all of the neary 1,500 dogs of
almost 100 different breeds.

For folks who contemplate ' the
eventual purchase of a puppy, dog
shows can be a most useful show-
case. The 115 breeds now recognized
by the AKC were created because
the tastes and the needs of the

many different kinds of people vary -

considerably. There is a right kind
of pure-bred dog for everyone, and
dog shows offer an opportunity to
look them all over. It pays to be
careful in your selection. You can
expect your dog to be a member of
your household for at least 12-15
years.

A dog show is many things to the
people and the dogs you will find
there. For exhibitors it is an op-
portunity to win fame, fortune and
championship titles for their dogs.
For breeders it is an opportunity
to make direct comparisons among
the contending dogs in planning
which dogs and strains will best fit
into breeding programs. For the
obedience dogs and their trainers
it is an opportunity to win titles
and prizes as they demonstrate how
useful a citizen the proper train-
ing can make of a pure-bred dog.

For show-minded youngsters it's a
chance to display their skills in
handling a dog in the ring in the
{ “junior showmanship classes. For
ithe spectator a dog show is like a
many-ringed circus with spirited
! competition going on all about him.

Fortunately, because of the ar-
rangement of Cleveland’s Arena, the
Cleveland Classic is one of the few
dog shows, anywhere, where the
spectator can watch all of the
action without leaving his seat.

The show judging and the obedi-
ence trials run simultaneously
throughout the day. Most dogs are
hams and thrive on the crowds and
the attention they receive. Experts
from many parts of the country
will be on hand to evaluate the
dogs according to the AKC-approved
standards of perfection for each of
the breeds.

From the judging of the first
puppy class until the show’s cli-
mactic moment when the “best in
show” dog is selected, the competi-
tion and the tension mount. As long
as a dog can keep winning he can
progress from his class to best of
winners, then to best of breed and
to competition for first in his group.
Finally, there are only the six dogs
which have won their groups. Then,
the show’s most honored judge
selects the best dog in the show on
that day. At Cleveland, this year,
the final — and absolute judge will
be Mrs. A. Alfred LePine of Car-
rollton, Ohio.

Meanwhile, the obedience judges,
under a scoring system where 200
is considered perfect and 175 pas-
sing, will be selecting for the “high-
est scoring dog in show.” The novice
competition might be compared to

grade school, open competition to

-high school and the utility classes

to college. Passing or better scores
in three obedience trials brings to
a dog a coveted obedience title.
What happens if there is more
than one perfect obedience score?
Well, that happened at a Western.
Reserve show about five years ago.
The two “perfect” dogs were called
back for extra tests. The poodle won
and was officially declared to be
“better than perfect.”

Plan for Plenty of Shut-
Gff Valves on Mouse
Plumbing Lines

The importance of planning for
an adequate number of shut- off
valves in the plumbing system of a
house when it is urder construction
is pointed out by the Cleveland
Plumbing Information Council,

An expenditure of less than $10
when a house is being built can
save the homeowner many hours
of irritation. Failure to include
erough shut-off valves can result in
having to go without water service
all over the house just because re-
pairs are being made at one fixture.
A minimum number of shut-off
valves in the home would involve
having one located by the water
meter, one for the heating system,
one for the water heater, and one
for each lawn faucet outside the
house.

This minimum number of valves
would result in. an inadequately
valved home, because if it became
necessary to shut off service to one
bathroom faucet, or one kitchen sink
faucet, it would be necessary to turn
off the service to the entire house.

To avoid such inconvenience, the
Plumbing Information Council sug-
gests, a valve should be installed
on. each line to each facility in the
house. In most cases the best place
to locate these valves would be in
the basement as close as possible
to the unit being supplied.

The Council also points out that it
is a good idea to tag every valve by
indicating which facility it controls.
A corresponding list should be kept
in the basement. This makes it easy
to turn off the water in emergencies.
