N DRAMA

My father had invited many
reople and the saloon was filled
to capacity those two nights.
The stage was located in the
back of the tavern and was con-
structed simply , the modest re-
sults of our own labored efforts.
There were no stage settings,
and the door and window of the
saloon served as the wings.
The second dramatic produc-
ticn occurred two years later
in 1885. It took place in the
Germania Garden on Wilson St.
(now E. 55th near the southeast
corner of St. Clair.) -In those
days, during the summertime, a
picnic was sponsored every Sun-
day, preceded by a street parade
to the outdoor grounds. After-
wards, everyone took his seat
in the Garden where a familiar
routine ensued, the band played
for the parade and for dancing,
and, of course, everything in

the line of refreshments was

available to satisfy each and
everyone’s wants. And it was
at one of these picnics that the
second presentation took place.

The play was also a one-act
drama and was again from the
book of the St. Mohor Society.

The name of the play was “Tat” .

(The Thief) and the rehearsals
for it were held at our home.

The following appeared in this
dramatic skit: Ivan Zorman,
Mary Germ, John Grdina and
Matt Grdina. My sister, the
late Mary Haffner was the di-
rector and producer. For the
stage we employed the area
where the band performed, the
musicians simply moved back
and made a little room and so
without any formality and scen-
ery, we went on with the play.

Only heaven knows how suec-
cessful it was, however, the first
seed was planted from which
germinated the flower of Slove-
nian drama and which linked
us culturally to cur people in
the old country.

These immigrants plus oount-
less thousands of others contri-
buted to the vast growth of
America. We must not let them
down for any party or labor
group of dictators who want to
rule a freedom loving America.

A Collinwoed area resident
has an unusual hobby and he
has turned it into a profit mak-
ing’ venture.

Anyone who has ever attend-
ed a cultural event in the Grea-
ter Cleveland area has at one
time - or another seen Dave
Evans hard at work recording
the proceedings. Almost all the
sound systems at the wvarious
Slovenian homes in Cleveland
are provided by Evans.

He also makes cassettes for
radio programs.

“Ninety-five percent of the
transcription tapes for Tony
Petlovsek’s daily FM radio
shows are recorded by me,” he
says proudly.

Evans, who lives at 15411
School Avenue, -also records
wedding ceremonies, funerals,
choral groups, bands and solo-
ists. ‘

“When someone gets married,
a relative or other friend of the
bridal couple will often come to
me and ask for a permanent re-
membrance of the ceremony. So
I tape record the entire event.

“You’d be surprised,” Evans
points out with a smile, “my mi-
crophones are so sensative they
can pick out the sounds of wat-
er or wine pouring, the wedding
rings striking the plate, and
even the holy water hitting the
bride’s dress. Recently I did a
wedding and when the priest
broke the host for Communion,
it sounded like someone crack-
ing a railroad tie in half.”

He says on occasion he is ask-
ed to go to the reception and
record comments from guests.
“Then you usually have some-
one describe the wedding dress.
cake, the dances, orchestra, and
tossing of the bouquet and gar-
ter.’, -

Evans got started recording
in 1956 when he was confined
to his home after a severe ill-
ness. He didn’t know much a-
bout electronics at the time but
he started working with his hi-
fi to help pass the time.

Then he went to the Slove-
nian Home on Recher Ave. in
Fuclid, and recorded the John
Grabner band. He discovered
nobody was memoralizing the
dozens of concerts Slovenians
stage each ‘year.

Soon his new hobby of taping
music and events became a busi-
ness when the organizations ask-
ed Evans to do the job and paid

him for his services.

A few interesting tapes he has
made are
Ralph Perk’s inauguration and
Edmund Turk’s swearing-in
ceremony as Council President.

He also notes, “I have perma-
nent audio records of every Slo-
venian singing society in Cleve-
land, and all of Lojze Slak’s or-
chestral appearances in Cleve-

land which he made a couple of -
_years back.”

He is also promoter of a new
Christmas album featuring sing-
ers June Price and Dolores Mi-
helich. “We recorded the entire
record at St. Vitus Church on
E. 61 St. And it only took one
day to achieve perfect audio
reproduction,” he boasts.

He also has rights to a new

Jerry Bukac polka album and

the St. Bede’s guitar Mass re-
cord.

Evans was born in South
Whales, Great Britain in 1925.
The personable, good-natured
individual came to America in
1947 to the Elyria and Oberlin,
Ohio areas.

He moved to Cleveland in
1950 where he now makes his
permanent residence. His full-
time employment is with Picker
X-Ray Corporation. :

The recording specialist likes
to mention that Tom Jones and
Richard Burton are also Welsh-
men. “All three cf us,” he says
with a grin, “are connected in
some way with recording.”

Dave Evans, however, is the
only one living in the Collin-
wood area. And Cleveland’s gain
is England’s loss.

Simonelli takes siands

opposite discount store

Euclid Councilman (D-4) Fre-
derick J. Simonelli has taken a
strong stand in opposition to the
rezoning of a parcel of land at
24600 Tungsten Road, in Ward
4, for a proposed discount store.

“The last thing in the world
we need in Euclid is another
discount store,” he said.

“I have made my feelings
known to the Planning and Zon-
ing Commission and will oppose
this proposal vigorously if it
gets to the floor of Council. I
see no merit whatsoever in this
proposal. This zoning change
would not be in the best inter-
ests of the people in my ward or
in the city,” he stated empha-
tically.

In a letter to the P and Z Com-
mission Simonelli said, “This
parcel of land, in my judgement,
is totally unsuitable for the pro-
posed commercial development.
Its proximity to a quiet, resi-
dental neighborhood and its li-
mited access to any major tho-
roughfare would justify the re-
jection of this proposal”.

The land in question is situa-
ted on the northerly side of
Tungsten Road, West of Babbit
Rd. Developers Diversified, Inc.

Discount store, says Simonelli.

Tornade Aleris:
what do they mean

The Weather ' Bureau issues
bulletins to warn the public of
severe storm  danger. You
should be familiar with the two
terms used by them to classify
tornado conditions.

A TORNADO WATCH is the
first alert from the Weather
Bureau to a potentially threat-
ened area. The bulletin usually
specifies the threatened areas
and the period of time when
the possibility of a tornado de-
veloping is high.

A TORNADO WARNING is
issued after a tornado has been
sighted. It tells persons living
in the projected path to take
some immediate safety precau-
tions, such as finding adequate
shelter, preferably in a storm
cellar, basement or other under-
ground structure. Usually, the
warning will give the location
of the sighting, time, and area
through which the tornado is
expected to move.
