Pokojnik je bil rojen kot osmi 
j otrok šentpeterskega cerkovni­
ka Janeza in matere Frančiške, 
rojene Vrhovnik, dne 18. febru­
arja 1898 v Ljubljani. Oče mu 
je umrl že leta 1899, tako je 
padlo breme vzgoje in vzdrže­
vanja številnih otrok na po­
žrtvovalno in verno mater. Dru­
žina je dolgo živela v Ljub­
ljani v hiši na Stari poti (sedaj 
šlajmarjeva 7), kjer so se tudi 
ukvarjali z vrtnarijo vse do 
smrti matere leta 1343. 

j Ljudsko šolo je obiskoval na 
Grabnu in Ledini, srednjo pa na 
I. in II. državni gimnaziji. V 
maju 1916 je bil potrjen k voja­
kom v 17. peš. polk. Bil je dva­
krat na fronti, enkrat lažje ra­
njen.

j prl, je prišel ko rezervni pod­
poročnik v italijansko ujetni­
