Takrat je u-
mrlo kar 273 ljudi.

Preziveli potniki, oéividci
in strokovnjaki, ki ze'’ razi-
skujejo nesreco, soglasajo,

da v sredo ni prislo do okva-
re na letalu. Pilot je namreé
zgresil in skusSal letalo pri-
stati na napaéni,
zaprti letalski stezi. Najprej
je letalo tréilo v tovornjak,
nakar je pilot popolnoma iz-
gubil kontrolo. Gorivo na le-
talu'se je takoj vnelo in ve-
¢ina potnikov ni imela moz-
nosti plamenom uiti. Truplo
letala se je razbilo v veé ko-
sih.
