obveščevalnih agencij — M. Rust še priprl
MOSKVA, ZSSR — Po zadnjih poroči­

lih so se sovjetski preiskovalci prepričali o 
tem, da j bil izreden polet 19-letnega nem­
škega pilota iwdiihiasa Rusta pripravljen od 
agentov zahodnih obveščevalnih agencij. 
Rusi je namreč jgoldel. A mailmm dviimm
letalom od Helsinkija do Moskve, ne da bi 
ga sploh kaj motili sovjetske obrambne sile. 
Pristal je kar na Rdečem trgu v Moskvi ob 
kremeljskem zidu.

Sovjetski predstavniki, ki so prvi ko­
mentirali o zadevo, so menili, da bo Rust 
kmalu izpuščen in izgnan iz ZSSR. V zad­
njem času pa govorijo sovjetska sredstva 
javnega obveščanja o nekakšni zaroti zoper 
ZSSR, in da so vpletene zahodne obveščeval­
ne agencije, ki celo naj bi bile pripravile kar­
te, ki jih je rabil Rust. To kaže, da bodo Sov­
jeti naredili iz Rustovega podviga nekaj več­
jega kot nepremišljene akcije enega samega 
posameznika.

Njegove besede: »Se vidiva 
v Ljubljani«, se niso uresniči­
le. Bral domobranec je bil kot 
ranjenec umorjen od sloven­

skih komunistov. Mati je izve­
dela, da je ranjeni sin v vojaški 
bolnišnici na Mostah. Podala 
se je v to bolnišnico in tam za­
prosila, da bi obiskala ranje­
nega sina. Kot odgovor je do­
bila le psovke in kletve. Mati, s 
prizadeto materinsko ljube­
znijo, se je vrnila domov in 
čakala... Njen sin je bil verjet­
no že takrat mrtev — umorjen 
od komunistov.

Lajša­
ti bolečine bolnikom in jih 
oskrbeti z najnujnejšimi zdra­
vili je predvsem skrb s. Anice 
in s. Bernardete. Sredstva, s 
katerimi razpolagata so silno 
omejena, toda zaupanje v 
božjo pomoč in dobroto ljudi, 
ki pošiljajo zdravila iz Evrope, 
jima daje pogum za nadaljnje 
delo.

Župnija je zelo obširna
in ima 27 verskih skupno­

sti. Zanje je na razpolago le 
eden duhovnik. Po svojih mo­
čeh mu skušamo pomagati pri 
pastoralnem delu.

Oblikovanje in nadzorova­
nje verouka za osnovnošolce v 
Frescu in okolici je poverjeno 
meni.

Tudi 
v samem Frescu je 5 skupin. 
Župnik in s. Anica imata 12 
skupin dijakov-katehumenov.

Starši se ne zmenijo veliko 
za svoje otroke. Verska vzgoja 
njihovih otrok jih ne zanima, 
čeprav vsaj nekateri otroci iz­
hajajo iz katoliških družin. 
Težko jih je prepričati, da 
otrok potrebuje katekizem, saj 
se večkrat niti ne zavedajo, da 
otrok ni sposoben učenja, če 
ima želodec prazen. Veliko 
otrok ostane teščih dopoldne v 
šoli; opoldne najdejo kakšno 
sadje in šele zvečer dobijo pod 
zob nekaj riža z omako.

Osnovna hrana je riž in ma­
niok, ob morju pa tudi ribe. 
Zadnje čase prihaja iz severa 
na področje naše župnije veli­
ko ljudi, ki požigajo gozdove 
in začenjajo z nasadi kakava 
in kave.

Seveda je življenje ljudi na 
deželi — v goščavi — mnogo 
preprostejše, revnejše, kakor 
življenje vsaj nekaterih, ki ži­
vijo v mestih.

Rudi Kotar — 75. letnik
V najlepšem mesecu, mese­

cu bujnega zelenja in cvetja, se 
je rodil naš rojak in odličen 
pevec Rudi Kotar. Rodil se je 
9. julija 1912 v Raki pri Kr­
škem. Tu mu je tekla otroška 
mladost, vse do 16. leta, ko je 
šel v Krško, kjer se je učil in 
izučil pekarske umetnosti in 
leta 1930 tudi z odliko končal.

