Prevent Peolio
Tomorrow

Polio struck 22 Clevelanders in
1960, says Dr. J. Glen Smith, Com-
missioner of Health. The only safe-
guard against polio in 1961, warns
Dr. Smith, is the complete series
of Salk immunizations before the
polio season begins. The new Sa-
bin oral vaccine will not be avail-
able in time to prevent polio this
summer.

Too great a time lapse between
immunizations wil] lessen their ef-
fectiveness. Follow your physician's
recommendations for the proper
times for immunization of yourself
and your children, Adults need po-
lio protection just as much as chil-
dren. Don't neglect any member of
your family, for polio is not just a
children’s disease.

Preschool children whose parents
cannot afford the services of a pri-
vate physician may receive polio
immunizations - at a Well Child
Conference of the Cleveland Divi-
sion of Health. An appointment can
be made by telephoning your near-
est Health Center. School age chil-
dren of Cleveland, whose parents
cannot afford the services of a pri-
vate physician, may receive immu-
nizations at special clinic sessions
of the Cleveland Division of Health.

EDITOR'S NOTE: The author of
this article is a noted free-lance
writer.

Whenever a big national problem
gets underway, whether it involves
space travel, nuclear fission, The
Flintstones, road building, or what-
ever, the project itself has a way
of generating its own peculiar vo-
cabulary. Thus, the 41,000 mile In-
terstate Highway System, of which
our own Lakeland Freeway is an
integral part, has brought forth
some of its own, individual words.
Some of these are well known. Oth-
ers are little known, misinterpret-
ed or misunderstood.

For example, is it called the
Lakeland Freeway because you
don’t have ito pay a toll? What’s the
difference between a thruway and
an expressway? Do you know (or
care) what they mean when they
talk about a parkway, a circumur-
ban or a marginal road?

Here are some of the words, new
and old, and their meanings when
used by engineers and those con-
nected with the Interstate Highway
project:

Freeway. Jf vyou believe the
Lakeland Freeway is called this be-
cause it's “free,” you are in ac-
cord with the majority of your
friends and neighbors. However, in
this instance, the majority does not
rule. It’s called a “freeway” only
because of the freedom of traffic
from stoplights and grade intersec-
tions. Access is exclusively by

ramped  interchanges linked o
rcads that pass over or under the
freeway. Almost all Interstate

routes (such as Lakeland) will be

of this type. This name is even ap-
plied to toll roads in a few in-
stances.

The Ohio courts have defined a
‘“Freeway” es a “divided multilane
highway for through traffic with
all cross roads separsted in grade
and with full control of access.”
Turnpike, In earlier days there
were many roads built by farm-
ers over which you had to pay a
toll to travel. The way was usually
barred by a hinged bar which the
farmer swung open after you paid
vour fee. This was where the turn-
pike namc originated. In modern
times, of course, the tolls are col-
.ected .on certain state highways
to pay the cost of building the
roads.

It is interesting to note that un-
der the Ohio law when ithe revenue
bonds for a -turnpike eonstructed
by the Ohio Turnpike Cemmission
are paid cff, such project is to be-
come part of the State Highway!
System, free of tolls.

Expressway. Acpording to engin-
ecrs, an expressway is a’modified
form‘of freeway. It may have some
cnossings at grade. However, it can-

Thruway. In the usual use of this
word, it is similar to a turnpike in
that a toll ic paid. However, it
usually denotes. a particular road,
such as “The New York Thruway.”

Civeumurban, This is one of those
sleepers that is sneaking into the
language when no one is looking.
You probably never heard it, and
neither did I. (I can't even pro-
ncunce it.) Highway engineers use
it to denote a road which has a
very important part in this coun-
try’s highway future. It is some-
times called a circumferential and
means a freeway that rings a city,
enabling traffic to bypass the cen-
ter of town. It provides easier ac-
cess to outlying city districts. These
will be a common feature of the
planned, $41 Dbillion Interstate
Highway System.

Marginal road. This is similar to
and sometimes called a frontage
road. It denotes a road running pa-
rallel and close to a freeway. It is
primarily intended for service sta-
tions, motels, marinas, and other
motorist facilities. These marginal
roads are built at the same time as
a freeway, although they are not
considered to he a part of it.

Parkway. This is a scenic road
with controlled access. According
to those whe know such things,
parkways are generally barred to
all commercial traffic.

Boulevard, A “boulevard” as dis-
tinguished from ithe usual and ordi-
nary “street’ or “highway” is a
broad avenue in or around a city,
especially one decoratively laid out
with trees, belts of turf, ete., usual-
ly for the exclusive use of pleasure
vehicles. This definition is eclose
to the one used for a ‘parkway” and -
the two terms are used inter-
changeably.

So what does this all mean?? Do-
7't we wuse the terms ‘“road,”
“street,” or “highway” anyymore?

Sure we do, but they are not
used properly in place of some of
the foregoing terms. They have pe-
culiar meanings of their own.

The term “road” is sometimes
used to distinguish rural from mun-
icipal highways. The Ohio courts
have defined it this way: *“The
werd ‘road’ is defined to be a track
lor ftravel, ferming a communica-
tion between one city, town or
place, and another, in other words,
a country highway.”

The word “street” is usually used
to designete a main way in a muni-
cipality as distinguished from a ru-
ral highway.

A “highway” has been defined as
a road or way open to the public at
large, for the purpose of travel or
the trancportation of persons or
property.

So now you know as much about
rgads (er should we say streets, lor

highways, or {reeways or what?)

HE LEGISLATIVE PICTURE. In

the first five months of this
Congress there have been intro-
duced more than 8,000 bills and
resolutions in the House and more
than 2,000 in the Senate, This is
customary, and most of these will
remain in the committees without
any action taken on them, Several
hundred bills will be considered,
and some will become law, So far
this year Congress has actually
passed and the President has signed
31 public and 2 private bills, of
which 8 are important enough to
mention. Here is the list: (1) Fed-
eral Aid to Depressed Areas, a pro-
gram to provide $394 million in pub-
lic funds for loans and grants in
certain rural and urban depressed
areas (no money for Ohio). The
program is to be financed through
the so-called “backdoor” spending
technique, which means that the
new agency created in the Depart-
ment of Commerce will have au-
thority to go directly to the Treas-
ury for funds instead of obtaining
funds annually through appropri-
ations reviewed by Congress. (2) A
Temporary Extension of Unemploy-
ment Benefits—it is estimated that
this will cost approximately $950
million, the money is to be raised by
increasing the Federal Unemploy-
ment Tax paid by both employer
and employee. (3) Aid to Dependent
Children of Unemployed Parents—
it is estimated that this program
will cost $350 million. (4) A Feed
Grain Support Bill—this is a very
complicated measure which will put
more rules and regulations on the
farmers and will cost the taxpayers
approximately $500 million. (5) An
increase in the Minimum Wage and
Extension of Coverage—while this
purports to be a $1.25 minimum
wage bill, it actually provides an in-
crease to $1.15 an hour at this time.
By extending coverage to certain
workers engaged in work that is
purely intra - state in nature, the
concept that the Federal govern-
ment has jurisdiction only where
inter-state commerce is concerned
is violated. (6) The creation of 73
new Federal judgeships — this is
more than twice the number Presi-
dent Eisenhower asked for last year
and some 14 more than the Judicial
Conference, after very careful study,
seid were needed. (7) Extension of
the Sugar Act for 15 months. While
this will insure that Cuban sugar

will not be shipped into the United |

‘Istates. the Bill did nothing about

sion of the President's Authority to
