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CONGRESSIONAL ETHICS. The
House Republican Policy Commit-
tee has recommended the imme-
diate ‘establishment of a Select
Committee on Standards and Con-
duct — a Committee that could
really do something about those
whose actions tarrish the image of
the Congress of the United States.
This Committee would be hbiparti-
san, composed of six Republicans
and six Democrats. It would be em-
powered to recommend rules and
regulations that it deems necessary
to _ensure standards of conduct by
members and by officers and em-
plovees of the House. It would also
have the authority to investigate
alleged breeches of conduct, recom-
merd appropriate action and report
violations of law to the proper Fe-
deral and Siate authorities.

In the closing hours of the 89th
Congress last year a select commit-
tee on standards and conduct was
established, but it never got under-
way and its authority died at the
end of that session. Now that we
are well into the 90th Congress, the
idea of a select committee must not
be allowed to slip into the “limho
of forgotten things”. It should he re-
established without any further de-
lay.

Personally I do not believe it will
ever be possible to legislate moral-
ity. But, as you know, over the past
few vears ghere have been several
highly-publicized stories of alleged
misconduct by a few Members of
Congress and a few employees.
These instances have reflected on
the Congress as a whole. Wrongdo-
ers should be punished, and the
public’s faith in the Legislative
Branch restored. A select bipartisan
Committee on Standards and Con-
duct would go a long way toward
accomplishing those objectives, and
I plan to do what I can to see it
established.

THE 25th AMENDMENT. The
25th Amendment to the Constitution
was ratified by the required three-
fourths of the states on February
10th. This Amendment provides for
the first time for continuity in func-
tions of the Presidency in the event
of Presidential disability and for
filling a vacancy in the Vice Presi-
dency. This goes into three Presi-
dential questiors: First, when the
Vice President succeeds to the of-
fice of President, how shall a new
Vice President be chosen? TUntil
now, although there has been -a
statutory line of Presidential suc-
cession, there has been no proce-
dure for choosing a new Vice Pre-
sident (the Urited States has been
without a Vice President sixteen
times, for a total of some 37 years).
Second, how shall the President be
declared unable to conduct the of-
fice of the Presidency? Third, if an
Acting President takes over the
Presidential duties, how can a re-
covered President resume his dut-
ies?

The Amendment answers these
questiors in this way: The new
Vice President would be nominated
by the President, but he must be
confirmed by a majority vote of
both the House and the Senate. In
the case of Presidential disability,
the President may declare himself
to be disabled and permit the Vice
President to become Acting Presi-
dent by transmitting his declaration

ithe

in. writing to the President pro
tempore of the Senate and the
Speaker of the House. When a dis-
abled Fresident fails te do so, the
Vice President and a majority of the
Capinet, or other hody designated
by Congress, may transmit to the
Congress their written declaration
that the President is unable to dis-
charge the duties of his office. A
ccrollary provision permits - the
President to resume his duties ard
terminate the Acting Presidency.
However; if such a Presidential de-
termination is challenged by the
Vice President and a majority :of
the Cabinet, Congress would settle
issue. It would take a ‘two-
thirds vote in each House to sustain
the Vice President, otherwise the
President would.- be returned to of-
fice.. It is. hoped that this 25th
amerdment will provide adequately
for the all-impertant continuity of
leadership needed in our Executive
Branch.
