Slovenia to pursue
bid to join NATO

LJUBLJANA, Slovenia — The former Yugoslav re-
public of Slovenia pledged Thursday to pursue its bid
for quick NATO membership. \

“Slovenia enjoys the support of at least nine NATO
member nations for its candidacy,” even though the
United States supports three other former communist
states, Foreign Minister Zoran Thaler said.

“This support is getting stronger,” he said, “and
other members are not opposed to our bid.”

The United States said Thursday it would back only
Poland, Hungary and the Czech Republic for the first
wave of NATO expansion. Slovenia plans to pursue its
campaign right up until the NATO summit next month
in Madrid, where candidates for inclusion are to
be announced. o

Romanian officials also were unhappy. They said
the United, States has underestimated the benefits to
Washington of an-even bigger NATO, say one enlarged
by five.

“This decision does not protect sufficiently U.S.
interests in this region,” Foreign Minister Adrian Sev-
erin said.

Prime Minister Victor Ciorbea, who left for Wash-
ington this week to lobby the U.S. Senate, said Roma-
nia had not given up hope of first-round admission at
the summit.

“We believe the final decision will be taken by con-
sensus in Madrid,” he said. “We will continue to play
our cards until the end, and we won’t stop until the
summit.”

The battle of Con-
cord and its “shot heard
round the world” would
mark the unofficial begin-
ning of the colonies war for
Independence.

The following May the
colonies again sent delegates
to the Second Continental
Congress. For almost a year
the Congress tried to work
out its differences with
England, again without for-
mally declaring war.

By June 1776 their efforts
had become hopeless and a
committee was formed to
compose a formal Declara-
tion of Independence.
Headed by Thomas Jeffer-
son, the committee included
John Adams, Benjamin
Franklin, Philip Livingston
and Roger Sherman. Thomas
Jefferson was chosen to
write the first draft which
was presented to the Con-
gress on June 28. After vari-
ous changes, a vote was
taken late in the afternoon of
July 4th, Of the 13 colonies,
9 votes in favor of the Dec-
laration, 2 - Pennsylvania
and South Carolina voted
No, Delaware undecided,
and New York abstained.

To make it official John
Hancock, President of the
Continental Congress,
signed the Declaration of
Independence. It is said John
Hancock signed his name

The following day copies
of the Declaration were dis-
tributed. The first newspaper
to print the Declaration was
the Pennsylvania Evening
Post on July 6, 1776. On
July 8th the Declaration had
its first public reading in
Philadelphia’s Independence
Square. Twice that day the
Declaration was read to
cheering crowds and pealing
church bells. Even the bell in
Independence Hall was rung.
The “Province Bell” would
later be renamed “Liberty
Bell” after its inscription —

Proclaim Liberty
Throughout All the Land
Unto All the Inhabitants
Thereof

Although the signing of
the Declaration was not
completed until August, the
4th of July has been ac-
cepted as the official anni-
versary of United States in-
dependence.

The first Independence
Day celebration took place
the following year — July 4,
1777. By the early 1800s,
the traditions of parades,
picnics, and fireworks were
established as the way to
celebrate America’s birth-
day. Hvala lepa, America!

freedoms in matters involv-
ing state bodies and statutory
authorities in Slovenia.

Twenty-five years is a
significant indicator of time
of.the human experience. A
moment capturing the life of
a ‘person filled with people
and places. For those in a
state of married life it is a
sign of devotion and dedica-
tion of one spouse to an-
other. In the work world it
may be perceived as a sign
of loyalty and the contribu-
tions a person has made to a
company’s growth over the
course of time.

Northeast Ohio has such
a person in our midst who
has given more than a life-
time of dedication, care, and
service to not only to one
parish over the past 25 years
in the Catholic Church but
also the wider American and
Canadian Slovenian com-
munities.

Father Joseph |
BoZnar was born on March
19, 1944 in the village area
known as “Pristava” by the
castle in Polhovem in the
Republic of Slovenia. He
was one of four children
born into the BoZnar house-
hold.

Fr. BozZnar started and
continued his education in
Slovenia until the time he
was 10 years old. He then
accompanied his mother to
Canada and joined the re-
maining family members in
Timmins, a mining and lum-
ber area in Canada.

He continued his formal
education in Canada when in
1963 he applied and was
accepted at St. Augustine
College, a seminary in the
diocese of Toronto, Canada.
He continued his studies
there for the next three
years.

At the request of the late
Msgr. Louis B. Baznik, Fr.
BozZnar transferred to the
diocese of Cleveland. He
continued his studies toward
a baccalaureate degree in
history at John Carroll Uni-
versity. He also continued
his studies as a candidate for
the priesthood in the Roman
Catholic Church.

