Poizvedovanje tudi potr-
juje resnico, da je clovek tem
manj vnet za borbo, ¢im starejsi
je. Za vietnamsko vojno je nam-
re¢ 46-477 starih do 50 let, kar
je starejsih, je zanjo samo 39%.

Potreba po elektriki raste od
leta do leta. NaSe elektrarne
imajo sedaj zmogljivost okroglo
250 milijonov kilowatov, 1.

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INFLATION THE CONSE-
QUENCES OF EXPANDED GO-
VERNMENT SPENDING. When the
President delivered his State of the
Union Message at the opening of
this second session of the 89th Con-
gress last January, he promised full
prosecution of the Vietnam war and
increased expansion of Great So-
ciety programs simultaneously. At
that time many of us warned that
this would fan the fires of infla-
tion, eventually leading -to further
tax ircreases, economic ccntrols, or
bcath. Now, nine months later, it is
abundantly clear that our predic-
tions were correct — we are faced
with run-away inflation.

The cost of living is increasing
abeut 4% per year, making this the
most inflationary year since 1957.
In orly six months, the cost of food
has risen 2.5% with bread and milk,
bacon, and potatoes leading ithe
way. Housewives are today's ex-
perts on inflation and the high cost
of living — ask any of them! The
cost of living increases have wiped
out the social security increases
voted last year. Thus, the real vie-
tims of inflation — forty million
Americans, most of them elderly—
are those living on pensions and
other fixed incomes. They have no
protecticn to lessen inflation’s .im-
pact on their lives. In an effort to
prevert this, I have introduced H.
R. 16599 to amend the Social Se-
curity Act to provide for cost of
living increases in the benefits pay-
able thereunder,

Other consequences of trying to
conduct “business as usual” at home
while meeting escalating costs of
the Vietnam war, are high interest
rates and “tight money”. The com-
petitior. for money has raised the
price of credit to new heights. The
Federal Government is in the mon-
ey market seeking to borrow funds
to finance the war and pay for
Great Society spending programs,
too. The Government is now pay-
ing interest at the rate cf $13 Bil-
lier. a year on the national debt,
more than 10% of its total admin-
istrative budget. Some recent of-
ferings by the Treasury were made

3 ;."
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at nearly 6% interest. This run-
away cpending has brought on a
icrisis in the money market, threa-
itening industries, such as home-
‘building.

Meanwhile, still in the legislative
pipeline are administration propo-
sals to increase present Great So-
ciety spending programs, and cre-
ate new ones. Until just recently,
the Administration refused to recog-
nize the preblem. Now, the Presi-
rdent has proposed the suspersion of
the 7% business tax credit, enacted
in 1962, to encourage expansion and
modernization of plants and equip-
ment., According to theory, the sus-
pension will cause business to spend
less on expansion, then demand for
credit will decline, and hopefully,
so will interest rates and prices.
Needless to say, there is a lot of
room for error, and such a pro-
posal raises some serious questions.
Will suspension of the credit hurt

American industry’s attempt to
compete with foreign industry?
Would it really work quickly

encugh to help? Also, when the tax’
credit was put into effect, business
vas assured by the Administration:
that it would not be withdrawn or:
granted periodically in an attempt
to influence  business corditions.
Will the Administration break its
word?

In addition to proposing the busi-
ness tax credit suspension, there is
more and more talk that the Ad-
ministration will ask for tax in-
creases on individuals and corpora-
tions immediately after the Novem-
ber elections. In view of this, we
might repeat the questions which
I have asked for more than two
vears: Why don't we cut non-essen-
tial spending first? Why can’t we
postpone or defer some of the Ad-
ministration programs urtil the
Vietnam war has ended? We can-
not have both guns and butter! We
cannot fight a war in Asia and win
:the war on inflation at home, unless
this goverrment of ours, this admi-
nistration, is equally willing to do
without and to stop its willful, reck-
less spending of the people’s money
on ncn-essential things.

“Experiment,” A Series osf Eight Half-Hour Science
Specials for Adults To Be Telecast on Education TV

Eight half-hour science specials
for aduits, filmed by Prism Produc-
tions, will |se aired on National
Educaticnal Television during 1966-
1967, it was annourced by Don
Herkert, President of Prism. Pro-
ductions, and for fourteen years
famed as television’s “Mr. Wizard.”
WVIZ will carry the program in

The programs, under the cover-
all title of “Experiment,” have been
underwritten by matching grants
from the National Science Founda-
tion and the Alfred P, Sloan Foun-
dation.

“Experiment” is designed to con-
tribute 'to the public understanding
of science and scientific research.
Each program will tell the story
of a scientific experiment, showing
the work of an individual scientist
and his search for knowledge. Facts,
and the visual material supplement-
ing them, will be presented simply,
clearly and visually. Prism Produc-
tions has filmed four of the eight
specials in color.

Each N.E.T. station will receive |

eight “Experiment” programs for
one week, After their initial tele-
cast, the films will be repeated one
or more times during the week,
depending on the individual sta-
tions.

“Attack Patterns of Sharks,” first
in the “Experiment” series to be
telecast by the National Educatio-
nal Television, and filmed in color,
traces the work of Dr. Perry Gilbert
of Cornell Uriversity with man-
eating sharks.

Prism Productions’ second pro-
gram on N.E.T. will be “The Secret
of The White Germ Cell." Its theme
— how white germ cells kill germs
in the human body, the discovery
of Dr. James G, Hirsch of Rocke-
feller University.

