The Story of Mother’s Day

The earliest Mother’s

Day celebrations can be
traced back to the spring
celebrations of  ancient
Greece in honor of Rhea, the
mother of the gods. During
the 1600s, England cele-
brated a day called
“Mothering Sunday.” Cele-
brated on the 4th Sunday of

Lent Mothering Sunday
honored the mothers of
England.

During this time many of
the England’s poor worked
as servants for the wealthy.
As most jobs were located
far from their homes, the
servants would live at the
houses of their employers.
On Mothering Sunday the
servants would have the day
off and were encouraged to
return home and spend the
day with their mothers- A
special cake, called the
mothering cake, was often
brought along to provide a
festive touch.

As Christianity spread
throughout Europe, the cele-
bration changed to honor the
“Mother Church” - the
spiritual power that gave
them life and protected them
from harm. Over time the
church festival blended with
the Mothering Sunday cele-
bration. People began hon-
oring their mothers as well
as the church.

In the United States
Mother’s Day was first sug-
gested in 1872 by Julia Ward
Howe (who wrote the words
to the Battle Hymn of the
Republic) as a day dedicated
to peace. Ms. Howe would
hold organized Mother’s
Day meetings in Boston,
Mass. every year.

In 1907 Ana Jarvis, from
Philadelphia, began a cam-
paign to establish a national
Mother’s Day. Ms. Jarvis

persuaded her mother’s
church in Grafton, West
Virginia to celebrate

Mother’s Day on the second

anniversary of her mother’s
death, the 20d Sunday of
May. By the next year
Mother’s Day was also cele-
brated in Philadelphia.

Ms. Jarvis and her sup-
porters began to write to
ministers, businessmen, and
politicians in their quest to
establish a national Mother’s
Day. It was successful as by

1911 Mother’s Day was
celebrated in almost every
state. President Woodrow

Wilson, in 1914, made the
official announcement pro-
claiming Mother’s Day as a
national holiday ‘that was to
be held each year on the 2nd
Sunday of May.

While many countries of
the world celebrate their
own Mother’s Day at differ-
ent times throughout the
year, there are some coun-
tries such as Denmark, Fin-
land, Italy, Turkey, Austra-
lia, and Belgium which also
celebrate Mother’s Day on
the second Sunday of May.

One of greatest thrills in
the world is to be able to
question an answer that no
one else knew on the Jeop-
ardy TV show.

Unfortunately, the other
day, no youth contestant
knew which great American
was from Independence,
Missouri. This astounded me
because it was the home-
town of Harry Truman, one
of my favorite Presidents of
the United States.

When Truman left the
White House, after watching
the Swearing-in Ceremony
of President Eisenhower, his
successor, he rode down to
the train station three blocks
simply took the
next train home.

Thomas Jefferson retired
to Monticello, his house in
Virginia. He founded the

Carinthia.

Another favorite Past
President is George Bush,
who signed the U.S. recog-
nition of Slovenia. A few
weeks ago he parachuted
from an airplane. What a
guy! And his wife is ador-
able.

When talking to retired
people I like to ask them
how they compare their lives
to when they were working.
Everyone says they like re-
tirement much better. But
most are involved in so
many activities, they usually
say they don’t know how
they ever managed to find
time to work.

A lot of retirees volunteer
their time. George Bush got
together with a few other ex-
Presidents and did a neat job
of painting over some graf-
fiti in Philadelphia. It shows
that everybody should keep
busy. Volunteerism is a hot
topic today.

We all know it was Presi-
dent John F. Kennedy who
eventually brought volun-
teerism to the forefront with
the Peace Corps.

Business to Anton Grdina

Anton Grdina grew up in
poverty in Ljubljana, Slove-
nia, and found success in
America by meeting the
needs of other immigrants.

Grdina found a niche in
which he prospered, in
which people mattered more
than money. He wanted
other immigrants to find the
same conveniences and op-
portunities he had found.

Grdina came to Cleveland
in 1897 and worked briefly
as a street-sweeper. Later, he
worked in a hat factory. In
1904 he opened a hardware
store, Grdina & Co. Later,
he added a furniture store
and, in 1910, became an un-
dertaker.

Originally he charged $35
for funerals. During the

A recent study funded by the Food Marketing Institute found that

Great Depression, however,
Grdina stopped keeping rec-
ords. “If they had no money,
we buried them anyhow.
What’s the use of keeping
books in such cases?”

In 1916 he helped organ-
ize the Slovenian Building
and Loan Association. Four
years later, he added the
North American Building &
Savings Co. to his empire.
Even as his fortunes soared,
Grdina’s commitment to the
Slovenian neighborhood
near East 60th and St. Clair
Avenue never wavered.

