— Pred ne-
kaj tedni so bile v Juzni Koreji
predsedniske volitve. Zmagal je
dosedanji predsednik republike
general Park. Pri teh volitvah
je bilo sicer nekaj nepravilno-
sti, toda deZela se radi njih ni
posebno razburjala. Kmalu za
predsedniSkimi volitvami so bi-
le parlamentarne. Izvoliti je bi-
lo treba 175 poslancev. Zmagala
je Parkova vladna stranka, ki
je dobila 130 mandatov, opozi-
cijska “nova demokratska”
stranka je dobila skoraj ves o-
stanek.

Te volitve pa niso bile nedol?-
ne, kot je Parkov reZim trdil od
samega zacetka. Opozicija se je
upraviceno razburjala. Priflo je
do burnih demonstracij, ki so se
jih s posebnim veseljem udele-
zevali Studentje. Pod pritiskom
javnosti je moral general Park
kon¢no priznati, da so se dogo-
dile v volivnem postopku velike
nepravilnosti. Obljubil je, da bho
“kaznoval” vse tiste izvoljene
poslance, ki so zmagali v okra-
jih, odkoder je prislo najveé
pritozb. PritoZbe naravno obto-
zujejo policijo, da je vse preveé
kar sama “volila” poslance. Re-
zim tega ne taji, toda pravi, da
mora biti_policija udarna, kajti
severnokorejski komunisti posi-
ljajo stalno svoje terence in agi-
tatorje na jug. Policija jih lovi.
Ce jih dobi v roke, jih ravno ne
boza, volivei pa niso nobeni par-
tizani in {erenci in bi jih polici-
ja morala pustiti pri miru.

BEJRUT, Lib. — Libanon ima
deloma arabsko, deloma krs¢an-
sko prebivalstvo. . To vposteva
libanonska politika na celi ¢rti.
Politicen vpliv je razdeljen med
Arabei in kristjani do vseh ‘po-
drobnosti. Tako sta predsednik
republike in poveljnik oboroze-
nih sil “po tradiciji” kristjana,
do¢im je ministrski predsednik
Arabec. To ravnovesje politi¢-
nih sil se je v sedanji arabski
krizi dobro obneslo, ¢eprav je
prislo do par muénih dogodkov.

V usodni noé¢i 7. junija je mi-
nistrski predsednik Karami, A-
rabec, dal poveljniku oboroZe-
nih sil, kristjanskemu generalu
Bustaniju nalog, naj takoj napa-
de Izrael. Bustani se je uprl, ker
je hotel imeti svoje vojake pri-
pravljene tudi za domace nemi-
re. Bal se je namre¢ upravice-
no, da bodo libanonski Arabci,
ki so po veéini pristasi egiptov-
skega Naserja, zaceli delati iz-
grede in nemire, kar so tudi po-
zneje poskusili, toda brez uspe-
ha. Ker je Karami silil vanj, mu
je Bustani zaZzugal, da ga bo po-
stavil v “hiSni zapor”. Vmes je
Posegel predsednik repubhke
kristjan Helou in dosegel spra-
Vo, toda libanonska armada ni
Napadla Izraela in se tako ogni-
la blamazi, morda pa celo pora-
zZu.

Libanon je tudi sreéno pre-
brodil diplom atsko krizo. Ni
Pretrgal diplomatskih zvez z
Ameriko in Anglijo, je samo od-

cakal.

Kot se vidi, pride v¢asih tudi
meSano prebivalstvo do svoje
pametne veljave. Ako bi bil Li-
banon samo arabski, bi bil da-
nes tako na tleh kot so Egipt,
Sirija in Jordan. Tako pa
krs¢anski del libanonskega pre-
bivalstva zmeraj kroti prenape-
te arabske nacijonaliste, kar je
dezelo v zadnjih 18 letih obva-
rovalo pred marsikatero tezko,
toda nepotrebno politiéno krizo.

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EAST-WEST TRADE TIME
ENOUGH LATER. Not so long ago
trading with the enemy in time of
war was considered an act of trea-
son. Although there has been no
formal deciaration of war in Viet-
nam, the fact remains that we are
in a war in that far away country
sust as much as we were in Korea
or in Europe in World Wars One
and Two.

We have heen told by the Ad-
ministration that in the interests
of world peace we must build trade-
bridges between East ard the West.
“Building bridges” has become a
kind of political slogan. It certainly
has a more pleasant sound than the
phrase “trading with the enemy”.
But is this the time to build bridges
to the Communist world? Let’s look
at some hard facts of life— namely,
the heartbreaking tabulation of our
losses in Vietnam. To date, more
than 10,500 Americar. servicemen
have been Kkilled there and another
64,000 wounded. And the weapons
used by the Viet Cong to inflict
these iosses — where did they come
from? Most are stamped, “Made in
Russia”. Russian guns, Russian bul-
lets, Russian surface-to-air missiles
and Russian MIGS. Tens of thou-
sands of Russian-built and Red Chi-
nese-built rifles and mortars have
been found by our troops in Viet
Cong supply dumps. I saw some
of these recently in a Marine dis-
play in the House Armed Services
Committee room. Yet, we are asked
1o increase cur trade with the same
Communists who are supplying the
Viet Cong with weapons to Kkill
American boys.

Without doubt, the volume of
trade we are able to generate with
the Commurist world is a pittance
compared with our gross national
product. There will be time enough
later after the Vietnam conflict has
ended and the Middle East crisis
has been settled to talk about
“building bridges”. Trade can be an
instrument for world peace, of
course - but only when it is applied
in the hard-nosed marner of the
old Yankee traders who insisted on
fair return for their barter. There’s
no sensible reason to approach trade

with the Communists in the hope it
will somehow convince them to
be “nice guys”. Let the Soviet Un-
ion and East European. Communist
governments first convince us that
they truly seek peace in Vietnam,
the Middle East and elsewhere. Un-
til then, should we not refuse to be
a party to any financial deals in
which the main advantage is with
them?

EDUCATIONAL EXPENSE DE-
