zoper tibetanske demonstrante
ČENGDU, Kit. — Včeraj so kitajske 

oblasti zahtevale odhod iz tibetanskega glav­
nega mesta Lhase 13 zahodnih novinarjev. 
Omenjeni novinarji so poročali o demon­
stracijah Tibetancev zoper kitajsko kontrolo 
njih dežele. V spopadih v zadnjih tednih je 
bilo ubjtih 14 oseb. Kitajska poročila pravi­
jo, da je bilo ubitih šest policistov. Po sicer 
nepotrjenih vesteh, so Kitajci priprli nekaj 
sto budističnih duhovnikov.

Opazovalci razmer v Tibetu in Kitajski 
menijo, da pripravljajo Kitajci močne ukre­
pe zoper demonstrante, zaradi teh pa nočejo 
imeti neodvisnih očividcev, ki bi o izvajanju 
teh ukrepov poročali zunanjemu svetu. 
Ameriški State Department je protestiral zo­
per izgon ameriških novinarjev, vendar tudi 
ne želi kaliti odnosov s Kitajsko, zato o tibe­
tanskih izgredih govori previdno, to pa jezi 
nekatere kongresnike. Ker so Kitajci ustavili 
komuniciranje med Tibetom in zunanjim 
svetom, State Department že dva dni nima 
stikov s svojima uslužbencima, ki se nahaja­
ta v Tibetu.

Zaradi Ortegovih be­
sed je ameriška delegacija dvorano zapustila 
in je Ortega to priliko rabil za sarkastične be­
sede zoper ZDA. Ortega je zopet predlagal 
neposredna pogajanja med ZDA in Nikara­
gvo, Reaganova vlada pa želi pogajanja med 
sandinisti in kontraši, o tem pa Ortega noče 
slišati, ker meni, da so kontraši le ameriške 
lutke.

Washington, D.C. — Reaganova admi­
nistracija je zopet priznala premoč izraelske­
ga lobbija v Kongresu in opustila namen, 
iskati dovoljenje za prodajo 1.600 protitan­
kovskih misilov tipa Maverick Saudski Ara­
biji. ZDA bodo pa prodale Saudcem nekaj 
novih letal in tudi sodobnejšo opremo za le­
tala, ki jih Saudci že imajo. Kongresniki, ki 
zagovarjajo izraelsko stališče, pravijo, da bi 
lahko bili omenjeni misili uporabljeni zoper 
Izrael v možni bodoči izraelsko-arabski voj­
ni, ali pa bi lahko prišli v roke muslimanskih 
skrajnežev oz. teroristov.

Varšava, Polj. — Poljski režim je odo­
bril razne gospodarske spremembe, ki bodo 
lahko vodile do 50-odstotnega povišanja cen 
za razno potrošniško blago. Režim je tudi 
odobril referendum, na katerem naj bi Po­
ljaki izrazili svoje mnenje glede reševanja 
perečih gospodarskih problemov.

A benefit dinner for the cause 
of Bishop Anton Martin 
Slomšek (1800-1862), Apostle 
of the Slovenian people, and 
father of modern day 
Slovenia, will be held on Oc­
tober 25 from 11:30 a.m. until 
early afternoon at St. Vitus 
Auditorium, 6019 Glass Ave., 
one block south of E. 62nd 
and St. Clair.
The dinner is being sponsored 

by the Slomšek Mission Circle 
(Slomšek Krožek).

Bishop Slomšek was the main 
source and mover toward pro­
viding periodicals, books, 
poems, and a publishing house 
for the Slovenian people in the 
1800s. Without his efforts the 
Slovenian language and 
culture would most likely have 
ceased to exist or been greatly 
restricted.

Because of his continual 
pastoral and language con­
cerns the Slovene population 
was approximately 95% 
literate by the 1930s.

