Ta teden je predsednik ZDA Richard M. Nixon pro-
glasil za “"teden ustave ZDA”. Hotel je s tem obrniti po-
sebno pozornost nas vseh na naSo zvezno ustavo, na pra-
vice, ki nam jih daje, na nacela, na katerih je zgrajena, pa
tudi na dolZnosti, ki jih imamo vsi do nje in do njene ohra-
nitve. Zvezna ustava je temeljni zakon nale deZele, na
njej je zgrajena uprava, pa tudi v dobri meri ves “ameri-
£ki nacin Zivljenja”.

Ustava ZDA je plod ¢asa in misljenja ljudi, ki so jo
sestavljali proti koncu 18. stoletja, ko so si ZdruZene drZa-
ve. dotedanje kolonije, podloZne britanskemu kralju, pri-
borile neodvisnost. Bil je to ¢as, ko je francoska revolu-
cija zlomila in uni¢ila zgled in vzor absolutisti¢ne monar-
hije, predvladujoce oblike vlade dotedanje dobe. SN

Absolutisti¢ni vladar je imel v svojih rokah zdruZene
tri osnovne oblasti: zakonodajno, sodno in izvrino. 'V vseh
je hotel biti popolnoma neomejen, Cetudi so si zastopniki
“stanov’’ hoteli ohraniti svoje pravice in so kmetje sanjali
o “stari pravdi”. Nekateri stvarni razmisljajoCi izobraZenci
v 18. stoletju so spoznali, da se je tedanji red preZivel in
so zacCeli razpravljati o novem, primernejSem in boljSem za
novi &as in nove potrebe razvijajote se druzbe. Francoz
Montesquieu je razlagal, da morajo biti tri osnovne obla-
sti strogo loCene, ¢e naj bodo narodi varni pred absolutno
oblastjo in nasiljem vladarja. To nacelo so sprejeli tudi
drugi zagovorniki spremembe in mu pripomogli do splosne
veljave v izobraZeni druzbi.

Vodniki boja za neodvisnost ZDA so Ze ta boj sami
vateli na temelju nacel, ki so jih predlagali in zagovarjali
izobraZenci vodniki tedanje druzbe v Evropi in seveda tu-
di na tej strani Atlantika.

Izvrino oblast je dobil predsednik ZDA, ki ga voli
ljudstvo posredno preko volivnih moZ. Prav sedaj je v teku
predlog za opustitev posrednih volitev in za uvedbo nepo-
srednih. Predsednik ZDA sestavlja vlado, vodi zunanjo
politiko, ureja skupno s svojo vlado odnose v meddrZavni
trgovni, posto, skrbi za javni blagor in je seveda vrhovni
poveljnik vseh oberoZenih sil deZele.

~ BUILDING A BRIDGE FOR MANKIND

Dr. Geza FEles
' Mankind’s technical 'develop-
ment is breath-taking, In posi-
‘tive human relationships, it is
‘rather stow and ethically almost
stagnant. Humanity’s. . morals
are no better than they were at
‘the dawn' of civilization, Mil-
lions and millions of people
have been killed in the name of
ancient and ‘modern Gody§ and’

The gap between morals and
technology, matter and nind is
«enormous, This gaj has.to be
filled in order to survive and to
‘prevent mass conflict and ifs
.concurrent horrors.
.« Nothing else but an emotion-
less, rational appraisal of - the
situation can save and make safe
the future. As an end result and
an inevitable conclusion in the
process of appraisal emerges the
alternative solutions of living
together or dying together.

TO OVERCOME the existing
gap between our emotionally
conditioned prejudices and the
rationale prerequisite to survi-
wval, is, we must build bridges.
