Thus, we view the problem as it
affects us at the moment without
realizing how it may influence our
lives if we become involved in a
serious accident. While it may be
of passing importance to us, to oth-
ers it is not so. The traffic problem,
for instance, becomes a raw experi-
ence to the young bride who lost
her husband in an accident; a ca-
tastrophe to the husband and fath-
er whose wife was killed; and a
tragic memory to the family of five
children who lost their father and
mother because somebody didn’t
see the “stop sign.” With this in
the background, I give you some
facts that may startle you, too, as
we dig into the problem.

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‘AN ENCOURAGING REPORT
ON EMPLOYMENT. According
to Labor and Commerce Department
figures, employment during April
topped the 65 million job mark for
the first time in any April in the
Nation’s history, At the same time
uriemployment dropped to 3.6 mil-
lion, with 735,000 fewer unemployed
than' in March. The improvement
was double what is considered norm-
al for this time of the year. There
were 1,184,000 more Americans at
work in April than in March, and
2,105,000 more on the job than a
year ago in April. The Commerce-
Labor monthly job report attributed
the April improvements to an un-
usually large pickup in construction
and brisk hiring in hard goods
manufacturing.

In the Cleveland Metropolitan
srea reports show employment up
from 675000 in March to 684,700
in April. This represents an employ-
ment gain of 8900 people, or 13
per cent for this one-month period.
Unemployment claims fell to 13,947
under both the regular and extended
unemployment coverage for the
peériod ending May 22nd. Unfortun-
slely, however, there are approxi-
mately 22,000 persons in the Cuya-
hoga-Lake County area who have
exhausted gll of their unemploy-
ment benefits, Surely there must be
some sound way to more jobs!

WORLD REFUGEE YEAR

Nearly 15 years after the close of
World War II, the world refugee
problem remains unsolved. It has
recently been estimated that there
are currently about 2% million un-
sssimilated refugees who may be
considered in need of some form of
international assistance. This figure
includes nearly one million Pales-
tine refuges in camps throughout
the Middle East; another million
Chinese refugees in Hong Kong:
210,000 Algerian refugees and 100,-
000 escapeés from behind the Iron
Curtain still in Europe; about 9,000
European refugees still in Commun-
ist China; more than 10,000 Tibetan

refugees in India; and another 20,-
000 others in scattered groups
around the world.

Recognizing the personal tragedy
behind these statistics, President
Eisenhower has proclaimed that the
year beginning July 1, 1859, shall
be observed as World Refugee Year
in the United States. This proclam-
ation is in accord with a United Na-
tions resolution adopted last De-
cember, in which interested govern-
ments were urged to seek permanent
solutions to the refugee problem. All
citizens have been asked to partici-
pate in the programs of the pri-
vately-organized United States
Committee for Refugees and the
many voluntary agencles active in
the refugee field. While much re-
mains to be done, Americans can
take justifiable pride in this coun-
try's record in refugee matters. Even
before World War II had term-
inated, we played a leading role in
creating and supporting the United
Nations Rellef and Rehabilitation
Administration which had a respon-
sibility for displaced persons. Since
1945, the United States has taken
in more than three quarters of a
million people under special refugee
programs. Over & billlon dollars of
public funds has been appropriated
for refugee programs, and other
billions given by our people through
private organizations. Certainly the
past record would indicate that
generous support will be forthcom-
ing in this major effort to assist

the world’s refugees.
