WASHINGTON, D.C. — Go-
spodarski zastoj je Sirsi in glob-
1ji, kot je izgledalo koncem lan-
skega leta, je dejal nacelnik
predsednikovega gospodarskega
sveta Alan Greenspan tekom
zasliSevanja pred senatnim pro-
rac¢unskim odborom.

Padec za nad 10% bo najvecji
od leta 1947, kar vodijo o tem
zapiske. Leta 1946 je dosegel
12%, ko je vojno gospodarstvo
prehajalo v micnodobsko, potem
pa je bilo gospodarsko nihanje
sorazmerno dosti omejeno. Se-
danji zastoj je od one dobe naj-
§ir§i in najgloblji. Greenspan je

As explained in last week’s article, an income tax credit is
a deduction, an allowance used to reduce your state income tax.
This week’s article is/ discussed from a standpoint of reducing
your tax on the federal ihcome tax return.

The main discussi _
Credit, but, there is still another ecredit that will be mentioned
at the end of the article. :

The Federal Retirement Credit in effect, is an exclusiqn of
retirement income. Meaning, because you are a taxpayer who
receives retirement income. Meaning, because you are a tax-
payer who receives retirement income your tax may be reduced.
To save on taxes paid, and to qualify for the retirement credit,
you must have received income of more than $600 in cach of the
' ten previous tax years. Or, if you first want to know if you qua-
lify this year, you must have earned $600 or more since 1964.
And a widow or widower whose deceased spouse meets the test
automatically qualifies. Therefore, a widow or widower whose
spouse earned $600 or more in ten previous tax years may qua-
lify from her husbands employment.

The Federal Retirement Credit is generally available to tax-
payers 65 years of age and older, but those of you who are under
65 and are recciving an income from a public retirement system
ean partially qualify.

The method of figuring the retirement income credit may be
illustrated as follows:

First, add up the following unearned income items;

a) retirement income

b) annuities (insurance payments)

¢) interest (savings accounts, bonds etc.)

d) -renizl income

e) dividends (stocks or other classified stock options)

(Note: if you are a taxpayer who is under 65 include in your

list only the rotirement income received.) :
eéond, subtract from $1524 the sum of Social Security bene-,
fits and Railroazd Retirement benefits, plus 509, one-half of the
amount received in arned income for the taxable year, that is,
wages, salaries, etc. (Note: if you are under 62 enter the amount
of earned income in excess of $900. If you are 62, but under 72,
enter any one of these three: ;
a) if 31200 or less enter zero,
b) -if over $1200 but not over $1700 enter one-half of
amount over $1200; j
c¢) or,if over $1700, enter excess over $1450.)

Third, when you add up from the unearned income list.and
report one-half in earned income multiply 15% (.15) times the
net amount. ‘ i

Let me cite an example. A taxpayer is unmarried and 66
vears of age. In 1974 he receives $9000 in interest, $600 in Social
Security benefits, and $1300 from a summer job. His gross income
is $10,300. Tharefore, assuming the taxpayer does not-itemize
- and instead uses the standard deduction his taxable income would
be 37255.

These are recommended
because they lower the level of
cholesterol in the blood by help-
ing the body eliminate excess,
newly formed cholesterol.

Total fat is low in chicken,
turkey, fish and lean veal, notes
the Heart Association. Also,
there is no cholesterol in foods
of plant origin such as fruit, ve-
getables, grains, cereals and
nuts.
