Pope’s message...

The so-called Monumenta
Frisingensia, the first Slove-
nian text in Latin characters,
are “its first expression and
testimony. Another very sig-

‘nificant source is the mis-

sionary activity of the holy
brothers, Sts. Cyril and
Methodius, great teachers of
the faith who were keenly
aware of the importance of
the link between faith and
culture.

The -spiritual heritage in
which your culture is formed
therefore owes much to_the
Christian inspiration present

in the two great European
cultural traditions: the East-
ern and the Western, al-
though in Slovenia the latter
predominated.

Every authentic encoun-
ter of the Gospel with a spe-
cific culture will contain a
process of purification and
development which reveals
its hidden potential with the
passage of time. This also
happened when Christianity
met the Slovenian genius.

Your forebears recog-
nized Jesus Christ as their
and, through the
Gospel, they gradually deep-

ened their moral sense. In-

contemplation of the divine
and human figure of the In-

- carnate Word, even their

aesthetic sense was refined. .

This is attested by these
churches and chapels which
give your countryside a spe-
cial charm, by the wealth of
your folk songs, which often
have a strong religious ele-
ment, and by the treasures of
your sacred music, from
Jacobus Gallus to the con-
temporary composers.

 The Christian perspective
serves as a background to

- your poets and writers, from

Predern to Balantiz, from
Cankar to Pregelj, to name
but a few. Your painters,
Jakopié, Kregar and others,
moved in thé same spiritual

atmosphere. Pleiik, who
left an indelible mark on
your 20th century architec-
ture, was also strongly in-
spired by the same Christian
mystery, enriching even
such cities as Prague and
Vienna with his works.

Your. participation in
European culture extends to
the intellectual and scientific
fields. It is enough here to
remember Fran Miklosi,
rector of the University of
Vienna and the father of
Slav philology, and the phi-
losopher Franc Veber.

The fruitful relationship

.between culture and the

Gospel is also attested in
your history in the areas of
pedagogy, economics and
social and political activities,
where we find exceptional
personalities like Bishop
Anton Martin  Slomsek,
whose first concern, together
with the proclamation of the
Good News and the moral
reform of the people, was
always the promotion of the
national culture. Thus Slo-
venes can offer numerous
proofs of the effect of the
Gospel in all areas of life.

3. — And today? Slovenia
is also affected by the gen-
eral situation prevailing on
the European continent,
where, on the one hand, a
void left by ideologies is
emerging and, on the other, a
significant reawakening of
the memory of its own roots
and the riches of former
times is taking place. This is
the moment of truth for
Europe.

The walls have collapsed,
the iron curtain no longer
exists, but the challenge
about the meaning of life and
the  value of freedom. is
stronger than ever in the in-

- ner conscience and mind.

“And how can we fail to
see that the question about

God is at the heart of this

problem? Either man con-
siders himself created by

God, from whom he receives
the freedom that opens up
immense possibilities to him
but at the same time makes
specific demands on him, or
he is absolutely autonomous,
free, unrestrained by law,
and abandoned to every sort
of impulse, imprisoning
himself in hedonism and
narcissism.

The gospel sheds light

on life’s meaning

The present climate of
anguish and mistrust re-
garding the meaning of life
and the manifest disorienta-
tion of European culture in-
vites us to look in a new way
at the relationship between
Christianity ~and = culture,
between faith and reason. A
renewed . dialogue between
culture and Christianity will
be profitable to both; and
man above all, who longs for
a truer and fuller life, will be
the one to benefit.

4. — Slovenia has made a
great and promising step in
this direction with the rein-
troduction of the Theology
Faculty in the University.
Within the framework of the
other disciplines, while the-
ology shows it fully accepts
the challenge of rationality,

it cannot fail to call on ra-
tionality itself to be open to
the Mystery that transcends
it. Then in fulfilling its task
— the presentation and thor-
ough study of “the truth of
the Gospel” it also casts
light on the meaning of life
and history, thereby making
an irreplaceable contribution
to building up the world and
promoting human coexis-
tence.

Its “effectiveness” cannot
be measured with the criteria
of “technological rational-
ity,” but this is no reason to
consider it any less real or
necessary.

This perception, in the cur-
rent phase of culture, seems
to be crucial to the future of
earthy hope itself.

In fact, it is well known
how the collapse of the great
ideologies severely tried the
optimism of a certain secular
humanism which had pre-
vailed on the cultural scene
for some time. Today the
predominant temptation is
no longer to base everything
on human reason, but to give
up the very prospect of any
foundations at all, in order to
abandon oneself to a dan-
gerous drift of skepticism
marked by fatigue and frus-
tration.

In the context of this deep
cultural crisis, in many sci-
entists the conviction is re-
emerging that science and
faith can no longer ignore
one another, and that it is
necessary to build a bridge
between them.

6. — This dialogue is be-
coming increasingly urgent
especially with regard to
many concrete problems of
private and social life. The
problems are complex,
sometimes critical. Many of
them concern the recognition
of the human person’s tran-
scendent nature and inalien-
able rights, from the moment
of conception until natural
death.

The world of science and

culture is called to make a
special commitment in this
area, especially through
schools and other educa-
tional institutions. I therefore
turn to you, who have great
public responsibilities: do
not extinguish the flame of
faith in the younger genera-
tions.
