Jav-
nost je ta zatrjevanja sprejela s
precejSnjim dvomom, ta je do-
bil novo oporo v izjavah vodni-
kov policije treh mest, kjer je
do izgredov prislo.

Pred senatnim pravosodnim
odborom je policijski nacelnik
mesta Cambridge predlozil na
traku govor Rapa Browna, no-
vega predsednika SNCC (Stu-
dentovski Nenasilni Koordina-
cijski Komite), v katerem ta po-
ziva k poZiganju in streljanju.
Nato je izjavil, da je bil Brown
“edini razlog” za izgrede v tem
mestu ponoci 28. julija.

Policijski nacelnik Cincinna-
tija Jacob W. Schott je trdil, da
v tem mestu ni pravega ¢rnske-
ga geta in da tam tudi ni bilo
nobenih c¢rnskih nemirov, dok-
ler nista prisla tja v aprilu Car-
michael in Brown ter Séuvala k
nasilju in izgredom.

CLEVELAND, O. — Vse se
je vrsilo po priznanem demo-
kratskem obredniku za sejo,
ki naj izbere demokratskega
kandidata za Zupana ali pa
tudi ne. Vodilni okrajni de-
mokrat Porter je predsedoval
in imel naért, kako bo spravil
Locherjevo kandidaturo sko-
zi scjo, ki so se je udelezili
vsi clevelandski demokratski
veljaki. Bilo je dosti besedi-
¢enja, pa malo tehtnega go-
vorjenja, kot se pa¢ spodobi
ob takih prilikah. Locher sam
ni bil navzoé, akoravno se je
pravocasno vrnil z nekega se-
stanka v Bostonu. Tudi nje-
gov tekmec Celeste se ni po-
kazal. Bil je pa na seji ¢rnski
kandidat Stokes, ki se je pa
slabo odrezal. Ceprav ni zbo-

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ANTI-RIOT BILL. Last week the
House passed a bill (H.R. 421) to
impose Federal criminal penalties
upon persons traveling in or using
the facilities of interstate commerce
with intert to incite a riot. The
vote was 347-70. I voted with the
majority. This legislation repre-
sents the legitimate exercise of Fe-
deral criminal power under autho-
rity based on the commerce clause
of the Constitution. Historically,
certain types of conduct have been
prohibited by Federal Statute when
the facilities of interstate commerce
are used. For example, there is the
Federal Xidnapping statute, the
Anti-Racketeering Act, ard the pro-
hibition against the interstate trans-
portation of strike breakers.

H.R. 421 is not intended to and
does not limit the right of dissent
and peaceful demonstration. Legi-
timate activities by those who tra-
vel in interstate commerce to par-
ticipate in public gatherings or oth-
er lawful demonstrations are not
affected. However, those persons
who use facilities in interstate com-
merce in order to incite riots, vio-

|lence, looting and bombing would

be subject to prosecution. The most
effective means of riot cortrol still
rests with local and state police.
The intent of H.R. 421 is to sup-

plement existing state laws only,

{not to replace them. By assuring

Federal jurisdiction over out-of-
state inciters, State and local autho-
rities will be substantially assisted
in ‘keeping peace and protecting

tims of riots ard violence are the
law abiding citizens who suffer per-
zonal injury and loss of property.
In a larger sense we are all vietims

for authority and the breakdown of
law and order.

Final passage of this legislation
would be an effective deterrent to-
ward eliminatior. and controlling
riots.

Ev-
ery citizen has a responsibility in
this area. We must strengthen. re-

Yes Queen — not Princess Anne.
We're refering to the monarch that
was, some 250 years ago. It was
Queen Anne who gave Iinventor
Henry Hill a patent on the first
typewriting device in 1714 and
touched off a long romance between
girl and machine.

The Mill machine made “charac-
ters so neat and exact as not to be
distinguished from print,” accord-
ing to the yellowed pages of his-
tory. No other record or descrip-
tion. of the device has survived.

Four generations passed before
a crude writing device was put
together for the first time on Ame-
rican shores. President Jackson
signed a patent in 1828 for William
Austin Burton’s invention, made in
Detroit and set on a butcher’s meat
block. Called a “typographer,” the
only model was destroyed in a pa-
tent office fire 'in 1836 — without
enough usage to warm the heart
of a single secretary.

