Labor Day Message

Most Americans who are under middle age have seen but
never really touched the face of poverty. The national trauma
we know as the Great Depression has been our only mass ex-
perience of what it means to be without the means of sustenance
and to have no way to remedy the situation. To be sure, we have
had several ‘‘recessions’’ which have caused us to think, even in
personal terms, of doing without some of our customary
amenities; but for the most part these have been temporary.

The reality is, however, that harsh poverty plagues our
country despite its great wealth. For a people who believe in
“‘progress,’’ this should be a cause for alarm. There is a large in-
crease in the number of women and children living in poverty.
Today, children are the largest single group among the poor.
This tragic fact seriously threatens the nation’s future. That so
many people are poor in a nation as rich as ours is a social and
moral issue that we cannot ignore.

Many working people and middle-class Americans live
dangerously close to poverty. A rising number of families must
rely on the wages of two or even three members just to get by.
The loss of a job, illness, or a break-up of a marriage may be all
it takes to push people into poverty. .

The lack of a mutually supportive relationship between
family life and economic life is one of the most serious problems
facing the United States today. The economic and cultural
strength of the nation is directly linked to the stability and
health of its families.

When families thrive, spouses contribute to the common
good through their work at home, in community, and in their
jobs, and children develop a sense of their own worth and of
their responsibility to serve others. When families are weak or
break down entirely the dignity of the parents and children is
threatened. High cultural and economic costs are inflicted on
society at large.

Significant changes in self-esteem occur when unemploy-
ment is extended over any lengthy period, and studies indicate
that its effects are most pronounced in workers in low-level
employment. Thus those least able to cope with it are the ones
most often afflicted with joblessness. Not merely emotional
malaise, but serious mental health disorders can take their
origin in loss of employment.

Our Catholic teaching is grounded in the sacredness of
every human being. Created by God, and redeemed by His Son
Jesus, everyone has a right to love, respect and dignity. The
respect and dignity of the person are most effectively realized in
community with others. Participation in work, and in human
relationships, provides for that community.

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United States Opens
Embassy in Ljubljana

Last week the United States
formally opened its Embassy
in Slovenia. Officiating at the
ceremony for the United
States was Allan Wendt, a
career diplomat who is cur-
rently serving as Charge d’af-
faires of the Embassy, but will
eventually become Ambassa-
dor. As with every U.S. envoy,
Wendt will have to be con-
firmed by the U.S. Senate. The
opening took place on August
25. The temporary site of the
Embassy is the American Cen-
ter on Cankar Street in down-
town Ljubljana.

A photo taken on the occa-
sion is in the Slovene section,
together with a photo and an
interview with Mr. Wendt. In
the interview, Mr. Wendt was
asked about Cleveland and the
activities of Slovene Ameri-
cans in connection with sup-
porting Slovenia. Wendt re-
plied that he was aware of this
and that he wanted to meet
with representatives of Slo-
vene Americans when he re-
turned to the United States,
which he will do shortly.

Wendt has begun to study
the Slovene language and used
a few words of Slovene in his
address at the opening cere-
mony. He began to study Slo-
vene under the tutelage of

‘Leopolda Plut-Pregelj of

Washington. As a career
diplomat, Wendt served in
Vietnam from 1967 to 1971
and was recognized for his ser-
vice during the Tet offensive
of 1968, when the Embassy in
Saigon came under attack.

will be in Cleveland this week-
end with his wife and daugh-
ter.

Guardian of our Hallowed antiquities

On the 50th anniversary of
the assassination of Rev. Dr.
Lambert Ehrlich (May 26,
1942) a new book in Slovenian
about him has been published.
It is the work of Rudolf Cujes,
a professor of Antigonish,
Nova Scotia. According to the
author it is only a groundwork
for a more definitive
biography of Ehrlich.

Some 340 pages are divided
into 17 sections. They cover
Ehrlich’s ancestry, being a
dedicated patriotic Slovenian
from Carinthia with a German
name. There is a section
devoted to his priestly
character, as well as his educa-
tion, including graduate work
in Paris and at Oxford. For
this he was appointed Pro-
fessor of Apologetics and
Religion in the Theological
Faculty at the newly formed
University of Ljubljana.

Dr. Ehrlich early on learned
the great dangers of Com-
munism which threatened
Slovenia, at that time a part of
the now defunct Yugoslavia.
His participation in the peace
talks in Paris after World War
I especially taught him how
world politics worked.

So he concentrated his

=

energies at the University on
the students, among whom
Communism had made serious
inroads. This led to the forma-
tion of *“‘Guardians in the
Storm,”’ to which many of the
university students responded
with enthusiasm. Ultimately it
cost the teaching divine his life
as a ‘‘traitor” to the Com-
munist cause,

There are many feats, one of
the greatest Slovenians rank-
ing with Bishop Slomsek,
KoroSec, Preferen, and other
notable great men of Slove-
nian history. Among these
must be included his early in-
terest in Catholic missions, to
the extent of being designated
sometimes as the father of
Slovenian missions. Since he
could not leave his post, he
devoted much missionary
work among the Slovenians,
particularly the poor and
helpless around Ljubljana.
He was devoted to the Bless-
ed Virgin Mary, with par-
ticular fondness for the shrine,
Svete ViSarje. It was there in
1931 that he said: ‘‘It’s not by
chance that we have gathered
right here... Slovenia has to be
the boundary mark, which
unites and binds the South
with the North, and the West
with the East.”” He saw this as
the focal point of the three
major forces within Europe:
Germanic, Slavic, and Latin.

Hence he early envisioned
and advanced the idea of an
independent and sovereign
Slovenia. This proposal was
too radical for people that had
been a subjugated nation for a
thousand years. Consequently
his ideas were never accepted
or acted upon by a skeptical
political enclave.

So much more could be said
about this humble, devout,
ascetic man of God, who died
penniless on a public street
just after having said his last
holy sacrifice of the Mass. But
as the author, Cuje¥, points
out the problem of his
biography remains to be
resolved. This book provides
an enormous amount of
details and materials arranged
perforce somewhat
haphazardly.

However, much of the
Ehrlich records were probably
displaced by the ha(t’?ful Com-
munists and the Communist
regime. Some of the material
was destroyed. Some of it has
been scattered throughout the
world among the refugees
from the so-called liberation
movement. What is contained
in this book has been lovingly
assembled by Cuje¥ with the
aid of numerous Slovenian co-
workers. Many of these con-
tributions are from Ehrlich’s
many students and friends.

It must be remembered that
any mention of Dr. Ehrlich or
his works was considered a
crime against the state. The
hatred was so great that his re-
mains were dug up and dispos-
ed of somewhere unknown to-
day. His bones rest in un-
consecrated grounds, like
thousands upon thousands of
victims of this Communist
revolution who lie in unmark-
ed or common graves around
the Slovenian countryside or
woods.

The book is concluded with a
generous bibliography for
later researchers and
biographers. Much work re-
mains to be done.

Although the book is in
Slovenian it is an important
contribution not just to Slove-
nian literature. Numerous
photographs of Dr. Ehrlich
and his family and associates
enhance this contribution. In-
