V zvezi z mojim telegramom
jugoslovanska serija $t. 6. (64)
z dne 7. oktobra 1942 (12 opol-
neci) in z mojo posiljko jugoslo-
vanska serija §t. 22 z dne 9. sep-
tembra 1942 imam c¢ast, da spo-
ro¢im $e vsebino mojih nedav-
nih razgovorov z monsignorjem
Kuharjem, jugoslovanskim po-
slanikom pri poljski vladi. V
svojih ponovnih stikih z njim
sem spoznal, da je objektiven,
da jasno misli in je zelo dobro
poucen. To je tisti moz, ki me je
prvi informiral v novembru 1941
o Stalinovih povojnih teZnjah na
splosno in posebej o Stalinovi
sréni zelji, da bi prestavil ruske
gospodarske' ' in vojaske meje k
Jadranskemu morju. (Glej moje
poroé¢ilo jugoslovanska serija 5t
6, z dne 7. januarja 1942.)

Ko sva se nedayno razgovar-
jala, je msgr. Kuhar povdaril
svojé mnelife, da na zadrzanje
Moskve ~napram Mihajlovicu
vplivajo oziri, ki vodijo preko
osebnih razlogov k $§irSemu in
ve¢jemu vprasanju: Ruski po-
vojni cilji, nar Balkanu. (To se
ujema z meojimi pogledi, ki sem
jih izrazil v brzojavu jugoslo-
vanska serija §t. 6 (64) z dne
7. oktobra 1942. On je Se dodal,
da razlaga podjetnost komuni-
sticnih band v Jugoslaviji kot
potezo, ki jo dirigira Moskva v
okviru interesov ruskih povoj-
nih naértov, da se namre¢ ko-
munisti ho¢ejo vnaprej znebiti
vseh takih ljudi, ki bi mogli
cvirati povojno zvezo z Mos-
kvo. V podkrepitev tega svojega
mnenja je navajal med drugim
tudi tole:

Msgr. Kuhar je dodal, da je

misljen bolj kot sredstvo za pri-
tisk kot kaj drugega, pa vendar
je tudi to dejstvo, da mnogi do-
bro informirani in objektivni po-
znavalei sumije in slutijo, da
Moskva v vsakem slucaju hoce
boljSevizirati Nemcijo kot pred-
postojanko naperjeno proti za-
padu.

Of ' the cigarette-smoking duck
hunters who often take snuff into
the blinds with them to hide smoke
or flame from game. “I've known
goose hunters in lower Hudson Bay
to give up smoking for days while
they knocked down their limits of
Canadian honkers.”

About the time in 1940 when
gold miners high in the mountains
of British Columbia threatened to
strike because the company store
had run out of ‘“sncose.” An emer-
gency message was sent to a bush
pilot in Juneau who picked up
several cases and roared off on a

In 13 States
and the District of Columbia, en-
rolled Party Members voted for a
presidential candidate in a primary
election contest for delegates to the
Convention. These states are Cali-
fornia, Florida, Illinois, Massachu-
setts, Nebraska, New Hampshire,
New Jersey, Ohio, Oregon, Pennsyl-
vania, South Dakota, West Virginia
and Wisconsin. However, this vote
is binding on delegates elected only
in California, Delaware, Oregon and
Wisconsin. But, even in these
States, a delegate can run as un-
pledged. Therefore only two States
— California and Wisconsin —
have primaries than can be con-
sidered as outright mandates from
the people. To add to what must
seem to be total confusion, the word
“binding” applies only to the first
ballot. After the first ballot, the
delegates are free to switch to an-
other candidate or to become un-
cammitted — open to the persua-
sion of other candidates.
Once the Convention gets down
to polling the States, the actual
number of voting delegates will
total 1,308. The 1,308 alternate dele-
gates vote only in the absence of the
regular delegate. The first person
~ to receive 6556 delegate votes be-
comes our candidate for President.
Then the Vice Presidential candi-
date will be selected.

Between now and election day —
November 3rd — the political tem-

perature will slowly begin to rise —
until it reaches a fever pitch. The
Conventions provide the opening
act — the climax comes in the Fall
with the counting of the ballots and
the election of a President.

afire. They doused it with water.
When the car was moved it was
found that a hole, the size of a
walnut, had burned through the
rubber to the fabric. A smoldering
charcoal briquette found in the
gravel was responsible.

