Marca so bile na Danskem ob¢inske volitve. Prej so
komunisti imeli v vseh ob&inah skupaj 76 mandatov. Na
fanskih volitvah pa so jih s teZavo dobili le 24. Enako sliko
so na Danskem dale tudi parlamentarne volitve, ki so bile
septembra. Komunisti so zgubili 2 mesti v parlamentu, tako
da imajo sedaj samo 7 poslancev.

Pri pokrajinskih volitvah, ki so bile aprila na Nizozem-
skem, so komunisti zgubili 27 od prej$njih 58 mandatov.

| UNIVERSAL SERVICE: What It Means

(Continuation.)

Calls under universal service will
come to youths in the order of their
birthday months. A youth who is
18 in August, 1951, will be called
before a youth who becomes 18 in
November, 1951. Most youths will
be 18% before calls reach them,
according to Anna Rosenberg, As-
sistant Secretary of  Defense, who
presented this program to Congress.
UMS won't get well under way un-
til spring, 1952,

Induction under UMS will be into
a military service, not a special
training corps. Each service will
be assigned a share of the best-
qualified men, and, if the Army’s
quota is not filled, some who want
the Navy or Air Force will be as-
signed to the Army.

Service overseas, in combat, can
be ordered for selectees after four
to six months’ basic training. About
125,000 selecteces will be picked ev-
ery year for college after they have
completed four months of basic
raining. There will be 75,000 civi-
lian college students a year, and
perhaps 60,000 who will enter col-
lege in ROTC. After July, 1954,
plans contemplate that every able-
bodied youth will serve 27 months
after high school, and then those
who wish may go to college. A
