Our production for the month of September,
seventh month of the SNPJ Jubilee Membeg-
ship Campaign, has come up to our expecta-
tions when 268 certificates were issued to our
new members.

These articles were timed to
coincide with the arrival of 850
Italian university students semt
to America by the fascist £9v-
ernment to advertise and
pagate the “merits” of
training in a tour of A
universities. !

The Italian universities are
not scientific institutions; they
are propaganda machines apd
police barracks. The professors)
must all take an oath of loyalty
to the fascist regime before they
are permitted to teach. In 1981
scores of professors were dis-
missed for refusing to take such
an oath, and scores resigned
rather than be so humiliated.
Now only members of Mussoli-
ni's party can be professors.
