A new transport technique
has paved the way for ocean
liners that could speed at 100
knots across a waterless prairie,
the United Nations Interpa-
tional Civil Aviation Organiza-
tion (ICAO) reports in a world-
wide study.

The pioneer in so-called “air-
cushion vehicles (ACV)” is Eng-
land, which already has oper-
ated commercial service across
the River Dee estuary, on the
Thames at London and to the
Isle of Wight.

ICAO says experimental
models also have been produced
in the United States, Russia,
France, Sweden and Japan.

Lifted by a downward thrust
of air, the ACV rides inches
above any flat surface: water,
highway, beach or plain. Thus
freed of contact with the sur-
face, the friction-free craft can
be driven at tremendous speeds
by propellers or jets.

A 27-ton British model can
carry 38 passengers at speeds
of more than 80 knots. And,
according to the ICAO, U.S.
research is even more ambi-
tious, aiming at a craft “capa-
ble of carrying several hundred
passengers, the idea being that
it might eventually supersede
the conventional passenger or
cargo vessel.”

Last
week the House passzd and sent to
the President S. 2214, authorizing
$312 million as the U. S. contribu-
tion to a proposed $750 million in-
crease in the financial resources of
the International Development As-
sociation. A similar bill had besn
recommitted to the House Cominit-
tee on Banking and Currency
earlier this session. During House
debate on the original bill, a num-
ber of guestions were raisad which
indicated further study and clarify-
ing answers were needed. As one
Member said, “It was not possible
to separate fact from fiction. More
factual information was needed”.
The further hearings brought forth
assurances made in answer to the
earlier objections. These included:
IDA not giving loans to countries
which . expropriated private U. S.
Froperty without coempensation, not
lending money to nationalized en-
terprises which c®apete with pri-
vate enterprise such as the
Bokaro Steel mill in India, and
not giving loans to countries which
belong to the Communist bloc or
those which fail to take self-help
measures. It was ‘also stated that
the World Bank would soon start
transferring “a substantial portion”
of its earnings to IDA, and the
‘U. 8. share of IDA contributions
had been reduced from 43.1 per
cent of the total in 1961 to the cur-
rent 41.6 per cent.

The International Development
Association is an affiliate of the
World Bank. It was formed during
the Eisenhower Administration to
assist underdeveloped nations by
making 50-year loans in hard cur-
rencies. The loans are interest free,
but carry a three-quarters of one
per cent service charge and are re-
payable in hard currencies. Seven-
teen countries, including the United
States, are members of IDA.

He
writes as follows: “The only thing
I have found distressing about my
tours in Korea is the lack of recog-
nition Americans from all the serv-

I feel that a con-
certed effort should be made to
make your -coastituents, and my
fellow citizens, aware that shooling
has not stopped and that we in
Korea need the support from ‘the
folks at home’ as much as the
fighting men in Vietnam, Germany,
Panama, or any other piacs in the
world. This is especially iruec of the
vounger soldiers who offen think
they have been forgotten or who
think of their 'service here as a
punishment. I know better, as do
many of the other ‘old soldiers’ in
my unit, but, still, it is difficult for
us to convince others of the im-
portance of our mission here if the
people at home do not lend a hand!”"

They cer-
tainly deserve = recognition and
grateful appreciation!

TRAINING TEACHERS OF
HANDICAPPED CHILDREN

The U. S. Office of Education,
Department of HE.W., is now ready
to receive applications for -grants
to train teachers of the handi-
capped and to support research to
aid handicapped children. Under
legislation passed last year (P. L.
88-164), a total of $14 million is
available for this purpose. Funds
may be used for training teachers
and their supervisors, researchers
and other specialists to' work with
children who are mentally retard-
ed, crippled, or emotionally dis-
turbed, and children who because
of impaired health require special
education; also those with . speech,
hearing and sight defects. Grants
may be made to colleges, univer-
sities, and state educational agen-
cies to enable them to provide one-
vear fellowships or traineeships
and short-term traineeships.

The new program also author-
izes the Commissioner of Educa-
tion to make grants for research
or demonstration projects relating
to education of mentally retarded
and health-impaired children. Re-
search grants may be made not
only to public educational agencies
but to public and nen-profit pri-
vate educational or research agen-
cies and organirations.

NEW YORK, N.Y. (ED) — Seems
like World’s Fairs specialize in com-
niunications ‘firsts.’ Alexander Gra-
ham Bell's ‘talking instrument’ took
honors at Philadelphia’s Centennial
Exposition in 1876, for instance, It
was the radio at the St. Louis Ex-

phone call from the San Francisco
Exposition in 1914. Television was
introduced at the New York World’s
Fair in 1939. And last year, the
world was treated to a ‘live’ glimpse
of Telstar at Seattle’s Century 21
Exposition. .

There is another “first” at the
1964-65 New York World’'s Fair.
An expected 70 million Fair visitors
will view the world’s first “elec-
tronic newspapers”’*— a multimil-
lion dollar information network
sponsored by General Foods Cor-
poration.

Controlled from a central mes-
cage center on the Fairgrounds, this
neiwork consists of large electronic
message panels which simultaneous-
ly flash a steady stream of Fair-
ground news fo strolling visitors —
as well as world news, weather re-
ports, . traffic conditions, and other
public service information.

Death from rabies is certain once
the symptoms have begun, but ra-
bies can be prevented by wvaccinat-
ing all dogs and repeating the shots
periodically,

THE CLEVELAND ACADEMY
OF VETERINARY MEDICINE
suggests the following:

1. Tell children to avoid touching
any wild or unknown animals —
even if they look “sick” or act in
a “friendly” manrer. Report all
such cases 'to the Police or the
Health Department.

2. If you or your family are bitten
by a wild animal or a pet, report
the incident to the Police and con-
tact your Physician at once.

3. Do not (repeat NOT) kill the
animal unless it is impossible to
capture it alive. The reason is that
rabies can best ‘be diagnosed after
ratural death occurs.

4. Once ‘the symptoms of rabies
have begun, death always occurs
within ten days. Suspected animals
should be kept under observation
for this period at an animal hospi-
tal.

5. Get your pets vaccinated im-
mediately. The vaccine is safe and
effective.