Leta 1937 se je v Logu v fari 
Boštanj oženil z brhko Reziko 
Stusej in leta 1938 je z mojstr­
sko diplomo odprl svojo 
pekarno v Šmarju pri Sevnici 
ob Savi. V nedeljah in v pro­
stem času je že v mladih letih 
rad pel na koru v cerkvi sv.

Florijana, igral nogomet in na 
Radnji-Boštanj je pri Salezi­
jancih igral pri godbi, katero 
je vodil Martin Jurčak, igral 
tudi na odru v režiji takrat zelo 
znanega režiserja Jerka Ger- 
zinčiča. Med tem mu je žena 
Rezika leta 1939 povila prvega 
sina Janeza, pozneje pa še 
hčerki Marijo in Mileno.

Ravno ko si je z družino u- 
stvaril lepo in uspešno življe­
nje, je privihrala druga svetov­
na vojna, z njo pa tudi komu­
nistična revolucija, katera tudi 
Rudiju in družini ni prizane­
sla. V letu 1941, ko so Nemci 
zasedli ondotne kraje, je mo­
ral Rudi, kot zaveden Slovenec 
in katoličan, z družino zapu­
stiti vse imetje in so morali vsi 
bežati iz Loga in preko Škoci- 
jana in Novega mesta v Ljub­
ljano, kjer so dobili zavetje pri 
ženinih sorodnikih. Tu se je v 
teh kritičnih časih družina pre­
življala, kakor je vedela in 
znala. Rudi si je v Ljubljani na 
koru rakovniške cerkve s pet­
jem lajšal življenjske tegobe.

V vseh letih življenja v 
Ljubljani pod okupacijo Itali­
janov in komunistične osvobo­
dilne fronte, je Rudi Kotar kot 
zaveden katoličan in odločen 
protikomunistični borec veliko 
pretrpel in bil ogrožen. Tako 
je moral leta 1945 z drugimi 
domobranci zapustiti rodno 
domovino in se podali preko 
avstrijske meje v Vetrinje. Ža­
lostno in trpeče je bilo slovo 
od žene Rezike, ki je bila v bla­
goslovljenem stanju, in od 
otrok, ki so morali ostati v 
Ljubljani.

Rudi je v vetrinjskem logoru 
v velikem pomanjkanju živel 
vse do leta 1949, ko je sprejel 
dovolilnico, emigrirati v Ame­
riko. Še isto leto je ves srečen 
stopil v New Yorku na ameri­
ška tla. Iz New Yorka se je z 
vlakom pripeljal v Milwaukee, 
v objem svojih tetk. Tu se je 
Rudi takoj zaposlil v pekarski 
stroki, do leta 1953, ko je do­
bil zaposlitev v električni to­
varni Sorgel, kjer je leta 1973 
stopil v razred penzionistov.

Med tem časom si je ustvaril 
prijeten dom, kjer je leta 1956 
objel prve svoje tri otroke iz 
Slovenije in sicer Janeza, Ma­
rijo in Mileno, dve leti .kasneje 
pa še ženo Reziko, sina Rudija 
in hčerko Miro. Takoj so se 
vživali v ameriško življenje, 
postali so farani sv. Janeza 
Evangelista in člani SKD Tri­
glav. Slavljenec Rudi poje na

koru pri slovenskem cerkve­
nem zboru že trideset let, rav­
no toliko let je član društva 
Triglav, kjer je pri raznih 
igrah nastopal na odru in je še 
danes član društvenega balin- 
carskega odseka. Aktivni član 
je tudi pri ZSPB Tabor.

Enjoyed Zorman’s “Slovani” poem
makes a plaintive plea to theEditor:

I enjoyed very much reading 
Ivan Zorman’s poem 
“Slovani,” which appeared in 
your May 19 edition. I feel 
privileged that I knew him as a 
young lad, or at least had met 
him, perhaps at my uncle’s 
home, or at some concert in 
the Slovenian Home on St. 
Clair. He taught piano, among 
other things, presumably for 
needed income, but it was his 
bearing as musician, poet, and 
artist of the Slovenian people 
living in the St. Clair, Collin- 
wood, and Nottingham areas 
that impressed me. I found 
among my mother’s 
memorabilia an old newspaper 
clipping announcing his death.