Fr. BoZnar was ordained
on May 30, 1970 at Holy
Family Church in Parma,
Ohio. He offered his First
Mass on May 31, 1970 at
Marija BrezmadezZna
(Immaculate  Conception)
Church in New Toronto,
Canada. Fr. BozZnar’s first
assignment was as kaplan
(associate pastor) at St. Fe-
licitas parish, Euclid, Ohio.
He completed this assign-
ment and was reassigned to
St. Vitus Parish, Cleveland,

Ohio on June 26, 1972.
Fr. BozZnar fulfilled his

duties and responsibilities as
an associate pastor at St.
Vitus Parish under the pas-
torates of the late Father Ru-
dolph Praznik and Father A.
Edward Pevec (now Auxil-
iary Bishop Pevec) until Fr.
BoZnar was officially in-
stalled as the sixth pastor of
St. Vitus Parish on May 14,
1979. At that time, Fr.
BoZnar was the youngest
pastor in the diocese of
Cleveland.

Fr. BoZnar has been ac-
tive in his ministry work and
other endeavors for the
American and Canadian
Slovenian communities. He
has continually promoted the
spiritual, educational, cul-
tural, and social well-being
for St. Vitus Parish over the
past 25 years.

He has been most re-
cently active (in addition to
his duties as pastor and ad-
ministrator of St. Vitus Par-
ish and School) as: spiritual
director (also for 25 years)
of the St. Vitus Slovenian
School, representative on the
Slovenian American Coun-
cil, and a member of four ad

hoc committees: United
Americans for Slovenia,
Singing  Choral  Mixed

Group, Peca (from province
of Carinthia), the visitation
of the first USA Ambassador
to the Republic of Slovenia,
H.E. Allan Wendt, and the
100th year anniversary cele-
bration (1994) in Ohio for
the American Slovenian
Catholic Union (KSKJ).

Fr. BoZnar was active in
the democracy and inde-
pendence movement for the
Republic of Slovenia (1988-
1992) in addition to pro-
moting the rights of the mi-
nority Slovenians living in
either Austria or Italy
(1970s/1980s) as well as
being active in the relief
work for flood and war vic-
tims in Slovenia in the late
1980s and early 1990s.

The four most recent

pastoral responsibilities that
have consumed Fr. BozZnar’s
time and efforts on behalf of
" the St. Vitus Parish are the
renovation of the interior of

St. Vitus church and centen-
nial celebration of St. Vitus
(1993), establishment of the
St. Vitus Endowment Trust
(1989-current), administra-
tion of the Joseph and Anto-
nia Mihevc Grant program
(1990-current), and start of
senior ministry program at
St. Vitus.

The interior renovation
work of the church was be-
gun in February and mainly
completed by August 1993.
The vision provided during
this process enabled the inte-
rior to retain its traditional
appearance while at the
same time expressing the
Catholic faith in today’s so-
ciety with a particular em-
phasis on Slovenian culture
and heritage. The remaining
debt for this project is
$15,000. The original cost
was an estimated $600,000.

The endowment trust
fund, a restricted fund, was
begun and approved by
Bishop Anthony M. Pilla in
1989 with a goal of
$750,000. Of this amount
approximately $700,000 has

been raised in addition to
completing parish mainte-
nance work (eg., new church
furnace, rewiring of church
organ, new  auditorium
roof/ventilation system, etc.)
funded by the endowment
trust.

The Miheve Grant Pro-
gram, also a restricted fund,
has exceeded expectations
by providing approximately
150 approved applicants
with nearly $140,000 over
the past seven years to reg-
istered parishioners who at-
tend tuition paying secon-
dary schools grades 9-to-13).
In addition to his pastoral
work load Fr. BoZnar com-
pleted post-graduate work so
that in June 1996 he was
graduated with a Masters of
Divinity degree from St.
Mary’s Seminary, diocese of
Cleveland.

The senior ministry pro-
gram, coordinated and di-
rected by Sister Mary Avsec,
Miss Angela Bolha, and

elderly members of the par-
ish in a dignified and practi-
cal manner encompassing
both spiritual and social di-
mensions of the elderly. The
process is moving forward
whereby the possibility of an
independent senior citizen
living facility may be real-
ized in a short period of time
at St. Vitus.

It is, however, the spiri-
tual dimension that is the
center of ministry work for a
parish priest. Preparing peo-
ple to receive the sacraments
of Christian initiation into
the Catholic church
(Baptism, Holy Eucha-
rist/Confession, and Confir-
mation). Assisting young
couples into a married state
of life. Anointing of the sick.
And the many visitations to
hospitals, the homebound,
funeral homes, and a final
funeral mass service is but a
short list of the daily work-
load of a parish priest in ad-

dition to celebrating the
Eucharist through daily
Mass.