A “Close-Up of Mars,” third in
the series, highlights the invention
of the camera mounted in Mariner
IV to take photographs of Mars.
The film examines the mysteries
of Mars ard the planning of the
television camera system for Mari-
ner IV that helped solve some of
them.

The fourth program in the Prism
Production series to be televised
on N.ET. will be “The Invisible
Planet.” The special traces Dr. Pe-
ter van de Kamp’s thirty-year study
of the only known planet outside
our solar system.

“Weather by Number,” filmed in
coler, will be the fifth “Experiment”
program filmed by Prism Produc-
tions to be shown on N.E.T. Dr.
Joseph Smagorinsky, of the Envi-
ronmental Sciences Administration
in Washington, will explain his ma-
thematical interpretation of ithe phy-
sical laws that govern atmospheric
behavior, and show its possible ap-
plication to possible long-range,
accurate weather forecasting.

Social Securily Benefit

November 3 is the date that many
senior citizens will begin to recéive
a brand new social security benefit.
J. R. Pederson, District Marager of
the Cleveland-East Social Security
Office, said that people age 72 or
over who could not gualify for be-
nefits under the old law may file
now for this special payment.
Checks first payable for October
will be put in the mail beginning
November 3.

Single persons who qualify will
receive $35 per month; a married
couple’s monthly check will amount
to $52.50, providing both husband
and wife qualify.

Tne new provision, known as the
Preuty Amendment, covers anyone
born before 1896 despite absence of
any prior work under social se-
;urity, Mr. Pederson said. Persons
sorn after 1895 will reed some
werk credited to their social secur-
ity accounts.

In addition, each “Prouty bene-
ficiary” must be a U.S. citizen, or
on alien who has lived in this coun-
try centinuously for five years after
being admitted for permanent resi-
dence.

Mr. Pederson listed certain. situa-
tions which would reduce the bene-
fits payable under this Amendment.

1. A person eligible for a govern-
ment pension, other than workmen’s
compensation and compensation. for
service-connected disability or death
paid by the Veterans Administra-
tion will have this social security
oenefit reduced by the amount of
that pension.

2. A beneficiary may not receive
this payment for any month in
which he ‘receives a state welfare
cash payment. Local welfare offi-
ces are identifying persons who may
be affected by this provision.

Social Security is sending a spe-
cial questionnaire to persons who
are already age 72, or will be in
Ocober, and who have already ap-
olied fer hespital insurance (Medi-
care), Mr. Pederson poirts out,
however, that anyone age 72 or old-
er who did not file for Medicare
hculd get in touch with his social
security office now. The local office
is at 106i3 Euclid Avenue, Cleve-
land, Ohio 44106 and it has pamph-
let OASI-1966-1 available which
sives the details on the Prouty
Amendment.

New York, N.Y. (ED) — Do you
know the difference between a toy
and a fine precision instrument?
Dor’t answer “yes” until you think
about the way you itreat your cam-
ra. Having a camera is a lot of
fun, especially during the summer,
but it’s nct a plaything. Yet, thou-
sands of cameras every year go to
én early grave because their own-
ers treat them like toys.

Nobedy would think of tossing a
good wristwatch onto a sandy beach
blanket, or shoving it into the
roasting oven of their car glove
compartmert, Yet too often, this
is the kind of treatment too many
cameras receive.

Not only does such treatment of-
ten “gum up the works” of a cam-
era, but it can ruin your pictorial
record of a wonderful vacation.
You may find your camera jam-
ming, or when you develop your
film, find it fogged from ‘heat.

How to avoid such catastrophies?
Yashica's camera expert Bob Lee-
son, has the following suggestions
for you:

FIRST: Keep your camera clean.
Get one of those little sable brushes
and whisk the dust off the lens and
interior of the camera. Professional
phctographers advise against over-
cleaning of the lens even with lens
tissues. Keep ithe lens cap on. when
youre not using the camera, and
keep your fingers off the lens at
all times. Never use a handker-
chief, facial tissue or your finger
to clean a lens. You could perma-
mently scratch the surface. When
you must use a lens tissue, use it
gently. .

Keep your leather camera case
clean with a good leather polish,
wax, or preservative. It will length-
en the life of the case.

SECOND: Advises Bob, guard
agairst summer’s camera hazards—
sun, sand, salt and sea! Keep your
camera in its case with lens cap
on when not in use. If by mis-
chance it is dropped into the water
or sand, take it to your camera re-
pair shop as soon as possible and
have it professionally cleaned.

Never be the dumb cluck who
stows his camera in the car’s glove
compar'tmert. or trunk during a
trip. The heat and humidity that
builds up in these “ovens’” can fog
your film, melt the lubricant on
your camera shutter, loosen the
lens, and dry out the leather of
the camera case. So keep your cam-
era with you on the car seat, ex-
cept, of course, when you Ileave
the car. Then take it along — that
is what the shoulder strap is for!
Leaving it in sight on the car seat,
ayven wher. the car is locked, invites
trouble, You may come back into
a broken window, and no camera!

THIRD: Keep the serial numbers
of your camera handy, so if it is
stolen, you can report it to the po-
lice. Naturally, it's a good idea to
insure your camera too.

FOURTH: When filming in the
summer sun, you'll get better pic-
tures with a glare filter. You can
use a filter for color film that will
not charge exposure and a pale
vellow filter for black and white.
Filters are inexpensive, and are a
small price to pay for better pic-
tures, and incidentally, added pro-
tection for that precious lens!

The way to click with your cam-
era is to use it to the limit of its
ability. Even an inexpensive camera
can do more than most amateur
shutterbugs ask.