V soboto, 15. maja 1942, zZe
pozno zvecer, je Janez Pavdié,
priloznostni bizoviski orga-
nist, pripravil vse pesmi za ne-
deljsko ma%o naslednjega dne
in §e za prihodnjo, binkoStno
nedeljo. Nazadnje je ob spre-
mljavi harmonija vadil Mavov
Reqviem, péto ma3o za rajne,
ki je v Bizoviku dotlej Se niso
peli. Namenil jo je za prvi pri-
hodnji pogreb. Pel in igral je
dolgo ¢ez polnoé. Ali je morda
slutil, da poje Zalno maSo zad-
nji¢ v Zivljenju - za sebe in za
tisole vrstnikov, ki bodo
»smeli biti - vsejana zrna«
boZje pSenice?

Naslednji dan, v nedeljo,
17. maja 1942 popoldne, so
njega, prijatelja Franceta Ja-
kosa in Se tri Dobrunjéane na
Trnjavi pri Dobrunjah, na
poti k Smarnicam, zajeli obo-
roZeni partizanski terenci. Iz-
rodili so jih patrulji II. grupe
odredov, ki jih je odgnala Cez
Podmolnik in Pance v Blisko

vas na Polici, kjer so jih nasle-
dnji dan po daljSem zasliseva-
nju in trpin¢enju obsodili na
smrt in umorili.

Kdo je bil Janez Pav¢ié, di-
jak Cetrtega letnika uciteljiica,
mladec dijaske Katolifke akci-
je; kaksno je bilo njegovo Ziv-
ljenje in zakaj je moral umreti
$e ne devetnajstleten?

Na to vpraSanje bodo pos-
kusali odgovoriti naslednji
spomini. Iz njegovih zapiskov
ter pri¢evanja domacih, prija-
teljev in so3olcev jih je zbral
Karel Wolbang v letih 1943/44,
ko so bili dogodki Se Zivi. Z
novejdimi raziskavami raznih
virov in primerjalnih pri¢evanj
pa jih je dopolnil in tehni¢no
uredil JoZef Kocar.

Rokopisi so nekajkrat pre-
potovali Atlantski ocean; naj-
prej iz Evrope v JuZzno Ameri-
ko, nato nazaj v Evropo ter
konéno v Severno Ameriko. V
desetletjih so obledeli skoraj
do necitljivosti, a po ve¢ kot
petdesetih letih je vendar prisel
¢as, da se tudi o Janezu Pav¢i-
¢u pove zgodovinska resnica.
Ne zaradi njega samega in tudi
ne zaradi tistih, ki smo ga po-
znali, ampak zaradi rodov, ki
prihajajo.

¢i¢a je zaznamovano s tolikimi
znamenji izredne boZje naklo-
njenosti, da si upamo verjeti,
da je tudi on ena tistih Zrtev, ki
zasluzijo, da jih Cerkev raz-
glasi za naSe nebeske zavetnike
in vzornike. Pri tem se opira-
mo na besede papeZa Janeza
Pavla II., ki je v homiliji med
slovesno maSo, dne 18. maja
1996, na hipodromu v StoZi-
cah pomenljivo dejal:

»Bozji sluzabnik Lojze Gro-
zde je samo ena izmed nestetih
nedolZnih Zrtev, ki visoko dvi-
gajo palmo svojega mudenistva
kot neizbrisen spomin in opo-
min,«

Srefanje v StoZicah je bilo
prav na Stiriinpetdeseto oblet-
nico Pavéieve smrti. Se mar
res oba dogodka ujemata zgolj
’sluajno’? Ivan Dolenec, ki je
Janeza Pavli¢a kot takratni
ravnatelj, jeseni leta 1938,
sprejel na uciteljisée, je v knji-
gi Moja rast zapisal:

»Clovesko Zivljenje je pra-
vilno zgrajena drama. V njej
ni nobene slué¢ajnosti. Vsi do-
godki so med seboj tesno po-
vezani; vse, kar se zgodi v pr-
vem dejanju, se izkaZe v zad-
njem kot potrebno.

Naj govore in pripove-
dujejo, kar holejo; resnica je,
da so zrasli med nami isti fan-
tje, ki jih je Bog izbral za naj-
trie borbe in so vztrajali do
zadnjega zvesti: imena Janez
Pav¢i¢, Vinko in France Mrav-
lje, Lojze Grozde in Se druga
bodo veéno blestela; so imena
junakov, tisofkrat moénejsih
in pogumnejSih kot njihovi
morilci.«