The transferring of the seat 
of the Lavantine diocese in the 
Lavant Valley in Carinthia, 
Austria to Maribor in

Slovenia, Yugoslavia in 1859 
was considered his greatest ac­
complishment. This move 
enabled the Slovenian people 
ensured continuity of a perma­
nent native clergy educated 
within its own geographical 
boundaries. It also reawaken­
ed the Slovenian people to 
their national and cultural 
heritage.

Bishop Anton Martin 
Slomšek is currently being 
considered for beatification 
and canonization as a saint in 
the Roman Catholic Church.

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Trieste Octet Concert this Sunday:

The “Tržaški Oktet” and the 
Slovene Community of Trieste

This Sunday, October 1 1, the Trieste Octet (Trža­
ški okteti from Trieste, Italy, will perform in concert 
at the Slovenian National Home, 641 7 St. Clair Ave., 
Cleveland, Ohio. The historical sketch which follows 
hopefully will facilitate for many readers a better 
understanding of the Slovene community of Trieste 
and environs, and of the role the Trieste Octet plays 
in the life of that very vibrant community.

The area around Trieste is 
characterized by the coex­
istence over some thirteen cen­
turies of Slavic and Italian 
populations. The countryside 
even today is rather solidly 
Slovene while most urban 
centers, such as Trieste, have a 
mixed population of Italians 
(the majority) and Slovenes 
(the minority). The Italian ele­
ment, historically the stronger 
of the two groups culturally 
and economically, also domi­
nated the area politically over 
many centuries, in the process 
assimilating large numbers of 
Slovenes who migrated from 
the countryside to the cities. 
From the Italian point of view 
a relationship of “master” 
(Italian) to “servant” (Slo­
vene) became the accepted 
norm, the “peaceful order of 
things” — until the mid-nine­
teenth century movements of 
national rebirth and unifica­
tion.

From the fourteenth century 
through to the end of World 
War One (1918), the Trieste 
region had been part of the 
“Austrian” or German part of 
the Habsburg Monarchy. 
Thus, the Slovene population 
in Trieste and environs had to 
contend with pressures from 
both the central government in 
Vienna (German in nature) 
and the regional/municipal 
governmental structures, these 
latter being much under the 
control of the Italian element.

Two movements of national 
consciousness and unification 
thus inevitably clashed in the 
Trieste region — the Italian 
“Risorgimento” movement 
which in the later 1800’s 
resulted in the unification of 
most of Italy, and the ‘‘United 
Slovenia” agenda, first 
crystallized in the turmoil of 
the European revolutionary 
era of 1848-49, with its goal of 
combining into a single, auto­
nomous political entity all the 
Slovene lands in Austria that 
were divided into four 
separate, historical regions 
dominated by German or 
Italian elements.

In ethnically mixed areas, 
such as Trieste and environs, 
educational and economic self- 
sufficiency were considered of 
particular importance for the 
preservation of one’s own 
national territory. Among Slo­
venes, a strong movement of 
cooperatives developed to sup­
port Slovene farmers and 
businessmen through low- 
interest loans against the losses 
of land by Slovene farmers 
due to bankruptcies caused by 
Italian-controlled banks.

Particularly fierce political 
struggles evolved around edu­
cational issues, such as what

should be the main language 
of instruction in the schools — 
German, Italian, Slovene?

The educational system in 
the Austrian Habsburg 
Monarchy was vertically 
decentralized: Universities and 
high schools were controlled 
by the central government in 
Vienna, while elementary edu­
cation was largely under 
regional/municipal control at 
the implementation level. In 
general, German was the lan­
guage of instruction at the uni­
versity level (Italian in Trieste) 
and, with some exceptions, for 
most courses at the high 
school level. Elementary 
school instruction, on the 
other hand, was in most cases 
conducted in the national lan­
guages of the various nation­
alities incorporated in the pre- 
World War One Habsburg 
Monarchy.