" But the old saying that love is
blind entered the world of the fe-
male office worker some 30 years
later - when Christopher Latham
Sholes: manufactured the first com-
mercial typewriter. Mounted on a
sewing machine stand, the hight-
buttor. shoed office gal moved its
carriage by a foot pedal similar to
the one of her sewing apparatus.
The “blindness” of her love?
she couldn’t see what she was typ-
ing. Keys struck the roller under-
side; the letters weren’t visible un-
til paper was taken out of the
machine,

Actually, the first breakthrough
for women operators of typewriters
came ‘at the turn of the century,
when the New York City YMCA
announced it was conducting a six-
month’-.training  course for girl
“typewriters” to operate “remark-
able new machines.” Eight bustled
girls graduated despite the scoffs
of virtwally every male reader of
the announcement, and a new aura
of respectability prevailed. A gen-
teel young lady, it seemed, could
operate - “complicated” machinery
in the workaday world.

Her romance survived the first
real test!

In the 1920's, the engagement of
girl and. machine really began to
pick up, speed as  the typewriter
went electric. James Field Smath-
ers, an- inventor from the ‘“Show
Me” State of Missouri, demonstrated
a successful power-operated ma-:

Called the IBM Magnetic
Tape “Selectric” Typewriter it is
designed for general office typing
as well as for applications where
revisions due to errors or insertions
and deletions, will be needed. Ex-
amples are technical reports and
papers, manuals, legal briefs, in-
surance reports, reproduction mas-
ters, repetitive busiress forms and
complex statistical work.

The Selectric utilizes a magnetic
tape which stores typed informa-
tion in coded form.

. The homemaker service of the
Cuyahoga County Welfare Depart-
ment is now the second in the
natior, ranking only below New
York City, the County Commission-
ers, William P. Day, Frank M. Gor-
man and Henry W. Speeth, said.
County Welfare Director Eugene
F. Burns told the commissioners
that when Miss Martha Davis was
hired last fall as coordinator of
homemaker service, the department
had remained static since 1954 when
it attainred the number three spot.
Today, a doubling of staff size to
228 homemakers has caused the
local welfare department to push
past Chicago, the holder of the
number two spot for over a decade.
Three types of homemaker ser-
vices are now offered by the County
Welfare Department to clients. The
traditional homemaker, assigned to
families or elderly . people works
the usual eight hour day being re-
lieved in the evening by family
members.
Another group of homemakers
work a twenty-four hour shift for
seven days a week, living in with
the families. They are assigned when
mcthers are out of the home or
when no family member is available
to relieve the homemaker at the
end of a usual eight hour day.
A new type of homemaker is the
emergency worker, ready to take
assignments at any hour of the day
or night in response to: crisis situa-
tions. The County Welfare Depart-
mert has 18 emergency homemak-
ers, at least three on each eight
hour shift. These women work out
of the new Bessie Banner Metzen-
baum  County Children Center! un-
der the direction of Mrs. Bessie
Lynch. S
“This special program  which' be-
gan December 1, 1966 has proven
the importance of preventive wel-
fare services,” Burns told the com-
missiorers. “During the first six
months experience, the emergency
homemakers have been able to
keep over 500 children from being
placed in county institutions for the
neglected child.” )
The emergency homemakers also
help welfare clients who are ex-
pecting babies and do not have any-
ore to care for their children. When
the woman goes into labor, she calls
for an emergency homemaker who
can come in the middle of the night.
The mother can then enter the
hospital with her mind at ease
about the care of her other chil-
dren. The emergency worker is re-
lieved by a regular or a live-in
hememaker when the situation calls
for contirued service. R
i “We are trying to prevent family
breakdown in this community,”

I you feel good on your feet you
will'walk more, exercise more, work
and play and smile more. If you
don’t — and the swelling and heavi-
ness of the feet and legs that go
with pregnancy all too often con-
spire against you — you will be-
come listless, easily fatigued, pro-
.bably overweight and almost cer-
tainly less cheerful.

From the first, you should wear
shoes that give good support. In

| this. means well-constructed leather
pumps or oxfords with sturdy or
wedge heels.