Woods State Park, Oxford, told At-
zenhoefer of a recent incident where
some remnants of similar briguet-
tes, intended for a small stream, had
fallen on the shore and a small boy
stepped on them, burning one of
his feet.

A Zip Tip: Write Right

FORT MADISON, Ia. — Poor pen-
manship will take the zip out of
_Zip Codes, a wellknown handwrit-
ing expert warns. Illegible written
numbers on letters and packages
slow down handling by postal work-
ers and can nullify the advantages
of Zip Code addressing, says Wes-
ley E. Scott, Sheaffer Pen company
consultant.

Address legibly and print if neces-
sary; use extra care in writing num-
bers and state abreviations; double
check all doubtful addresses; put
your return address on évery piece
of mail; use a permanent writing

How far does your
chariot go on a
gallon of gas?

This is a good time of year
to calculate your gas mileage
— before the arrival of win-
ter driving, in case you're
thinking about a new car, a
tune-up, or planning next
year’s budget. To figure gas
mileage accurately, it’s nec-
essary to keep track of it for
at least 500 to 1,000 miles.
This will allow for variations
in driving conditions, temper-
ature changes and minor in-
accuracies resulting from a
“full” tank that is actually a
half gallon or so short. Here's
how to check up on the gas
mileage you're getting:

Start your mileage check
with a full tank of gas. Re-
cord the odometer reading
while the attendant is filling
the tank. (The odometer is
the mileage indicator.)

At each subsequent stop
for gas, have the tank filled,
record the odometer reading

and the number of gallons
purchased. By dividing the
number of gallons into the

miles traveled, you can calcu-
late average miles per gallon
between each stop for gas.

At the end of the test per-
iod, after recording the
amount of gas required to f{ill
the tank and the final odome-
ter reading, calculate your
over-all mileage per gallon by
dividing the total miles tra-
veled by the total number of
gallons purchased.

Is your gas consumption too
high? If so, perhaps your en-
gine should be tuned up. Is it
idling too fast? An idling
engine wastes about a penny’s
worth of gas every four
minutes. . Perhaps you should
watch. your driving habits.
Are you making too many
abrupt starts, accelerating too
fast? Are you shifting into
high gear as soon as possible?
Lower gears call for more
gas. Do you anticipate slowing
traffic to avoid gas-consuming
stops and downshifts?

Do you idle the engine ra-
pidly to warm it up as you
start it in cold weather? This
helps to drain your tank. In-
stead, drive slowly until the
engine is warm.

Eyesight is one of our most
precious possessions. And yet

true. Here are some facts to
focus on:

Most experts agree that
there is no such thing as eye
“strain.”- There ‘is eye ‘‘fa-
tigue,” however, and this is

what sometimes occurs when
you spend long hours focused
on one thing. It isn’t serious.

Nothing can cure nearsigh-
tedness. This includes wearing
glasses, eye exercises or eat-
ing carrots. Glasses will im-
prove vision, but they will not
correct the defect that causes
nearsightedness. Children are
not likely to “outgrow’” their
crossed eyes if left alone, and
some loss of sight might re-
sult if treatment is not provi-
ded.

Inflammation of the eye
should be treated if it's per-
sistent. Often called “pink
eye,” it might be caused by
dpst or an allergy, and is not
serious. But if it lasts more
than a day or two, it might
be an infection of a symptom
of something more serious.

Glaucoma cannot be cured,

but it can be treated and ar-
rested. If recognized in its
early stages, glaucoma can

usually be checked and stabi-
lized, thereby preventing ser-
ious impairment of vision. Te¢o
many people don’t know thev
lhave it. For this reason regu-
Jar eye checkups by a physi-
‘cian are important.

Some people see better with
contact lenses than with glas-
ses. Contact lenses have been

greatly improved in recent
years, but there is still a
danger of cornea! scratches

and possible infection. For
this reason, if you wear con-
tact lenses be especially eare-
ful to have regular eye exa-
minations.