Although I have a book of 
Zorman’s poems, 1 was not 
aware of this particular poem, 
and 1 am pleased now that I 
have a copy. In this poem he

Wasps of his day (proud 
descendants of the pilgrims: 
Puritans, and the sons and 
daughters of the Revolution) 
not to look down on the recent 
immigrant toiling away in the 
dingy factories and on con­
struction crews, for he, too, 
has a noble destiny in 
America.

In this poem his voice is that 
of a Cankar, or the recently 
deceased Russian folk hero, 
Vladimir Vsyotski. 1 treasure 
the fact he was revered here, in 
his lifetime by his Slovenian 
compatriots who had come 
here from modest villages in 
Slovenia, of little schooling, 
but with a soul of a proud 
people.
On my next visit to Cleveland 

I shall visit his grave to pay my 
respects.

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3 How to trace your Slovenian roots
by Joseph Drašler

The foremost problem for 
Slovenian genealogists is the 
scarcity of vital records in all 
parts of Slovenia, the lack of 
emigration records of any 
kind, and precious little data 
available in the genealogy 
departments of our public 
libraries, comparatively speak­
ing.

According to the historian 
Zontar, who focused on 
Slovenia more than other 
genealogists or historical 
demographers, earliest 
available vital records in most 
of Yugoslavia reach back only 
to the 16th century. Further­
more, earliest archival 
documents were written 
either in Italian or German, 
and preceding that, in Latin.

Yugoslav names, usually dif­
ficult to pronounce, were 
often Italianized or Germaniz­
ed in vital record books, while 
in the United States, for the 
most part, were written 
phonetically.

From the 12th to the 20th 
centuries, parts of Yugoslavia 
were under Austrian, German, 
Hungarian, and French

The Slovenian Womens’

Even the Mormon 
Genealogical Library in Salt 
Lake City, famous for its 
genealogy collecting, has not 
microfilmed vital records of 
Yugoslavia. The library has 
produced a very good film on 
Yugoslav demography 
(Number D83938-583458, 
Slovenia, Yugoslavia^ 
available at its branch 
libraries.

While these obstacles of 
various proportions loom 
before the Slovenian 
genealogist, the challenges are 
not insurmountable. The 
researcher should never 
become discouraged or give in 
to defeat.

People seeking their family 
ancestry should not overlook 
contacts with living relatives in 
’this country and in 
Yugoslavia. Such contacts 
provide the most definitive 
leads to secure additional in-

formation. Once correct given 
and surnames are known, 
along with birthdays and bir­
thplaces, assistance is 
available at vital statistic 
bureaus in most major cities.

The picturesque city of 
Vrhnika, southwest of Ljubl­
jana, and the small cities and 
hamlets encircling it, including 
Verd, Breg, Dol Borovonica, 
Lasce, Laze, Pako, Pekel, and 
to the west Kamnik, Presrje, 
and Brzovica appear to have 
been the source of the Drazler 
families. Because of their close 
proximity, my requests for 
vital statistics were limited to 
the cities of Vrhnika and 
Ljubljana.

Vrnika is the birthplace of 
Slovenia’s greatest poet and 
author, Ivan Cankar. A 
monument, built in his honor, 
stands at the entrance to the 
city. His birthplace has been 
turned into a museum, and a 
memorial has been built on the 
hilltop overlooking his belov­
ed city. The Church, mention­
ed so often in his writing, still 
stands upon the hilltop.
My requests for vital statistics 

received prompt reply, and 
were usually supplemented 
with photostatic copies from 
original records, by both 
registrar Ivanka Širok, Bureau 
of Vital Statistics, 61360 
Vrhnika nd Director Marija 
Oblak-Carni, Arhiv SR 
Slovenije, Zvesdarska 1, 61001 
Ljubljana. The Ljubljana 
Arhiv maintains vital records 
for Borovnica as follows: bir­
ths from 1758 to 1860, mar­
riages from 1758 to 1849, and 
deaths from 1758 to 1883. 
Borovnica’s vital records date 
from 1842..

My most productive source 
of vital data has been the 
parish priest, Jose Strzaj, at 
Rimska cesta 35, 61353 Borov­
nica. He employs the help of 
young parish students, versed 
in the English language, who 
are very helpful providing one 
has correct names, birthdays 
and birthplaces of ancestors.

This year 1987 has been 

designated as the “Year of the 
Slovenes” in Pittsburgh for 
the 31st Annual Pittsburgh 
Folk Festival.

The U.S.S. Band was asked 
to participate and we accepted 
the opportunity readily.