In the long run, however,
a priest must more often
than not, provide encour-
agement and strength to the
many who face new and dif-
ficult challenges in life, of-
ten at times without the sup-
port or assistance of a family
member. Throughout the
past 25 years one can esti-
mate the hundreds, or thou-
sands, of faces Fr. BoZnar
has met in his ministry work
at and outside St. Vitus.

Fr. BoZnar would state,
however, it is the parish
priest who has the support
and guidance of many good
associate priests, pastoral
staff members, parishioners,
and friends of a parish that
make the difference for a
priest in a Catholic parish to
successfully approach his
work on a daily basis and
walk in the footsteps of
Christ.

Those who have been
fortunate enough to have
developed and maintained a
friendship with Fr. BoZnar
know he is committed to his
calling as a Catholic priest,

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Gov. Voinovich writes Albright
urging Slovenia entry into NATO

As you know, the United States and its allies in the
North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) soon will meet
in Madrid, Spain to discuss enlargement of the alliance. As
you will be the United States’ primary representative in
these negotiations, I am writing to express my strong sup-
port for the expansion of NATO and to urge you to include
Slovenia, along with the Czech Republic, Hungary and Po-
land, in the first tier of nations invited to join.

As an American of Slovenian heritage, I hold this issue
particularly near to my heart. I researched and studied as a
student the agreement made at Yalta in 1945 and how it di-
vided Europe and set the stage for the Cold War. Through-
out my public service career, I have stood by the side of my
brothers and sisters in Central and Eastern Europe and in
America, who fought for freedom and liberty, not only for
Slovenia, but for all Captive Nations.

I was fortunate to witness first-hand, during business
missions I led to the region in 1993 and 1995 (which in-
cluded Slovenia) the great strides the people and the gov-
ernment have made to create democratically elected, repre-
sentative governments and open, free-market economies.
Also, these nations, including Slovenia, unanimously sup-
port and promote universal human rights and advocate
peaceful co-existence with their neighbors.

NATO membership for these nations would further
promote on-going and new business, as well as other rela-
tionships. These are essential components to creating the
long-lasting peace and political stability needed in the re-
gion to re-integrate these nations with the rest of Europe and
to set a precedent for other nations in the region in the
future.

The history, geographic location and cultural heritage of
Slovenia have long linked it to Western traditions. Because
of these linkages, Slovenia is one of the most eligible and
logical nations to become a member of NATO. Since inde-
pendence in 1991, Slovenia has joined or has applied to join
a number of Western-oriented and free-market organiza-
tions, including an economic union with the Czech Repub-
lic, Hungary, Poland and Slovakia (the Visegrad Nations)
and the Organization for Security and Cooperation in
Europe (OSCE), among others. Slovenia also has applied to
Jjoin the European Union, and more importantly, NATO.

Again, I urge you to support Slovenia’s admission to the
NATO alliance. A resolution (from the State of Ohio Ex-
ecutive Department - Office of the Governor) encouraging
the admission of the Czech Republic, Hungary, Poland, and
Slovenia to NATO is attached for your information.

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Bishop Frederic Baraga
was born in Slovenia on
June 29, 1797. Seven years a
priest, he came to the United
States in 1830 to bring the
Holy Name of Jesus to the
Odawa and Ojibwa of the
Upper Great Lakes.

As a priest and bishop, he
traveled in harsh conditions
in Michigan, Waisconsin,
Minnesota, and Ontario. He
brought the Gospel, liturgy
and sacraments, education,
and ecumenical efforts for
justice for all people.

For Frederic Baraga “One
thing only was necessary.”
To make Jesus loved he gave
the Native people written
prayer-books, a participated
liturgy, and education in the
vernacular.

For missionaries he wrote

. Bishop Frederic Baraga

a Grammar and a Dictionary
of the Ojibwa language. The
only U.S. episcopal pastoral
letter in a Native tongue was
his message to the Ojibwa
after his consecration as
bishop. When immigrant
miners and families came to
Upper Michigan, he also
extended his ministry to
them.

Although Frederic Baraga
lived with loneliness, pov-
erty, danger, cold and often
hunger he shared everything
he had with others. Having
“put his hand to the plow”
he persevered with heroic
faith, trust, love and zeal for
the “least” of God’s people.

On the Feast of the Most
Holy Name of Jesus, January
19, 1868, Bishop Frederic
Baraga died in Marquette.