However, there also was a 
dichotomy in the electoral 
laws — more democratic at the 
national/regional level, while 
less so at the municipal, where 
the property-holding criterium 
gave the upper hand to the 
Italian element in Trieste, for 
example. As a consequence, 
no instruction in Slovene was 
allowed in the elementary 
schools in Trieste itself, even 
though Slovenes constituted 
over one-third of the city’s 
population. Yet, Italian ele­
mentary schools were intro­
duced in solidly Slovene areas 
in the outskirts of Trieste in an 
effort to further “Italianize” 
more of the Slovene popula­
tion.

By 1914, the Slovenes in the 
“Primorska” (Littoral) region 
had fully developed their own 
educational, cultural and eco­
nomic institutions, as had Slo­
venes in most of the other Slo­
vene-inhabited regions of the 
Austrian Empire, this in spite 
of all contrary pressures and 
opposition from the dominant 
German and Italian elements. 
A key supportive factor, as in 
past centuries, was the 
Church, in which the language 
of the people was used and 
cultivated in prayers, sermons, 
confession, singing, sacred 
plays, etc. A deeply religious 
people, most Slovenes clung 
tenaciously to their own lan­
guage and culture as based on 
ideas and ideals derived from 
the essential tenets of Christ­
ianity.

After World War One
The disintegration of the 

Austro-Hungarian Empire 
following its defeat in World 
War One had tragic (and some 
positive) consequences for the 
Slovene nation. Instead of 
achieving the long-desired 
“United Slovenia”, the Slo­

venes were divided among 
four states — Italy, Austria, 
Hungary, and Yugoslavia.

The worst fate befell the 
borderland Slovenes of the 
“Primorska” (Littoral) and 
“Koroška” (Carinthia) 
regions; the first fell under 
Italian domination, while the 
latter remained a part of the 
post-war Austrian Republic. 
The central Slovene lands be­
came part of the new “King­
dom of Serbs, Croats and Slo­
venes;;, or Yugoslavia.

In both the Primorska and 
Koroška areas, the dominant 
elements (Italian and Austrian 
German) took advantage of 
their positions of power and, 
particularly with the advent of 
the “master race” Fascist and 
Nazi regimes, went about 
destroying totally the pre- 
World War One gains made by 
the “servant race”, “inferior” 
Slovenes.

In Trieste and the rest of the 
Primorska region, everything 
Slovene was banned, and 
much was even physically 
destroyed. Even speaking and 
singing in Slovene was strictly 
prohibited and persecuted. 
Some members of our Cleve­
land area Slovene community, 
who lived in this Italian-domi­
nated area between the world 
wars, can testify that this was 
so. The only refuge, outside 
the family itself, was the 
Church and some of her semi­
naries, although officially the 
Slovene language was also 
banned from Church services.

After World War Two, a se­
cond rebirth of Slovene con­
sciousness took place in the 
Trieste area. Under a joint 
British-Amcrican military ad­
ministration, Slovene schools 
again were organized — from 
elementary to junior and 
senior high schools, led by a 
Slovene superintendent and 
with the support of an Ameri­
can officer of the military 
government.

Numerous cultural groups 
were formed, or re-established 
after a quarter-century of en­
forced silence (music, drama,

singing societies, academic 
clubs, etc.), radio and later 
television programs, political 
organizations, newspapers and 
journals and, of course, a 
variety of economic organiza­
tions. Most of these have sur­
vived to the present day, even 
though they are again subject 
to systematic pressures from 
the Italian element, especially 
in the period since 1954, when 
Trieste itself became part of 
Italy.

The “Trieste Octet”
Viewed in this overall con­

text, then, the Trieste Octet, 
which we will have a chance to 
hear this Sunday, fulfills an 
extremely important role and 
mission in helping maintain 
the traditions and cultural 
values of the Slovene commu­
nity in Trieste and environs. 
Most of the singers have their 
roots in Slovene church choirs 
in the city — understandable, 
given the essential role the 
Church historically has played 
in the fostering and preserva­
tion of Slovene culture.

In summary, the Trieste 
Octet contributes to the 
preservation of this “border­
land” Slovene area. And this

area, in its turn, helps protect 
the existence of central Slo- 
vene lands.