Ce so zmagovite velesile tik
pred koncem ali ob koncu dru-
ge svetovne vojne razdelile Ev-
ropo (in ves svet) na dve inte-

resni sferi, o Cemer je bil govor -

najprej v Jalti in nato v Pots-
damu, se z »ustanovitvenem
aktom« dejansko odpravljajo
vzroki in razlogi za sam obstoj
obmocij, nad katerimi ima ta
ali ona velesila izkljuéni go-
spodarski in politiéni vpliv.

V prvem od $tirih poglavij
ustanovitvenega akta podpi-
sniki namre¢ poudarjajo, da
bodo medsebojni odnosi teme-
ljili na na&elih, kot so: »razvoj

Ludvik Jamnik (1921-1997)

TORONTO, Ont. - Ludvik
(Luka) Jamnik je bil rojen 1.
septembra 1921 v Mirni peci
na Dolenjskem v deset-¢lanski
druZini, ki je darovala sloven-
ski Cerkvi duhovnika-profe-
sorja verouka na gimnaziji.
Osnovno $olo je Ludvik obi-
skoval v domacem kraju, gi-
mnazijo v Novem mestu, nato
je 8el v Ljubljano in se vpisal
na juridi¢no fakulteto. Tam je
napravil tudi izpite prvega leta
in se vpisal v drugo leto. Isto-
gasno se je pridruzil Marijini
kongregaciji (Akad. kluba
StraZa), katere duhovni vodja
je bil dr. Lambert Ehrlich. Ita-
lijanska uprava je redno poslo-
vanje univerze ukinila, tako je
bil Ludvik Jamnik prisiljen
pretrgati svoje Studije.

V &asu ideoloske razdvoje-
nosti se je pridruzil protikomu-
nistiéni strani. Bil je ¢lan origi-
nalnega domobranskega pev-
skega zbora in skupno s Tone-
tom Muhitem edini Se ZiveCi
¢lan tega zbora.

Maja 1945 je skupno z osta-
limi kolegi zapustil Ljubljano
in se zatasno namestil v Anra-
su, v Vzhodnih Tirolih. Od
tam se je preselil v Italijo in se
na Univerzi v Firencah vpisal
na ekonomsko fakulteto. Po
kakem letu se je od tam prese-
lil v taboris¢e v Bologno in
tam nadaljeval §tudij iz ekono-
mije, vendar ga je ponovno
prekinil po odhodu v Kanado.

Tu je zelo vestno in vzgle-
dno opravil dolZznost enoletne
pogodbe na kmetih v juZnem
Ontariu. Pozneje se je preselil
v Toronto, se porocil in v za-
konu postal ofe Sestim otro-
kom. Za te je nadvse skrbno in
ljubeznivo sam skrbel, po rani
smrti svoje Zene JoZice, tudi
doma iz Dolenjske.

Ostalo Zivljenje mu je bila
ve¢na skrb za druZino, kateri
je bil oée in mati. Ko so otroci
nekoliko odrasli in so mu bili v

pomo¢ pri druZini, se je poleg
trdega dela udejstvoval v slo-
venskih kulturnih organizaci-
jah, DSPB Taboru, v pevskih
zborih in dramatskem drus-
tvu.

Vsa leta je sodeloval pri ¢a-
sopisu Slovenska drZava, zad-
njih 10 let pa nosil na svojih
ramenih levji deleZ tega bre-
mena, kot urednik. Rad je za-
pel mirnopesko »drzavno hi-
mno«: »En stardek je Zivel tam
v vinskih gorah, so djal, da je
b’lo na Dolenjskem.«

dela pri SD posvetil ponovne-
mu, vetkrat prekinjenemu §tu-
diju in diplomiral na York uni-
verzi, bolj sebi v uteho kot po-

" trebo, kot je dejal.

Luka je bil zelo popularna
osebnost med Slovenci. Bil je
dobrega srca, ¢eprav tempera-
menten. Vse Zivljenje je delal
zastonj za idejo samostojne
slovenske drZave. Se na smrtni
postelji ga je skrbela usoda
Casopisa.

rektor niti drugi predstavniki univerze pojaznili, da so Narodni
dom zgradili Slovenci in ga uniili faisti.

Narodni dom so po naértih Maksa Fabianija zgradili na za-
etku stoletja. Bil je ena najbolj reprezentativnih zgradb v Terezi-
jin Zetrti, namenjena kulturni dejavnosti. Za tedanje Case je imel
giroko uporaben oder z gledaliko dvorano, hotelske sobe, ban¢ne
pisarne in druge vetnamenske prostore. Po poZigu se je razvalin
polastila fasisti¢na oblast, po zadnji vojni pa so za silo obnovljeno
zgradbo uporabljali za razli¢ne namene.