As noted in previous arti­
cles, the Trieste Octet Pe[' 
forms at a very high artistic 
level. This is a remarkable 
achievement for an amateur 
group and is another indica­
tion of the singers’ total dedi­
cation and extraordinary sacri­
fice of time, effort an 
resources. As a group and aS 
individuals, they deserve our 
admiration, respect and gra1'" 
tude.

The hazards of biking 
during the fall season

11

I would like to keep in shape 
by bicycling to work this fall. 
What safety measures should I 
take?

You will be joining millions 
of Americans who enjoy 
bicycling, particularly in the 
crisp autumn air. As a means 
of transportation, bicycling 
accomplishes several purposes 
at once: it keeps you in shape, 
saves money, and saves time 
by enabling you to use your 
travel time for exercise, too.

Yet while bicycling to work 
has many advantages over 
riding in a car, safety is not 
one of them. More than a 
million bicyclists are injured in 
this country every year, half of 
them requiring emergency 
care. Most bicycle injuries are 
incurred by fa.lls and are not 
serious. Hands get scraped, 
legs get hurt, ankles get 
twisted. It is when a bike col­
lides with a motor vehicle that 
serious injury or death can 
result for the cyclist, par­
ticularly someone not wearing 
a helmet.

Before you make a habit of 
bicycling to work, be sure that 
your bike is well suited for the 
type of riding you’ll be doing. 
If your bike route covers bum­
py city streets or gravel roads, 
a sturdy touring bike that can 
handle rough terrain may be 
best, while a racing bike is 
good for bike paths and hills. 
Some bikes combine certain 
features of both. Your bike 
should be the right size for 
you, with the seat positioned 
so that your tip-toes touch the 
ground when your legs are ful­
ly extended. Keep your bike in 
good condition, making sure 
that the brakes are working 
properly.

A bike is not all you need. A 
helmet is as essential to a 
bicyclist as a seatbelt is to a 
motorist, since most bicycle- 
related deaths occur among 
cyclists not wearing helmets. 
Invest in a good helmet and 
wear it every time you bicycle, 
even for very short distances. 
Wear cycling gloves to give 
you a better grip of your 
handlebars and prevent 
scrapes and hand injuries. Put 
reflectors on the rear fender, 
pedals, and spokes of the 
wheels. Equip your bike with a

headlight, a taillight, and a 
bell. Don’t wear loose clothing 
that might get caught in the 
spokes or chain; put clips 
around the cuffs of your 
pants. Carry an emergency 
repair kit that includes patches 
for your tires and a small 
pump.
Observe traffic rules carefully 

when you are cycling. As a 
bicyclist, you are considered a 
motorist, not a pedestrian. 
Ride on the right side of the 
street in the direction of the 
traffic. If possible, ride far 
enough from the traffic to be 
safe yet far enough from the 
curb to avoid broken glass and 
sewer grates. Obey stop signs, 
yield signs, and traffic lights.

Signal your turns (left arm 
straight out for left turn; bent 
at the elbow and pointing up 
for right turn). At busy in­
tersections, dismount and 
walk your bike. Be on the alert 
for cars turning corners, the 
doors of parked cars opening 
as you pass, and motorists 
pulling out of driveways. Use 
your bell to announce your ap­
proach. Motorists who do not 
bicycle are rarely on the 
lookout for bicyclists, so you 
must ride defensively.

Be alert to what is around 
you on all sides as well as 
beneath you, Watch out for 
sewer grates, potholes, large 
cracks, loose gravel, broken 
glass, and sand. It is best to 
avoid bicycling when the roads 
are wet.

Being a bicyclist will help you 
become more considerate of 
cyclists when you are driving a 
car. When passing a bicyclist 
on the road, pull away slightly 
and reduce speed. When your 
car is parked on the street, 
always check for a passing 
bicycle before opening your 
door on the street side. Honk 
your horn at cyclists only 
when you absolutely must.
